You, I am confident, warmly participate in the joy to which the birth of a Prince bas
given rise throughout Her Majesty's dominions.

I am desired by the Secretary of State for the Colonies to inform you that LHer Majesty bas
not been able to comply with the prayer conveyed in the Address which you adopted during last
Session, on the subject of the Report of the Commissioners appointed to enquire into the differ-
ences between landlords ad their tenants.

It is the wish of the Secretary of State that, in communicating this decision to you, I should
invite, your attention to suggestions made by his Grace, in a despatch which will be laid
before you.

His Grace, in this despatch, proposed that the local Government should be authorized to
issue, annually, a certain amount of debentures, and to apply these debentures in assisting
to buy up the landlords' rights, with their cotisent.

His Grace further proposed that sales should not be compulsory on the landlords, but that a
fixed rate of commutation should be indicated, by authority, as the Government price. That
this assessed rate of purchase,- viewed as receiving a certain moral support from Government,
should regulate the amount of assistance to be given in each ease from public funds.

As the termis of commutation proposed by bis Grace were in some respects less favourable to
the tecantry than those- whieh had already been offered by the proprietors, and as it seemed
likely that little practical good wouid result from their adoption, in consequence of bis Grae
stating that they would not be compulsory on the landlords, it was deemed expedient that
Delegates should be sent to England to ascertain the viewa of Her b1ajesty's Government,
and to facilitate a settlement of the question.

The Report of the Delegates will be laid before you.
After mature consideration of this Report and of the whole question of a settlement. I trust

your best efforts will be directed to maturing sucb measures as may not only conduce to the
amelioration of the condition of the tenantry, but also receive the. sanction of tie Imperial Go.
vernment, and the concurrence of the proprietors.

The Administrator of the Government of Nova Scotia bas addressed communications to me on
the subject of a proposed Un-ion of the Provinces of Nova S .otia, New Brnnswick, and Prince
Edward Island, under one GoVernment and Legislature.

I have directed that these communications be laid before yo.
A Bill to prevent the fraudulent marking of merchandize will be proposed to you. You will

aise be asked te take under your consideration a suggestion made by. the Secretary of State for
the Colonies respecting the establishment of a Maritime Court of -Enquiry into the causes of
wrecks.

The Estimates for the current year will be laid before you. They have been framed with'due
regard to economy.

The Accounts for the past year will also be submitted to you. I observe, with great satis.
faction, that the Revenue of the past year far exceeds that of any previous year, and leaves a
large -surplus over the expenditure.

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Secondly,-Because the effect of retaining the claute in question, will be to induce traders
in the Colony to exercise caution in the selection and purchase of Goods, and thereby, while
securing to the consumer îhe advantages of a sound ani good description of commodities for
home use and consumption, it will have the direct tendency to protect and encourage the manu-
fa.tures of those persons who have acquired a just celebrity for the superiority and high quali--
ties of their re-pective productions.

Thirdly.-Because the objections herein before urged against the first amendment made by
the Legisiative Council, will apply with equal force to the second amendment proposed by that
Honorable body, which, if carried out, would have the effect of depriving the manufacturer or
producer of an article of the protection which the place of manufacture, as set forth in bis
trade mark, is calculated to ensure to him.

of their industry and voluntary submission to their legal obligations, paid up large proportions,
and still less to those who bave paid up the whole of their rents ; nor does it propo5e any re.
mission of the old arrears of rent, which remain a burthen so heavy as to cramp the energies
and industry of the poorer class of tenants. That it would appear to your Cominittee that any
attempt to legislate thereon, with the view of removing this or any other objection to any other
of the various suggestions it contains, would bo quite unavailing, inasmuch as the despateh ex.
pressly deelares that Hie Grace " dismisses the idea of imposing on the proprietors, by law,
any general rate of commutation ;" and that the sales proposed to be effected, under the plan
suggested, should "not be compulsory " on the landlords.

Your Committee, however, are disposed to view with more favorable consideration that part
which presoribes a Government loan to those tenants who may suoceed in effecting a voluntary
purchase from their landlords, and regret that the condition of the Colonial finances for the aur-
rent year, owing to the provision necessarily to be made for the payment and disobarge of the
Worrell Estate Debentures, t& the extent of £19,000, whiob will becone due on the 24tb day of
December next ensuing, will not, at present, admit of any sufficient sum of money being pro.
vided te give effect to eny loan measure founded on the suggestions contained in tha said de.
spatch, however feasiblo and desirable that measure may at present appear.

Your Committee, neverthelaes, entertain au exc:ging hope that, at the next year's sitting
of the Legislature, a measure of such a nature may be matured in suoh terms as may successful.
]y commend itself to a great majority of both propriotors and tenants; and that, in the mean time,
the Land Bill, which bas already met the sanction of both Branches of the Legislature ab the
present Session, may become the law of the land, and prove tu be acceptable and of great Bd-
vantage to a large number of the tenantry.

Ihave forwarded td the Secretary of State for the Colonies your con-
gratulatory Addresses to Her Majesty the Queen and to His Royal High-
ness the Prince of Wales, on the occasion of the birth of Ris Royal lligh-
ness Prince Albert Victor of Wales.

It will afford me great satisfaction to transmit, for the consideration of
the Colonial Minister, the Act which yotu have passed for settling diffe-
ences between Landlord and Tenant, and to enable Tenants on certain
Townships to purchase the fee simple of their farms.

