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THE CALL OF CANADA
AN ADDRESS DELIVERED AT A
CITY ORGANIZED
BY THE ROYAL COLONIAL

INSTITUTE, LONDON, ENG.,
JUNE 12, 1913

FEEL entirely at home in this gather-

ing, although far away from the land
of my birth. That feeling is partly in-
duced by finding so many old friends near
to me and about me; it almost seems as
though this part of old London had be-
come for the time being a section of the
Dominion of Canada, and a section of that
most favored part the whole Dominion
-known by the name of Toronto. How-
ever, this is not the time for me to indulge
in homelike feelings. My task has been
set, and my subject has been named, with-
out, of course, any consultation with me.
That is the last thing ever accorded to a
speaker, and the gubject is so vast snd the
time is so short that it makes it a very
difficult matter for me to know just where
to begin, and I shall find it just as difficult
to know where to leave off, if I ever do.

It is wonderful—and it forces itself up-
on us in that light—how much one must
reiterate and reiterate in order to enforce
the plainest truth and spread information
upon the most elementary subjects. Now,
I have no right at all to conclude that the
gentlemen seated around this table do
not know in the main what- ought to be
known with reference to so great a coun-
try as Canada; and so important a part of
the Empire ; yetI am old enough to know
that probably in the great rush and bustle
of business there are very many things
about Canada that you do not know, and
many of them almost elementary in their
nature and character. We in Canada
ought to know a great deal about our
Mother Country, and we do know a con-
siderable amount about it. I think that
the men of Canada know more about
Great Britain than the men of the United
Kingdom know about Canada, and it is
only natural that this should be so.

However, I am going to ask you to-day
to listen to me for a few moments whilst,
in a very scrappy and very inadequate
way, I attempt to lay before you some
facts with reference to Canada and her
growth, and to the face that Canada turns
towards the Empire, and the differences
in that aspect arising out of a progress of
some fitty years. iIf [ were a painter, with
2 brush which was capable of doing it, I
would paint and hang before you three
pictures: one of Canada as she was fifty
years ago, a second of Canada as sheis
in 1913, and, for a third, Canada as she
will be in 1950 or thereabouts.

If I could picture these three great
epochs in the growth of Canada I would
be able to unfold a story 'lm:hwould call
to mind the best spirit, the best adven-
ture, the best enterprise, and the best and
palmiest times in the history of this old
Empire of ours, repeated in another clime
and upon another sceme. In 1867, or
thereabouts;, we were absolutely unknit;

Let
no man be foolish enough to say in carp-
ing criticism that for a generation we did
For a generation we
were laying the groundwork ; in' the next
gmntion we were building up the super-
structure, and carving out the grand work
of rich results. ;. .

'l‘o-day we have a yield of grain upon
these Western lands amounting last year
to 180,000,000 bushels of wheat in the
three Prairie Provinces alone, enough to
give four bushels of wheat to every man,
woman, and child in the United Kingdom,
and a congestion for six or eight months,
when all the facilities available ‘were un-
equal to the task of moving the products
that Canada’s labor and Canada’s produc:
tion had assured.

About 1876-8 we found that our popula-
tion, small as it was, was being drained
from us. The land lure in the west of
che United States—the lure of the factory,
of the United States factory—called upon
ouryoung people, and after some years
nearly 3,000,000 of Canadian-born were
found upon the fields and in the ‘factories
of the United States of America.

We came to the conclusion this must
be stopped, and, contrary to all the canons,
that it must be stopped by devising some
method by which, with the co-operation
of legislation, capital and industry might
be planted in our own country, and around
them villages might be built and towns
and cities spring up. We might have
gone wrong, according to the theories of
Cobden and of the early writers; but we
have had the results.

