UNDESIRABLE PLAYS AND
STAGE FOLK.

Superintendent W. D. Scott of the
Immigration Department, Ottawa,
says Canada cannot bar out morally
undesirable stage people, or perform-
ers in any play which has been held
to be immeoral. Efforts have been
made for some time past to secure a
more effective system of ridding
Canada of wundesirable plays and
players. Censor William Banks, - of
Toronto, thinks the immigration law
as it stands at present would meet
the case, but he  suggested that a
more sweeping regulation be added,
which could be done by order-in-
council. Mr. Banks intends putting
the matter in the hands of Col. Sher-
wood of the Dominion Police, and
he says: “There are some thingson
the stage which even New York will
not stand for, and I would like to
bar them at the border.”

Something drastic certainly ought
to be done in this matter, There is
enough- nastiness in this world with-
out having people charged so much
per head to go and see some more of
it.

In New York, already this season,
two plays have been launched, which
need a dose of chloride of lime more

passed into law during the session of

These ships are now under construc-
tion, and it is likely that the govern-
ment may take some action this ses-
sion, in the event of the naval bill not
being re-introduced, to provide means
to take them over upon their comple-

_tion.
