THREE POLICEMEN.

PLAIN JOHN SMITH, OF MONTREAL,
THE SHOOTER.

He Defied Arrest for Five Hours—Police-
man Shea Killed With a Bullet
Through the Heart—Chief Carpenter
Badly Wounded, and Constable
Focault Also Wounded.

Montreal, April 6.—One policeman
dead with a bullet through his heart,
two more policemen badly wounded, and
a desperate assassin dying, is, in brief,
the of the most awful tragedy
ever enacted in this city.

The affair took place to-night, when
for five hours a desperado held an en-
tire city at bay and defied many scores
of policemen. 7The trouble started at
5.30, when two policement went to serve
a warrant on John Smith, who lived us
34 Manece street.

Aldous gave the fifth of the series

the life and works of Mendelssohn.

Unlike most famed people, Mr. Aldous |
said, Mendelssohn was reared in luxury. |

His people were wealthy, and gave him
every advantage, his education being the
very best procurable. He was quite as
good a letter writer as music composer.

A\lthough having a comparatively easy
1 his father and mother were sensible
ir ting him become master of the
w wherein he knew his talent lay
He was never satisfied unless he was ac
tive, and, being a splendid gymnast,
and swimmer, and enthusiastic chess
player. he was very rarely idle,

His impatience and sensitiveness made
him many real and imaginary enemies,
for if a person did not at onee praise
his works he believed that person to be
against him, and would have nothing 40
do with him. In 1851, when he was fif
teen vears of age, he began his first

rand tour through England, Italy,
Spain, and Switzerland, playing many of
his own compositions, Among these,
written between 1815 and 1821, were
three quartettes, written for piano, vio-
lin, viola and ‘cello; a sonata, several
songs and overtures, and the famous
“Midsummer Night's Dream,” with many
other less important ones. He was well
received everywhere, and astonished
all who heard him for his remarkably
brilliant and correct interpreting of the
old masters’ works far surpassed all
rrn'imm efforts. At the festival of Co-
ogne, Grand Concert of Leipsig and
Frankfort Concert he had marked ‘suc-
cess. Bhortly after this his health failed
him, the continued strain being too much
for his system. In 1837 he was married
in Frankfort. That year, in June, he

layed his magnificent work, “Hymn of
raise,” with the next two foremost in
the rank of oratorios, “Elijah” and “St.
Paul.” After not having touched the
organ for many months, on Aug. 6, 1840,
he gave an organ recital in England, his
Fugue in E major and Prelude in C
minor creating a great sensation. After
this he completely broke down, and had
to give up his work and rest for a long
time.

In 1843 Mendelssohn and several other
noted musicians started a school for
singing, organ, piano, musieal history
and Italian. Many large donations were
given to this enterprise, and till the
present day it is one of the foremost
music schools. He holds the highest
