SIR LEONARD TILLEY TO VISIT 
FREDERICTON.

It is indeed a great pleasure for us to 
contemplate that in a few days we are 
likely to have the Finance Minister ot 
Canada pay us a visit and look in on 
our work-shops and factories. How 
long Sir Leonard is likely to remain we 
do not know, and how many or what 
manufactories he is likely to call at dur­
ing his visit, would be just as difficult 
for us to say. It is more than likely, 
though, he will stay three or four days, 
during which lime his spare moments 
will be few. There will be several 
people hovering around him tu pour 
supplications into his ear, and quite a 
lew, no doubt, to tell him ol some im­
aginary grievance. Thun there will he 
those who have not “laid eyes” 
on him since Canada made him 
her Finance Minister, and the 
Queen one of 1er trusty knights: and 
these will want to shake hands with 
him, and have the pleasure, it not indeed 
the honor, ol talking with him. Sir 
Leonard will likely pay a call to the 
Gibson Leather Factory and perhaps to 
the Fredericton Leather Company’s 
Establishment. He will look in, quite 
likely, on Messrs. McFarlanc, Thomp­
son and Anderson, whose foundry 
ranks among the first in the Dominion, 
home of our sleigh and carriage deal­
ers may he honored with a call, and 
pci haps our door and sash manulac- 
tureis w ill have liie pleasure of a prac­
tical chat with the Finance Minister.

No doubt bir Leonard's Iriends will 
make him welcome and comfortable 
when lie comes here, hut il ocems lo us 
that in a city tike Fredericton, where he 
has lived so Jong and is so well known, 
something more than this is due lo him.

We do not see why Sir Leonard 
should be dearer to the people of Galt

or of Toronto than to the people of 
Fiedericton. Yet in the two former 
cities they made banquets to liis honor, 
and in honor of the policy of which lie 
is such a distinguished exponent. 
Would it he out of the way to ask 
•‘ Could not I lie people of Fredericton 
make some fitting d nionsiraiion to Sir 
Leonard Tilley.” It can he done if a 
lew of our citizens make the exertions. 
We defer to their judgment.

Since writing the above article we 
have received a circular iron-. Sheriff 
Temple in which it is staled that a 
meeting will he held in the County 
Court House on Saturday next, to make 
ai rangements lor “ conveying some 
mark of esteem ” to Sir Leonard Tilley 
“ for the kindly interest lie lias always 
tntmilisted in the welfare of the city."’

We can't too highly commend this 
s'ep of Sheriff Temple. It is certainly 
one in the right direction.

IION. MR. FRASER AT THE 
BANQUET.

We are very glad to learn that Hon. 
John J. Fraser is also a friend of the 
National Policy. Very properly Mr. 
Fraser is one of those who think that 
Dominion and Local polities should he 
“ forever scpaiale, yet forever near,” 
and consequently as Premier of New 
Brunswick it was imp ssible to tell lo 
what side he fisted. He lias, however, 
though premier, the right of private 
and public, citizenship, the right to say 
what lie pleases on the National Policy 
ju-t as any one else has. At the Ottawa 
banquet, he is reported as follows;—

Hon. Mr. Kriver. Premier of the Province of 
New Brunswick, in replying on behalf of the 
Provinces said that when Confederation was 
proposed lie opposed it, but when it was de­
cided upon he had constitutionally accepted 
the situation, and it was to Sir John Macdon­
ald that the country was largely indebted foi­
lin' success ol Conlederalion. (Applause.) 
Although that was his position lie would not 
sa. what n as true if he diu not say that there 
was a great awakening ill New Brunswick 
through the National Policy. (Cheers.) There 
were exceptional circumstances producing 
that lecling there. There had been a great 
depression, and the great fire at St John had 
almost entirely destroyed the commercial 
centre of the Province ; but lie was happy to 
he able lo say llnit with the encouragement 
which A-us now being given to manufaeturers 
prosperity was returning. (Loud applau-c.)

