ECONOMY IN MILK.

Paper Read before the Ontario Creamery
Association by John Sprague. ;

Economy, the subject of my address, to
stand off and look at it seems to be worn
out when we consider the length of time
it has been in use, and the large numbers
of people that use it. Economy, like
many other things, has two sides. That
is the reason it wears so well, to use a com-
mon expression. We have what we call
good economy —that is one side of it,
and we also have what is termed poor
economy — that is the other side. We
all use economy of some kind, poor or
good, in our business and farm manage-
ment. We recommend it to others, and
to preach economy to others is as easy as
it is to find fault with other people’s man-
agement, and to ask questions that we
ourselves cannot answer. It is much
easier for us to recommend economy to
others than it is to practice it ourselves.

The man that talks economy to his wife
and family is not always the man that
makes use of this commodity. Webster
says economy is internal arrangement,
system, disposal, and a judicious manage-
ment of money concerns. Economy avoids
all waste and extravagance, and applies
money or worth to the very best advant-
age. Economy is virtue. I say that if
good economy is virtue, poor economy
must of necessity bea vice. To illustrate,
to compare, to contrast, we will talk along
this line. The farmer that is so economi-
cal that he can't afford to take a dairy, a
county or a city paper, or let me say all
three of them, is using poor economy.
The dairyman that can’t afford to spend
time and money to improve the quality
and breed of his cows, and in securing the
best utensils for his business, is also using
poor economy. Again, the dairyman that
sells his hay and grain in the city or
other markets, and feeding his cows on
straw, is using the very poorest kind of
economy. Milk produced from straw of
any kind is too dear, it cost tdd much, it’s
too dear at any price for feeding the dairy
cow. I need not speak of the many
kinds of straw that we grow on our farms,
and I think it is not necessary that we
should discuss its value as food for the
daify cow. The man that selects his cows
by guess, that feeds and milks by guess,
that runs his dairy on the plan of let the
tail go with the hide— he is using poor
economy, he is sure not to make money.

and dried rule as to what breed or kind
of cowsa man should select. Itis not
my purpose to fix a ration for other peo-
ple’s cows. Milk to the dairyman is
money, it is money’s worth, it costs money,
it also brings money, it is an article of
value. The difference between cost of
production and the amount realized from
the sale of it is the farmer’s profit or loss.
The farmer that is producing milk at the
cost of one dollar per hundred pounds,
and is only getting eighty cents per hun-
dred pounds, is practising poor economy,
he is losing money. Having said this
much on poor economy, we will now talk
on the line o f good economy in the pro-
duction of milk. The central thought
and aim of every dairyman should be
how he can produce the largest amount
of good milk at the very lowest possible
cost. Next, that he produce the milk at
seasons in the year when it is worth the
most money. To begin with the cost of
production of milk. You, as farmers, all
know that the cost of milk is caused by
the many different surroundings: The
cost of land, the cost of cows, and last but
not least, the cost of feed. Let me say
here, that I do not know of any fixed rule
or law that will apply to all sections of

| this province, regarding breed of cows or

kinds of feed, alike. Allowing this to be
80, I claim that there are certain fixed
methods and laws that apply to the good
management of all our dairy farms the
same.

I do think that it is a fixed fact that
corn is our cheapest and best feed ; corn-
meal, corn fodder and corn ensilage.
Corn ensilage for quantity and for cheap-
ness. By the judicious use of ensilage in
connection with our other feeds, we can
obtain_large quantities of milk, and are
enabled to continue our dairies the whole
year.

You all will, I think, agree with me in
one thing, that is, that it is time that the
summer dairy was a thing of the past, so
to speak, and further agree that the time
has come when we should give winter
dairying a good share of our attention.

It is possible to produce milk in autumn
and winter as cheap as at any other sea-
son of the year, and it is also possible to
get larger cash returns for it.

Judging by the past, I must be correct.
Taking ten years, 1878 to 1887, as a basis
of calculation, we find that the average
price got for milk for the months™f May,
June, July and August, for the ten years
named, was under sixty-four cents per
hundred pounds to the farmer. We find
that the average price got for milk for the
months of September and October for
these same years was eighty-seven cents
net per hundred pounds to the farmer.
Comment or argument on this matter
to me seems out of place and uncalled for.
The dairyman that builds himself a
good silo, selects with care good cows,
grows his own feed and plenty of it, runs
his dairy the whole year round, that uses
diligence and good economy in all his
labor, I will liken him to a man that built
his house upon a rock, and the hard times
came and the McKinley bill got in its
work ; barley got cheap, and the house be-
came a burden ; the shiftless farmer got
poor, but this man, he prospered.— Farm-
er's Advocate.

