Quebec Conservative
Convention.

At the close of large and eminently
successful convention of the Conserva-
vatives of Quebec, held in Montreal a
couple of weoks ago, the following re-
solations embodying the platform of the
party as s Federal body, were unamm-
ounsly passed :

Whereas, the Liberal Conservative
Party of Canada was founded more than
balf a century ago, and shortly after re-
sponsible government had been establ-
ished in this country, by statesmen of
Upper and Lower Csnada, both provin-
ces being at that time divided by racial
and religious questions which paralyz-
ed all efforts for the country’s progress.
Whereas, the new party was the oat-
coms of un understanding or coalition
bstween the political men of both prov=-
inces, based upon the principals of an
integral respect for the civil and religi-
ous rights of minorities. Whereas the
consistent working out of this principle,
by the Conservative party, has been
productive of the best resnlts and has
permitted Canada to grow and to de-
velop by reason of the union of the dif-
ferent elements which make up her
population.

Whereas, it is advisable to re-affirm
this principle and these salutary tra-
ditions.

This convention of the Conservatives
of the province of Quebec declares :

MINORITY RI1GHTS.

The best interesta of the country re-
quire that minorities should be treated
with full justice in the exercise of all
their civil and religions rights. Any
violation of rights that are founded up-
on pledges entered into.by the Crown is
contrary to British institations under
which we live. These rights are o<
violsble.

Whereas, it fs advisable to proclaim
at the same time the views of the party
in regard to matters of public interest
concerning the welfare and progress of
Canada ms well as the proviace of
Quebec.

IL—-LABOR PROBLEMS,

The Conservative Party believes that
it is nrgent to adopt laws for the better
protection of the Iaboring classes snd to
improve their position.

Tbe Department of Labor, organized
at a great cost by the Liberal Govern-
ment, dees not fulfil the object for
which it was created ; this department
should be reformed in such a manner
a8 to satisfy the needs of this numerous
and important class ‘of our population.
This work of prisoners in the peni-
tentiaries and provinocial prisons should
not be placed in competition with pri-
vate enterprise.

III.—LABOR PROBLE MS.

The systsm of immigration now in-
vogne being contrary to the beat in-
terestr of the country, is should be re.
formed without delsy in such a man-
ner a8 to asenre a prejudicions choice
of immigrants, and to avoid upjust
competition for the Canadian working
man,

The Government should also adopt
& system of repatriation, calculated to
ensure the return of Canadians who
have emigrated and who desire to come
back and consecrate their energies and
their work to their own country.

The alien labor law shounld be amend-
od in such a way as to ensure its effici-
ent application.

IV.—MILITIA SYSIEM.

The Conservative Party is ready to
make any expenditure which may be |
necessary to provide onr country with
an efficient militia, fally equipped, ac-
vording to modern requirements; bat
t condemns tbe exaggerations, extra-
vagance and abuse of every nature
committed by the existing Department
of the Militia, withont regard to the
needs of the country, with no definite
plan, and without improviog its militia
system and with utter disregard of the
representations and legitimate demands
of the volunteers themselves. All poli-
tical interference should be rigorously
banished from the administration of the
militisa.

V.—NATIONAL POLICY.

Having ever in view the mainten-
anoce -of our national policy of protec-
tion, it is necesaary to re.adjust the
Canadian tariff to meet the treatment
which foreign countries adopt towards
Canada.

To establish a system of mutaal pre
ference between Canads and other
parts of the British Empire under sach
conditions as may safe-guard Canadian
interests,

To facilitate the devolopment of
Canadian foreign trade by the exten-
sion of treaties and by placing ony
merchants on an equal footing with
other exporters upon all the markets of
the world,

VL—-TRANSPQRTATIQN.

It has become urgent to create ad-
ditional trapsportation facilities while
developing means already existing and
remoring a]l the obstacles which retard
the development of ogyr ports. The
Government should assume snch ports,

likewise to facititate commerciatt
relations between every part of the
Confederation, by developing our means
of interior commaunication by land and
water, 80 a8 to render every part of oar
country easily and cheaply accessihle.
VIL—PROTECTION FOR FARMING.

