He wanted to see an instit establish-
ed in this electoral di , because he
believed it would be in the interest of
the farmers who resided hete.

«of the Province, and had been found tc
work to the good of the farming com-
mtnity wherever established. It had
been found that the agricultural socie-
ties had departed from the primary ob-
ject of cultivating the spread of farming
information, and had become merely so-
cieties for the holding of annual exhibi-
tions snd the distributing of prizes for
exhibits. By the annual reports it was

full text of the paper as follows : —
The raising and feeding of cattle for
the English market is a very important
branch of the export trade of Canada,
and one that can be improved to a great
extent, especially as regards the quality
of the animals sent. 1f the farmrers of
Canada would pay more attenticn to the
breeding of first-class animals, which
can only be done by using first class
male animals for breeding purposes, in-
stead of using scrub or cross-bred ani-
mals, as many do, good results would
follow. Only s pure bred male of some
of the beefing breeds should be used.
In 1885 and 1886 we sent to the English
market from Canada 60,649 head of
cattle worth $4,998,327, being a fraction
over $82.60 per head. * Last summer I
shipped cattle to the Old Country. Look-

sold for £21 per head,and a few poor
ones sold for £14 per head ; but I paid
st as much freight in crossing for the
animals worth £14 asI did for animals
Besides the small price,
here is a loss of & on the $100 in
space in crossing the sea.

When firat put in the stable some
cattle are apt to kick. Ifthey do, never
strike or kick io return. The best rem-
edy is to curry them and cobquer by
kindness. About salt, give a little in
the feed every time you feed them with
cut stuff and meal. I do not know of
any experiment with beefing cattle, but |t
with milk cowas, Professor Rcbertson, of
the Guelph College, reported that when
salt was withheld for 12 days,the shrink-
age was 17} per cent; insufficiently

age of 14} per cent, while those that had
salt as much as they wanted did not
shrink—all being under .the same feed
and treatment except in the matter of
salt, I think cattle being fatted would
also suffer if salt were withheld. For
the last two or three years we buy a lot
of steers in the fall and during wiater,
snd feed them on the grass, geiting
them roady in the begiuning of July.
In the fall we do not allow them to lie
out after very cold, stormy weather
comes on, but put them in at night and
give them a little hey, letting them

out through the day until the
snow falls. Always be ready, as
said before, to put cattle in

and not allow them to fall off in going
into winter quarters. The »# we are
feeding this winter is: morninz, mau- |*
golds, about ten Ibs, then straw enough
to have some for bedding ; at noon, let
out to drink, clean stalls and bed, 6 lbs
cut hay and straw and 2 lbs meal, (peas,
barley and bran) mixed and fed dry ;

better milkers is that we do mnot breed
for a definite purpose. The general
fatmer keeps a few cows for milking
purposes, and raises steers from them to
be esld as stockers or fed for beef by
himself. If he is highly successful in
haviog his cows give a large quantity of
milk it follows that his steers will not be
first-class beefingy animals. The uni-
form testimony of men of long experi-
ence and close observation is that you

yield of milk and great adaptability to
put on fat ; and to develop either quality
requires a length of time, and care and
feeding all centered in the one idea
either for milk or for beef. A good
deal can be done in raising a calf from
a m:l\n'nw family, keeping the animal fat
from birth, but you cannot get the same
results that you can get when the adapt-
:blhty to put on beef has become heredi-
ary.
