An Institution of Which Edmonton is Proud.

While busy Edmonton hurries
along in, its whirl of 1907’s real-estate
transfers, building construetion, and
the everyday round of work and
pleasure—on the outskirts of the city,

where the hospitals are, the hours |

are quite as surely filled with a round
of duties essential as any to Ed<
monton’s well-being.

In the extreme East End is the new
Isolation " Hospital. At present the
West End has two fair-sized hospit-
als—the General and the Misericor-
dia—and when the capacious new
Public Hospital is erected there, Ed-
monton will have an aggregation of
hospital buildings that many larger
cities might envy.

Misericordia Hospital.

The new Misericordia Hospital,
which was opened a year ago, to con-
tinue the work carried on for seven
years in the old hospital, has accom-

modation for 60 patients. It is .a|

handsome new building, its interior
supplied with all the modern fittings
for a hospital.

Training School Under Way,

Empowered to do so by the amend-
ment to its Incorporation Act, pas-
sed in the Legislature this year, the
hospital authorities have well under
way now a Training School for
Nurses. Diplomas will be granted to
candidates satisfactorily completing
the three-years’ course required.

The professional training will be
given by the superintendents of the
hospital work—Sisters . who have
taken diplomas as graduate nurses
previously. The medical lectures
will be delivered by leading members
of the medical staff of the Hospital.

A number of applications have been
received in addition to those already
in training, but there is still room
for more nurses. The quarters re-
served for the nurses are particular-
ly large and airy and as yet not all
occupied.

Interior of Hospital.

The Hospital is finished throughout
with polished wod of a Iight golden
color, and the effect in combination
with the white walls is of pleasing
cleanliness and airiness. In the base-
ment, the kitchen, laundries and fur-
nace room are situated, while the of-
fices of Administration, the Chapel
and several private rooms are on the
first floor.

The Offices and Wards.

|the office equipment is the massive
|entry-volume for noting details of
| cases received. This handsome book
| was especially designed for this hos-
|pital and prsented to it by ex-May-
or K. W. MacKenzie during his term
of office.

A well-equipped dispensary is situ-
ated on this floor and beside it—with
windows forming almost the entire
southern wall is the chief operating-
room. This room is handsomely fit-
ted out with all the latest surgical
appliances, for which the immacu-
late white walls make a fine setting.

An Up-to-date Hospital.
Across the long, airy corridor are

room directly beneath it, is fitted up
in the most modern manner with
surgical appliances.

This obstetrical department occu-

separate from the rest of the hospi-
tal. Its wards, diet-kitchens and op-
erating-room age for the exclusive use
of this- department. Even the staff
of nurses is quite distinct. ®

The varibus mechanical conveni-

And Council Amends Health |
Bylaw to Improve Sanitary

Conditions.

The city council at its meeting last
night amended the health bylaw so
that etnts and shacks throughout the
eity must be provided with adequate
sanitary arrangements. The lack of
these has been the cause of endless
complaint. With the opening of
spring the action of the council will
tend to prevent an impairment of the
city’s health.

The amended bylaw, provides that |
any person dwelling in a tent or shack
shall within three days of their occu-
pation notify the city medical health
officer of the same. It further pro-
vides that no person shall allow any-
thing dangerrus to public health to |
remain on his premises. Every dwel- |
ling, also, must be provided with a |
water closet connected with the sewer |
and waterworks, or else provided with |
a sanitary pail as a' receptacle that |
may be easily removed. [

Ald. Macauley favored insisting on |
every tent and shack on the line of the |
sewer and water mains making con-
nections.

The mayor declared this to be im- |
practicable because of the lack of|
means of many of the occupants of’
the tents and shacks.

“Then the city should make the
connections in such cases,” said Ald. |
Macauley, “aand charge it up to the
owners on the instalment plan.” )

It was explained that the city would |
be bankrupted if such a scheme were |
instituted, for the property on which |
the shacks were located was heavily |
mortgaged in the majority of cases.

The Blairmore Townsite Case Before the House.

Oliver, However, Shows Conclusively That the Claim of
MacKenzie was Made Valid by the Decision of the

Blairmore Court on the Case.

