The Estimates.
Yesterday the Minister ol Finance 

and Customs, the Hon. M. P. Cashin, 
moved the House into Committee on 
Supply, and after doing so made a 
statement on the Estimates of Expen­
diture for the fiscal year July 1st, 
1914, to June 30th, 1916. The estimated 
expenditure for that year is roundly 
$106,000 over that of the year ending 
June 30th next, the two estimates be­
ing:—

NEW RAILWAY LOAN. „
Yesterday the Minister definitely 

announced what the Prime Minister 
impliedly admitted on Wednesday in 
bis reply to Mr. Lloyd", who pointed 
out last week that there was not a 
red cent to go on with railway work 
and that under the contract the Gov­
ernment was obliged to continue 
building this year. Mr. Cashin's an­
nouncement took th» following form:

“I might add that we have yet to 
introduce resolutions, to provide for a 
sum to meet the interest on an addi­
tional loan to complete the branch 
railways. We are waiting for the 
Government Engineer to inmish an 
estimate of the exact amount that 
will be required and at a .ater date 
wllVsubrait our proposals in the usual 
form."

In view of this need to venture into 
the money market, it is gratifying to 
learn that the money market has been 
becoming easier since the beginning of 
the year and that yesterday the Bank 
of England discount rate fell to 3 per 
cent.
GOVERNOR'S SALARY AND

ALLOWANCE.
The Governor as his predecessors 

the salary of the Governor from $10,- 
000 to $12,500, and to increase the en­
tertainment and travelling allowance 
from $1,000 to. $2,500.

The Governor as his predecessor 
have done has made a strong repre­
sentation in the matter and shows that 
he cannot live on his salary and al­
lowance and keep up Government 
House as is expected. The cost of liv­
ing h?s gone' up and the salary is $2,- 
500 less than it was 20 years ago, 
when money went much further.

To-day we publish a letter from Mr. 
E. M. Jackman on the salaries of the 
Ministers. He takes the position of 
Minister of Finance and Customs and 
shows that the office fifty years ago 
was worth roundly twice as much as 
to-day. This remark applies to other

like offices. We believe with Mr. 
Jackman that the Civil Service is 
overmanned and underpaid. We 
ought to insist on hard work and ef­
ficiency and pay adequately from the 
top to the bottom. Cut out all sops, 
patronage, timber grants and other 
concessions to Ministers, members of 
the legislature, civil servants,, and 
pay them good salaries and insist on 
adequate returns and it will come 
cheaper in the end to the country.

The Governor’s 
Salary.

CIVIL SERVICE OVERMANNED
AND UNDERPAID.— MINISTER’S
PAY NOW AND FIFTY YEARS
AGO.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In reading the speech of 

the Hon. Mr. Cashin. on the estimates 
for 1914-15. I am pleased to see that 
the Government have restored the 
Governor’s salary to what it was be­
fore "the crash.” A few years ago in 
London, 1 met our much respected 
Governor Boyle, and he told me his 
salary as Governor of Newfoundland, 
was not sufficient to meet his ex­
penditure, and that he hrd to dispose 
of some investments to meet the de­
ficiency. This is a reflection on us 
as a people, and both Governor and 
Government, have done right in meet­
ing the situation, openly and above 
board. I regret, however, that the 
Government did not go a step further 
and restore the salary of the Min­
sters, and also raise the sessional 
ndcmnlty of the Members of the 

House, to at least $500.
I anticipate that the first objection 

will be that no change should take 
place In the pay of Ministers or Mem­
bers, until there is an adjustment of 
the Civil Service. I think our service 
is overmanned and underpaid, and it 
is on the whole the most miserably 
paid Civil Service in the world.

I am of opinion, that if the Govern­
ment would appoint a non-political 
Commission, from both branches of 
the Legislature, and ask the co­
operation of the Opposition for the 
treatment of this question, oj^ a non­
partisan basis, that their report, if 
enacted into law, would place the 
Civil Service, of the Colony on a 
much better, more efficient and more 
highly paid basis, and by the cutting 
off of some useless services it could 
be done without increased cost.

The reason that I ask, that the sal­
ary of the Ministers be restored, is 
that all the other salaries have been 
restored, and in cases where officials 
had a pull, substantial increases have 
been made from time to time, but the 
salary of the Ministers is still the 
same as voted in the estimates of 
1894-5.

Take for instance the salary of the 
Minister of Finance. In 1856, the 
salary of the late Hon. Thomas Glen 
was as follows:
Salary as Receiver-General. $ 2,400.00
Sessional Indemnity...................200.00
Chairman of Revenue Board .200.00

$ 2,800.00
To-day the Hon. Mr. Cashin re­

ceives the following: , .
Salary as Finance Minister.! 2,000.00
Sessional Indemnity.................. 200.00
Chairman of Revenue Board

No Salary...........................................
$ 2,200.00

Mr. Glen’s salary of $2,800.00 in the 
year 1856, was equal to $4,000.00 of 
to-day.

