Acts, 1898-1914,” the following Rules 
and Regulations respecting Stamp Du­
ties, In substitution for those of date 
September 15th, 1914, have been ap­
proved by His Excellency the Governor 
in Council.

JOHN R. BENNETT, 
Colonial Secretary. 

Department of the Colonial Secretary, 
October 6th, 1914.

1. Every instrument shall be stamp­
ed on its face, when possible.

"2. Cancellation of stamps shall he 
made by the person cancelling, writ­
ing, printing or perforating his name 
or initials with drfte across stamp.

3. Bills of Exchange, Cheques, .Pro­
missory Notes, Bills of Lading, Ship­
ping Receipts, and Charter Parties 
shall be stamped and the stamps there­
on cancelled as follows:—

(a) Bills of Exchange, Cheques and 
Promissory Notes drawn or 
made in the Colony by the per­
son signing the same; provided 
that in the case of a cheque on 
a Banker, the Banker to whom 
it Is presented may, if it is un­
stamped, stamp the same and 
cancel the stamp.

(b) Bills of Exchange, Cheques and 
Promissory Notes drawn or 
made outside the Colony by the 
person in the Colony into whose 
hands any such bill, cheque or 
note shall come unstamped be­
fore he in any manner negoti­
ates or pays the same.

(c) Bills of Lading executed outside

the Colony by the Consignee In 
the Colony into whose hand any
such Bill of Lading may come
before he in any manner nego­
tiates the same.

(d) Bills of Ladihg executed in the 
Colony by the shipper. Provid­
ed that if any Bill of Lading is 
presented to any person or Com 
pany for signature unstamped, 
such person or ' Company may 
stamp the same and cancel the 
stamp.

(e) Shipping Receipts by the ship­
per. Provided that if any Ship­
ping Receipt is presented to any 
person or Company for signa­
ture unstamped, sqch person or 
Company may stamp the same 
and cancel the stamp.

(f) Charter Parties by the person In 
the Colony last executing the 
same.

(g) Charter Parties executed whol­
ly outside the Colony by the per­
son in the Colony Into whose 
hands any such Charter Party 
comes unstamped before he in 
any manner uses or takes any 
action upon such Charter Party.

4. The person upon whom the ob­
ligation to stamp and cancel any in­
strument is imposed by these Rules 
shall be deemed to be a person issu 
ing an instrument, and, If he fails to 
stamp such instrument with its pro­
per stamp, or to cancel such stamp, 
he shall be liable to the penalties im 
posed by Section 22 of the Act 61 Vic­
toria, Cap. 14, entitled “An Act re 
specting the Payment of Certain Fees 
and Charges by Stamps.”

5. Any Rules and Regulations which 
may have been heretofore made under 
the provisions of “The Stamp Acts, 
1898-1914,” are hereby rescinded.

The lives of both are abbut the same 
in, length. Hans Wagner and Larry 
Lajoie, now *, headed for the minors, 
have played a little less than twenty 
years in the big leagues. The Oregon, 
the pride of the United States Navy, 
twenty-three years ago, is now a 
quaint little tub of junk, cherished for 
its victories, but not seriously re­
garded as a fighter. With its sister 
ships, the Massachusetts and Indiana, 
It. is thé oldest batteship in the ser­
vice, and it is very likely that next 
year these ships will be made targets 
for the newer vessels, as the Texas 
was a couple of years ago.

The Oregon displaces 10,000 tons, 
steams 16 knots an hour, and has four 
thirteen inch guns. The Gooben, the 
German battle cruiser which is bot­
tled up in the Dardeneiles, is two 
years old, displaces 22,000 tons, 
steams 28 knots an hour and has ten 
eleven-inch guns, while the newest 
Brasilian battleship, the Rio de Jan­
eiro, displaces 22,500 tons and has 
fourteen twelve-inch guns with 
twenty six-inch new style guns, 
which are almost as wicked as the 
Oregon’s old thirteen-inch barkers.

