Carry On by
Co-Operation.

. We are glad to learn that
a combined effort is to be
made by the Government
and the importers of salt
for the fishery and at as
low a price as is possible, considering
the difficulty of obtaining steamers
and the high freight rates that are
being demanded by ship owners, who
have steamers to charter. The situa-
tion as regards tonnage is a very seri-
ous one, and its effect is seen in the
British Isles, the United States, Can-
ada and elsewhere. The causes of the
shortage -are many. It is said that
one-third of the British tonnage has
been taken over by the Admiralty, for
purposes of the war. A considerable
amount of tonnage has been sunk by
the enemy; and the enemy’s mercan-
tile tonnage is largely held up in their
own ports, and British ship-building
vards during the past eightéeen months
have been utilized mainly for mnaval
work. Every issue of London news-
papers which comes to hand contain
articles and letters on the question
and almost daily we see some refer-
ence to it in the news despatches. For |
instance to-day, it will be seen that |
the British Board of Trade are taking !
steps to curtail the importation of
luxuries, to lessen the use of petrol by |
pleasure motor cars and to limit the
supply of the importation of paper
and pulp into England, in order that
steamer space may be available for
what are regarded as necessary. The
pinch too is felt in Newfoundland. Dif- '
ficulties are being found in obtaining
steamers for importing coal and the
offers available are at exceedingly
high rates. The same difficulty is be-
ing experienced in the freighting of
fish to market. An adequate supply
of salt to conduct the fishery next
season is absolutely -necessary. The
ordinary competition system of “im-
porting salt has broken down under
the strain of the situation, and the
only way out is by co-operation be-
tween the Governinent and the salt im-
porters, and we are glad to find that
the situation is being faced and the
way out is being sought in this direc-
tion. We must carry-on, and the
carrying-on cah only be done by co-
operation in the importation of salt.

Following is a copy of a letter re-
ceived from Private G. Warford, of
the 1st Nfld. Regiment, D Company:

Manoel Hospital, Malta,
Pecember 15, 1915.

Dear Brother,—Just a note to let
you know I have been admitted into
heospital, sick, and-am getting on well.
I will be all right in two .or three
weeks, and get away with my regi-

ment again to have another spell dod-

ging bullets. But ‘I tell you we are
fine and comfortable here, much bet-
ter than in the trenches.

I have not had a letter from  you
for a while, and I suppose I won't
get any more till I get back with the
regiment, “but what matter.”

I though that so long as I was in
hospital and had lots of time to write,
1 would write to all the folks, as I did
not do much writing while I was in
the trenches.

I guess you will have lots of snow
in Open Hall by this time, I suppose
vou will be able to skate on the ponds.
We had a little snow before I left the
trenches. I suppose you will have
two weeks home for to spend your
Xmas vacation, and I hope you will
spend a merry one, don't mind because
the war is on and I am not home. I
will spend my Xmas here in Malta as
it is the first one ever I spent from
home, “but what harm.” God willing
this terrible war will be over and I
will spend next Xmas home with you.

Remember me to all the friends. Tell
them I would like to be home for Xmas
but the war must be over first with
us, and then if we survive, we will
have Christmas, supposing it is in the
summer.

I know you are all praying at home
for this cruel war to be over, and

The second
reading will be taken in the Lords on
Wednesday. Parliament will probably
be prorogued on Friday.

NANCY AGAIN BOMBARDED.

KAISER ON GRECIAN FRONT.
LONDON, Jan. 24.
The Daily News correspondent . at
Athens says it is rumored that the
Kaiser, accompanied by Von Mac-
Kenzen, has arrived at Chevegeli, on
the Greco-Bulgarian frontier. The
Austro-Germans, it is said, have now
completed the mnecessary arrange-
mients for an attack on Saloniki.

The debate on the question of en-
forcing a stricter blockade on Ger-
many by the British fleet, which is to
open in the Commons on Wednesday,
is being awaited with keen interest in
Government circles, where it is felt
there wouldgbe no great opposition to
the suppression of present orders in
council by the declaration of an actual
blockade, if the majority of members
in the Commons were convinced it
would provide a better medium of
strangling German trade than the pre-
sent system.

THE U. S. OBJECTS.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.
The United States has notified Bri-
tain, through the American Embassy
at London, of its objection to the ap-
plication of trading with the enemy
act, in its manner affecting American
trade.

FIERCE FIGHTING IN MESOPO-
TAMIA.

LONDON, Jan. 24.
An official statement regarding the
Mesopotamia campaign was given out
to-day under yesterday’s date. Sir
JPercy Lake reports that General Ayl-
‘mer attacked the Turkish position at
Essin on Friday, and that fierce fight-
ing continued throughout the day,
with varying success. The weather
throughout was atrocious, pouring
rain rendering the movements of
troops extremely difficult. Owing to
floods it was impossible to renew the
attack Saturday. General Aylmer took
up a position 1,300 yards from the
trenches. No details regarding casu-
alties have been received, but they are

reported very heavy on both sides.

TURKISH STEAMERS TORPEDOED.

PETROGRAD, Jan. 24.
Russian torpedo boats in the Black
Sea have torpedoed twe Turkish ships
loaded with war supplies ~and taken
the crews prisoners.

AUSTRIAN CONFERENCE.
ZURICH, Jan. 24.

A Vienna despatch says it-may be
declared authentically that the King
of Montenegro has not withdrawn his
unconditional surrender, but should
be do so it would matter little, as the
Montenegrin army is no longer capa-
able of resistance, nine-tenths of its
artillery being in the hands of the
Austrians and the importation of
munitions and foodstuffs being impos-
sible because the Austrians have oc-
cupied Antivari.

REFUSED TO SURRENDER.
LONDON, Jan. 24.

According to a semi-official com-
munication issued at Budapest, Hun-
gary, a considerable portion of the
Montenegrin army refused to surren-
der, and fierce fighting was. resumed
yesterday in the mountains.

HELGOLAND SUNK.

The Italian Naval Department has
received information that the Austrian
scout cruiser of the Nevara type, sunk
by a French submarine a week ago,
was the cruiser Helgoland, which has
been attached to Cattaro base since
the outbreak of the war.
