Our Debt to Heretics.

THE UNPOPULARITY OF STRANGE
IDEAS.

(Glasgow Weekly Herald.)

In every age of history and in every
department of life humanity has had
to face the problem of the heretic and
{he rebel. And the heretic, in turn, has
had to face” much unreasoning pre-
tudice and rooted customs. Men have
dissented from carrent ideas in Medi-
cine, Theology, and Polities, and the
controversies raised have often Te-
sulted in a restatement of belief or a
modification of. opinion. * Sometlmes,
however, the heretic and the ‘rebel
Have omly been seif-opinionative péo-
pie, without deep insight into human
jife and unable to formulate deep and
abiding principles. But wherever we
find a strong, moral judgmenit, linked
vrith clear indepe‘nt}enca of thought,
human life has gained by the heroism
ot prophet, reformer, and heretic.

So rebel and heretic have ever left
a deep influence on the warld’s his-
tory. And wherever_an individual has
stepped outside the narrow conven-
tions of society and become a rebel
against the established order of things,
there has been an influence in human
history which made for treedom Many
of the world’s rebéls and herétics have
been idealists and dreamers, men in
whose souls there has flamed the vi-
sion of a new world, end who have
dared to move towards the realisation
of their dreams.

Such a man was Mazzini (1805-
1872), who stands out.among the men
of the nineteenth cefitury as oné of
{he most self-sacrificing of patriots.
He dreamed of a New Italy, an Italy
which would rise out of its ancient
past with a new glory. But his dream
of a great republic never saw fruition.
Cavour, Magzini, and Garibaldi -all
worked for the liberation of Italy, but
each in a different way—one was a
diplomat, on» an “idealist, and the
third a soldier. And the moderate po-
licy of a great statesman like Cavour
won the day; while the idealistic
dreams of Mazzini remain still as
dreams of an ideal State toward which
the world ever turns, but can- never
realize. .
The Leaders Science.

In every department ,of . life. and
thought there have been heretics—
mmen whose influence and thought
hive been used to overthrow current
opinions and prevailing customs.
Among the meén of sclerice who have
fought against prejudice have béen
Galen, Harvey, Galileo, and Coperni-
cus. Even in the humafe sclence of
medicine, where one would think that
new thought and fresh ideas would be
cageriy grasped at and used to allevi-
ate human suffering, we find that the
pioneer is8 opposed by deeply rooted
prejudice. Sir James V. Simpson found
that his discovery of the anaesthetic
properties of chloroform was object-
ed\to be many. It was decleared that
such a practice was opposed to Na-
ture. Simpson retorted that 86 was a
steamboat which sailed against the

tie. But he could éasily show that the
application of chloroform to surgery
was not opposed to Nature, but assist-
éd Naturé inher hedling processes.
So this argument o f his opponents
was easily demolished.

The foutder of the American Her-
balist School of Medicine was Dr.
Samti¢l Thomson. This man was self-
taught, and had a stiff fight against
custom and prejudiece and the calnm-
pies of the medical profession. But
te finally' established his reputation
as a doctor, and preved that many of
his methods were efficacions. And
though to-day we recognise that his
system was crufle, yét he grasped
more clearly than was taught in his
day the significance of man’s breath-
irg and perspiring functions. We are
judébted to this American for the use
of capsicum and lobelia, as well as for
Kis ‘ermiphasis on the value of vapour

“baths. To-ddy, capsicum is largely us-

ed in the treatment of rheumatism and
Scidtion; and cottorn wool impregnat-
ed with this heat-producing substance
is tha latest application of a valuable
remedy

‘Galileo and Harvey.

The heretic has often so bitter a
struggle against rooted opinion that
he seems to fail. Disrali has remark-
ed:—Before the time of Galileo and
Harvey the world believed in the stag-
nation of the blood, and the diurnal
immovability of the earth; and for
denying these, the one was persecuted
and the other ridiculed.” Before the
day of the great Dr. Harvey. people
had v.ry crude ideas regarding the
circulation of the blood. It was Har-
veéy whose discovery of the pulmonary
system gave us our knowledge of the
vast, complex network of veins and
arteries. The Spanish physician, Ser-
vetus, who was burnt at Geneva for
his active propagation of heretical op-
infoms, in 1553, seems to haye anticip-
ated something of Harvey’s discovery.
And perhaps if, instead of dabbling in
theology, Servetus had coneentrated
his attention on inquiries.in medicine,
he might to-day have figured as a pio-
nreer, instead of as an obsciire physi-
cian with a strong antipathy to Calvin-
ism. But to Harvey, the English doc-
tor, belongs the honor of discovering
the circulation of the blood.

The Solar System.

Copernicus was the man who, more
than anyone else, revolutionised the
thought of mankind as to the position
of the world in the solar system.
About 1506 he elaborated his theory of
the earth’s motion round the sun, and
that the sun was the centre of the
golar system. Galileo followed up the
work of Copernicus; he invented the
momentum of falling bodies. Another
patient iavestigator was Tycho Brahe,
who died in 1601. His work lay in the
long and patient accumulation of data
which was of immense service to other
astronomers. Yet Brahe spent his last
years as an exile from his native land.

