Water can rise by capillary attrac-
tion from 2 to 4 feet above the water
table.

Now the water fable in the country
is teadily falling: It is said that, tak-
ing the whole country into account,
it has dropped on an average of nine

But tra-
ditional standards were no longer ade-
quate; men could not enter the King-
dom of Heaven unless their right-
eousness should exceed that *of .the
‘Scribes and Pharisees, the very best
men of His time, if judged by the
standards of the time. Jesus- cited
‘seyeral standards of the past. .even'
‘those that had been accepted ‘as given
|‘by ‘Jehovah, and rejécted them as in-
adequate. The old protected physical
life—“Thou ' shalt .not kill”;
would protect the soul also—to ' be
angry with one’s brother,
him with- contempt; to - weaken his !
gelf-respect and murder his soul, was |
to be fit for Gehenna.  Thé old pro-
tected the marriage covenant—*“Thou
shalt ‘not commit adultery”;
forbade the lustful .look, would have
the heart cleansed of low desire.
The old said dne might exact only an
equivalent from the violent man—one
eye for one eye, one tooth for one
tooth; Jesus 8aid that retaliation
never undid a wrong—-"resist not him
‘that is evil.”

{Fishery Remrch Work.

TRIALS OF THE “EXPLORER.”

‘Every. success has  attended the
trials of the Scottish Fishery Board’s
-steamer Ezxplorer. During the trial
run, which was from Leith: Docks ‘to
the mouth of the Firth, a demonstra-
tion was given of the operation of
the otter trawl, which was towed for
a considerable distance by the wire
cables. Of the Mersey trawler type,
and originally byjit for war purposes,
the Explorer has béen adapted for
scientific reseafch work by Messrs,
Menzies & Co., Ltd., of Leith. The
vessel is 1385 ft. in length, 23.7 ft.
broad. and 12.8 ft. in depth. The
