PIRACY ON RUM ROW,
HALIFAX, July 9.

An amazing tale of piracy among
the liquor ships on the Jersey Coast,
“rum row,” involving the theft of a
million dolars worth of liguor and
three thousand dollars in cash, has
been related by members of the crew
of the French steamer Mulhouse
which arrived here yesterday.. It. is
understood there will be an inves-
tigation locally held by the. French
Consul General to decide whether or
not the piracy tale is bona fide. Ac-
cording to the story the Mulhouse
was boarded.some days ago by thirty
“highjackers,” who drove the crew
below decks and after manacling the
officers kept them prisoners for ten
days while they unloaded thirty-five
thousand cases of liquors into small
boats. The story was told that the
prisoners were half starved, and that
those of them who agreed to help in
discharging the cargo for which they
would be paid by the pirates were
afterwards robbed of their earnings
at the point of guns. Another rum
runner in port to-day reported that
in the attack on the Mulhouse one of
the pirates was shot and killed. Those
on the latter steamer, however, ro-
fuse to give any details.

BRAZIL REBELS IN HOPELESS
POSITION.
BUENES AIRES, July 10.
Sao Panlo rebels were still holding
their positions in Luz barracks this
morning, according to advices from
Rio de Janerio quoting the official ac-
count. The account added the asser-
tion that rebels wounld be unable to
hold much longer owing to desertions
and exhaustion and the fact that they
are surrounded and without possi-
bility of receiving reinforcements.

A Stage Revolution

A new idea in theatrical construc-
tion has been evolved by the French
architect Perret, who built the Thea-
tre des Champs Elysees, considered
by many critics the most beautiful
playhouse in Europe.

“There are three principal types
of electric’ lamps—the old-fashioned
bulb having a carbon filament, the
lamp having a long metal filament
in .a vacuum, and the lamp having a
shorter filament in nitrogen.’ This

degree of lighting power for an equal
amount of electricity. The light of
the three types differs considerably
to the eye. The carbon filament
gives a' more yellowish light, while
the nitrogen light, which is the most
brilliant, exhibits a sort of halo.
When analyzed by the spectograph
the radiation of the three lamps is
shown to differ greatly. The spec-
trum given' by the nitrogen lamps is
not only the most intense -but the
most ' extensive, and includes the
_ultra-violet rays, while the lamp with
the carbon filament has a 'spectruin
which includes a number of ingra-
red rays, the visible radiatiom con-
sisting mainly of yellow, orange and

tains too many of the infra-red rays
to be comfortable to the eye. The
nitrogen lamp, on the other hand,
contains too much of the ultra-violet
radiation and thus renders the crys-
talline lens fluorescent, whence comes
the halo mentioned above. Prefer-
ence should therefore be given to the
vacuum lamp, since the light fur-
nished by it is better balanced and
more complete. With regard to the
nitrogen lamp it may be said further
that it is inadvisable that a source
of light should be too rich in ultra-
violet rays, since these tend:to dimin-
ish the sensitiveness of the retina

attitude of the average warder to a
convict is summed up in the simple
formula: “You aet straight with me
and I'll act straight with you: If you
don’t, Heaven help you!”

‘But warders do net all get their ewn
way if they start bullying a gang of
men or behave generally in an ebnex-
ious manner, The following incident
from my prison career is a case in
point.

*I think the aim of effective co-opera-
tion within the Empire would be
best obtained by giving the Domi-
nfon full recognition respecting
self-governing rights, and that any

2ps we take to make clearer our
full rights to self-government will
conduce to the security and per-
manency of our allied nationhood
within the Empire,”—The Canadian
Prime Minister in the Parliament
st Ottawa.

The question of Canada’s position
in the British Commonwealth hds been
much in the public mind lately as a
result of the discussions in the British
and Canadian Parliaments on the
ratification of the Lausanne Treaty.
Considerable space has also been de-
voted to the subject in the British
and Canadian Press. Two or three
times I have dealt with the matter in
the Spectator, Canadian Government
or to Mr. Mackenzie King that I de-
sire to return to the subject and to
make reparation where it is due. In
passing a tribute must be paid to
Lord Beaverbrook for his share in
dispelling, in the Daily Express, the
inists of misconception. The at-
titude adopted by that journal during
the controversy shows effectively how
useful it is to have someone with an
intimate knowledge of the Empire
controlling one of the great organs of
tublic opinion in this country.

The reason why the present dis-
cusgion revolving round the Lausanne
debates in Great Britain and Canada
#is of such special importance is that
it coacentrates our attention on the
two most vital problems which the
Empire will have to deal with in the
near future: (1) the status of the
self-governing nations within the
British Commonwealth; (2) the in-
ternational status of the British Em-
pire and its relations to foreign
powers. Whatever may be the out-

!

precedent for all the other Domin-
jons, some of which miay not yet feel
the thrill of nationalism quite-so
acutely as does British North
America. . .

In two sections of the British Com-
monwealth the fight for ‘autonomy
which the Canadian Government has
been carrying on is, however, being
watched with the closest attention, in
South Africa and in the Irish Free
State. In government quarters in
Dublin, the Times correspondent tells
us, the authorities “are anxious, for
various reasons, to extract the last
ounce of political independence” from
the Anglo-Irish Treaty as the status
of the Irish Free State was explicitly
declared in that document to be the
same a3 that of the Dominion of
Canada. The Southern Irish Govern-
ment is therefore quite willing to
allow the Ottawa Administration to
make the peace for it, and “to insist
that every privilege that is won by
Canada shall apply also to the Free
State.”

Just one further comment before
coming to the subject itself. When I
wrote an article in the Spectator last
year defining the three alternatives
before Canada as independence, an-
nexation to the United States or fre-
nationhood within the British Com-
monwealth. I was taken to task by
several Canadian journals and told in
polite terms that I did not know what
I was talking about, and that as far as
Canada was concerned “all was well
in the best of all possible words.”
And yet within a year of the appear-
ance of that article we have the
Prime Minister of the Dominion in a
considered speech defining the three
alternatives before the Canadian peo-
ple as those of independence, annexa-
tion to the United States or “a mora2
clearly. recognized relationship as a
self-governing nation within" the
Empire”—the last solution being the
one he favoured.

Empire’s stand-
point one .of the most. far-reaching
wresults- of the War was the equality
with the Mother Country which the
Dominions obtained and the interna-
tional recognifion of thdt fact.
as Mr. Mackenzie King pointed out
in the Ottawa debates “this equality
status which Canada has maintained
logically and persistently,” was ac-
cepted at Versailles, Washington,
Genoa and the Hague.
