The Price of Milk
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—May I thank you for 
expressing so frankly, in your Edi­
torial of yesterday, the sentiments of 
every family man who is to-day strug­
gling under the burden of excessive 
taxation and high prices of necessi­
ties?

Referring to but one item of your 
Editorial—the price of milk. The 
Farmer’s Union announced through 
the daily papers of April 22nd that 
the price of milk would be reduced 
from that date; the new prices be­
ing 10c. per pint, retail, *70c. per gal-1 
Ion wholesale, two gallons and over 
65c. Whether these prices were made 
effective from the date advertised, X 
do not know; but, I do know that the 
consumer is not yet getting the bene­
fit of the reduction announced by the 
Farmer’s Union on April 22nd. Shop­
keepers are still selling at the old 
price, and the householder buying 
direct from the fanner has not been 
favoured with the reduction, or, at 
least, it is so in my case; I am still 
paying 80c. per gallon. Might I say 
also, that the deduction «jutounced by 
the Farmer’s Union ip April, was not 
at all commensurate with the de­
creased cost of feeds outlined In the 
Telegram when this matter was un­
der discussion in April month, and 
the Farmer's Union have given no 
explanation why milk cannot be giv­
en to the consumer at 60c. per gal­
lon, particularly during the summer 
season. Will the Farmer’s Union 
kindly let us have an explanation?

This remarkable extract from Mar­
shall's diary js given by Dr. Freder­
ick Thimme in an article, appearing 
in Europarelschen Gespraeche, on the 
Kruger telegram.

It shows that William II., stirred 
by the success of the Jameson raid, 
wished to take measures which, In 
thé opinion of Hohenlohe, would have 
led to war with England, and further 
that the Idea of a telegram to Kruger; 
was deliberately put Into his head in 
order to dissuade him from such a 
plan and in order to soothe him. 
Dr. Thimme points out that the tele­
gram idea came from Kayser, the 
director of Colonies, who whispered 
it to Marschall in the ante-room of 
the council chamber.

The diaries of Marschall and Sen­
den have been given to Dr. Thimme 
by relatives, and he is able to show 
that, on the evening of the eventful 
day, William II. regretted that he 
had sent the telegram and tried to

All badges are worn also in 
miniature on the lapel of the coat on 
the left side, horizontal and on a 
line with the button-hole, but mem­
bers of the Order of Merit, of course, 
never wear miniatures.

Roughly speaking, it is the knights 
of the second and third classes who 
wear their decorations round the 
neck, and members of the fourth and 
fifth who fasten theirs to the left 
lapel of the evening coat.

The word “Decorations” on the In­
vitation card is sufficient intimation 
that some member of the Royal Fam­
ily is to be present or that the en­
tertainment is an official one, and 
that consequently orders and decora­
tions are to be worn.

The method of wearing the insig­
nia of orders, also decorations and 
medals, on official occasions and at 
public functions with morning dress 
is as follows:

Knights Grand Cross, Knights 
Grand Commanders,, Dames Grand 
Cross, Knights Commanders, and 
Dames Commanders should wear the 
Star only on the left breast of the 
coat or in a corresponding place on 
the dress.

Men who are members of the Order 
of the Companions of Honour, Com­
panions of the several Orders of 
Knighthood, Commanders of the 
Royal Victorian Order, members of 
the Order of Merit, and men who are 
Commanders of the Order of the 
British Empire should wear the rib­
bon to which the badge is suspended 
under the' tie .which should be a bow, 
the badge hanging about three-quar­
ters of an inch below the bow.

Members of the fourth and fifth 
classes wear the badges, decorations 
and medals on the left breast of the 
coat.

Only one ribbon and badge-^i.e., 
the senior one—-is worn round the 
neck and under the collar of the uni­
form Coat, so that the badge hangs 
about an inch outside and below the 
front of the collar. All other badges 
are worn one below the other, com­
mencing about an Inch below the 
senior badge, each suspended on 
about three Inches of ribbon emer­
ging from between the buttons of the 
uniform coat. A small eye is stitched 
inside the coat, to which the ribbon 
is fastened by a hook.

With regard to the 
nitrogen lamp it may be said further 
that it Is inadvisable that a source 
of light should be too rich In ultra­
violet rays, since these tend'to dimin­
ish the sensitiveness of the retina 
and cause congestion of the con­
junctiva."

The Wiles of the Convict
A TRUE EPISODE OF PRISON LIFE.

So muck Sag beep written about the 
drab severity and dull routine of pen­
al servitude that one overlooks the 
lighter Side of a convict's life. The 
attitude of the average warder to a 
convict is summed up in the simple 
formula: "You act straight with »e 
and I’ll act straight with you. If you 
don’t, Heaven help you!”

But warders do not all get their own 
way if they start bullying a gang of 
men or behave generally ip an obnox­
ious manner. The following incident 
from my prison career is a case in 
point

A Daring Piet
Warder G. was a weak, vacillating 

officer who alternately bullied or ca­
joled his gang of convicts. He was 
neither a marinet nor an easy-going 
official, but went from ope extreme j 
to another In order to have a quiet !

For a little time Warder. G. was a 1 
very lax disciplinarian, and the con- [ 
victs imagined that he-was an easy- ! 

But there came a sudden ' 
change. Prisoners found themselves • 
reported, bullied, and badgered for no 
apparent reason. A resolution was, 
passed by B Company to make things 
hum for him.

Now, when a gang of men arrive at I 
their appointed place of labor, tools 
are served out to them, and when they j 
knock off the tools are returned to I 
the wardpr, who checks them and 
locks them aVray. If a tool is missing j 
every man is made to search for it 
If it Is not then found, the party is j 
marched to the bath-house, and every ; 
man stripped to the skin. This rigor­
ous proceeding Is, of course, to pre­
vent smuggling tools into prison in 
order to effect an escape. This search­
ing Is carried out twice a day for a I 
fortnight, unless the tool is found.

Warders no not, naturally, like to 
lose tools, as it Involves a great deal 
of extra work and inconvenience for 
them. Tools are often lost quite ac­
cidentally, and lf,-tba warder In charge 
of the working party concerned is on 
good terms with the men, he will, 
quietly replace them next day.

On the other baud, If a warder It a I 
bully and unpopular, the convict's 
favorite method of revenge is to dump 
a tool purposely.
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ieaching School they insisted on the piano being 
played in accompaniment, for there 
Is nothing they desire more ardently 
than to be treated as normal ohil- 
dren.
