According To plan.

Lord Nelson*»The Battle of Trafalgar A WonderfulLast Moments
(From “The Times" Nov. 7tfci 1806.)
When Lord Nelson was shot, and 

was yet in the arms of the men who 
were supporting him, his eye caught 
the tiller rope, wht<^i was unusually ; 
slack ; he exclaimed, with muph em­
phasis: “Tighten that rope there!” an 
eminent proof that his professional 
ardour still survived the brilliancy of 
the flame of life. When he «aw his 
friend, Mr. Scott thrown overboard, 
uncertain of the disfigurement of the 
wound and the confusion of the fight 
whether It was him or not, he in­
quired, with affectionate ardour: “Was 
that poor Scott?” 'An impression 
seems to be made on Lord Nelson, for 
as the men were carrying him down ■. 
to the cockpit he said—“Don’t let me 
be thrown overboard ; tell Hardy to 
carry me home.”

A man was so completely cut in two 
by a, double headed shot, that the 
whole of his body, with the exception 
of his legs up to his knees, was blown 
some yards into the water; but, 
strange to tell, his legs were left 
standing on the deck with all the firm­
ness and animation of life!

A midshipman, of the name of Price, 
was brought into the cockpit, with his 
leg cut off unto the calf; he was an 
heroic youth of 17. The surgeons could 
not attend him at the moment. He 
drew out a knfe, and cut off a. piece 
of flesh and the splinter of the bone 
with great composure., “I* can stay,” 
said he; “let me do for myself.” When I 
the surgeon attended him, it was 
found necessary to amputate above 
the kaee.Jfe submitted to the opera­
tion without a groan. “It is nothing 
at all,” he said; "I thought it had 
been ten times worse.”

action which so strongly marks the
Invincible spirit of British seamen, 
when engaging the enemies of their 
country, tffkt j cannot resist the pleas­
ure I have in making it known to their 
Lordships. The Temeralre was board­
ed by accident or design by a French 
skip on one side and a Spaniard- on the 
other; the contest was vigorous, But 
in the end the combined Ensigns were 
torn from the poop and the British 
hoisted in their places.1 Such a battle 
could not be fought without sustain­
ing a great lose of men. I have not 
only to lament in common with the 
British Navy and the British Nation 
in the fall of the Commander in Chief, 
the loss of a hero whose name will £e 
immortal and his memory ever dear 
to his country; but my heart is rent 
with the most poignant grief for the 
death of a friend to whom by many 
years intimacy and a perfect know­
ledge, of the virtues of his mind,' which 
inspired ideas superior to the common 
race of men, I was bound by the 
strongest ties of affection; a grief to 
which the glorious occasion in which 
he fell does not bring the consolation 
which perhaps it ought. His Lordship 
received a musket ball in hie left 
breast about the middle of the action, 
and sent an officer to me immediately 
with his last farewell, and soon after 
expired.

I have also to lament the loss of 
those excellent officers Captains Due, 
of the Mars, and Cooke, of the Beller- 
ophon: I have yet heard of none oth­
ers. I fear the numbers that have fall­
en will be found very great, when the 
returns come to me; but it having 
blown a gale of wind ever since the 
action, I have not yet had it in my 
power to Collect any reports from the 
ships.

The Royal Sovereign having lost her 
masts, except the tottering foremast, 
I called the Euryalus to me while the 
action continued,^ which ship lying 
within hail, made my signals—a ser­
vice Captain Blackwood performed 
with great attention; after the action 
I shifted my flag to her, that I might 
more easily communicate any orders 
to, and collect the ships, and towed 
the Royal Sovereign out' toi seaward. 
The whole fleet were now in a very 
perilous position, many dismasted, all 

1 shattered, in thirteen fathom water off 
the shoals of Trafalgar ; and when I 
made the signal to prepare to anchor 
few of (he ships had an anchor to let 
go, their cables being shot; but the 
same good Providencb which aided us 
through the day preserved us through 
the night, by the wind shifting a few 
points, and drifting the ships off the 
land, except four of-the captured dis­
masted shjps, which are now at anchor 
off Trafalgar, and I hope will ride safe 
until these gales are over.

Having thus detailed the proceedings 
of the fleet on this ocasion, I beg to 
congratulate their Lordships on a vic­
tory which I hope will add a ray to the 
-glory of His Majesty’s crown, and be 
attended with public benefit to. our 
country.

(whose vigilance in watching and giv­
ing notice of the enemy’s movements 
has been highly meritorious—that 
they had not yet passed the Streights.

