had.

Sir,—The ever-to-be lamented death

1ot Vice-Admiral, Lord Viscount Nel-

gon, who in the late confilct with the
enemy fell in the "hour of vietory,

‘1 leaves me the duty of informyng my

Lords Cemmissioners of the Admir-
alty that on the 19th instant it was
communicated to the Commander in
Chief, from the ships watching the mo-
tions of the enemy in Cadiz, that the
combined fleet had putto sea; as they
Yailed with light winds westerly, his

.| Lordship concluded their destination

was the Mediterranean, and immedi-
ately made all sail for the streights
entrance with ’the Brit}sh Squadron,
consigting of twenty-seven ships, three
of thm sixty-fours, where his Lordship
was informed by Captain Blackwood
(whose vigilance in watching and giv-
ing notice of the enemy’s movements
has' been ~highly meritorious—that
they had not yet passed the Streights.

On Monday, the 21st instant, at day-
light, whien Cupe Trafalgar bore E. by
S. about seven leagues, the enémy was
discovered about six or seven miles
east ward, the wind about west, and
very light. The Commander in Chief
immediately made the signal for the
fleet to bear up in two columns as they
are formed in order of sailing; a mode
of attack his Lordship had previously
directed to avoid the inconvenience
and delay in forming a line of battle
in the uisual manner. The eénemy’s
line consisted of thifty-three ships (of
which eighteen were French and fif-
teen Spanish), commanded in chief by
Admiral Villeneuve; the Spaniards un-
der the direction of Grayins, were with
their heads northward, and formed
their line of battle with great close-
ness and correctness; but as the mode
of attack was unusual, so the structure
of their line was new; it formed a
crescent, convexing the leeward, so
that in leading dé6wn to the centre I

“had both their van and rear abaft the |

beam; before the fire opened, every al-
ternate ship was about a cable’s
length to windwardes of her second
ahead -and astern, forming a kind of
double line, and appeared when on
their beam to leave a very little intey-
val between them; and this without
crowding their ships. Admiral Ville-
neuve was in the Buccantaure in the
centre, and the Prince of Asturias bore
Gravina's flag in the rear; but the
French and Spanish ships were mixed
without any apparent regard to order
of national squadron.

As the mode of our attack had bgen
previously determined on and commu-

nicated to the Flag Ofﬁcers_und Cap- |

tains, few signals were necessary, and
none were made except to direct close
order as-the lines bore down.

The Commander in Chief, in the Vic-
tory, led the weather column, and the
Royal Sovereign, which bore my flag,
the lee.

The action began at twelve o'clock
by the leading ships of the column
breaking throug) the enemy’s line, the
Commander in &hief about the tenth
ship from the van, the Second in Com-
mand about the twelfth from the rear,
leaving the van of the enemy unoccu-
pied: the succeeding ships breaking
through in all parts, astern of their

leaders, and engaging the enemy-at the '

muzzles of their guns. The conflict
was severe: the enemy’s ships were
fought with a gallantry highly honour-
able to their officers; but the attack
on them was irresistible, and it pleased
the Almighty Disposer of all '‘events
to grant His Majesty’s” arms a com-
plete and glorious victory. About
three p.m,, many of the enemy’s ships
having atnupf( their colours, their line
gave way; Admiral Gravina with ten
ships joining _their frigates to lee-
‘ward, .stood towards Cadiz.

Euryalus, off Cadiz, Oct. 24, 1805.

Sir,—In my letter of the 22nd I de-
tailed to you for the information of
my Lords Commissioners of the Ad-
miralty, the proceedings of His Ma-
jesty’s squadron on the day of the ac-
tion and that preceding it, since which
1 have had a continued series of mis-
fortunes, but they are of a kind that
human prudence could not possibly
provide against;}r my skill prevent.

On the 22nd, in the morning, a strong
southerly wind blew, with equally bad
weather, which, however, did not pre-
vent the activity of the officers and sea-
men of sych ships as were manage-
able from getting hold of many of the
prizes (thirteen or fourteen) and tow-
ing them off to the westward, when I
ordered them to rendezvous round the
Royal Sovereign, in tow by the Nep-
tune; but on the 23rd the gale increas-
ed and the sea ran so high that many
of them broke the tow rope, and drift-
ed far to leeward before they were
got hold of again; and some of them
taking advantage in the dark and bois-
terous night, got before the wind, and
have perhaps _drifted upon the shore
and sunk; on the afternoon of that day
the remnant of the combined fleet, ten
sail of ships who had not bheen en-
gaged, stood up to leeward of my shat-
tered and straggled charge, as if mean-
ing to attack them, which obliged me
to collect a force out of the least in-
jured ships apd form fo leewdrd for
their defence; all this retarded the
progress of the hulks, and the bad
weather contibuing determined me to
destroy all the leewardmost that could
be-cleared of the men, considering that
keeping possession ‘of the ships was a
matter of little eonsSequence compared
with the chance of their falling again
Into the hands of the enemy; but even
this was an arduous task in the high
sea which was runnning. I hope, how-
‘ever, it was accomplished to a consid-
erable extent; I entrusted it to skilful
officers,” who would\spare no pains to