This Act contains much which is calculated to ameliorate the condition
of the Tenantry affected by it. I trust its terms are such as will receive
the sanction of ler Majesty's Government.

I am glad to observe, among the numerous enactments to which I have
just given my assent, ' An Act for the establishment of a Bank for Sav-
ings." I confidently hope that the people throughout the Island will
hasten to avail themselves of the advantages which it offers.

The Delegates whom, in conformity with your Resolution, I shall prou
ceed to appoint, for the purpose of discussing the expediency of a Union
of the Provinces of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Is-
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-land, will, I am confident, enter upon the duties committed to therm with
a full sense of the importance of their office.

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the fHouse of Assembly:

In Her Majesty's name, I thank you for the Supplies which you have

granted for the Public Service.

Mr. President, and Ronorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council:

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly:

The deep interest which His Grace the Duke of Newcastle has taken in
this Colony will cause you to hear vith regret that His Grace has retired
from the Colonial Department of Her Majesty's Government.

I rejoice that I am now able to release you from further attendance here
by proroguing this General Assembly.

After which the President of the Cjouncil said:

Gentlemen of the Bouse of Assembly:

It is the will and pleasure of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor
that this General Assembly be prorogued until .e y

Report of. the Medical Attendant of the
Lunatie Asylurh.

C m.oerows, Januerg 31st, 1864.

GIMTLEMEN;Ç
1n compliance with the requirements of my annual duties, I have the honor to furniah to

your Board the accompanying report, being a Statistical view of the results of our operations
in the Asylum for the Insane, for the year ending January Blet, 1864.

The number of patients remaining at last Report was fourteen males and eeven females,
mounting in ail to twenty-one.
There hnve been adnitted during the last twelve months eight males and three femalo,

making a total under treatment of thirty-two. The number discharged bas been eight, viz.;
gve males and three females.

During the past year two deaths have occurred among the Lunatios, viz.; one in a female
fromn Pulmonary Consumption, and another i a man from an Epileptic seizure.

The unimproved Chronie cases amount to five ; eight have improved, eleven much improved,
and six bave regained their reason ; while twenty-four yet remain under treatment.

Among the Paupers, four deaths bave occurred, viz.; one an old man aged 80, from Cerebral
Plethira, another aged 66, fromu Bronchitio Consumption ; and, in 2 others death was coca-
ioned by Epileptie attacks. Only four paupers now remain.

We have still to deplore the tardiness with which Lunatie patients are forwarded to the
Asylumn. When the seizure exceeds in duration a period of upwards of twelve months, the
malady frequently becomes chronic and complicated, and the remedial measures adopt-
ed uncertain in their results. Thus of six cases admitted during the past year, the following
are the durations of their attacks, viz: one of two years ; three cases of four years each ; one
of five years; and another of forty-two years standing.

In many such cases, froin inattention or ignorance of the nature of Insanity, the unfortunate
aufferers become chargeable te their friends or the country for life ; whereae by prompt atten-
ion to the first invasion of the attack, the diseases of the mind are found to be almost as

amenable to proper treatment as those of the body.
We have to regret the limited a.commodations for our paying patiente or boarders, as every

bedroom in the Hoopital i in occupation, and the first applicant wbo makes bis appeal for Hos.
Ita) relief mut.of neceuity be thrust into the oellar.
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We continue to suffer the disadvantages connected with a building most faulty in its original
construction, and limited in its dimensions, and it is no trifling grievance to find that while
the neighboring Provinces have erecred palatial structures for their Insane, and continue every
few years to expend thousands in their amplification, we must find accommodation for our Suf.
ferers in the regions under rþund, On se*erie ocessions our Aýylum bas been visited by
Medioal Superintendents of large Hospitals, and the system f ilodging patients in the cellar
bas by them been reprobated in no measured terms.

As a means of directing the attention of our Representatives to our limited accommodation,
I beg to quote the following proposition, made by a meeting of the Association of Medical

Superintendants of all the American Asylums for the, Insane, held at Philadelphia lm May,
1851. It is this-'- That no apartment should ever be provided for the confinement of Luna.
tic Patients, or as their Lodging Rooms, that are not entirely above ground."

The Hospital, though thus limited, continues in a state of thorough repair. Several improva.
ments have been adopted during the past year, with respect to the comfort and classification of
the patients.

But as our numbers increase, we find that our principal attendant on the male Lunaties bas

to perform more than double duty ; having to serve and wait upon seventeen male Lunatics
and four Paupers, instead of ten, the usual authorized number for one person, and as the work
is not a little onerous, this of course demanda an additional assistant.

. As nothing of further importance bas occurred during the year, I herewith respectfully aub.
mit to the cduideration of your Board this my Fourteenth Annual Report.

I have received your Despatch, No; 34, of the 9th of April, transmitting an Addrebe to Her

Majesty from the Legislative Council and Assembly of Prince Edward Iàland, on the -subjeot
of the recent Land Commission.