Doctrinaires are welcome to their
theories and their doctrines if we can reap
the results, and we have reaped them, and
richly reaped them, in Canada. To-day
the cry jis: “ Build, build, build!” Our
railways are insufficient for the work
which is being pressed upon them, and
we are building railways just as rapidly
as capital can be got. No; that is not
quite right—it is as rapidly as men canbe
gotto put the labor into the work, There
isno lack of capital; there is a lack -of
labor in Canada to-day, and the produc-
tions of the country are chasing the trans
port facilities of the country, and over-
taking them at every point.

To-day we have had but one line of
railway which, inthe winter time, con-
nects the Western prairies with the East-
ern seaports. By the time December
snows come we shall have a second line,
and within two or three ycars we shall
have a third. Within two years the rails
upon the Hudson Bay Railway will be up
as far as the Hudson Bay waters, and a
new route will thus be opened out, shorter
by hundreds ef miles to Great Britain and
to Europe than any we now
Lookmg towards the West, there is one
greut railway—the Canadian Pacific—
which carries its freight and passengers
to the Pacific Ocean. Within two years
there will be two more; then we shall
have three great transcontinental lines.

You may lay
down as a fairly réasonable estimate that
for the next fifty years thete will be an
increase by immigration of at least 500,-
000 people per year into Canada. Add
that to the natural increase, and in fifty
years the population should be close on
50,000,000 people.

When a manfrom Nova Scotia goes to
British Columbia he is not called an emi-
grant. He has simply moved. What
reason is there in the waorld, when a man
goes from Scotland to Australia or to
Canada, that he should not be put in the
same class as the man who has ‘simply
moved and not emigrated? The head
and centre of the Empire is poorer by
138,000 people, provided they have not
moved to another portion of the Empire,
Therein lies the whole question. There
should be but one Empire. The citizen
of one portion of it should be a citizen in
every othér portion of it: the man who
goes from one to another has simply
transferred his home, and not transferred
his national characteristics. If these
great, mighty outlying dominions continue
to grow, as they will grow, and their popu-
lations increase, as they will increase,
fifty years will put the heart of the Em-
pire and the outlying portions of the
Empire in a very different position the
one to the other.

SALONIKA’S DISASTROUS
FIRE

——

London, Aug. 23,—The first detailed
account of the disastrous fire at Salonika
last Sunday is contained in a Reuter dis-
patch from that city, which says that
60,000 persons dre homeless and that the
property loss is - enormous. Insurance
companies are interested to the extent of
£2,000,000 to £3,000,000.

The military rendered all possible aid,
but the scarcity of water made it almost
hopeless to attempt to subdue the flames,
Refugees are camping on the outskirts of
the town. The destitute are being cared
for by the Entente military authorities,
the British having 30,000 in their charge.
Food and fresh water are very scarce.

The whole sea front, from the Customs
House to theé famous White Tower, with
its fine buildings, including the Church of
St Dimitri and several other churches
and - mosques,  was destroyed. Three
enemy airplanes flew over the city and
dropped bombs while the fire was burning.

All the stores of the Serbian Relief
Fund were destroyed in the fire, according
to a message received here to-day at the
hpdquarters of the Fund. = The storesin-
cluded hundreds of bales of clothing and
lm:ge quantmes of foodstuffs destined for
hospitals, wavside dispensaries, cantons,
orphanages, and distributories for the re-
lief of the population
Macedonia.

Havana, Aug. 22.—At the presidential
palace to-day, in the presence of : General
Marti, Secretary of War and Navy, and
William E. Gonzales, United States min-
ister to Cuba, President Menocal signed a
decree transferring to the United States
government four large German steam-
ships, the Bavar:a, Olivant, Adelheid and
Cohstantia, of an aggregate tonnage of ap-
proximately 20,000 tons, which were seiz-
ed as prizes of war.

It is announced that Minister Gonzales
acting_for the United States Shipping
Board will take over the ships to-morrow,
When asked what the United States was
paying Cuba for these ships, he replied:
* Absolutely nothing. President Menocal
declined to consider offers to purchase or
lease.”