The above little “speech” has grieved 
the Telegraph, whose editor"”.vies pite­
ously, Et tu Bruit! Mr. Elder, it is 
said, has always been a great admirer 
of Mr. Fraser, regarding him as a pil­
lar of upfighteousiiess. This is why 
the blow is so hard to hear. But Mr. 
Fraser is not the only member of the 
Government who is a Conservative, it 
that is news to the Telegraph. Hon. 
M. Adams is an open, a professed Na­
tional Policy man. lie has lent all his 
influence, which is much, as a private 
citizen to thç Conservative cause. Hon. 
W. Wedderlmrn, there is little doubt, 
is a “Tory dyed in the wool’" and helps 
along the party all he call, though his 
career lias not been so pronounced as 
Hon. M. Adam’s lias. Lou. P. A. 
Landry actually “ slumped” the Coun­
ty ot Westmorland against Sir Albert 
J. Smith, and loses no opportunity to 
say a good word for the N. P. Per­
haps in all these facts we get at one ol 
the reasons why Mr. Eli 1er last wiutci 
tried to prove to the House ot Assem­
bly that lie was justified in voting to 
dethrone u party who erred in a trifling 
detail, but whose general policy he ap­
proved.
IRELAND AND ITS GRIEVANCES.

We were horn on sea, we have been 
told, and consequently belong to every 
nation, tribe and tongue. Had we had 
our will, we should have preferred to 
have been born in some primitive lo­
cality where no other genius existed.

We expressed our opinion a short 
time ago on the subject of Ireland’s 
troubles, and the facts which have since 
been manifested only prove what 
we then said. Some in their simplicity 
wished to impress us with the idea that 
we didn’t know anything about the 
country. We were impressed with 
the conviction that we knew more about 
Ireland than they did. Tney saw only 
one side of" the picture ; we had seen 
both sides.

We have read and heard of many 
means whereby the good people of Ire­
land are to he relieved of the tyranny 
and thraldom of ages: this last is the 
most agrarian and nonsensical of them 
all. Did we enter into a critical analy­
sis of the hereditary right to property, 
cither in Europe or America, it would he 
interesting to know what would be the 
claim of the present proprietors. Would 
they have any other tbau the right ot 
possession?

As we said before, we simply reject 
the mode adopted as too wild and ex­
travagant. No rational man can ever 
approve ol it, however he may love his 
country and desire a redress ot its 
grievances. Let us look at home and 
see how we would like to have the sam 
principles applied to ourselves: for what 
is equity in one country ought to he 
equity in another, tint we may lx 
told that tin: causes are not similar. Wc 
might as well he told that what is 
sauce for the goose is not sauce for 
the gander. Our impressions are, as 
we said before, that the wrongs of 
Ireland, however great, cun only be 
satisfactorily redressed by act of Par­
liament. Extreme measures will never 
succeed ; although we are are not averse 
to revolution, did time, place mid cir­
cumstances justify it. Generally the 
improvement of the people’s condition 
has been the result of the assertion of 
their rights.

However savage we may he, we are 
civilized enough to know that the laud we 
bought and paid for is ours. The mail 
who occupies it for the time being was 
free to come and is free to go, when he 
can better his condition. Wc can’t see 
any injustice in this principle, and what 
is truth and justice in the Western 
hemisphere ought to he the same in the 
Eastern ; unless there is something 
wroug soute where.

A HAPPY APPOINTMENT.

We are pleased lo notice that, at the 
last meeting ot the City Council, Mr. 
Pa'rick McPeake was appointed to a 
city school trusteeship. In the ap­
pointment of Mr. McPeake, we are 
glad to sa) that wc notice a tribute to 
worth as a citizen and to abilities that 
will do credit to the hoard. Unfortu­
nately it too often happens in 
making public appointments, that 
qualifications even of the lowest 
order are not sought after, and 
thus wc find men filling positions de­
manding intelligence and backbone, 
olten beyond their depth and a bur. 
lesqne on the office they are supposed 
to till.

In Mr. McPeake we have an officer 
who reaches a high standard. We con- 
grntulaie him, though he likely cares 
little for the position; we congratulate 
the city in llie valuable acquisition to 
its body of School Trustees.

The Sun has come to hand since 
writing the above. Ot Mr. McPeak’s 
appointment, its Fredericton correspon­
dent says:—

We most heartily congratulate the 
City Council on the excellent choice 
they have mad- in the selection of a 
gentleman • to fill the vacancy in the 
Board of School Trustees. Mr. Mc­
Peake is a public spirited gentleman ot 
acknowledged ability and popularity, 
and one who has a warm interest in aiid 
is identified with the schools of the city. 
The high esteem in which he is held in 
the city, and more particularly in his 
own church, will tend to increase the 
confidence our citizens have in the in­
tegrity and wisdom of our School 
Boat (1. We shall not be surprised it. 
at some future time, Mr. McPeak’s 
popularity is the means of placing him 
in even a more distinguished position 
in civic matters than he now holds, not 
withstanding his native modesty ap­
parently deters him from accepting 
such.