Some of England'’s Best, Coming to New
York,

Among the warships which will take
part in the great naval review at New
York, Great Britain leads off with the
flagship “ Blake,” ot her North American
squadron now at Bermuda. The “ Blake”
is a 9000 ton armored cruiser, having four
vertical triple expansion engines in separ-
ate compartments, originally designed to
give a speed of twenty-two knots under
forced draught and over twenty knots
under natural. This expectation was dis-
appointed when her trial during a run of
seven hours gave an average of only 19.28
knots under natural draught. Bowever,
her sister ship, the “ Blenheim,” using but
14,925 horse power, in an eight hours’ trial
with natural draught, reached a mean
speed by log of 20.4 knots. The “ Blake’s”
shortcoming was, therefore, ascribed to the
drag of too shallow water on her trial,
and to the excessive friction of thrust
bearings. Her armament was designed
to consist of two 9.2-inch 24-ton guns in
bow and stern in armored towers; ten
6-inch rapid-fire guns, six on the spar
deck and four on ;,he main deck, in case-
ments ; sixteen 3<pounders, seven Norden-
feldt machine guns, and four 14-inch
Whitehead torpedo tubes. She has a
curved steel protective deck, from three
to six inches thick, and above it the top of
the machinery has 8-inch steel protection.
The casements of the main deck guns
have 6-inch steel on their outboard sides
and two inches inboard. The ammuni-
tion tubes and tubes from the conning
tower have 8 inches, and the conning
tower itself 12 inches.

Nextin importance is the “ Australia,”
of the Mediterranean squadron. She isa
belted cruiser of 5600 tons displacement,
carrying an armor belt about ten inches
thick for a distance of 190 feet amidships.
The protective deck is from two to three
inches thick, and the conning tower 13
inches. The triple expansion engines
were planned to develop 8500 horse
power, and a maximum of eighteen knotsa
Long after she was finished she developed
in 1890 an average speed of 16} knots dur-
ing a five hours’ run in a seaway without
resort to the extreme forced draught. The
“ Magicienne,” of the North American
squadron, is of the “M ” class, designed,
like the “ Melpomene” and the “ Mara-
thon,” to be a 19§ knot, copper-bottomed,
partially protected cruiser. Thesteaming
radius of these vessels has apparently
proved less than was expected. The
“Tartar ” is one of the vessels of the well
known Archer class, which was the pro-
totype of our “ Yorktown.” They have a
protective deck extending throughout
their length, and carry a battery of six 6-
inch guns on sponsons, distributed at each
extremity and at the waist. The “Tar-
tar,” on her trial, developed 2838 horse
power, and a speed of 17.28 knots. Fin-
ally, the “ Partridge ” is a composite gun
vessel of 715 tons displacement, and a
speed of 134 knots. It is intimated that
other vessels may be added to those in
season for the review.

NEWS OF THE NARONIC.

Two of Her Lifeboats Seen Adrift off
the Banks.

BremeN, Mar. 20.— The British steam-

and Norfolk Feb. 21, brought to this port
to-day the first actual intelligence of the
Naronic, the steel White Star freighter
which sailed from Liverpool for New
York on Feb. 11 and has not been heard
from since. The Coventry passed in lat-
titude 42°, longitude 46°, at 2 o’clock on
the morning of March 4, a lifeboat painted
white. Capt. Wilson, of the Coventry,
says that he was not able to decipher the
name on the lifeboat plainly, though there
is no doubt in his mind that it was “Nar-
onic.” The boat being capsized rendered
the reading of the name almost impossible,
as the letters reversed could only be seen
when the ends of the boat were thrown
clear of the sea. The Coventry sailed
from Norfolk just about the time the Nar-
onic was due to arrive at New York:
Capt. Wilson was therefore not aware that
any accident had befallen the White Star
freighter or that she had not arrived at
New York. The Coventry came up with
a second lifeboat at 2 o’clock in the after-
noon. On this boat the name “ Naronic”
was plainly discernible. This second
boat was half filled with water. Its ap-
pearance led Capt. Wilson to‘believe that
its occupants had been taken on board
some vessel, after which the boat was cast
adrift. It had evidently been occupied,
and not merely washed overboard. The
mast and oars of the lifeboat had been
lashed together and attached to the
painter and then thrown overboard asa
sea anchor to. keep the boats head up to
the wind and sea. Judging from appear-
ances, neither of the boats had been long
adrift.