It is advisable to assure an efficient
protection for the products of omr
f armersagainst the competition which
foreign products make on the locsl
market and to guarantee to our farm-
ing class sn easy, rapid and remunera-
tive outlet for their products in foreign
markets.

VIII.—TEMPERANCE PLATTORM.
The Conservative Party declares tbat
the laws concerning tte making, in-
spection and sale of alcobolic liquors
should be 80 amended as to lessen the
terrible results of intemperance.
IX.—INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION,

It is urgent to provide s uniform in
solvency act which will accord equal
protection to all creditors and will
diminish the heavy expenses. atthe
same time rendering liquidation more
rapid. This is a commercial necessity
for which the Conservative Party be-
lieves it is necessary to provide.

X.—FEDERAL LANDS.

The Conservative Party condemns
the present administration and sale of
the public lands of Canada. It ener-
gesically cansares the scandalons frands
and shameless speculation of which the
Liberal Government has madbd fitsell
guilty to the detainment of the interest
of the country and the real settlers.

XI.—WASTE AND EXTRAVAGANCE

The Conservative Party appreciates
the necessity of making such expendi-
tare as it is necessary for the develop-
ment and progress of the country ac-
cording to the extent of oar resoarces,
bat it condemns the extravagance and
waste of the present administration
and the rash obligations to which the
Government has pledged the national
credit.

XIL.—ELECTORAL FRAUDS.

It is imperative that more rigorous
laws be enacted against corraption and
electoral frands 8o as to put and end to
the flagrant abuses which for years
past bave falgiffead the popular verdict
io general and partial elections and
have compromised the fair name of
Canada.

Affairs in Russia.

St. Petersburg advices of yester—
day’s date say: From the Govern
ment standpoint there was some slight
improvement in the situation this aft-
ernoon. Many strikers broke away
from the insurrectionists and returned
to work and it is evident that the lab-
or leaders must precipitate malters or
the strike will go to pieces. Aall now
depends on the situation at Moscow.
A message received from Moscow
this evening says the fighting in the
streets continues and has been in
progress all day but the populace is
not participating and the troops are
gradually gainiog the upper hand.
The main body of the insurgents are
bemmed in the quadrilateral at Brest
railway station. In this space the
insurgents bave fortified every inch of
their lines with felled trees,
poles aud street cars, while «in front
they bave constructed a network of
entanglements.  Artillery is being
used against them mercilessly. Two
of the tour Grenadier regiments have
returned to duty and are fightiog on
the Goveramentside, Daringtbe day
the troops with artillery and machine.

If it
has, we join heartily in the congratu-
lations of Europe both to the Czar
and to the Ruesian people; but ss
yeot the evidence of stability in the
new regime ia wanting, and though
we must not be deluded by the his
tory of the French Revolution, it ie
impossible a0t to recolleot that Louis
XVI. granted much more than
Niobolas II. has conceded, and that
the Revolation, as if driven by some
supernatural force, marched on to
results which the oouncillors of Liouis
XVI. would have considered cLim-
erical, There are many among us,
some of them grave men, wko
seoretly hope that it may be ino
Raussia sleo ; but we repeat that we
do not beliove Russia to be ready
for a Republio, or that Earope counld
witness the extinotion of that great
Manarchy without a feeling of dis-
may lest the balance-weight in the]
machine of Earcpesn equilibrium
should bave suddenly disappesred.
So long as the * four liberties” are
delayed—liberties which in Indis,
for instance, are completely granted,
thongh the Goveroment remains ab-
solute—we oannot be conservative
in regard to Rassian affsirs; but
once they are solidly established
there are other things as important
to the world as the wishes of the
Rueeian people. The boiling pot,
if not watohed by those competent
to recognizs the moment of danger,
may yet boil over, and that would
be the signal for a conflagration suoh
a8 even Frunce never saw—a con—
flagration which must spread .—The
Speotator.