Ottawa, April 13.—During the de-
bate on Friday on the Blairmore
townsite dispute, Mr. Oliver said in
part (Hansard):

“In regard to the position of the
department in this matter, a case
came before the Interior Department.
It was of the nature of many cases
that come before that deparment and
as I read the particulars, it was dealt
with as others are dealt with. Asthe
commissioner who dealt with it said,
he might have been right or he might
have been wrong, he dealt with it
according to his best judgment and
according to the facts as he had them
before him. The gentleman who felt
himself to be aggrieved in the tran-
saction asked the privilege of having
his rights in the matter tried out in
the courts. He was given the privi-
lege, his rights were tried out in the
courts, judgment was delivered, which
judgment did not concede to him the
rights that he demanded and these
gentlemen hold the Department of the
Interior responsible for that action of
the court, or for not reversing the
action of the court. What do these
gentlemen want in the way of admin-
istration? What could they have that
was fairer than what was done? There
was a complicated case, a case of a
squatter before survey, a class of case
which arises all over the country.
There were three claimants, as a mat-
ter of fact I believe there were four,
and in my opinion, if I may go so
far as to express my private opinion,
I would think that the fourth clai-
mant, whose name has hardly been
mentioned, was the man best entitled
to the claim. That is my private
opinion but it is not effective at the
moment. The right of a squatter be-
fore survey is a right which this gov-
ernment in its administration of the
Dominion lands has always admitted,
has always protected, and while their
predecessors have not been as invar-
iable in that attifude, they accepted
the principle just the same, that the
squatter before survey had a right
which should~ be recognized. And
which my hon. friend suggests that
there is no difference between the
rights of these three men who occu-
pied as squatters before survey, and
the men who settled on that townsite
after survey, he simply sets himself
in opposition to all the administra-
tions of all governments that have

ever been in Canada.
- -

Mr. Mackenzie Attacked.

Mr. Oliver—In regard to the alleg-
ation that Mackenzie was a party to
the alleged fraud of Montalbetti, this
is _whati Judge Wetmore says—

Mr. Macdonell—Nothing was = said,
by e to-the effect tHht Mr. "Macken-
zie was guilty of any fraud or was a
party to any fraud. My remarks
with regard to fraud were entirely and
exclusively directed to Montalbetti,
so that the minister need not rest
under any misapprehension as to
that.

Mr. Oliver—I am glad to hear the
hon. gentleman say so, because the
impression left on my mind by the
whole trend of his remarks was that
he intended to fasten an allegation of
fraud on Mackenzie.

Mr. Macdonell—I said he was not
guilty of fraud. but that he had tak-
en advantage of the fraud of Montal-
betti.

Mr. Oliver—I think I understand,
that is pecfectly clear. Now, this is
what Judge Wetmore said in regard
to that matter—and my hon. friend
did not happen to read it:

“The evidence does not satisfy me
that the defendant Mackenzie was a
party to the false statements and mis-
representation contained in Felix
Montalbetti’s solemn declaration or
that he is in any way liable to be
charged with actual fraud in connee-
tion with the sale of the said land
or the issuing of the patent to him.
I am not at liberty to infer that he
had no knowledge of the false state-
ments and misrepresentations be-
cause he or his partner McNeil pre-
pared that declaration. On the con-
trary, in the absence of evidence to
the contrary I must assume that the
declaration was prepared entirely on
representations made by Felix Mon-
talbetti, and there is no evidence be-
fore me to warrant my coming to the
conclusion that either Mackenzie or
McNeil had any reason for believing
at the time the declaration was pre-
pared or lodged in the Department of
the Interior that any part of ' these
representations were untrue.

Rules of the Department.

Here is another portion that I
mwight read, upon the statement that
Mr. Montalbetti was the first man to
make improvements on the place:

“Mr. Turriff at such examination
testified that the usual practice in
the department of the interior, in dis-
puted claims, when several persons
are claiming, is to give the right of
purchasing to the first man who is en-
titled—to whoever built or squatted
on the land. This evidence is uncon-
tradicted, and I find that the practice
is as testified to by Mr. Turriff.”