As the country has progressed in 
wealth and development, and the 
earning powers of the people, has 
more than doubled since 1856. surely 
it is not unreasonable to ask that the 
salaries of the Ministers of the Crown 
be placed back to where it was over 
half a century ago.

six years which have gone hy has 
covered something over 47,060 miles 
on foot.

A Roving Life and a Merry One.
His agreement contains no fewer 

than thirty-five clauses. It is prov­
ided that he must neither “ b 
borrow, nor steal.” Be must net 
-ccept a lift upon the road, but must 
tramp the whole way on foot. If he 
is me covered riding he has to forfeit 
to the man who “traps” him the sum 
of one hundred pounds and he loses 
the wager. He says that lie is. per­
fectly confident of completing the 
ten years walk and, by that time he 
wilt have covered upwards of 70,000 
miles.

“Now,” said the Tit-Bits man to

him,“ how do you like the life ?”
“It is a good life,” he said, “ and 

I quite enjoy it. As I s'gn my post­
cards, so I make my life- -‘yours’, 
merrily. ’ I have to make my living 
by working, being skilled in all ag­
ricultural labour, or to trust to what 
I may obtain by luck. I am not 
allowed even to sell picture postcards 
I give them away, and I depend 
upon the generosity of the public as 
to what they pay for them. As a 
rule, they are most encouraging.

•“I have had many strange exper­
iences, but my contract will not 
allow me to tell you all of them. 
I sleep where I can and when I am
tiled. If the weather is âne I will
take shelter under a hedge, and I
find that lour hours’ sleep in the
open is far better than eight hours’ 
sleep within four walls Of course, if 
the weather is wet and I arrive in a 
town in the small hours of the morn­
ing I go to the police-station, and all 
along I have found the police to be 
my very best friends. Although I 
have never committed a crime, I 
have more than once slept in a cell 
and put in a good night’s rest.

Of course 
it is a long cry from August, 1907, 
until 1917, but I am strong and fit 
and I can carry easily the fourteen 
pounds weight which" this satchel I 
have upon my back weighs, and 
barring any unforeeen accident I feel 
perfectly copfidetit that I shall win 
the wager.

MC.L.I. Debate.
There was a record attendance at 

the debate held in the M. C. L. I. 
Rooms last night, the subject: “Should 
Native British Subjects from Asiatic 
Colonies be excluded from any part 
of the British Empire?” proving an in­
teresting one.

The leaders for the affirmative were . 
Mr. R. A. Squires, Dr. M. O. Roberts 
and Mr. M. L. Butler; and for the 
negative, Mr. G. Grimes. Mr. A. Mews 
and Mr. P. ,H. Cowan.

The leading arguments of the af­
firmative were that the question refer­
red to undesirables and that any part 
of the Empire holding responsible gov­
ernment had a perfect right to make 
laws excluding those they wished 
from their borders. It was also sub­
mitted that the Indians, because of 
their training could not become part 
of a new country, and their settling 
down as such would1 only tend to dis­
turb economic conditions.

The negative side contended that de 
barring British subjects from enter­
ing any part of the British Empire 
would only lead to disenu'Cgation of 
the Empire. Viewing the matter from 
a broad human aspect we might; en­
courage them wth a view to educate 
and christianize them, because the 
Indian was a good type and in proper 
surroundings would become a good 
subject.

Following the debate came a gener­
al discussion in which those who took 
part were:—Rev. Dr. Fenwick, Cap­

tain Kean, Mr. S. Woods, Mr. S. P. 
Whiteway, Mr. J. Currie, Mr. Whiteley, 
Capt. Diamond, Mr. Parkins and 
others.

The debate was conducted by Mr. I. 
C. Morris who at the close invited Mr. 
H. C. Thompson to take a part in the 
discussion. Mr. Thompson resided in 
India for many years, and spoke inter­
estingly on the position of the coun­
try in the Empire.

On the vote being taken up the ma­
jority favoured the position that na­
tive British subjects should not be 
debarred from any part of the Em­
pire.

On next Thursday night the suffra­
gette question will be discussed.

Moscow is so foreign, in fact, that 
the moving picture show nas scarcely 
obtained a foothold there, and r the 
horse still competes successfully with 
the automobile.

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere. True. But it also helps to 
purify jt. Its purifying power is 
greater than its vitiating power. 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent men 
have said:—,

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show tt at gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef- 
fleent ventilation of aiy. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that bad 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field. before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.