Competition has done it and compe­
tition in battleship» is the kind of 
competition which makes a man climb 
a tree faster than a hear. Twenty 
years ago no one thought of putting 
speed into a battleship. But the new­
est German battleship, tot and arm­
oured from stem to stern, could wad­
dle out after the Mauretania and 
overhaul it in a stern chase, A 
British battle cruiser holds the speed 
record across the Atlantic and the 
great battle cruisers of Great Britain 
and Germany are now being complet­
ed with 100,000 horsepower, armoured 
sides and as much gun powder as four 
Oregons, will be able to run1 into most 
of the torpedo boat destroyers of this 
country from behind and butt them 
into eternity without wasting powdej.

ed to Servia, Belgium took alarm, and 
she began to take means to preserve, 
as far as she could, her neutrality. 
On July 31st, the French Minister 
gave the following assurance:

“I am authorized to declare that in 
the case of an international conflict 
the Government of the Republic, as it 
has always declared, will respect the 
neutrality of Belgium. In the hypo­
thetical case of that neutrality not be­
ing respected by another power, the 
French Government, to safeguard Its 
own defence, might be led to modify 
its attiude."

On the same day Her Von Buelow 
at Brussels gave a similar assurance.' 
In 1911 the Belgian Government had 
been given a pledge that in the event 
of a Franco-Prussian war, the Ger­
mans would respect the neutrality of 
Belgium. In 1913 a similar assurance 
was given Jby Germany, and on that 
day, July 31st 1914, Herr Von Buelow 
told the Chief of the Belgian Foreign 
Office that “he was certain that the 
sentiments expressed at that epoch 
had not changed.”

Within 48 hours of the giving of this 
assurance, Germany demanded a pass­
age through Belgium for her troops 
and in the ultimatum presented, de­
clared that she would take it, if Bel­
gium refused.

The text of the Belgian reply is as 
follows:—

“By its note of August 2, 1914, the 
German Government makes it known 
that, according to certain information 
that French forces have had the in­
tention of marching upon the Meuse 
by way of Divet and Dînant, and that 
Belgium, notwithstanding her good 
intentions, would not be in a position 
to repel without assistance an ad­
vance march of the French troops, 
the German Government feels itself 
under the obligation to prevent that 
attack and to violate Belgian terri­
tory.

“Under these circumstances, Ger­
many proposes to the King’s Govern­
ment to adopt in reference to her a 
friendly attitude and engages at the 
moment of peace to guarantee the in­
tegrity of the kingdom and its pos­
sessions in all the extent This noti­
fication has profpundly and painfully
astonished the King’s Government.

Details of the fall of Antwerp are 
still meagre. It will be remembered 
that Secretary Harcourt in his mess­
age to the Governor on Saturday 
stated that the War Office had an­
nounced that the Belgian forces eva­
cuated Antwerp on the previous day. 
Naturally this evoked anxiety as to 
the whereabouts and size of the eva­
cuating forces and as to the size of 
the forces which had been left behind 
to mask or cover the evacuation. At 
the time of writing there is more in­
formation than there was on Saturday, 
but not very much. From Amsterdam 
comes the story that the Germans 
captured 20,000 prisoners at the fall 
of the city. From the same place 
comes the news that the main British 
and Belgian forces with King Albert 
have reached Ostend safely. From 
London comes the news that three 
naval brigades, 8,000 men, with heavy 
guns, had been sent to Antwerp, and 
that two of the brigades reached Os- 

' tend safely, ‘ while the third was cut 
off in East Flanders, and had found 
safety in Dutch territory, where they 
will be held until the end of the war. 
The losses out of the 8,000 naval men 
are given at 300. The total loss ap­
pears to be 2,300, two thousand of 
whom are in Dutch territory and will 
not be available for use in the war.

It would appear from this that the 
attempt of the Germans to cut off the 
main army failed, and that although 
the Germans reached Bruges, British 
and French troops were in sufficient 
forces to repulse some 20.000 German 
troops further East than Bruges:
The amount of news is so small that 
we naturally look for more. If only 
20,000 prisoners have been token at
Antwerp and if the evacuating army
has reached safely at Ostend, with 
such a small loss as is set forth in 
the messages yet to hand, the losses 
in connection with the fall of Ant­
werp may be regarded as light.