Bruno, who went to the stake in 1600.
On the spot where he was burnt te
death there stands to-day a monument
to his memory. Like Galileo, he insist-
ed that the-earth moved round ths
sun, and held many independent views
contrary to the doctrines of the
Church. No doubt the persecution he
received fanned his contempt for
orthodox opinions into a flame. Train-
ed as a Dominican monk, Bruno be-
came a scholar with an acute and
penetrating mind. For 16 years he
wandered over Europe, pleading for
enlightenment and freedom, and pub-
lishing his books. Bruno could write
with great insight, yet, we are told,
he lectured like an inspired buffoon.
Returning to Italy as the guest of a
Venetian gentleman, he was cruelly
betra.yed' to the Inquisition, who gave
him a mock trial and passed sentence
of death upon him. Of course, men
like Bruneo, .Servetus, amnd Tycho
Brahe often exhibited an arrogant dis-
position, that haughty contempt of the
intellectual for his opponent’s ideas.
And this did not improve matters.

The Death of Savonarola.

Savonarola is one of the great out-
standing figurés of those far-away
times. Not only was he a preacher,
but a social reformer as well. Yet in
1498 this great prophet-like soul was
put to death in Florence. He could
say in his fearless way: “Shounld the
whole army of my enemies be arraign-
ed against me, my heart will not
quake; for Thou art my Refuge, and
will lead me to Iy latter end.” The
stofy of Savonarela is one of the most
interesting of that strange epach.

Volumes have been written oh the
Reretics and rebels of the world. And
many more men might be named; but
in every age there appears a need for
some great soul who will awaken his
times and bring them face té face
with new or forgotten truths. The
prophet and the heretic have ever liv-
ed lives of vicarious suffering, and by
their independenee of thought and

| their grasp of forgotten prifciples,

sought to preserve the balance of the
world. Asnd their independenge- and
fearless outspoken opinions have kept
freedom alive in an age when freedom
seemed threatened with annihilgtion.

POLISH SUCCESSES.

PARIS, Aug. 13

Warsaw tiow seems to be saved
from the Boléhéviki, and President
Pilusdki’'s armécs o longer are oblig-
ed to fight a defemsive battle, and a
bold offensive on both wings has
réached its first object and the Poles
dare reported pausing before attempt-
ing to devolve their success. Tae
offensive on the left wing is being
personally led by two French Gen-
erals, Henry and Billotte, and ak
ready has vielded important results.
It has once more put the Poles in pos-
gession of the key to the Warsaw de-’
fences of the fork between the
Narew and Bug Rivers, while forces |
advancing toward Mlawa, which have
reached Tsiechanoff, twelve miles to
the south of Mlawa, will force the
Bolsheviki, marching on Plock: and
Thorn, to beat a hasty retreat, and
consequently reopen direct raiiroad
line to Danszig. But the manoeuvre
on the right wing, along the line of
Carvolin and Paratcoff, between the
Vistuala ard Bug, is the more inter-
esting of the two from a strategic
view point, beeause it threatens the
communications of the wmain Bolshe-
viki ferces. Swelled by troops freed
by shortemng the front in the Brody
region, the movement already has
gained rapid headway, and driven the
Bolgheviki bagk all along the line,
toward Brest-Litovsk, for distances
varying from twenty-five to fifty miles.

Up Against It

In addition to the intolerable
eonditions on the South and
Waest Coasts, wrought by the
Fish ' Export Regulations, the
trade is up against other re-
gtrictions in the matter of com-
modities which are in every day
demand. The Food Control
Board have served notice on
dealers that no sugar is to be
fmported excepting the import-
gr conforms to the-regulations
prescribed by that bedy, which
means that no matter how
gheaply sugar can be purchased
abroad and sold to local consum-
grs at a lower price than estab-
lished by rule, such a course will
not be permitted, unless the
fixed price is observed and the
difference between the import
gost and the figure set by the
F.C.B. is paid over to the treas-
ury of that bod¥ by the import-
gr. Thug it will be seen at a
glance that if a dealer is in a
position to buy sugar in Canada
and import it into the dominign
at a much less rate than fixed
by the Commissioners, he can-
not get delivery from the Cus-
toms unless he pays the F.C.B.
the difference and charges his

gustomers proportionately.

An instance of this was re-
ferred to in the Telegram a few
days ago, when the Control
Board refused to give permis-
gion to the Customs to clear a
eonsignment of sugar, imported
from Canada hy a West Coast
merchant, unless he paid the
difference “between the landed
eost and the price fixed by the
F.C.B,, a sum approximating 4
eents per pound, which sum
would be taken directly from
. the pockets of the consumers,
without any adequate or visible
return in value. It would
simply go to enrich the F.C,B.
Very courageously the importer
refused the imposed conditions,
and “would not consent to be
bound by any terms whatsoever,
A deadlock ensued for some lit-
tle time, which, however, was
broken by threats of certain
legal proceedings, and ultimate-
ly the sugar was released, and
the consumers saved the addi-
tional eost. It must be nated
that the F.C.B. did not surren-
der without a struggle, but the
fact that they did yield proves
that in this case, at least, the
importer had the law on his
side. Many things are suffered
‘by the people* because of the
fear that regulations are above
the law of the land, but here is
a case in point whetre amn im=
porter won out because he had:
the moral strength to refuse
compliange with abgprd rules;
and in so doing protected his
customers from official extor-
tion and  set a precedent for
others. :