On Monday, the 21st instant, at day­
light, when Cape Trafalgar bore E. by 
S. about seven leagues, the enemy was 
discovered about six or seven miles 
east ward, the wind about west, and 
very light. The Commander In Chief 
Immediately made the signal for the 
fleet to bear up in two'columns as they 
are formed in order of sailing; a mode 
of attack his Lordship had previously 
directed to avoid the inconvenience i 
and delay In forming a line of battle I 
in the usual manner. The enemy’s 
line consisted of thirty-three ships (of : 
which eighteen were French and Hf- 1 
teen Spanish), commanded in chief by 
Admiral Villeneuve; the Spaniards un­
der the direction of Gravins, were with 
their heads northward, and formed 

"their line of battle with great close­
ness and correctness ; but as the mode 
of attack was unusual, so the structure 
of their line was new; it formed a 
crescent, convexing the leeward, so 1 
that in leading down to the centre I i 

-had both their van and rear abaft the j 
beam;"hefore the fire opened, every al­
ternate ship was about a cable’s 
length to windward, of her second 
ahead and astern, forming a kind of i 
double line, and appeared when on j 
their beam to leave a very little Inte^r- I 
val between them; and this without 
crowding their ships. Admiral Ville- 
neuve was in the Buccantaure in the 
centre, and the Prince of Asturias bore 
Gravina’s flag in the rear; but the 
French and Spanish ships were mixed 
without any apparent regard to order 
of national squadron.

As the mode of our attack had bpen 
previously determined on and commu­
nicated to the Flag Officers^ and Cap­
tains,'few signals were necessary, and 
none were made except to direct close 
order as the lines bore down.

The Commander in Chief, in the Vic­
tory, led the weather column, and the 
Royal Sovereign, which bore my flag, 
the iee. /

The action began at twelve o’clock 
by the leading ships of the column 
breaking through the enemy’s line, the 
Commander in fchief about the tenth 
ship from the van, the Second in Com­
mand about the twelfth from the rear, 
leaving the van of the enemy unoccu­
pied: the succeeding ships breaking 
through in all parts, astern of their 
leaders, and engaging the enemy at the 
muzzles of their guns. The conflict 
was severe: the enemy’s ships were 
fought with a gallantry highly honour­
able to their officers; but the attack 
on them was irresistible, and it pleased 
the Almighty Disposer of all events 
to grant His Majesty’s' arms a com­
plete and gloriou^ victory. About 
three p.m., many of the enemy’s ships 
having str.upic their colours, their line 
gave way; Admiral Gravina with ten 
ships joining their frigates to lee-

Euryalus, off Cadiz, Oct. 24, 1*05.
Sir,—In my letter of the 22nd I de­

tailed to you for the information of 
my Lords Commissioners of the Ad­
miralty, the proceedings of His Ma­
jesty’s squadron on the dan of the ac­
tion and that preceding it, since *hich 
I have had a continued series of mis­
fortunes, but they are of a kind that 
human prudence could not possibly 
provide against^ my skill prevent.

On the 22nd, in the morning, a strong 
southerly wind blew, with equally bad 
weather, whif-h, however, did not pre­
vent the activity of the officers and sea­
men of suah ships as were manage­
able from getting hold of many of the 
prizes (thirteen or fourteen) and tow­
ing them off to the westward, when I 
ordered them to rendezvous round the 
Royal Sovereign, in tow by the Nep­
tune; but on the 23rd the gale increas­
ed and the sea ran so high that many 
of them broke the tow rope, and drift­
ed far to leeward before they were 
got hold of again ; and some of them 
taking advantage in the dark and bois­
terous night, got before the wind, and 
have perhaps drifted upon the shore 
and sunk; on (he afternoon of that day 
the remnant ql the combined fleet, ten 
sail of ships who had not been en­
gaged, stood up to leeward of my shat­
tered and straggled charge, as if mean­
ing to attack them, which obliged me 
to collect a force out of the least in­
jured ships agd form tb leewa’rd for 
their defence ; all this retarded the 
progress of the hulks, and the bad 
weather continuing determined me to 
destroy all the Ieewardmost that could 
be-cleared of the men, considering that 
keeping possession of the ships was a 
matter of little consequence compared 
with the chance of their falling again 
into the hands of the enemy; But even 
this was aji arduous task in the high 
sea which was runnning. I hope, how­
ever, jt was accomplished to a consid­
erable extent; r entrusted It to skilful 
officers, who would .spare no pains to 
execute what was possible.

I 1 have taken Admiral Villeneuve in­
to this ship; Vice Admiral Don Aliva 
is dead. 'Whenever the temper of the 
weather will permit and I can spare 
a frigate (for there were only four in 
the action with the fleet, Euryalus,