The Council and Assembly after stating at length the appointment of a Commission to ex-
amine into the Land Question, the nature of the recommendation or Award submitted by them
te Her Majesty, and the circumstances under which certain Bills, based upon that recommen.
dation, failed to receive Her Majesty's allowance, proceed to observe, that the question whether
this Award cau, or cannot, be made legally binding on the parties concerned, is one proper for
the consideration of Her Majesty's legal tribunals; and they conclude by praying ler Majesty
te inform the Proprietors of land in Prince Edward Island, that unless cause to the contrary b
shewn, before a legal tribunal to be provided by Her Majesty, a Bill giving effeot to the Com.
missioners' Award will receive the Royal sanction. As I am not aware of any method by
which this question could be submitted to any Court of Justice, and as the Counoil and As.
sembly have not suggested any such method, I considered that the course most satisfactory te
them would be that of' ascertaining from the Law Officers of the Crown, first, whether the se
called Award were, in itself, liable te any objection, founded upon any principle of law or
equity, and next, whether it were possible, by any proceeding in law or equity, to give effect
to the wish of the Prince Edward Island Legislature, by enabling the Proprietors or tenants
te show cause why Her Majesty's Assent should or should not be given to the proposed Bill.

I transmit a copy oi the answer which 1 have received te, my question.
You will observe tLat in the opinion '?f Sii. W. Atherton and Sir R. PaIbàer;. thé repOrt of

The further state that any Act fòt ithë settlement of this question must be judged of upon
its own merits, and "net upon any supposition of au Award, legally or morally binding, having
been made in this case."
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I trust that this opinion,embraing thé legal and moral aspeets of the questionaand founded
on the plainest principle of law, and common sense-the principle that a nan .who, has agreed
to refer his case to-one Tribunal, cannot therefore be forced to submit it to another-will satis.
fy the Legislature of Princeî Edward Island that the course which they have suggested must
be dismissed, as impraoticable, and will lead them to consider,-with patience and moderation,.
some other means of settling a question which is at present productive of so much publio in,
convenience.

The Government of the Colony, acting ia the interests of the Tenants, have already rejdeted
a proposai made by the Proprietors, that their luesees 'sbould be allowed td purobase's fee-
simple in their holdings jat fifteen -years' purchase: of the reservéç rent, the i purcbase; money
being paid at-once in cash. I can imagine that they- may bate bad:good.reaàons for tbt.Lre-
fusal. but.I oannot;holp observing that, as the Commissionerslhave:suggesieda -t 'maximum rate,t
of twenty years purchaso, the.'Proprietras' proposai must, in sôme inst'ances, have 'involved a
considerable sacrifice, on their part, and tbt- its rejection byi.the.Tenantry transfers to them the-!
obligation of suggesting some reasonable basis of compromise.

The ground'being thus cleared for a fresh proposai, I think mèyseif-bound to bring:before the.-
Colonial Governmeqt the views which I hve bden. led to;form on the subject.

As to the general principles on which this mattoroôughtto1Q settled, I feel little difieculty.
In the first place, I dismniss the idea of imposing on the Proprietors, by law, any general ratei

of commutatibn.
The enquiries. of the Commissioners were .pointedly ditected, to this object, and they have

pronounced it unattainable.
I thiak that the objections to a:compulsory arbitration are equally insuperable. The expense

would probably be so large, and the practical difficulty of securing a fair adjudication, and com-
pelling a Tenant to perform the terms of an unfavorable Award, would, in the present state of
public opinion, be-ao great, that Ahe proprietors could not, with any justice, be required tousub.'
mit to them.

I also disthiss the notion of'any Imperial Guarantee or advance of Money. The Legislature
of Prince Edward Island must take it as certain that Her Majesty's Governament cannot pro.
pose any such measure to Parliament.

As, however, the projeet of a iLoan, under an Imperial Guarantee, bas met with universal
favor, I assume that means might be found in the Colony to pay interest on a Loan of less-
amînount, without such a guarantee.

I aiso infer fron the tone of the Commissioners, that any general rate of cominutaticn whichW
is adopted or indicated by authority, should hinge more or less upon the reserved rent.

Fromn the eagerness with which I have been pressed to confirm the Award of the Commis-
sioners, i. infer that the Award is acceptable to the Tenants, that is to say, that the Tenants,
are ready to pay the fair price of their lands-as settled by impartial arbitrators-in insta)-
ments spread over ten years, and to continue the payment of rent-or rather, of interest on thew
unpaid intalments,-until the land is thus enfranchised.

From the scheme of' the Proprietors I infer that they, on their side, are in ail cases ready to.'
seli their rights for fitteen years' purchase of the reserved rent, paid at once in cash. But i
coniceive that basis of commutation to have been defective, for two reasons :-first, that it re-
quired an imumediate cash payment in full, wbich the Tenants cannot make ; and.secondlyy' that
it based the price of an Estate solely on the rate of .reserved rent, without reference ta the
question whether that rent had been, or could be collected. It oould not be expeoted that
Tenants who had never paid their rents, would buy off their obligation to do so at the rate of
fifteen years' purchase.

With these preliminsary observations, I desire to consider the present condition of the ques.
tion, with a view to determine not what is just or legal, on which of course np agreement can
be expeoted, nor yet what would be most advantageous to the Tenants or Landliorda, if either7

.of thein were possessed of unlimited power to effect. what they wished-which is an easy but
impractical question-but to the more useful and difficult enquiry ; cas- tilese Tenures be ex.
tinguished on terms which, under present circumatances, are mutually advantageous to Tenant,
and Proprietor ?

It must steadily be borne in mind that in calling upon the proprietor to relinquish his present'
daims, the Colony is calling upon him to sacrifice admitted legal 'rights.. By what indue.mentb
can h be reconciled to that sacrifice? Plainly by giving increasnd security to those rights
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which ho retains. Payment in cash would dispose of all question of security, but thisi the Ten-
ant cannot effect. Payment by instalments gives the Landlord no fresh seenrity. It in more-
]y the substitution of one promise to pay for another, the parties remaining the sane.