MACMILLAN BACK

ARCTIC EXPLORATION PARTY
HOME SAI"ELY

New York, Aug 737.+Dr. Edmud O.

Hovey, of the American _Museum of
Natural History, who headed a party sent |

to the relief of the Donald B. Macmillad
Crockerland expedition in 1915, reached
here yesterday bringing word of mineral
discoveries by Macmillan. Dr. Hovey
merely dropped a hint as to the value
which the war might give them.

“1understand,” he said, " that certain
valuabie mineral deposits located by Mac-
millan in the course of scientific work
done by the party may prove to be of
great economic value because of the war.
They are such as would always be of
interest to the world.”

Dr. Hovey expected to be gone three
months when he departed in July, 1915.
It was September before he reached Etah,
where the Macmillan party had its base,
his ship, the George B. Clueit, having
been nipped by the ice in North Star Bay:
That winter, which Dr. Hovey expected
to spend in his steam-heated home in
New York, he was immured with Mac-
millan and two companions at Etah, liter-
ally their only communication with the
outside world being by means of a
seismograph which registered an empha-
tic earthquake * here in the world ”
in March, 1916. \During that winter the
mineral discoveries were made.

“It was a pleasant winter,” said Dr.
Hovey with enthusiasm. * We discover-
ed coal and other mineral deposits, made
seismic observations, and devoted our-
selves to research work and hunting’”
Valuable mineral, ethnological and botan-
ical discoveries had been made, he said,
which would be reported to the American
Museum of Natural History. = Dr. Hovey
reached Copenhagen on July 26 and
sailed from there to the United States.
His'trip from Etah took five months and
two days.

HoOME AFTER FOUR YEARS

Sydney, N. S., August 27.—Donald B.
Macmillan’s Argtic exploration expedition
arrived here last night on the relief
steamer Neptune, after four years spent
in the Polar regions.

Macmillan, who *was one of Rear-
Admiral Peary’s lieutenants on his
successful’dash for the North Pole, ‘con-
firmed previous dispatches from him that
there was no Crocker Land, such as had
been reported by Peary. g

Peary’s mistake was due to a mirage
so real that the Macmillan party had
been deceived by it for four'days, he said.

Captain Bartlett’s relief expedition was

the third one sent out to rescue the}d
Macmillart party. Dr. Grenfeill’s Labra-’

dor missionary schooner, the .George B.
Cluett, was fitted out in July, 1915, ‘to go
to Etah. The ship was built especially
for.rough work in the ice, put was unable
to get through the heavy floes. - Then Dr.
Hovey fitted out the Dannemarck, which

met with no better success. The last|ed

news Macmillan had of the Dannemarck,
she had been badly nipped by the ice and
there was scurvy aboard, causing the
explorers some worry as to her fate.

The health of the explorers was good,
as had been reported previously by wire-
less.

“ We had good luck,” Macmillan said,
“ provisions were plenty and there was
plenty of game and eggs to be secured,
but I am glad Bartlett (in command of
the relief expedition) came along. We

were getting pretty low and might not|ggf

have lasted another winter.”

.Touching on Crocker Land, Macmillan
said : " Peary was deceived by a mirage,
due to layers of air at different densities
suspended close to the ice. Peary sight-
ed this supposed land from a cliff 1,400
feet high. We mounbed the same cliff
and for four days were deceived. Finally
when the sun shifted it was no longer
there. It was but a mirage, but so clear
that you could see  green hills covered
with vegetation rising high above the
water. It was supposed to be 120 miles
northwest from Cape Thomas Hubbard,
but we sailed 151 miles northwest, pass
ing over the supposed Crocker Land. *

It Was a wonderful image. It deceiv-
ed the whole party,.and Small (Jonathan
('C. Small, mechanic and general aide)
insisted for a long time that Crocker
Land was somewhere near, but finally we
had to admit that Peary was mistaken.
Don’t think, however, that Peary was
faldpg. It would deceive any man no
mad¥ter who he was.”