JEFF. DAVIS ONCE MORE.

Wc regret to have to announce tha 
the Jeff. Davis who figures iu “ that 
song” is not dead, as announced in a 
late number of the Star. Wc have been 
twitted right and lett with our mistake 
by critics ol every grade and sex. Some

Bruce-

[Gladstone’s Life.]
The Gladstone family he'onga essen­

tially to the middle class— and Mr. 
Gladstone himself woul d claim for it 
no other honor—hut thv zealous Burke 
connects the marriage of Sir John 
Gladstone with Miss Robert son to a 
royal descent Iroui Henry 111, ol Eng­
land, and Robert Bruce, King of Scot­
land. This alleged illustrious pedigree 
is thus traced—Lady Jane Beaufort, 
who was a descendent of Henry III, 
married James 1. of -Gotland, who was 
a descendant of Bruce. From this 
alliance it is said that steps can he fol­
lowed clearly down to the father of 
Miss Robert soil, A Scotch writer up­
on genealogy, also referring to this 
mutter, states that Mr. Gladstone is 
descended on the mother’s side from 
the ancient Mackenzie of Kintail, 
through whom is introduced the blood 
of the Bruce, of the ancient Kings of 
Man, mid ol llie Lords of the Isles and 
the Earls of Ross; also from the Munros 
of Fowl», and the Robertsons of Stro- 
wan and At hole. tVliat was ot more 
consequence to Gladstones ot recent 
genera ions, however, than royal blood, 
was I lie faei that by their own energy 
and honorable enterprise they carveil 
their own fortunes, and rose to posi­
tions of public esteem and eminence.

Sticking to the Celtic.
[Harper’s Magazine,]

As we lingered over our dessert, my 
good priest expatiated upon the beau­
ties of tlie Irish language, which is 
certainly the best preserved, as it is the 
purest, of all the Celtic dialects. It 
contains written remains transmitted 
from so remote an antiquity that it lias 
become nearly intelligible. ' Manu­
scripts so old that they had become 
ancient in the fourth and fifth centuries 
and required a glossary, which glossary 
had became nearly as obsolete as the 
work it was designed to explain, formed 
part of l lie possessions of this language.

“And do you think I uni going to 
say my last words to the great God in 
the language of the Sassenach?” with 
which she dismissed him.

City Council Meeting
The City Council held its regular monthly 

meeting on Tuesday evening, Mayor Gregory 
in the chair. All were present except Alder­
man I.W. Simmons of Wellington Ward. The 
flrst subject for action was raised in reference 
to the appointment of School Trustee, Mr. P. 
Dover’s term having expired November 1st- 
Aldermen Smith and Beek thought that the 
Council could not do better than reappoint 
Mr. Dever. But the City Fathers did not 
seem to look at in that light, and on motion of 
Aid. Geo. Simmons, seconded by Aid Richey, 
that Mr. P. MePeake be appointed lo till the 
vacancy, the Council gave their opinion of 
the relative in- rits of the two mentioned 
candidates by a vote ct seven to two in favor 
of Mr. MePeake.

Mr. MePeake always takes the liveliest in. 
terest in school matters, and we think the 
action of the Council in this mailer will meet 
xvilh the general endorsement of our citizens-

In response to the terse report of City 
Treasurer Edxvnrds, bewailing the existing 
financial deficiencies, a special commitlee- 
eomposed of Aldermen Beek, Richey and Van 
dine, was formed to investigate and report at 
the next meeting. Several of the Aldermen 
gave their views on Hie subject at issue xvi.h 
a greater or less expenditure of intellect. 
Aid. Gunter thought, or -aid he thought, a tie. 
pleted trea-ury and a melancholy and exas­
perated Tr- asurer were much preferable to a 
crowded alms bouse. After the existing diff­
erences of Mr. Gunter aud the rest of the Ald­
ermen had I ceil somewhat reconciled. Ald­
erman Bvekarose and read the following:

"The committee appointed to lake into con­
sideration the financial art airs of the city, and 
report upon the best means of raising money 
to meet present demands against the treasury 
beg leave to report, that on a careful exami­
nation of the accounts, they find that the new 
( ity Hall, for building and furnishing, cost 
two thousand dollars over and above the de­
bentures issued, and insurance received, lor 
amount issued on the old City Hall.