Livereoor, March 50.—Officials of the
White Star Line Company here have re-
received the full report of the Coventry.
They state that their advices show that
the last lifeboat of the Narconic passed by
the Coventry was recently occupied by a
portion of the Narconic’s crew, and they
expressed the hope that the occupants
had been rescued. All doubt asto the
fate of the Narconic has been dispelled
by the sighting of her lifeboats. That she
is now at the bottom of the ocean cannot
be disputed ; but the cause of the disaster
is of course, still a matter of conjecture.
It is hoped that the mystery of the loss
of the steamer will soon be cleared by the
landing at some port of members of her
crew. A sailing vessel which passed Deal
to-day signalled thatshe had on board
eleven shipwrecked people, and the
White Star officials say there is a ‘prob-
ability that they are part of the crew of
the Narconic.

KAISER PRAYED.

Thunderstorm and Telephone Combine
to Knoock him out.

The kaiser narrowly escaped death, or
at least injury on the 10th during the
thunderstorm, though none of the morn-
ing papers dare to report the fact.

It appears that_while his majesty was
talking to the central office to call up
Chancellor Von Caprivi, he felt a sudden
cessation in the workings of the wire, and
in spite of his rapping and bell ringing,
the instrument refused to be coaxed into
submission to the imperial master.

The kaiser called on Major Von Moltke,
his favorite adjutant to try, but he like-
wise failed. At that moment a coach
wasdriving into the courtyard His Majesty
ordered Herr Von Moltke to driveat once
to the head telephone office and find out
what was the matter.

It should be explained here that when
the Kaiser rings up the telephone hims.If
all the officers in the head office - st
leave the room, except the girl attend ag
to the instrument and a stenographer
who takes down the exact words uttered
by his majesty. The Kaiser does not in-
troduce himself to the operator on the
other end of the wire, but commences his
message with the words “I command.”

When Herr Von Moltke arrived at the
bead office after two minutes drive, he
heard that according to the rule, the head
operator, Fraulein Fischer and her secre-
tary, Frau Schartz, were closeted in the
room. The adjutant explained the reason
of his call and followed by the superintend-
ent went to the room, the door of which
was locked. They rapped ‘and called to
the two women and receiving no answer,
forced the door, then they saw both
women stretched on the floor, senseless.
The chief operator still held the speaking
tube to her ear, while the stenographer
clutched a pencil in her right hand.
Means were at once taken to restore the
two women to consciousness and when
they had snfficiently recovered, which
was after some hours of the utmost exer-
tion on the part of their associates and
the doctors that were called in, the girls
explained that in the midst of the emper-
or’s message they were suddenly aware of
a brilliant light that flashed into the
room and a second later the network of
wires that were attatched to the switch-
board near at hand threw out brilliant
sparks and they fell to the floor stunned
and helpless.

As there was a violent electric storm
raging at the time the cause of the acci-
dent was at once apparent, a lightening
flash had fallen on one of the wires and
had been conducted into the room where
the two girls had been operating, and it
was by the greatest good previnence that
the bolt did not strike on the wire that
the emperor held to his ear. :

Major Von Moltke at once communi-
cated his information to the Kaiser who
replied with a heartfelt “God protects
Hohenzollerns, the Almighty be praised.”
His Majesty then ordered that the
young women should receive the best of
care and be excused from duty until after
the holidays. He also ordered that their
depositions should be taken at length and

‘turned over to the electrical authorities

for investigation and a scientific report.

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THE LUMBER QUESTION.

The very concise and convincing address
on the report of the lumber commission,
given in the house on Thursday, a report
of which will be found in another column,
must have shown that the policy of the
government with respect to the lumber
lands of the province has been highly bene-
ficial. The idea of appointing a commission,
composed of men who were lumber dealers
or had been much interested in lumber
lands, was ridiculed by the opposition.
That party said it would be a bill of ex-
pense and no good could come of it, but
when the surveyor general told the house
that the commission gave their valuable
labors without the smallest compensation,
Dr. Stockton and his party had to admit
that they had unjustly criticised the com-
mission in this respect.

The hon. Mr. Tweedie’s views in con-

nection with the cutting of small spruce
for pulp, must commend themselves to all.
The pulp industry uses only the bets
quality of spruce, such as if left alone for
a few years would make the very best
merchantable lumber. Through his en-
deavors pulp makers have begun to use
full sized logs and the small spruce have
thus been saved from destruction. Much
may be said respecting scalers. It is a
very difficult subject to deal with, but the
plan followed by the surveyor general has
met with the full approval of the com-
mission. His statements were so fully in
accord with those of the best lumber
authorities that the opposition failed to
find anything to condemn and it was only
that Mr. Stockton did not wish to place
himself on record that he brought in his
amendment, which the good sense of the
house promptly voted down.