Aside from any statement that
might have been made by Mr. Mon-
talbetti, whether it was correct. or
not, the judge was satisfied that he
was the first man to make improve-
ments, and he was satisfied that it
was the practice of the department to
accord squatter’s right to the first
man who made improvements; and
this is the allegation of wrong-doing
made against the department and
against Mr. Mackenzie.

No Intention of - Locating.

In regard to Mr. Lyon’s claim, 1
have no desire at all to throw any
discredit upon Mr. Lyon. He had a
perfect right to make his claim, and
to win his case if he could do so by
fair and reasonable means; but on
the question of priority of right as a
squatter, the judge, spesking of a
building erected by Mr. Lyon, said:

“The building is a much more sub-
stantial building than the one erect-

{ed by the Montalbettis, and is more
| suitable for a dwelling house. I find,
| however, that such building was not
| erected by Lyon with any intention of
{locating on the land as a squatter or
of acquiring rights to such lands. So
far as he was concerned, it was erect-
ed for a mere temporary purpose. It
was erected under the following cir-
cumstances. As already stated, Lyon
came to Blairmore as station agent
for the railroad company. He origi-
nally came to the west from Renfrew
in Ontario, leaving his wife and fam-
ily ‘there. Being desirous of bringing
his wife and family out to Blairmore
to live with him there, and there be-
ing no suitable building to bring
them to, he applied to the railroad
officials to allow the sectionmen to
assist him to build a house to which
he could take his family. His re-
quest was complied with, and the
iouse was built, so far as the labor
was concerned, by railroad employ-
ees, he being among them during
their working hours, for which they
were paid by the company. Lyon put
very little into it outside his labor.
- - * - . - -

The evidence does not satisfy me
that he put more than about $40
worth of material in the house, which
was provided by his own means. The
house was practically built for him
by the railroad company, and even
then his conduct and acts: showed
that he did not intend to remain on
the land, if he could better himself,
and that he only considered his occu-
pation as of a temporary character.
He was repeatedly applying to the
company to remove to other and what
he considered more desirable posi-
tions, with a view to removing to
Pincher Creek. I cannot under such
circumstances find that he was a
squatter on the land.

What the Documents Show.

After reading the judgment of
Judge Burbidge, of the Exg¢hequer
Court, Mr. Oliver continued:

That is what the documents show.
Of course, I may be mistaken. I
know that this is entirely contrary to
the statements given out to the pub-
lic. but I take my information from
-the file, and give it as I get it.

cerning the matter. Now, not to de-

No Hint of Withdrawal.

As I read the documents, there is
no hint of withdrawal from the case
in the judgment that is rendered; or,
in other words, to put it as I under-

as I read them, that judgment was

as understood by the judge. The
papers have been before the House
for a considerable time, and, if this
is not the effect of what was done,
it will be for the hon. member who
follows me to prove it. Certainly, my
hon. friend (Mr. A. C. Macdonell)
who spoke before me, did not prove
it. That being the case, what is the
foundation for these charges against
Mr. Mackenzie and against the Inter-
ior Department? What is the ground
for the allegation of scandal? What
could the, Department of the Interior
‘do that it did not do - When its de-
cision was questioned, the case was
taken to the courts; every opportunity
was given for the taking of the evi-
dence in full; and a decision was ar-
rived at. And still my hon. friends
ingist that the Department of the In-
terior should ignore the judgment of
the court of exchequer and cancel the
patent. On what ground? On grounds
that neither Judge Wetmore or Judge
Burbidge could find. Now, my hon.
friends surely do not expect to be
taken seriously in that demand? If
they do demand that we cancel the
patent because it was improperly ac-
quired, the jydges do not find that
we should do so. And if they demand
that we should cancel ihe property
because this land has appreciated very
considerably in value, they are ask-
ing ys to do something which has
been contrary to the policy of the
government of Canada ever since it
undertook the handling of Dominion
lands—the government under their
own friends as well as this govern-
ment.