“I was riding by 
the side of Archibald Forbes,” he 
said, “when a short distance on our 
left we saw one of the troop holding 
up his rifle and calling out aloud. 
Forbes immediately said, ‘There it is 
Prior. Come on, ride for it!’ And 
a magnificent rider he was. I follow­
ed hard at his heels and was the 
fourth man to arrive on the spot. 
There I saw the Prince Imperial lying 
on his back, stark naked, with a thin 
gold chain round his neck, to which 
was attached a locket containing the 
portrait of his father, the late Emper­
or Napoleon III. The Zulus had 
stripped him and taken every parti­
cle of clothing; but, looking on this 
gold chain and locket as a fetish, had 
respected it and left It still round 
his nec.k.”

It Is an Interesting fact that the 
first war correspondent sent out in 
connection with a newspaper in this 
country to describe the war was Hen­
ry Crabbe Robinson, who was born at 
Bury St. Edmunds in 1775, and who 
lived to the ripe old age of ninety- 
two. It was during 1807-9 that he 
was engaged by the ‘Times’ to de­
scribe the battles in Spain against 
Napoleon.

Daring Feats 
in war.

NEWSPAPER HEROES ON THE 
BATTLEFIELD.

War may be said to have had its 
origin in the neighborhood of the Gar­
den of Eden, and the first real battle 
was when Cain killed his brother 
Abel. Since those long-past days the 
“flaming sword" has always been the 
symbol of war. War correspondents 
date back almost to the dawn of time. 
Moses was actually the war corres­
pondent of the Jews, and Herodotus, 
the great Greek war reporter, has put 
into his histories some war yarns 
that would make any Yankee jour­
nalist take a back seat far back in the 
rear.

Gone for ever are the days when 
war correspondents were allowed to 
follow up the fighting line or accom­
pany the General Staff and, amid shot 
and shell, record their impressions 
of a battle In sketch-book and note­
book. Never again shall we hear of 
feats like those of Melton Prior, the 
famous artist-correspondent of the 
“Illustrated London News,” who 
thought nothing of sketching battle- 
scenes while shells hurtled around 
him; or those of Bennet Burleigh, 
who carried as many scars as any

professional army veteran, and who 
saved a British square from crumb­
ling up in the Soudan with his “Now/ 
hoys, give it to them! Give it to 
them! Hurrah!"

Then there were “Archy” Forbes, 
the famous “Daily News” correspond­
ent, who ran' scores of risks in the 
Russo-Turkish war and the Zulu war 
of 1879 in order to serve his paper, 
and Mr. Frederick Villiers, who was 
on board the Condor with Lord Chpr- 

jles Beresford at the bombardment ot 
Alexandria. But perhaps the greatest 
of war correspondents was “Billy” 
Russell, who Went through the Crim­
ea, and whose letters describing the 
bad management of the war officials 
led to the downfall of a Ministry. 
The restrictions placed by the author­
ities on war correspondents to-day 
are enough to ma,ke these famous by­
gone journalistic giants turn in their 
graves..

In what is known as the Artists’ 
Comer ot St. Paul’s Cathedral may be 
seen tablets to the memory of Sir Wil­
liam Howard Russell, Archibald 
Forbes, and Melton Prior; and it 
was Sir Evelyn Wood who, when he 
unveiled the tablet to Prior in 1912, 
said that he remembered him as “a 
good comrade, a staunch patriot, and 
a clever artist" Altogether Prior was 
in thirteen campaigns, dating from 
the Ashanti War In 1874 to the Russo-

The German army is moving 
swiftly toward Ostend, and is now re­
ported in the vicinity of Bruges, mak­
ing a desperate attempteto cut off fhe 
retreating Belgians who evacuated 
Antwerp, and capture King Albert 
and his entire army.

KING ALBERT WOUNDED.
AMSTERDAM, Oct. 11.

King Albert, of Belgium, carried 
his arm in a sling during the last few 
hours of the defense of Antwerp, ac­
cording to refugees who arrived here 
last night. It was reported in the 
city that he had sustained ■ a flesh 
wound. Those who had fled from the 
city told a graphic story of-the forts’ 
last desperate stand against the Ger­
man guns. The Belgian garrisons 
withdrew fighting desperate rear­
guard actions, spiking their guns as 
they departed, and in some cases 
blowing up the fortifications. The 
city itself had capitulated earlier. 
Those from Antwerp now here agree 
that tremendous damage had been 
dene t^e Belgian city. Scores, if not 
hundreds of non-combatants in the 
city, who chose to remain, despite 
the German warning of a general 
bombardment, were buried beneath 
the ruins. "Their houses were level­
led by the German siege projectiles. 
The inhabitants took refuge in their 
cellars.