It appears to me, however, that in many cases, at least, the position of the Landlord would

be materially bettered, if ho received the security of the Colony, instead of the security of the
Tenant, for bis annual income; or in other words, if the purchase money were paid down at
once, but were paid either wholly or in part in Debentures.

I will assume, in order to facilitate the explanation of my meaning, that the purchase money
is paid, one third in cash and two thirds in Debentures.

I should thon, in the first place, propose that the Government sliould ho authorized to issue
annually a certain amount of Debentures, bearing six per cent interest-say not exoeeding
fifteen thousand pounds a year for ive years,-and to apply these Debentures in buying up, or
in assisting to buy, the Landlords' rights, with their consent, at a fixed rate of purchase, which
I will call, the Government price. When a Tenant is prepared to pay down in cash one third
of the Government price, I would propose that the Government should issue Debentures to the
amount of the remaining two thirds, and that the purchase boing thus completed, the Tonant
should receive a conveyance in fee of the land, subject to the liability to pay the interest on
the Debentures, and ultimately, by contribution to a sinking fund or otherwise, to discharge
the principal.

If the Tenant could not advance this proportion of the purchase money, the Government
might buy the property on its own account-as bas been doue with the Selkirk and Worrell
Estates-and recover its advances, as it could, either by resale of the Lands, or by the recovery
of rent from the Tenant, in which the Government, with fuil power of Legislation at its com-
mand, ought not to find any difficulty.

In this case, however, it might be necessary for the Government to raise, by the sale of De.
bontures, perhaps at a loss, the proportion of the purchase money which was to be paid in
,cash.

This being the machinery of redemption, it follows to enquire what shall be the Government
'price. The assessed rate of purchase which will regulate the amount of assistance to be given
in cach case from public funds, and which may be viewed as receiving a certain moral support
from Government. Although this rate is not compulsory, and mpy, therefore, be increased or
,diminished in particular cases by private arrangements between Landlords and Tenants, it is
Eighly desirable that it should be so fixed as to be tolerably applicable to the majority of sales,
and to inform Landlords, with some precision, what they have to expect, and what terms of
,escape (for so I will call it) from their very invidious position are praetically open to them.

In this enquiry, I shall assume the rate of Interest in Prince Edward Island to be that at
vwhich the Debentures are issued, namely, 6 per cent. A rent reserved on land would, at this
,rate, be worth about 16 years' purchase. And, considering that two thirds of the purobase
ixnoney is to be paid in Government Debentures, I do not think that a Landlord, who bas look-
.ed after his property and is in the receuipt of fuil reserved rent, could be expected to part with
his.interest-including a more or less valuable reversion at the expiration of the lease-for a
Iess ,aMOuet. Nor do I see why the Tenant sbould be disinclined to redeem at that rate.

.Butin many cases Landlords have not looked after their interests, and have not received
their full ýrente. lu proportion as this bas been the case. the Tenant will be unwilling to re-
deem, at a bigh rate, a rent which he bas neyer paid ; while the Landlord will be ready to
soel, at-a low -rate, a rent which he bas never received. In all these cases, therefore, a pro-
portional reduction must be made in order to satisfy the Tenant, and may be made without dis.
satislyi-g the Landlord. In all these cases I would propose-to use an ordinary phrase-to
"split-tho-difference " between the strict rights of the Landlord and bis actual receipts.

It would be easy to aeoertain, in any case of intended commutation, the average payment of
the Tenant for the 8 years preceding the lat of May, 1858, being the date up to which the
Commissioners propose to remit arrears. Having done this, I would propose to take, as the
Government price, a sum equal to 8 years' purebase of the reserved rest, plus 8 years' purobase
of the average actual receipts.

I will illustrate the proposal by three cases of farms rented at £50 a year each. In one,
I wili suppose that the:full rent bas been regularly paid-in the second, that it has been half
paid-in. the third, that it has not been paid at aIl.

Of this sum I have already said, one third would be paid in cash by the Tenant the re-
maining two thirds would be advanced by Government in Debentures. A payment fbr twenty-
five years of 8 per cent, on the amount borrowed, would probably suffice to meet the annuai
interest of the Debeutures, and to pay off the principal, if the ternis of the Loan rendered it
possible to invest the annual payment towards the sinking fund in the redemption of the De-
bentur,;i. e. at 6 per cent. interest. If not, the slight loss might possibly be borne by the
publ:io Treasury, in consideration of the public benefit which this commutation might be ex-
pected to effect.

If this were so, the result to the Tenant, in each of the three preceding cases, would be as
follows:

When a rent of £50 had been paid in full, the Landlord would receive £800. The Tenant
would pay £266 13s. 4d. down, and an annuity, say for 25 years, of £42 13s. 4d.

When the reserved rent was £50, and £25 had been actually paid, the Landlord would re-
ceive 4600, and the Tenant would pay £200 down, and an annuity of £32.

When nothing had been paid, the Landlord would receive £400 and the Tenant would pay
£133 68 8d down, and un annuity of £21 6s 8d.*

I suggest the payment by way of annuity, because I suppose this to bo the most convenient
to the Tennt. But, of course, arrangements might easily be made to enable those who pre-
ferred itto pay tboir money more promptly.

In anY case, however, it must be distinotly understood-as this is.the basis of the wbole ar-
rangement-that the obligation to pay the principal and interest of the Debentures, as between

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the Government and the Debenture holder, reste exclusively on. the public Treasury, and is in
no degree whatever affected by the failure or neglect of the Government to recover the money
.om the Tenant.