The expedition was carried through
without the loss of a man and despite
disaster at the very start. The explorers
laér Nofth Sydney in July, 1913, on the
st-amer Diana, but were wrecked on
Borges Point, on the Labrador coast.
Nothing daunted, they returned to St.
John's Nfid., and were transferred to the
steamer Eyik which landed the party at
their base, Btah, on August 20.

I N much the same spirit that weary
souls retire to a religious retreat for
meditation, uninte}‘rupted study and com-
munion with kindred minds, scientists
. flockfrom far and near tothe Atlantic
Biological Station at St. Andrews, N. B.
Charmingly situatéd on a point of land
jutting out into the St. Croix River, where
it empties into Passamaquoddy Bay, the
little settlement clusters together half
hidden among the trees.

The Biological Station, which is under
the jurisdiction of the Department of
Marine and Fisheries at Ottawa, was
built some eight or nine years ago. At
first the research work was carried on in
a houseboat that was moved from place
to place, Malpeque, Gaspé Bay, and other
districts in the Gulf of St. Lawrence.
Finally after considerable wandering it
was decided to locaté the . permanent
station at St. Andrews by-the-sea. Some
twelve or fifteen Canadian scientists,
mostly professors or teachers from uni-
versities, annually investigate the scienti-
fic problems connected with the fisheries.
The greater part of the work is carried
on during the summer holidays. but it is
rare that these devotees of the cause of
science do not depart in the autumn laden
with many specimens and resolutions for
continuing their studies throughout the
winter. - Most of the work is done gratis,
except for actual expenses which are
defrayed by the Government.

Dr. A. G. Huntsman, of the University
of Toronto, the permanent curator of the
station, is' conducting am expedition to
investigate the fisheries in the Guilf of
St. Lawrence, and in his absence Dr. J. W.
Mavor, professor of zoology at Union
@ollege, Schenectedy, is in charge,

the nature of the waters of the Artic
coast, anid Denmark studied the Icelandic

shores. Unfortunately the work is ata
standstill at present, as such international
co- tion is impossible under warring
conditions, quite apart from the fact that
the majority of these scientists have
been actually drawn into the war.

The investigations made by Dr. Mc-
Marrichin the St. Andrews district since
1915, show a . marked sindilarity in
general character to the results obtained
by the European scientists. Tows are
taken at a number of ‘specified localities
in ‘this<vicinity, -€ither-once a week or
once a -month, as the case may he,
throughout the year. For this purpose
Dr. McMurrich uses a net of fine silkd
voile, towed for twenty minutes behind a
motor boat. From the resuits of these
tows Dr. McMutrich has selected som®
forty or fifty species of animal and plant
life. He has compiled a chart showing
how abundant these forms are at different
periods of the year. He has found that
there is a period when plant life is very
abundant and amother when animal life
predominates, and also that certain
species occur toa marked degree in one
locality and are entirely absent in another.
It ig'esipected: that these results will prove
to-have a direct bearing on the migration
of fish. L
The work of Miss Clara Fritz of McGill
University, may be considered to be
almost a subdivision of the general survey
being made by Dr. McMurrich. Miss
Fritz is engaged in classifying the diatoms
found in the tows., Dr. McMurrich de-
votes some three columns of his chatt to
the diatom family, but these Miss Fritz
has classified more minutely into fifty
different species. But her work does not
end here. She goes on to determine
which ' varjeties predominate, at what
seasons of the year theéy are most preva-

In particularly favorable years a' great
many fish are spawned. and this gives
rise later to a heavy harvest of fish of
that year’s “class” or age. Thus, suc-
cessful years are often caused by the
abundance :of fish of a certdin age.
(When the fish of a certain age are being
caught there follows a period of scarcity
until the offspring of these abundant fish
have grown to maturity. By studying
the nature of the fish population through
a number of years it is possible to preg!ict
in which years there will be an abundance,
and in which years a scarcity of fish.