That in consequence or the loss by fire of the 
old City Hall, various expenses were ine 
cut red, and paid out of the ordinary receipts 
ot the city, amounting to three thousand 
dollars for which no provision is made:

That in consequence of the existing depres­
sion in business and the scarcity of money, 
taxes have not been paid up as they would have 
been in better times, and that the ordinary 
revenue from various sources has very much 
fallen oft, we

Therefore beg to recommend that applica­
tion lie made to the Legislature at its next 
session for authority to issue debi Mures to the 
amount of two thousand dollars to meet the 
deficiency in the erection of the new city hall, 
redeemable after tho.-e already issued "oil ac­
count of that building li ive matured, and also 
for authority to issue debentures to amount of 
three thousand dollars to meet the outlay 
made in consequence of the destruction of l lie 
old c'ty hall, payable iu three, four aud five 
years from the date of issue.

OUR EUROPEAN LETTER.

[from our regular correspondent. I
The one-sided position of Loudon 

in the south of England has doubtless 
done much to increase the provincial­
ism of its inhabitants. Very lexv, even 
of tite most educated, ever remember 
that the real heart of Britain, the 
great eentutl mass of industrial work­
ers with make the initio i what it is. 
lies between the valley of the Clyde and 
the Midland plateau at Birmingham. 
This comparative isolation of the cap­
ital has had a doubly hud result. it 
lias made the northern industrial towns 
more proeincial by cutting them off 
from the main artery of cultivation and 
of political life, while at I lie same lime it 
has left London too solitary in the south. 
The ordinary Londoner who escapes 
for a day from town, can only exchange 
Regent Street for the King's Road at 
Brighton, or the Esplanade at Rams­
gate. Living in an essentially artificial 
centre, a vast congeries «f the distrib­
uting agencies, the wealthy pleasure- 
seekers, the legislative, journalistic, 
and literary classes, he never gets a 
clear idea of the real industrial world 
t|iat lies at the back of his sliaiigcly 
conventional city. He passes his days, 
not unlike the prisoners in Plato’s 
cave, as it were in a huge bazaar, ig­
norant of the modes in which the wares 
were originally grown or manufactured, 
and implicitly believing t liât all man­
kind consist of rich buyers and eager 
vendors. While the Glasgow work­
man can visit the Kyles of Bute for a 
shilling, while the New York clerk can 
betake himself among the Hudson 
Highlands for half-a-dollar, the rvspect- 
ableLondon shopkeeper derives ideas of 
nature tr. m Richmond or the Crystal 
Pajace, and passes his entire lilelime in 
the per|>etual embarassment ot a frock- 
coat and tall hat. The conventionality 
ot the season is redeemed for the West 
End by a couple of months among I lie 
moors, or by the salmon stream: but 
.he thoroughgoing Londoner can never 
look upon the country except as a cer­
tain mill expanse beyond the town, 
where toil tear your clothes in walking 
and find life insupportable at the end 
of a fortnight. *******

Dr. Sctmdclla was 
horn in Gibiultcr on the 10th Septem­
ber, 1831, was educated in the Propa­
ganda, Rome, and was promcled to 
the Episcopacy, 27tlt April, 1857.—

The Czar will inform the nobility of 
Moscow at a leccption to-day of his de­
termination to call a number of un­
official advisers to assist him in the 
Goeernment. The Council will he pure­
ly deliberative, without any right ol 
control or interference, and will he 
chosen partly by the suflerages of the 
middle and peasant classes, and partly 
by direct nomination by the Czar from 
I lie ranks of the hereditary nobility. 
Other measures of local reform will 
also he announced. These innovations 
have been strongly advocated by the 
Czarevitch.

Intelligence lias been received at 
Rome that the Bishop of Allassia, Vicar 
Apostolic, over a portion of Abyssinia, 
has been imprisoned by King Joint. 
The Vatican has earnestly requested 
France, and other Governments through 
France, to use their influence to obtain 
his liberation. The Popi will also send 
delegates to King John to intercede lor 
hie release.

The Halifax brigantine “ Nancy 
Ross,” Cupt. Win. Whittier, St. John’s, 
Nfd., lor Sydney. C. B.,was abandoned 
at sea, November 19tb, eighty miles off 
St. Pierre, Miq., after a terrible 
gale.