The returns from crown lands during
the year show an increase of $14,000 over
that of last year; the total revenue de-
rived from crown lands for 1892 being
$128,319.60 — conclusive proof, 1f any is
necessary, that the lumber policy of the
Blair government is a wise one, and that
the hon. Mr. Tweedie has carried on the
affairs of his department in a way that is
not only satisfactory to his colleagues in
the house, but must be highly pleasing to
the people of the province.

THE EXODUS.

Without in any way endeavoring to
make political capital, we have devoted
some space to a few items respecting the
exodus. It may be said and is, that the
federal policy must bear the blame for
such a state of affairs ; others say that it is
only a natural consequence; that the
people of this province are more or less
inclined to roam, and that the golden
shadows thrown across the line are more
than the younger portion of our commu-
nity can resist. One thing is apparent,
however, and it is exceedingly painful to
consider, that our farming villages are
being depopulated. The census returns,
while showing that the population did
not increase during the last decade, failed
to show that only the very old and very
young have remained with us, the men
and women of from the years of eighteen
to thirty have sought a home across the
border. Itis almostimpossibleto enumer-
ate the draft that has been made on this
city, but there is hardly a family of thirty
years’ standing but has added one, two or
three to the population of the republic. It
is time more thought was given to this
matter outside of making politics of it.
In our rural communities the old men
find that since the boys have gone they
are unable to work the farm, and field
after field is turned into pasture and al-
lowed to grow up in bushes, until finally
the old folks give up farming in disgust
and remove to the town to live the rest of
their days on the little hoard they have
saved, or on the money that the “boys”
from time to time send them to supply
their needs.

Tae French-Canadian treaty is proving
a serious matter in the dominion house,
Whether Sir Charles Tupper has resigned
his commissionership or not, he and Mr-
Foster have quarreled, and the breach is
hourly growing wider. It is plain that as
a leader Mr. Foster is a failure, and that
Sir John Thompson, whatever his faults,
is the bone and sinew of the Ottawa cabi-
net. Every question that comes before
the house on which there is a division
sees large deflections from the govern-
ment ranks, and the election of a liberal
during the week, almost within speaking
distance of the houses of parliament, by a
large majority, is evidence that the con-
servatives are losing their grip on the
long suffering public.

WHETHER Dr. Stockton imagines that
some other bank is going to collapse and
wants to be prepared for it or not, his
motion in the house on Friday looks like
it. It is surely unfortunate for the doctor
that he had not moved this resolution
some years ago and had it passed; then
his trip to England to work against the
people of the province might not have
been in vain. As it is his action in this
matter is like locking the door after the
steed is stolen, but is of a piece with his
general legislation. He began the session
with some ancient history, and appears

to keep himself and his resolutions as
much out of date as possible.

IN the dominion house on Thursday,
the Caron charges were brought to a
division. There was a majority of fifty
for maintaining Caron in his seat. Four
congervatives, Messrs. McCarthy, O’Brien,
Calvin and Weldon, of Albert, N. B., re-
fused to vote with their party. The other
New Brunswick representatives appear to
think that Caron is not totally as uncle
Thomas would say, “decomposed yet,”
or that he is no worse than the others.

The Connolly-McGreevy trial has been
adjourned till September owing to the
absence of Robert McGreevy, who jumped
from the train on which he journeyed
from Quebec to the capital. A bench
warrant has been issucd for his arrest.
The court gave orders to have Henry F.
Perley’s evidence taken by commission
should ill health prevent his appearance
on the stand.

Sunday afternoon two children of Ayles-
ford Ayles of Coverdale, near Salisbary,
went out into a field near their father’s
house and set fire to the stable.. In try-
ing to extinguish the blaze the clothing
of the younger child aged three years,
caught on fire, and in a short time he was
enveloped in flames.

law, or relating to the employmeunt of
members of religious orders connected
with any church as teachers in the public
schools, etc., etc,, or any other order, or
regulations of the board of education or
any instructions or authority issued by
the department in any way contravening
the non sectarian principle of the school
aw.”