there was the railroad from Regina to
The station building stood right on
the fertile prairie. Take the case of
one of.these station which to-day has
a very considerable village around it.]
The ,man who bought the townsite
from the Canadian Pacific Railway
at $3 an acre told me, in the fall of
1885, that he had sold $40,000 worth
of town lots up to that time—and this
was a year or two after he had bought
the townsite. These towsite lands
were of no more value than farm
lands unless a town was built upon
them. And when the railroad went
through the Crow’s Nest Pass, there
was no more reason why there should
be a town at Blairmore station than
at Dundurn, or at Wapella, on the
Soo line of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, where there is-a very good town
to-day. The fact is that this property
came into value afterwards, ngt by
reason of the construction of the rail-
road, but because of the discovery of
coal in the vicinity. And even with
the discovery of coal in the vicinity,
there was no guarantee whatever that
the station would remain at Blair-
more, where it is. As a matter of
fact ,the principal business of the
Pass is done at Frank two miiles east
of Blairmore, and at Coleman, a cou-
ple or three miles to the west of Blair-
more. There was an even chance that
there would not be any town at Blair-
more. And I venture the opinion
that the value of this land has been
greatly exaggerated, quite unjustifi-
ably exaggerated, just as the facts
generally in regard to this case have
béen unjustifiably exaggerated. My
hon. friend (Mr. Lake) referred to the
fact that the costs of Mr. Lyon were
paid by the Department of the Inter-
lor. I am not sufficiently familiar
with the tegal procedure to go into
the history of the case from that
point of view. I can only give the
House the facts as they come to me
and as I understand them. After
the case was decided it was arranged
that the taxed costs of Mr. Lyon
should be paid by the government.
There was attached a condition that
Lyon should agree to the settlement
of his claim by the acceptance of the
transfer from Mackenzie before the
costs would be paid. I do not know
why such ‘an arrangement. should be
made; I do not know why it should
not be made. At any rate, the trans-
fer from Mackenzie to Lyon and Pel-
| letier not having been made, I felt
| that I should not pay the costs, al-
| though applied to by the agents of
iLyon on several occasions. They,
lhowever, continued to apply for this
{ payment. " I referred their application
{to the law clerk of the department,
!and he reported ttht. the account
| should be paid, and T ordered the ae-
{count to be paid. I was surprised to
| receive a letter from Mr. Lyon indi-

No String on Mr. Lyon.

Mr. Oliver—T am stating the mat-
ter exactly as it comes before me. I
|do not know, but I understand that
these cases are handled 'in the De-
partment of Justice, and I was not
familiar with the reason or with the
taxing of the costs. I admit that it

was tempted to wuse, although it
seems to me it would be applicable
—I will say that those allegations
have no foundation. They are cal-
culated not only to injure personally
the genteman against whom they are
directed, whether they be officers of
the department or private indizidu-
als. They may not be slanders, but
they are of the nature of a slander.
The whole tendenmcy of such a cam-
paign and its whole purpose is to dis-
credit in the minds of the people the
administration of the Interior De-
partment.

Now, my hon. friends know, as well
as they know that they are alive, that
the success of this country depends
upon the successful administration of
the Interior Department as much as
upon any other division, and in this
campaign of slander which they have
opened the Interior Department can-
not be administered successfully if
they can succeed in creating a lack of
public confidence in that department.

They have been using their best
endeavor during the session in the
campaign of scandal which they have
entered upon. There is nothing wrong
with that, Mr. Speaker, because they
are using it against us, but when we
change the word to slander, oh, they
want the protection of the chair at
once, but we have no protection
against their shout of scandal from
their berches here and from their
press throughout the country, a cam-
paign, I say, directly and essential-
ly intended to hurt this country, to
retard the prosperity of this country
more ‘than it can possibly hurt ‘any
individual or_any political party in
the country. If the government can be
discredited by that campaign the coun-
try is discredited by the same campaign
and the wheels of progress are retard-
ed by the gentlemen who are here in
their places in this House for the
purpose, if for any purpose, of nush-
ing the country forward and helping
the government and not of hindering
it in securing or forwarding the wel-
fare and prosperity of the people.

HOUDE VERY
UNCONCERNED

Does not Seem to Realize the
Seriousness of Charge af
Murdering Geo. Wood

The preliminary hearing of the
murder charge against Victor Houde
was resumed at 10.30 this morning.
There was the same eager crowd of

est as char rized the previous sit-
tings of the court and the coroner’s
inquest.