THE ZEPPELIN ^AID.
Special to Evening Telegram:

LONDON, To-day.
Hugh Martin, wiring from Ostend. 

to the London Daily News, says: 
have received from an unimpeachable 
source, thrilling details of the suc­
cessful aeroplane attack on Dusse! 
dorf airship shed by Lieut. R. L. G. 
Marix, of the Naval Flying Corps in a 
monoplane, and squadron Command­
er Spencer Gray, with Lieut. S. V. 
Sippe in a biplpane. They left Ant­
werp on Thursday afternoon, follow 
ing the bombardment of the city and 
decided to make for German territory 
and do what damage was possible be­
fore being forced to return, as they 
would obviously have to do within a 
few hours. Liuet. Marix made for 
Dusseldorf, flying at a height of 5,000 
feet to escape the German fire which 
was continual, succeeding in locating 
the Dusseldorf Zeppelin sheds, over 
which he circled three times drop­
ping one thousand feet during his re­
connaissance, then volplaned and de­
scending at a speed of nearly 120 
miles an hour, he fell to a height of 
1,000 feet above the Hangers, releas­
ing two bombs, when directly over 
them. The German response was a 
furious bombardment with maxim 
bullets, and cut the steering wire of 
his machine so that the rudder jam­
med-; also one of the elevation con­
trol wires was broken 6y the warping 
wing. It was still possible to steer 
the machine in a wide arc and the 
second elevation control wire htjd. 
One bullet smashed through the peak 
of the Lieutenant’s cap without hurt­
ing him. The wings of the aeroplane 
were pierced in a dozen places. Look­
ing round when he had brought the 
machine firmly under control, Marix 
saw the Hangers enveloped in sheets 
of flame. He then returned safely to 
the burning city of Antwerp which he
was ordered to leave on the same
evening. Commander Spew, Grey
was not so fortunate. He was unable
to locate the Zeppelin Hangers at 
Cologne, which city he visited, but 
dropped two bombs in the railway 
station which severely damaged a 
Zeppelin. Last night he dropped a 
bomb in Ghent near the South Sta­
tion; no damage was done.

LOST 45,000 MEN.

AIRSHIPS DROP BOMBS ON

PARIS,. To-day.
The progress of the campaign in 

the North of France and the fall of 
Antwerp were forgotten for the mo­
ment to-day by the people of Paris 
who spend their time discussing the 
throwing of bombs on the capital 
from German airhhips yesterday, as 
a result of which three persotts were 
killed and fourteen wounded. At the 
same time officials adopted a measure 
looking to the prevention of similar 
acts in the future. The news that 
one of the German bombs yesterday 
struck the Cathedral Notre Dame has 
been communicated to the Vatican. 
It is reported that the Pope exclaim­
ed upon getting the message: “Provi­
dence has prevented an outrage which 
would have shocked the world.” Mili­
tary criticism commenting to-day on 
the movements of the armies in Apre- 
mont region, declare it is worthy of 
note that Apremont to the east of St. 
Mifiiel, is on the route the enemy 
would take if they sought to with­
draw frotn St. Mihiel in the direction 
of Lorraine. Their positions in the 
vicinity mean much to them, it is de­
clared.

FIERCE FIGHTING ON THE WEST 
FLANK.

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.

The fiercest fighting during the 
last fortnight, says a Reuter’s Paris 
correspondent, centred around Albert, 
Roye and Lasigny. Not an acre of 
ground in this region is without tra­
ces of the terrific struggle. Albert is 
a heap of ruins, only the Golden 
Clock Tower remains. Roye sustain­
ed an uninterrupted bombardment for 
a fortnight and no longer exists. Las­
igny was the last stronghold of the 
enemy, being the point of the wedge 
which the Germans were endeavor­
ing to drive into the Allies. The 
struggle in this region had much of 
the same character as that on the 
right bank of the Aisne. Around 
Roye like around Soissons, the Ger­
mans made most of the quarries in 
cstabilshing the defensive, necessita­
ting a regular siege on the part of the 
Alliés there. As in many other pla­
ces, the enemy had prepared his 
ground in time Of peace.