As these sales will not be compulsory, it is not necessary to enter upon any question as to
the nature or duration of the leases to which the right of purchase should apply. But with re.
gard to arrears, I assume that, in any case of commutation, the Tenant and Landiord will alike
be satisfied to abide by the Commissioners' recommendation. that arrears which accrue prior to
May lst, 1858, should be remitted, but that ail subsequent arrears should be paid up.

I have heard two objections raised to that part of the scheme which relates ta Tenants who
have not hitherto paid their rents. The one is, that so large a remission, professedly depending on
the fact that rent bas been withbeld, is, in fact, an encouragement to dishonesty. The other is,
that those who have bitherto successfully resisted the payment of any rent whatever, will Dot
be willing to pay the proposed commutation in order to get rid of an obligation which they
have never performed.

The one objection is, that the indulgence to non-paying Tenants is immorally large-the ocher,
that it is suicidally small.

These objections, to a certain extent, answer each other, But the truth is, that any prac-
ticable arrangement must be open ta both of t hem. The state of things is this: The Lahdlords
eannot seriously hope to recover their strict legal rights in iùll, while the Tenants, who have not
paid rept, cannot, without extravagance, expect to be supported in their present refusal ta do so.
it is assur.ned-for without that assumption ail hope of a pacification is impossible-that the

*landlords'will find it to their intereFt to waive their right to mucb that they are entitied to,
if the LJegislature of Prince Edward Island will honestly assist them ta obtain more than they
at present receive. This is the only possible basis of compromise. The real question is pot
whether the proposed arrangement is free from objection, but whether it will not, in a large
,aumber of cases, be for the advantage alike of Landlord and Tenant to secure their own interest
b;y closing with such terms as I have indicated. My'own hope and impression is that it will be
eo ; and 1, therefore, cannot but hope that the terms would be largely accepted, if put forth with
the support of Government ; though I am bound to add that sone, at least, of the Landloids eare
not satisfied with them. There would, of course, remain a fow special cases ta be dealt with
separately. But the experience of this country bas shown that when a reasonable principle.of
voluntary commutation is once put forward, it is, before long, freely accepted:by the niajority of
those concerned, while the minority either establish a fair;groùnd of exception, or are eýntùally
compelled to fo)lew the stream.

I am under'the necessity o requesting you to inform the Legislature that Her Majesty has
not boen able to comply with the prayer conveyed in their Address. But I wish yd.p, in so
d4oing, to lay the present DespateL before them, and invite their attentien to the suggestions
whih it'contains, being, I can assure you, the result of much anxious consideration, and of an
ea:-nest desire to promote the interests of Prince Edward Island and its'inhabitants.

My Lotn DUKE,-W E are honored with your Grace's commando, aignifie in Sir Frederick Rogers' letter of
the 9th May, ultimo, stating that ho was direoted by your Grace to ·request that ie
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would take into consideration the enclosed copy of an. Address to the Queen from the Council
and Assemably of Prince Edward Island.

Sir Frederick Rogers was also pleased to state that thot Island was granted during the last
century to certain persons, by whom a large portion of it .was let to the present oocupiers.-
'fhe Tenants are very anxious to obtain a fee simple interest in their lands, and to escape pay-
ment of rent, and this desire bas produced a series of disputes of various kinds.

That in 1860, a proposal was made to appoint a Commission to investigate the matter, and:
the Proprietors Euggested as a preferable method " that three Commissioners or Referces be
"appointed-one to be named by Her Majesty, one by the House of Assembly, and one by the
"Proprietors of land-and that these Commissioners should have power to enter into all the
'enquiries that may be uecessary. and to decide upon the different questions which may be
f brought before ther, giving, of course, to the parties interested, an opportunity of beiug

lîheard."
This proposal was aocepted by the Assembly of P. E. Island, who agreed, lon the part of

" the Tenaptry, to abide by the decision of the Commissioners, or the majority of them, pad to
pledge themselves to concur in whatever measures may be required to give validity to that
decision."
That three Commissioners were appointed " for enquiring loto de said differences, and for
adjusting the same on fair and equitable prinçiples." And in.a report (of which a copy was

enolosed) " awarded," inter alia, that the Tenants should receive a certain. remissioQ of arrears
-that they should be entitled to purchase their holdings at twenty years'purcee, of the re-
oervedçrent, and that any Tenant who thought this rate of.comnitation too bigh, might tender
what be chost,; and that, on the refusal of the Landiord to acoept that tender, the, yalue should
be adjated by Arbitration.

That to this the Landlords objected, through Sir S. Cunard, in a letter (of whicha copy was
annexed,) that they were ready to be bound by the decision of the three Commissioners, but
that they were not prepared to hand over their interests to the proposed Arbitrators, and to
embark in the expense and disputes consequent on a multitude of petty arbitrations, On this
ground they refuse to accept the Award, and your Grace, on the same ground, refused to ad-
vise that Her Majesty should concur in the Legislation which was necessary for enforoing it.

That the Landlords, bowever, offered terns, not including an arbitration, but giviig to te
Tenants the remission of rent proposed by the Commissioners, and the righto Lu purobase the
fee simple of their land at fifteen years' purobase of the reserved rent.

That the Council and Assembly of Prince Edward Island state that theyý dbnot, seek by the
passing of a law to compel compliance with an award liable to an objection1.founded on any
principle ofj'justice or equity, but subwit that the question as to whether that Award.can or
cannot be made legally binding on the parties concerned is one proper for the consideration.of
Her Majesty's Judicial Tribunals.