This is one of the chief causes of
fluctuations in the fisheries: But there
is also the question of fish diseases to be
considered and their effect on the fish
population. Dr. Mavor has determined
that except: for far-reaching epidemics,
diseases do not attack fish, but is an open
question as to whether it will be possible
to control these epidemicsin the same
way as human diseases are checked.
Dr. Mavor has confined this phase to the
gadoid species, cod, haddock,.pollock and
hake. ; 3

For nearly three yearsDr. J. Playfair
McMurrich, professor of anatomy at the
University of Toronto, has been engaged
in a comprehensive study of the minute-
organisms found in the waters adjacent
to the station. All water is teeming
with life on which the fish feed directly
or indirectly. Either they consume  this
“plankton” or they feed on  creatures
which live on it. Therefore, the import-
ance of an exhaustive survey of the varie-
" fies and abundance of animal life existing
in Canadian waters can hardly be over-
estimated from a point of view of obtain-
ing basic knowledge on which 50 build
further experiments on the habits of fish.
' Toemphasize the value of a study of
this kind, it is only necessary to turn to
the work that has been carried on by
European scientists. In 1902 and 1903 a
survey, similar to that of Dr. McMurrich,
was organized by all the countries border-
ing-on the North Sea, to classify the
animal life found in those waters. It
was not until 1908 or 1909 that the work
was fairly under way, but from then
until the outbréak of the war a very
exhaustive study was made and records
of utmost value were compiled. The
North Sea area was divided among the
neighbouring countries, 'Great = Britain
undertaking her share, France, Belgium
and Holland co-operating in the work,
while Germany, Denmark, Norway,
Sweden-and Russia completed the ® list of

Although the temperature of the
storage house is low enough to arrest
bacterial action, autolytic action . contin-
ues. Autolysis [i8 recognized to deprive
meat of some of its nutriment, as if it had
been already subjected to some of the
processes of human digestion. Autolysis
does not occur to any extent in eggs, and
the question arises whether it has a deter-

Experiments
must be made with smoked, pickled and
and cold stordge fish, but befere doing so
it is jnecessary to set up a standard of
comparison.
To this end Dr. Burke is working this
summer on fresh fish. He disinfects his
samples 'with toluine to prevent the
development of - bacteria, which reduces
the chemical action simply to that of
autolysis. Experiments are made with
samples kept at different temperatures,
the heat of the room, blood heat, etc., and.
the freezing point noted every three hours
in the beginnining and at greater inter-
vals later on, this being one of the most
accurate methods of determining -the
progress of this chemical action, Another
test is to measure the alkaline content
which increases as the fish autolyses.
As Dr. Burke continues his research he
hopes to obtain information of great
commercial value, as to whether fish can
be handled in such a ‘way that autolysis
can be prevented. At-the present time
fish usually stand about twenty-four
hours before they are treated and very
possibly this has a more harmful effect
than is generally supposee.
The investigations carried on by Mr.
Wilfrid Sadler and Miss Eleanor Shanly,
both of MeGill University, have & di
commercial bearing. Sardines have be~
come the aim and object of the experi-
ments, research, and excursions of these
two ardent devotees of the cause of
science. As is unfortunately but too well
known to fish wholesalers—although the
distressing fact may be hidden from the
public at large who eat these fish—a tin
of sardines is very liable to putrefy and
swell. Thisis often a great loss to the
trade. The Government has requested
Mr. Sadler to make a thorough investi-
gation of the conditions and causes in-
volved. As a result of his last year's
work, he has proved that certain species
of gas forming bacteria bring about this
putrefaction and swelling. By inoculat-
ing a good tin of sardines with these
bacteria, he has produced a swelling
similar to that of affected tins, and in this
way he has defined the exact nature of

This summer his work lies in studying
and experimenting with a view to discov-

sardines are again being innoculated with
the bacteria and - subjected to varying
temperatures, and results of a very
practical nature are looked for at the end
of the summer.