It has just been learned that early on 
a certain morning last summer a lad 
engaged in repairing the drain of a 
house in Rome came upon a quantity 
of buried coin dating front the fifteenth 
and sixteenth centuries, and very rich 
in value, being gold. The lad at first 
lound only a single piece. This lie put 
into his pocket, and when occasion 
offered lie showed it to a goldsmith 
across the way, and agreed to s 11 it for 
$4. As the bargain was about to close, 
the head mason and the owner of the 
house happened to see the transaction, 
and going across the street put an end 
to it. Further search was made for 
coin in ilie same spot, and 142 gold 
pieces were # unearthed between the 
drain and the wall of the house. A 
quantity ot dirt which had been taken 
away from I he drain, and was on the 
roads in carts to a point outside the 
walls, was sent for, and forty-two more 
pieces were taken out of it, making 184 
gold coins of the largest size, a- d as 
Ireelt as if they had just been taken 
from the mint. As works of art the 
pieces have special merit, and well they 
may, for the greater part ol them ..were 
coined hv Alexander VI:, Julius IL, 
Leo X., Clement VII. and Paul III., 
and hence belonged to the great art 
age. Some of them are said to be of 
exquisite beuulv, and were done by 
at-iisle who seem worthy to stand at the 
side of Donatello and Cellini.

A story of Lord Lawrence is worth 
relating as an instance of his lotty deal­
ing and good influence upon inferior 
minds. During the conduct of some 
important cause for a young Indian Ra­
jah, the Prince endeavored to place in 
his hands, under the table, a bag 
of rupees. He answered at once : 
“ Young man, you have offered to an 
Englishman the greatest insult which 
he could possibly receieve. This time, 
in consideration of your youth, I excuse 
it. Let me warn you by this experience 
never again to commit such a gross 
offence against an English Gentleman.” 
Many of them would never forget the 
moral effect upon themselves of his in­
defatigable, untiring industry so long as 
health and eyesight were left to him— 
his profound contempt for the lounging, 
loitering habits in which so much of the 
human existence is expended and des­
troyed. Any one who saw him felt at 
once that his presence had a majestic 
dignity and assured repose, which made 
us feel confident that in his presence, in 
whatever emergency, we were berfectly 
safe. He is not only a leader of men, 
but a leader on whom men could rely 
without the apprehensions of those sud­
den weaknesses and betrayals bf which 
some of the most gifted of the human 
race have diffused around them a sense 
not of security but of mistrust.

GEE AT ATTRACTION!

In further addition to “ A Law to 
Protect the Public Health aud 

to Prevent Nuisances.”
[L. S. Copy.]

Be it enacted by the Mayor, Aider- 
men and Commonalty of the City of 
Fredericton as follows:—

No person shall, without permission 
from the Mayor or from the Road Sur­
veyor, put or place, or cause or allow 
to be put or placed in, over or upon 
any of the open ditches or watercourses 
within the limits of the City of Freder­
icton, whe.her on private property, or 
where the same crosses any of the Pub­
lic Streets or Highways, any manure, 
nightsoil, dirt, offal, or any rotten o 
offensive substance, or any uroken gla -s, 
stone, bricks, rubbish, iron, bark, tim­
ber, lumber, slabs, or anything whatso­
ever, or any building or erection tend­
ing in any degree to impede the flow 
of the water, under a penalty not ex­
ceeding Twenty Dollars, nor less 
than Five D llars for each and every 
offence ; and in case the owner of any 
such article, offensive substance, erec­
tion or impediment, or the person who 
may have so placed the same as afore­
said, shall neglect or refuse to remove 
the same forthwith, when directed so to 
do by the Road Surveyor, or any Peace 
Officer of the City, every person so 
offending shall for each and every such 
offence forfeit and pay the sum of Five 
Dollars, and in case of neglect or re­
fusal to comply with such order as afore­
said, or in case the offender cannot at 
any time be found, it shall be the duty 
of the Road Surveyor or other officer to 
be appointed for that purpose, forth­
with to remove or destroy the same, or 
to sell the same, as he may deem advis­
able; and the expense of stych removal 
or destruction, shall be paid in addition 
to the penalty hereby imposed, by the 
owner or person neglecting or refusing 
to remove the same.