The house went into committee on
further consideration of ways and means.
Mr. Killam in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, seconded by Hon.
Mr. Mitchell, moved that the committee
proceed to the consideration of the report
of the lumber commission submitted to
the house last session.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that in July,
1890, the commission had been appointed
to take into consideration the question of
governing the timber lands of the province.
At the time the opposition claimed that
it was unnecessary, and that the govern-
ment should themselves do this work.
Last session the report of the commission
was submitted, and hon. gentlemen op-
posite claimed that it really censured the
policy of the government. It was also
claimed that it would cost the government
a great deal of money. The result, how-
ever, was that the gentlemen comprising
the commission, whose eminent qualifi-
cations no man had or would venture to
dispute, had charged the province nothing
whatever for their valuable services, and
that the entire expenses of the commission
had only amounted to about $1,200. The
hon. gentlemen opposite had attached
very great importance to the fact that the
commission criticized the government be-
cause of its mode of appointing scalers,
and said that the scalers were not doing
their duty, and that 20 per cent. of the
stumpage was lost to the province there-
by. It would be seen, however, that on
the whole, the commission had decided
that the present method of employing
scalers was about the best that could be
desired. The report showed clearly that
the present mode was the only feasible
one of collecting the stumpage. It was
no doubt true that some of these officials
fell short in the performance, but that did
not justify an attack on the system. Some-
times the lumber was under scaled but
this was a matter that was not looked
after very closely by the department.
Absolutgly correct returns were very diffi-
cult to come at. One dollar a thousand is
charged as astumpage on merchantable,
and a certain allowance is made for lum-
ber that may turn out unmerchantable.
The general complaint made by the
operators is that the scalers are too strict,
and cases are not infrequent where oyer
scaling is proved. Mill owners invariably
claim that they can never get 1,000 feet
of lumber out of 1,000 feet of logs, as
measured by the scaler, but the govern-
ment had never allowed this claim. The

commission had dealt with the question

whether long or short leases would be the
better policy; whether the lands should
be up to competiton every year or other-
wise, and in respect of that that the com-
mission decided that the tenure should
be as permanent as possible. They had
declared that parties should be prevented
from holding land sfor speculative purposes
in other words that men who have honest-
ly invested their capital in the business
should have some guarantee that their
property would not be subject to the
action of the combines or syndicates.

Entitled to Weight.

The conclusion of the commission was
that the lands should be leased by public
auction, and that they should be annually
renewable on condition of compliance
with all regulations made, or hereafter to
be made by the governor in council ; that
was the recommendation of the com-
mission and it was entitled to weight.
The commission had dealt with the sub-
ject of stumpage, and had decided that in
the present state of the trade the rate
should not be more than $1. They had
expressed the opinion too, that if the
lumber were husbanded, in a few years
double that rate of stumpage could be
secured. That might be a practical ques-
if the province were not dependent upon
the lumberlands for its revenue, and if
they could be locked up without ruinous
effects upon those engaged in the busi-
ness. The commission had dealt with
the subject of the cutting of undersized
lumber. He (Tweedie) since he had as-
sumed the administration of his office
had devoted special attention to the
matter, and had insisted that no under-
sized lumber should be gt at all, even for
pulp purposes. There was alo a difficulty
as to the question of hemlock cutting.
The tree was cut for its bark, and it did
not pay for the operators to haul it out.
Should this practice continue, or should
the hemlock industry be stopped alto-
gether? This was a matter eminently
worthy of the attention of the committee.
The subject of clearing out streams to aid
in the driving of lumber had received
much attention from the government.
Lumbermen frequently applied for assist-
ance in clearing out undrivable streams,
but so far very little had been done in
that direction. The bill passed yesterday
had been prepared by the lumber com-
mission in accordance with the terms of
their report. It appeared to be the view
of many that if leases were short aid
should be given in clearing out streams;
that if they were long the lessee would be
willing to assume the expense himself.
I¥ was certainly unreasonable to expect
a man to expend thousands of dollars in
building dams and clearing out streams,
to get his lumber out when, at the very
next annual sale, some other party might
outbid him and take advantage of all his
improvements. The commission had also
referred to the protection of the timber
lands from fire. It was a fact, and he
thought a signiticant one, that there were
far more fires before 1883 than since that
date, which many attributed to the cir-
cumstance that lessees holding lands for
ten years protected them much more
carefully and efficiently than under the
former system.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the commission had
recommended the permanent employment
of scalers and the desirability of separating
the same from political influence. It was
thrown out that probably a more efficient
body of scalers might be secured, if they
were employed by the government during
the summer as well as the winter months.
The scalers now cost the government
about $9,000 a year, but if employed
under the system proposed by the com-
mission the additional expense would be
at least $15,000 or $20,000. He did not
believe the additional revenue would at
all compensate for this increase.

Increased Cut.