Apparently the most unconcerned |
man in the court room is the prisoner
himself. BSitting much of the time
with his chair tilted back and his
hands in his pockets, he appears to
interest in the
charge. which = has been preferred
against him.

After the introductory testimony of
the police officers, the coroner and
the physicion who conducted the au-
topsy, the Crown Prosecutor proceed-
ed yesterday afternoon to account for
the time of the accused on the night
of the tragedy.

Between seven and eight o’clock he
was seen by Thomas McGee at the
Jasper House, and then occurred a
break till ten o’clock, which has not
yet been accounted for. About that
hour he was found by H. C. Payzant
at his house on Bellamy. This wit-
ness took him to a shack, which

ate hotel for a time, shortly after
twelve at the Alberta hotel, where
he remained till three, and then at
a Fraser avenue livery barn, where
he slept till seven in the morning.
All the witnesses who saw him stated
that he was more or less drunk dur-
ing the night.

The greater part of this morning’s
session was taken up with testimony
of old John Peacock.. His evidence
was much similar to what he gave
at the coroner’s inquest, but a new
point was brought out when he stated
that he had ascertained that Wood
was dead on Thursday night, when
he visited the shack before returning
to the Jasper House.

THE MASSACRE
AT FROG LAKE

Recalled by Eye-Witness.

W. B. Cameron, editor of the Ver-
milion, Alta., Signal, in a recent is-
sue of that paper, publishes an his-
toric account oi the Krog Lake Mas-
sacre of the 1886 rebellion. Mr. Cam-
eron, who was the Hudson Bay’s of-
ficial at Frog Lake was the only white
man who escaped death. The sfory is
best told in Mr. Cameron’s own words
as follows:

*“Just twenty-two years ago on Tues-
day last there occurred a few miles
north of Vermilion one of the moat
iragic events in recent (Canadian his-
tory. In the early hours of the morn-
ing of that day, the Indians of Big
Bear’s band of Plain Crees rose and
treacherously murdered the entire
population of the Frog Lake settle-
ment, with the exception of two white
women and oOne white man. Frog
Lake is a beautiful body of water just
across the Saskatchewan River im-
mediately north of Vermilion. In
1878 when the Government of Canada
through its commissioners was treat-
ing with the Indians for the extin-
guishment of their title in the lands
of the North-West Big Bear was one
of the few chiefs who refused to ac-
cept the terms which were offered.
His independent stand attracted to
him the malcontents and turbulent
characters of other bands and he soon
iound himseli at the head of ome of
the most select groups of red scound-
rels that could be collected between
the Red River and the Rocky Moun-
tains. In 1883 Big Bear accepted the
treaty at Fort Walsh, south of Maple
Creek on the C.P.R., and came north
to the Saskatchewan with his follow-
ing. During the winter of 1884-5 the
old chief and his crowd of cutthroats
were encamped at Frog Lake, having
on one pretext or another failed up
to that time to take a reservation. On
March 26th, at Duck Lake, 200 miles
away, the signal was given which
lighted the fires of rebellion among
the tribes all the way from Prince Al-
bert to Edmonton. This was the shot
which started the fight on that day
between the half breeds under Louis
Riel and the North-West Meunted Po-
lice and Prince Albert Volunteers un-
der Major Crozier. On April 2 the
Indians of Big Bear’s band gave their
answer to the signal in the Frog Lake
massacre.

“Before daylight on the morning of
that day they had entered the houses
and buildings in Frog Lake, possess-
ed themselves of all the wapons be-
longing to the occupants and taken
prisoner every white man in the place
Before 11 o’clock they had shot all
| these men down in cold blood with
| the exception of one who was in the
service of the Hudson Bay Co. at
that point, and for that reason es-
caped. The wives of two of the mur-
dered men were also made prisoners.
On May 28, just iwo months later,
General Strange arrived on the scene
with Col. Steele, since to become
iknown throughout the empire as the
gallant commandant of Strathcona’s
IHorse, and Big Bear and his follow-
i ing were routed. On November 29 in
| the same year, six of the murderers
| swung from a gallows in the R.N.W.
| M.P. barracks square at Battleford.
| Big Bear went to Stony Mountain,
| Manitoba, for two years. Shortly af-
| ter his release in 1887 he died at

New York, April 26—R. G. Dun

WITNESSES FIGHT

Wm. Parks was Assaulted by
Bartender Sutter. Sutter
Fined $5 and Costs.