That they thereforo pray, that utiless cause to th contrary be sbewn before a judicial
tribunal, Her Majesty's allowance may be given to a Bill to give effect to the said Award of
Her Majesty's Royal Commissioners.

Sir Frederick Rogers was further pleased to state that there is in Prince Edward Island a
Supreme Court invested with the usual powers appertaining to the English Supreme Courts of
Equity and Common Law, and that under these circumstances he was directed to request our
opinion on the following questions :

1. Whether the Award is in itself liable to any objection founded on any principle of law
or equity î

2. Whether there is any proceeding in law or equity by which it would be possible that the
Proprietors or Tenants in P. E. Island could show cause why Her Majesty's assent should or
should not be given to a Bill to be passed by the Prince Edward Island Logislature, for giving
effect to the Award of' the Commissioners ?

3. Whether tberu is any proceeding at law or in equity by whioh that Award can be ou.
forced upon the recusant Proprietors?

-4. Whether, in case there is nô such proceeding, the Logislature of P. E. Island could,
with justice and propriety, pass a law giving effect ta that Award ?

In obedienOe to your Grace's commanda, we have taken this matter into consideration, and
baie lhehcgot go Ilpff
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1. That we do not think the term "Award" applicable with any propriety to the Report of
the Commissioners of inquiry, appointed by Hier Majesty's Commission of the 25th June, 1860.
For there was no reference or submission properly so called. The gentlemen who sigied the
letter to your Grace, dated the 13th February, 1860, havirig been incompetent to bind Ibe
gencral body of Froprietors of land in P. E. Island, and niot laving professed or attempted to
do so ; while, on the other liand, it is cleur that they did not propose or intend by that letter
to bind themselves, individually, unless the general body of Proprietors would be also bound.

Passing, however, by this point-which is, nevertheless, of the greatest importance---with
reference to the two following questions, we are of opinion, upon the substance of the case,
that the Commissioners bave not executed the authority which was alone proposed to be con.
ferred upon them, on the part of the land.owners who signed the letter of the 13th Febru.
ary, 1860, so far as the proprietary interests of those or other land-owiers are concerned, viz.:
" To negociate with the Proprietors of township lands for fixing a certain rate of price at
" which every Tenant might have the option of purchasing bis lands; and ah-o to negociate
s with the Proprietors for a remission of the arrears of rent in such cases as the Commissioners
" might deem reasonable." And we think that a recommendation that the price to be paid by
a Tenant for the purchuse of bis land should be settled, in each particular instance in which
the Landlord and Tenant night differ about the same, by arbitration, is not either literally or
substantially within the scope of that authority.

We arc confirmed in this view by the perusal of the Act of Assembly, passed on the 2nd of
May, 1860, which, although not assented to by Fier Majesty-lor the reasons stated in your
Grace's despatch of the 2nd January, 1861-appears to us to show, both by its preamble and
by its second and third enacting clauses, that an Award by the Commissioners, Whieh,'without
any delegation to other arbitrators, sbould itself settle all matters in difference between each
particular Landiord and Tenant, and should therefore determine and govero the title to the
land in each Township, was what the Assembly, as well as the land-owners, really had in con.
templation.

2 and 3. Our answer to both these questions is in the negative.
4. This is a question of public policy. Such an Act, if passed by the Colonial Legislature,

and assented to by Her Majesty, must be founded and justified, not upon any supposition of an
"Award" legally or moraliy binding baving been made in this case, but solely for reasons of
public advantage, such as those which have at various times induced the Imperial Legislature
to pass statutes for the enfranchisement of Copyholds at the option of' the Tenant ; for the en.
franchisement of perpetually renewable leascholds in Ireland; for the commutation of Titbes;
for the compulsory acquisition of lands for Railway and other public works, at prices to be
fixed by a jury or by arbitration ; and for other similar purposes, iivolving, for the general
good, more or less, interference with the tenure of private property.

I beg to observe that Town Lot, 'No. 70, is bounded North by Sydney Street, Eset by Town

by the Barracke, &o.; consequently the description, as extending to North-west angle of 70, id*
correct, although exhibiting by Plan, No. 2, a want of connexion or extension. The Town
Lot, No. 70, is atill there in its entirety, although a portion bas been used as a thorougbfare
to other property; but in a survey or in mapping of' such survey, Streets and Lanes are shewa
to exist without referenoe to their being a portion or the whole of an original Lot.

measure contributed te the delay that ensued the receipt of your Excellenqy's communication.

I bave now to acquaint your Excellency that it is represented to me by the principal païties
interested in the passing of the Act referred to, that with reapeot to the disparity betweene the
first capital which by the second sectiou is fixe.d # the sumn of £1200, and by the 38th section
is allowed te be increased to £21,200, they respectfully conceive that the guarantee for the re.
sponsibility of the promoters of the scheme should not be tested either by the original small.
ness of the proposed Capital or the amount of the license to increase it; but, as in other
Banking Acts, by the requirements of the Act itself, and the rles and enactments regulating
and establishing tho liability of the shareholders, the amount te bo paid on each share before
operating upon it, and also the extent of the paper issued redeemable in specie permitted by
the statute. They consider that the Enactments of the Statute are as stringent with respect to
the liability of shareholders as the Act now in force incorporating the Bank of Prince Edward
Island, 18 Vie., Cap. 10, or the Act of last Session, 26 Vie., Cap. 4, to incorporate the Union
]Bank of Prince Edward Island, as they are (see sec. 19) liable to pay twice the amount of
stock then actually held by them over and above and in addition to the amount of stock actu.
ally by them paid into the Bank.