Miss Shanly’s work on the sardine
bacteria is of a more general nature.
Each and every weir in this prolific her-
ring district is visited and samples are
brought back. Bacteria are taken from

{ different parts of the intestinal tract and

other viscera, in every case, and the
results of the cultures are classified and
compared. ' These experiments will show
whether sardines found in salt or brackish
water are more suitable for canning;
whether it is possible for a weir to be-
come contaminated and produce harmful
bacteria in the sardines caught in them;
why the bacteria vary in different species;
how fast the organisms grow and spread
through the fish, and therefore how long
they can be allowed to remain out of the
water before they are actually canned—
truly a monumental piece of work !

physiological chemistry at the University
of Toronto, is working on the pigment
found in the shell and eggs of lobsters.
“There has been found to be a certain
relation between the different kinds of
pigment found in animals and plants, and
considerable similarity in their chemical
nature. For exaniple chlorophyl in plants
and haemoglobin, the red coloring matter
of human blood, have certain fundamen-
tal chemical characteristics in common.

The whole
subject of pigmentation and animal pig-
ment is of considerable scientific im-
portance to-day.

The work of the station with regard to
clams and mussels is under the care of
Miss B. K. Mossop, of the University of
Toronto, and Mr. Gerald Coote. Miss
Mossop finds great diversion dressing
herself up in her oilskins and exploring
the mussel beds of the neighbourhood.
These she carefully charts on her return
to the statiom, indicating the size of the
mussels, the extent of the bed and the
quantities' found in a given area. Sheis
also studying the rings on the shells to
determine the age of the mussels. The
object of her studiesis to find out whether
these shellfisk occur in sufficiently large
quantitiss to> make them of commercial
value for foed, and whether a canning
industry would be a profitable investment.
Mussels are used as bait in England and
Scotland, and this phase of the work is
not being owerlooked by Miss Mossop.

We hear a
good deal about “substitute” dishes,
meat-less, or egg-léss, or butter-less, but
it is well to remember that a.dish which
has too many ingredients “less” in its
concoction is likely 1o be rather a food-
less dish, in point of nutritive value. A
careful study of food values.and combipa-
tions is necessary to a wise economy in
the substitution of less expensive things
instead of the high priced. The problem
is less difficult in the summer when
nature has provided vegetables in plenty
and variety, and the proud possessor of a
garden or the successful cultivator of a
vacant lot is fortunate.

He is wearing the Military Cross, the
Croix de Guerre, with palms and a medal
for long service.

Quebec, Aug. 28.—A White Star Dom-
inion liner, arriving here at midnight,
brought 196 officers and 994 Canadian
army men of other ranks, besides 200
civilian passengers. Among the latter
was Lady McBride, widow of the late Sir
Richard McBride, who up a short
while before his death in England was’
the representative of British Columbia in
London, and at one time Premier of
British Columbia. Lady McBride re-
turned with her six daughters and is
on her way to her home.

Among the returning Canadian soldiers
is Regimental Sergeant Major Marsden,
of Ottawa, the first Canadian in the
volunteer force for overseas after war
was declared. Regimeéntal Sergt. Major
Marsden was wounded at Vimy Ridge
and awarded the Military Cross for some
exploits he mostly refused to speak about
when = approached shortly after the
steamer arrived. Previously he won the
Distinguished Conduct medal. In South
African war this warrior won the King’s
and Queen’s medals, with the seven
clasps. He is back on short leave, re-
covering from wournds.

London, August 2%——A Reuter dispatch
from ‘Addis Abeba Abyssinia, says the
deposed Emperor, Lidj Jeassu, had escap-
ed from Magdala, where he had been
surrounded by Government troops for
six months. He fled to the mountains
after a flight in which he and his follow-
ers defeated 300 of the Government
forces. .