The government therefore was in no posi-
tion to act upon the recommendation of
the commission. The view had been pre-
sented to the government, however, that
they might very well make it a condition
of the lease that the lessees should pay
for the employment of officers during the
summer months for the proper protection
of the forest. No doubt it was quite true
that the appointments of these scalers
were made as the result of political influ-
ence. That simply meant that the go-
vernment, while they see to it that the
men were properly qualified, were impres-
sed by the wishes of the people’s repre-
sentatives who were friendly to them. He
would like to know in what other manner
such appointments could be made than in
accordance with the wishes of the peoples’
representatives. Since the crown land ad-
ministration had come into the hands of
the present government, and since the pre-
sent surveyor general had taken charge,
many additional safeguards had been in-
troduced in respect to this matter of scal-

ing. A law had been passed for a thorough
examination of all applicants for the posi-

tion, and no person was appointed who
had not passed such examination. A feel-
ing existed among the representatives in
the different counties that none but resi-
dents of the respective counties should be
appointed. All these things influenced
this government as it would influence any
government ; yet he believed that with
all the drawbacks necessarily incident to
our democratic system it would be found
that these officials had done their work
very efficiently. He had been in hopes
that the gentlemen opposite would have
discussed the report so that the govern-
ment would be in a position to meet any
criticism that they had to make upon this
branch of the administration.

Mr. Stockton said the subject before the
house was a most imporant one and that
the cut last year had increased by twelve
per cent.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie — The increase of
revenue is accounted for by the increased
cut and by the employment of Mr. Smith
on the Bay Shore during the summer.

Mr. Stockton ventured to assert that the
conclusion of the commission was not
founded merely upon the guess work of a
single witness. The gentlemen compos-
ing the commission were practical lumber-
men.

The motion for the consideration of the
report was then carried.

It was moved by hon. Mr. Tweedie,
seconded by hon. Mr. Mitchell :

Resolved, That it is expedient that the
leases to be granted for the timber crown
lands after the expiration of existing
leases certain such covenants and condi-
tions as will protect the crown against
such lands being held for speculative pur-
poses by a stipulation that a certain aver-
age cut should be made in respect to all
lands held by the lessees or in such other
manner as the governor in council may
deem advisable.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie held that some such
action was necessary to prevent a com-
bine, which would interfere with the
revenue and other interests of the country-
It was necessary that parties holding
licenses should be required to cut a cer-
tain percentage on the number of miles
held by them.

The resolution was carried without divi-
sion.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie moved, seconded by
Hon. Mr. Mitchell :

Resolved, That it is expedient that the
leases to be granted of timber crown
lands of the province after the expiration
of the present cuses shall contain a condi-

tion among others that the lieutenant
governor in council may increase the rate

of stumpage and mileage upon land held

under lease at any time or from time to
time during the continuance thereof.

The resolution was carried without divi-
sion.

It was moved by hon. Mr, Tweedie,
seconded by hon. Mr. Mitchel :

Resolved, That after the expiration of
the present leases of timber crown lands
the leases be offered at public competition
upon the condition that the same shall be
renewed annually at the pleasure of the
lieutenant governor in council, and for a
term not exceeding twenty-five years.

There followed some discussion as to
the term of the lease, which was taken
part in by hon. Messrs. Blair and Tweedie,
and Messrs. Hill, Smith, Baird, Alward,
Gogaine, Stockton, Powell and Robinson.

Mr. Stockton moved, seconded by Mr.
Powell, that the term be made not to ex-
ceed ten years. : ‘

Mr. Stockton’s motion was lost on the
division, eleven to twenty-five.

The original motion was then carried
on a reverse vote. Adjourned.

Friday.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson was granted leave
of absence until Monday.

Mr. O’Brien (Northumberland) intro-
duced a bill to amend chapter 106 Con-
solidated Statutes — non-resident pedlars.

Mr. Stockton moved, seconded by Mr.
Phinney, a bill respecting crown debtors.

Hon. Mr. Blair wished to hear some
reason suggested why it would be in the
public interest that the resolution should
be adopted. The only reason he had
heard given was that such a law had been
adopted in Ontario and worked well. He
did not feel that it was necessary in all
cases that this province should follow the
example of the legislature of Ontario, un-
less some good and substantial reasons
were urged for doing so. The hon. men-
ber bad already proposed legislation on
this question and thereby assumed the
responsibility that belonged to the ad-
visers of the crown. The conditions in
this province were not identical with
those of the province of Ontario where
the legislation spoken of was adopted a
good many years ago, possibly at the time
when there was a general insolveficy law.
So long as there was no general insolvency
law here he was not willing that the
change proposed should be made. The
hon. member was practically asking the
house to recede from the position it had
taken the other day. The resolution
should not pass, because it would materi-
ally and injuriously affect the whole
question of our rights as a government
and people in respect of the bonds, secur-
ities and recognizances taken from office
holders and trustees for public offices
generally.