As the result of a quarrel at the
bar of the Jaspér House yesterday af-
ternoon, William Parks. one of the
principal witnesses in the Wood mur-
|der case, had Charles Sutter, the bar-
|tender, summoned before Magistrate
{Cowan at the police- court this fore-
jnoon, John Pepper, who has also
obtained prominence as the result of
the murder, was another principal in
this forenoon’s case.

From the evidence of an eye-wit-
ness, one Laurence Barry, it appears
that Pepper had aroused the ire of
Sutter, who squirted some water from
a siphon upon him. He took refuge
behind Parks, who also received a
sprinkling.

This led to the quarrel between Sut-
ter and Parks, with the result that
the former grabbed Parks over the
bar, and in the language of the wit-
ness ‘“‘gave him a few cracks on the
side of the head.”

Fernie, B.C., April 23—The situa-
tion is at present unchanged from
vesterday. The district board. of
miners held a meeting at 9 o’clock
this morning and drafted a telegram
to the minister of labor, as follows:
“Message of Western Coal Operators’
Association, sent by you yesterday
has been read by us. We wish to
point out that after the Calgary con-
vention had failed to achieve any-
thing this district took immediate
steps to bring all the operators and
the employees together under the Con-
eiliation Act, and, as you are aware,
a request in each case was sent to
you. Instead of co-operating with the
employees in having the disputes
settled that way, the operators, as you
know, raised technical objections and
tried to displace what had been done.

Notice of Wage Reduction.

“Furthermore, the operators, who
should have been able to gauge the
sentiment of the men in such a case,
promulgated a notice reducing wag-
es. Such reduction was to take ef-
fect on 10th May. Concerning the
notice of change which the mine
workers had given, we would point
out that a notice was served upon
the Western Coal Operators’ associ-
ation at Calgary, when the Operat-
ors’ association attempted to discredit
jtself. The notice given to the as-
sociation was repeated to each of the
companies, but all of these notices
were withdrawn before any request
for the appointment of a conciliation
board had been made.

Non-Union Men Out, Too.

“The miners in asking for a con-
ciliation board wanted to have their
disputes adjusted in that way, and,
but for the action of the operators the
status aqno would have been preserv-
ed and all mines have continued
working. We wish to emphasize the
fact which has not heretofore been
made known, viz: that union men
are not the only ones who walked out. |
In Fernie, union and non-union men
number about seven hundred and
fifty, and three hundred respectively.
The unions have nothing whatever to |
do with the non-union men going out. |
Tt was the objectionable notices post-|
ed up by the operators that in our
opinion caused non-union men to
walk out, as it did union men to do
the same thing.

These pre-|
liminaries over, Mr. Foster re-deliv-
ered in altered language a consider-
able portion of his last wegks’ speech.‘
The interval, it.appeared, had neither
enabled Mr. Foster to disecower more |
valid grounds of offense against the
commission, nor had it materially
improved his . standing among his
friends. His second speech was con-
spicuously wanting in the vigor which |
characterized the former, while there
was a most noticeable lack or sup-

porting applause from his colleagues, |

Though the latter to the number of|

fifty voted to condemn the commis- |
sion and to vindicate Mr. Foster, they
did so without enthusiasm and in|
many cases with ill-concealed reluct-
ance, like men apologizing to their
better judgmenti for obeying the call
of party loyalty. The net result of
this second sortie ,was to demonstrate
that, however unwillingly, the Oppo-
gition are prepared to undertake to
defend Mr. Foster before the country
for his financial record as manager of
the Union Trust.

Questioned
as to the two-cent fare for railrods, he
replied: “I am not in favor of it. It
will hurt the railroads, for there is no
profit in passenger traffic and this
will prove to be a great injury.”

On general railroad legislation, he
said: “I am in favor of much of it,
but against anything that will hurt
the credit of the railroads. No rail-
road can borrow money under pres-
ent conditions.”