The whole amount of the original Capital must, in the case of the Farmers' Bank, be paid
in gold and silver before operaýions-can commence ; whereas, in the case of the Bank of Prince
Edward Island and the Union Bank, operations are allowed to conmence wh.enever opp tbiyd
of the Capital shall have been paid in gold and silver, and although the increase from £1200
to £21,200 may soem very large, yet it would not be made at once, but may be made graduai.

42) are subject to all the rules, &c., to which the original shares are liable.

The friends.of the Act further urge that the extent of the paper issues, which the Farmers'
3ank ie authorized to make, is limited by Section 21 to twice the amount of the Capital stock

paid in ; whereas the Act above referred to, relating to the Ban;k of Prince Edward Island
and the Union Bank of Prince Edward Island allow an isjse to the extçnt (see 18 Vie., Cap.
10, Sec. 20; and 26 Vie., Cap. 4, Sec. 21) of three times the amount of the capital stpek
paid in.

Having thus submitted to your Excellency the reasons adduced in support of the enactiments
of the Farmers' Bank of Rustico, almost precisely in the shape in which they bave been con.

That the articles of your memôrialists manufacture have, from the reputation acquired by
yourmeuiorialists for the guods they produce, attained.such a reputation as te command avery
mnuch higher price than goods of the sambe kind, manufàctured by various obouses, many
or most of themn of inferior quality, and not identified by> rrade Nlarks.

That the iicreased price which your memorialists' commodities command has led to constant
iiitations and forgeries of their trade marks, bdt which have greatly been checked in the
United Kingdom by the operation of recent Legisiation.

That your memorialists fid, in the course of their dealings with many of the Colonies of the
United Kingdom, that they are far less protocted against the trade frauds to which allusion bas
been made than in the United Kingdom ilself, or in those countries bet.wedn whieh a&d He
Majesty's dominions commercial treaties exist.

That in most of' the British Colonies the piracies complained of .(and .which are even greater
evils te the public than to your memorialists) continue practically unohecked.

Various cases have recently come to the knowledge of' your memorialists in whieh the for.
geries of trade marks have been perpetrated, and where the class of frauds alluded te are
,matters of daily occurrence, and carried on with the utmost openness, and practically, with per-
fect impunity. A condition of things which your nemorialists have reason to be well persuad.*ed would.be materiaily amelioratbd were the laws of the svarious :Colonies cf the mpire as-
similated to the improved law of the Mother Country.

Your memorialists humb!y pray that the, Department Over which your Grace presides will
!be pleased to adoptý such measùres as may be necessary, with a view te the Governments of
rhe Colonies of the British Crown being moved to make the requisite amendments ùitheir
laW.

84, and
incapacitated by that.Act t'tom p¢rforming their funotions within Hét Majesty's Dominions,
have, notwithstanding, solèmnized narriages, and performed other clerical acts of whioh the
legality may bé impeadhed.

The Statute now passed besides establishing the validity of these Acts will, I hope, remove
ail occasion for irregularity. by énabling Colonial Legislatures within their respective jurisdie.
tions, to authorize the performance of clerical functions by Clergymen incapacitated by the Act
of 26 George I I.

1 think it advisable to-explain that this Act does not extend to Clergyme6i.of the Scottish
Episcopal Ohurch, hecause thôse Clergymen are under no statutery disability in the British

My attention bs recently been called to the expediency of delning the relations which
ought to exist between the Govornment of a British Colony and the Colonial Militia and
Volunteers.

Her Majesty's Government are of opinion that the best and most constitutionsl mode of deal.
ing with the question will be to follow strictly, in regard to ail Colonial Volunters, the general
principles on which the Volunteer System rests in thie country.

Under tbat system the Lord Lieutenant of each county, as the Queen's Representative, is
the Commander-in-Chief of the whole force ot County Volunteers, &o long as they are not
called out for satual service, while as soon as they are so called out, they come under the Mu.
tiny Act and Articles of War, and paso from :he Chief command of the Lord Lieutonant to
tbat of the General Officer of the District.

Acting on this analogy, therefore, it is very desirable that the Governor of each Colony
where Militia or Volunteers exist abould, as the Queen's Representative, be constituted by Law
the Commander-in-Cbief of ail the local forces raised in tbat Colony, and that ail arrangements
connected with the organization, drill and discipline af such forces should within the limite of
the Act of the Legislature under which they are establisbed, be made by bis autbority through
mch officers as be may appoint. Provisions to this effect are already in force in Canada and
other Colonies, and if they are not already adopted in the Colony under your Government, .
ehould wish you to embrace the earliest practicable opportunity of procuring their enactment.
Wherever this is effected the Local Colonial Forces will occupy their proper onstitutional po.
sition and a botter guarantee for their efliciont organisation and good discipline wili be secured
than can be afforded by any other feasible arrangement.

In recommending that the English analogy should be followed, I wish you to understand
clearly that although the Lord Lieutenant of a County is formally the Commander of the Coun
ty force, and in that oapacity exercises a general superintendence over ita arrangements, and
rctîically appointe the officers, he does not take the command of the Force whea oalled out.

Report on the Volunteer Brigade or Prince Edward Island
for the year ending 31st Jariuary, 1864.