Hon. Mr. White -said the resolution
could have no practical effect this session.
He went into the history of the royal
prerogative, and said that since 1868 the
royal prerogative had been the presoga-
tive of the people. A few days ago the
leader of the opposition had sought to
minimize the results of the maritime bank
case. Now he realized that a great con-
stitutional question had been at stake. If
the principl® of the resolution were carried
to a logical sequence it would effect the
right of a parish to collect its taxes and of
the government to collect its customs
duties. He moved, seconded by Mr.
Flewelling, that the question be not now
put. i

After recess the previous question was
read and carried—23 to 13.

The house agreed to the bill to change
the name of Alexander P. Pick and Char-
lotte R. Pick; also to a bill in further
amendment of public health acts.

At Mexico, Mo., George Harding (col-
ored), aged thirty-five, convicted of being
a vagrant, wason Wednesday sold to a
coal dealer for $19 for a period of six
months. If anything remains of the
money after paying legal costs, it will go
to the negro. :

M. Alexejeff, mayor of Moscow was shot
at a meeting of the City Council Wednes-
day morning. Adrianoff, the murderer,
refuses to make a statement as to his'rea-
son for shooting. The police are firm in
the belief that the crime is the outcome
of an Nihilist plot.

Well authenticated reports say that the
town of Tapelo, Miss., was destroyed by a
severe wind storm Thureday. The little
town of Kelley, fifteen miles from Mem-
phis, on the Memphis and Birmingham
railroad was wiped out during the same
storm. No lives were lost.

The C. P. R. express from Montreal,
had a bad smashup on Monday, at Lowell-
town, Maine, near the Quebec houndry,
caused by a broken rail. The train con-
sisted of seventeen cars loaded mostly
with wheat and lnmber, Sixteen cars
leftthe track and some were badly smash-
ed.

John McCarthy, cook in Burgoyne's
camp, on the Sisson branch of the Tobique,
commited suicide one morning last week.
On the morning he committed suicide he
prepared breakfast, and while the men
were eating it, he went out where the
horses are kept, and hung himself with

The Bell Telephone company has stated
that if other telephone companies are al-
lowed to erect poles in Montreal, the Bell
company will spend no more money to
build sub-ways to put their wires under-
ground. The company recently built a
sub-way on St. Catherine street, costing
$40,000.

Bush Smith, of Chatham, while going
home at eleven o’clock Sunday evening,
was assailed by three men near the resi-
dence of Dr.J. B. Benson. They threw
him down and attempted to go through
his pockets. After a long struggle, he
fought them off, and sought refuge in Dr,
Benson’s house.

At St. John, before Judge Tuck, Tues-
day, John R.Dunn applied to review a
judgement from the Waterborough parish
court in the case of Smith vs. Jeffrey on
the ground that the* justice’s jurisdicton
did not appear in the proceedings and
that damages were improperly assessed.
His honor ordered a non-suit to be entered.

Detectives of the Pennsylvania and Big
Four lines have unearthed a gigantic con-
spiracy that has been robbing railroad
cars and taking thousands of dollars worth
of goods. The robbery has been going on
over a year. Very little property thus far
has been recovered, but the officers are on
the trail of several big hauls, and numer-
ous arrests are likely.

SEES A DARK CLOUD.

It Could Turn its Attention to Other
Matters With More Effect,

The St. John Sun which sees a very dark
cloud looming up on the political hotizon
at Ottawa is strenuously endeavoring to
turn the minds of its readers from events in
that quarter by quoting what it pretends to
be overcharges in some of the provincial
departments. 1t would amaze the people of
New Brunawick, and perhaps afford some
instriction also if it would explain why the
dominion government pays that journal
$14,000 a year, or about forty dollars a day ;
why it costs the people of the dominion
about $2,000 to buy brushes and soap for
the departments at Ottawa yearly; why
there should be about $3,000 of the people’s
money spent yearly under the pretence that
it is paid for washing towels for the various
saints or sinners who fill the federal offices.
Don’t strain at a gnat and swallow a camel,
Br'r Scott, but speak out respecting what
you are assured is the unlimited extrava-
gance of your masters.