MAY Ir PLEASE YoUR ExcELLENCY

ln accordance with your E'cellehoy's directions, I have tshe lionor to submait a Report 4pon
the Volunteer Force of this Province.,

I egret tât I ar ::ble te ste exactly the strength of this force owing to the great ir.
regularity shewn by Offcers 'commanding Companies in not forwarding their Qgarterly Re-
turns duiing the past year.

This is the more to be regretted, as it has in consequence been impossible to forward accurate
Returns to the Imperial Government, as required by the Secretary of State for thu Colonies.

I have by your Excelleney's command issued a Circular of date 30th January, 1864, Stating
your Excellenoy's intention of superceding any officer who is hereafter guilty of disobedience
of the General Order (5th April, 1862) which require these Roturns.

There are 34, oinpanies enrolled : 21 in the Queeu's County Regiment; 7 in the Prince
County Regitment ; 6 in the King's County Regiment. The Minimum establishment for a
(ompasny is 50 enrolled Meinbers. Some companies have fallen below this strength, whilst
others exceed it. During the Summer of 1863 ail the Rifles were calied in to be marked in
acordance with instructions received from the Imperial Government. Major General Doyle
sent the Armorer Serjeant 2-17th Rogiment, with an assistant to mark these aiê; and aiso
cousented that these Armorers should make any repairs which the Rifles,-soea of i*hich had
been 3 years in service,-might require. Inorder to facilitate matters further assistance was,
at the Armorer's request, afforded by Bombadier Laird of the Charlottetown Artillery and
Rifle Company.

Armorer Serjeant Millar, with assistants, was engaged in marking and repairing Arma
froin 16th June to 19th August, when the Armorer Serjeant received orders to!rejoin his
Regiment. At, is departure 1289 stand had been marked, and the greater part of them re-
paired. Bombadier'Laird bas since been engaged ià completing the repaire, and in'markinig
the remaining Rifles. There still romain about 80 stand to be markôd. A onsidezàhle saving
of expense will for thé future be effected, in consequence of Bombadier Laird heitâ resideot iithe Island, and being coni tem t te make the ordinary repaira, e' which Riflb in tse stéàd
pericdis:lly in nebd.

While the Rifles" we'e béig narked, Lieut. 'Côl. McKinstry was sent f6 inspect them on
behalf of the Inperial government.. The Arms on the whole were in beÉter o-der sthan "right
have been expoeted. Thù A cthrdr Seijeant'm account,'includig u sistantWsraýeling e:tidaes,
and board and lodging, etc., et. was £99 12s. 4-, of this suta about £80 is due *rom the lI-
perlai Goverument, as the marking was done under ite orders and at its expense.
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Most of the Arme have been reissued to the different Companies. Each Captain is liable
for the Rifles, &c. issued to his company. In one case a Rifle was given to a member of a

'understanding, that he should pay the value of the Rifle if called upon to do so. It is obvious,
chat in so doing the commanding 0o*eer exceeded his authority; and it cannot be too strongly
impressed upon commanding officers, that the Arme are a loan to the Province, that the
Colonial Legislature bas by law enacted that the Commander-in-Chief may direct these Arme,
and alseo accoutrements to be issued under such regulations as he may deem necessary.

Although the Commander-in-Chief takes a Bpnd from the Captain of each Company for the
value of the Arms, &c. issued to bim', it must be clearly understood, that the Commander-in.
·Chief bas no authority to sell these Arme, &c., that to detain them for private purposes, or to
alter then in any way is unwarrantable, and that notwithstanding that, the value of the article
be claimed on its non-production, the article itself is liable to be re-claimed, as Her Majesty's
property, whenever it is discovered.

It,.reflecta the- highbet .;credit on the Volunteers thomselves, that receiving, comparatively
speaking, go little support from publie funds, they have been able to bold their own with the
more favored Volunteers of the other Provinces. I need' bardly allude to the occasion-on
which they have competed with the rifle. Two out of three Inter-colonial prizes won by lsland
Volunteers, remain a testimony to their proficiency.

To expect that they will keep pace with their neighbors in drill is out of the question, unless
the Legislature makes a grant whieb will enable your Excellency to support a Staff of Drill
Instructors, similar to those in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

Your Excellency bas recently determined to throw upon the Officers commanding Companies
the respousibility of providing for the drill of their several corps. This step was deemed advi.
sable on account of Ihe impossibility of furnishing a suffioient Staff of Instructors from Head
Quarters out of the present grant. Your Excellency was also anxious to encourage a spirit of
self reliance among the officers themeelves, by offering everj inducement to them to instruot
their own companies. Few of the corps are now without effective members who might with
great advantage impart to others the knowledge of drill wbich they have themselvea aoquired.
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By your Excelleney's command, I·annonnoed>to the:officers comnanding companies', thai /(in
the event of the Legislatàre making a grant suffidient for the pu*posé) -£12 paiddhàlf yearly
would be the allowance for each company of 50 enéolled mer.mrs; that 'à deduction of 6e would
be made for every man under this numhor, not prosent in uniform at each half-yearly Inspectiod

That £5 would be the allowance for eadh subdivision, i. e., corps where ebriIéd wmembei
do not ,exoeed 49. That a deductioni of 5g.! would be made for every man uiàder 28, dot preý
sent in uniform at each halfyearly Inspection.

The succes of this plan must depend in a great measure,-on, the Inspections whieh will take
place iu the nontm of August 1864, and Januadry 1865.