It would be as well also in your criticisms
of provincial affairs to enquire into matters
closely yourself and not depend too much
on your Fredericton correspondent, who,
though a brilliant accountant, is not al-
ways to be relied on respecting provincial
or county finances. You know that he had
a hand in the census report which showed
that Fredericton had seventy-one new in-
dustries producing the greatest “hum”
imaginable. It does not detract from the
correctness of his figures if he counted each
wood sawyer as a saw mill for short lumber.

Give usa good plain statement of the man-
ner in which the pool is worked at Ottawa
and an occasional dish of provincial affairs
will pot spoil the appetite of your readers.
In this connection the Miramichi Advance
says :

*The righteous soul of the St. John Sun
is much moved because, according to the
New Brunswick auditor-general’s report,
about twenty individuals, firms and incor-
porated companies have been paid an ag-
gregate of $12,492.00 for printing, lithograph-
ing, advertising, etc., during 1892, for the
government at Fredericton. The same pa-
per, however, views with perfect equanimity
the fact that the dominion auditor general’s
report shows that the Sun publishing com-
pany, alone, was paid $13,870.05 for printing
and advertising for a similar period, chiefly
for the Intercolonial railway. The dominion
auditor general has complained of the fact
that the bills for work done in the Sun office
is not permitted to go through his office for
audit, and the reason may be assumed to be
because the prices charged would not be
passed by that official. Under these cir-
cumstances it might be expected that the
Sun, in its usual fault-finding with the
local government, would have the prudence
to stop short of the printing accounts,

THE EXODUS.

Some Facts in Connection Respecting
York County,

As this is the season of the year when
residents get more or less uneasy respecting
their prospects for the summer, and perhaps
for life, and as quite a number are going or
preparing to go to the states, a few items
respecting the exodus from this county may
be of interest. Allendale, which was one
of the most thriving sections of the parish
of Dumfries, has now more vacant houses
and farms than it has tenanied ones. Lake
George, in the parish of Prince William,
has ten vacant houses, or seventy per cent
of its people in the United States. All over
this parish, except on the river front, there
are untenanted farms, many of which had
been occupied for from ten to fifty years.
New Maryland has also suffered severely.
Some fine farms are lying silent and alone.
In fact one whole section is depopulated.
Of eighty families at Marysville, who were
there or went there thirty years since, but
three have not some or all of their family
in the United States; but it may be said
that this village has grown into a town in
the meantime with a great growth of popu-
lation. Manners-Sutton has also felt the
draft, many families going from Harvey,
Little Settlement, Acton and Cork. Doug-
las and Keswick have also added to the
number of those gone across the line, and
the very fertile parish of Stanley has sent
upwards of a hundred to uncle Sam’s terri-
tory. Itonly requires a days outing in the
county to satisfy a skeptic that there has
been an exodus, and a large one at that.

THE BURGLARS.

Caught in the Attic of a Marysville
House.

Since the burglary at Davis, Staples & Co.,
on Sunday, the 12th inst., the police have
been making careful search for the perpe-
trators. A glove had been found at Geo.
Whelpley’s the moring after the ham was
stolen and the glove was the clue by which
the D. 8. & Co. robbers were trailed.

O’Ree and Henry Gordon were having a “big
time” at the negro houses above Marys-
ville, and deputy sheriff Hawthorne and
policeman Phillips went to that town.

Here they found the men they wanted hid-
den in the attic. They were promptly ar-
rested and brought to this city. On Mon-
day they pleaded guilty before the police
magistrate. The trial was postponed as an-
other negro was wanted and at that time
had not been found.

Before sentence was pronounced his
honor decided to see if there were not others
concerned in the affair, and by noon on
Tuesday Hedley Bolter was arrested on the
ground that he had received the stolen arti-
cles. Gordon and O'Ree got two years in
the penitentiary.

Graveyard Insurance,

In the Supreme cotitt here yesterday
judgment was delivered on the writ of eiror
in the Welton-Randall conspiracy case.
Justices Hanington und King did not hear
the argiument and took no patt. The chief
justice, Palmer, Frasef and Tuck had
lengthy writtetn judgments, the reading of
which occupied from eleven until two
o'clock. Justices Tuck and Palmer were
for reversing the judgnient of the St. John
county court and squashing the éenviction,
taking the ground that the companies
alleged to have been defrauded—The Total
Abstinence and Golden Rule Alliance—
were doing business illegally in Canada,
and that there could be no conspiracy to de-
fraud an illegal transaction. The Chief
Justice and Justice Fraser took the opposite
view on this point, but were in favor ofa
new trial, on the ground of improper ad-
mission and rejection of evidence and mis-
direction of the trial judge. The court being
thus divided, Justice Tuck withdrew his
judgment, so that the judgment of the court
is for a new trial.
