Destractive Fires on the Nor}hern
Railway.

THE VILLAGE OF SUNNIDALE IN ASHES.
The fire which had been raging in the
bush around Sunnidale for a week pre-
vious, extended to that village on Satur-
day afternoon. A high wind prevailed
in the forenoon which swept the flames
towards the village, and the short
space of two hours, all the houses in the
village (about twenty) together with the
railway and freight station, and about
1,000 cords of wood were burncd. The
fire raged with such great fury at one
time that it was feared the flames would
extend to New Lowell, about s mile
south of Sunnidale. Prompt
were taken. however, by the railway au-
thorities to prevent the spread of the
conflagration. Fire engines weres ent
up from Toronto and Bradford, and the
wind fortanately dying away,the progress
of the flames were checked. During the
fire at Sunnidals the smoke was o thick
that no approaching train could be seen,
and when the south mail came along
from Collingwood, it had to remain
a mile north of the station, at the first
burnt culvert, and finally returned to
Stayner. The up train from Tororio
was also stopped. About5 o’clock all
communication between New Lowell and
Collingwood was stopped, the telegraph
poles being burnt down. About 6 o’clock
the scene was fearful. Th dense forest
a mass of gorgeous fire, the flame roll-
ing around from ihe west, levelling
everything before it. Animals ran from
the forest, and sought refuge in the east
of the station ; and the hares actually
lost all their native wildness, and ap-
proached human beings with the same
familiarity that they would their own
species.

About thirty families will be rendered
houseless, and all of them were engaged
in the lumbering business. The loss can-
not be estimated, but must amount to
many thousands of dollars. The proper-
ty of the company is all insured, princi-
pally in the Imperial.

A despatch to the Toronto Telegraph
on Sunday says that a very large fire was
burning at Hawkstone, a small place on
the west side of Lake Simcoe.

MARRIED AND SINGLE CONVICTS.—
During the year 1867, there were 90
married convicts of both sexes in the
Provincial Penitentiary ; 190 single per-
sons of both sexes, 5 widows and 5 wid-
owers, making a total of 206. From
these figures we infer that marriage is
one of the most powerful preventives of
crime, and as a consequence early mar-
riages should be encomraged. It has been
said very frequently by those who are op-
posed to our national school system, that
education is a prolific cause of ¢ ime. Let
us see what the facts of the case are. Of
the 206 convicts sent to the Penitentia
during the year 1867, 96 could not read,
127 could not write, and 165 conld not
cipher ; and the total number in the
Penitentiary who could not read was 218 ;
who could not write 477 ; and who could
not cipher 547. The chaplain of the
Penitentiary says, “ tho total number of
convicts in prison in 1867 was1,110. And

one-half, or 247, were wholly untaught
in arithmetic, that over one-third, or 477,
were ignorant of both ciphering and
writing ; more than one-fifth, or 218, were
unable to read at all.—Hamilton Times.

(BY CABLE AND STEAMER.)

London Aug. 29.—It is announced to-
day that the Parliament will meet on the
10th of December next, the meeting will
be merely for qualification of members
and other preliminary business. The
Queen’s speech will be delivered on the
14th.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 20.—By a fire at
Marco Polo town, on the sea of Azof,
some 250 houses were destroyed, and the
fire was still burning at last accounts.

Lisbon, Aug. 29.—Advices from Rio
Janeiro to the 8th are received. The
Paraguayan garrison at Humaita had
been starved out. On the 24th July they
evacuated the fortress, the allied forces
marched into Humaita. The next day
250 cannon, and a great quantity of am-
munition, small arms, E,c., which the
Paraguayans were compelled to abandon,
were captured by the allies. The retreat-
ing Paragueyans were vursued, and 400
of them cut off from the main body, and
surrounded in Elgrau Chaco. They here
formed a line of battle, and in answer to
a demand to surrender, emphatically re-
fused. Three Brazilian iron clads had
forced their way past the obstructions,
and had joined the fleet bombarding
Lopez's position at the mouth of the Tibi-
guary. Marshal Calxas was also advane-
ing his troops against Lopez on the land
side, it was believed the Paraguayans
would be obliged to surrender the posi-
tion ; it was believed throughout Brazil
that the war was nearly closed. A revolt
in Paraguay had been put down sum-
marily, and the leaders arrested, A
former Secretary of Foreign Affairs
named Bergs was engaged in it and was
shot.

London, Aug. 30th—The possibility of
war on the continent is more and more
discussed by the leading European jour-
nals. The opinion generally expressed
is that Prussia, though ready for war,
really desires the continuance of peace,
but that to Austria and Rassia peace is
indispensable, and that the French Em-
peror is now undoubtedly prepared for &
conflict, but his policy is uncertain. The
Liberal of Toulouse says Marshal Neil,
who is on a visit to that city, told the
Council General that the army was ani-
mated by the best spirit and its arma-
ment was complete. The arsenals were
full of material, the financial resources of
the empire were inexhaustible and com-

ared with other powers, France alone
was equally prepared for peace or war.
Some people think that the necessity of
diverting the discontent of certain classes
in Brance may cause the Emperor to
adopt a warlike policy. They say the
election by so large a majority of the
Liberal candidate, M. Gregin, for the de-
partment of the Joura, ‘manifestations of
general disaffection on the part of the
students of the medical schools and uni-
versities in Paris, the great success of
the Lanterne, and the deep and wide-
spread indignation at its suppression, are
signs of the public mind sufficient them-
selves to alarm the Emperor. Add to
these circumstances the expehses of keep-
ing an abnormal armament on foot, and
and the encouragement to war offered by
the success of the last loan, there is rea-
8o0n, these people say, to expect a war in
autumn or spring. Corroboration of these
views is sought in a recent leading edi-
torial in the Constitutionnel, urging the
claim of the Empress Eugenie to the Re-
gerey. It is argued that such claims as
these would not be put forth at this time
were it not antici d that the E:
might have to land an army and be ex-
posed to the perils of the field. On the
other hand, to offset these torebodings,
there are the official pledges of peace
daily made, the advice officially given to
capitalists to act as if sssured of peace,
and the argument o frequently urged by
the French Government that the very
compl of the ar t is guaran-
ty of peace. Recent and sudden changes
of feeling on the Bourse and the varia-
tion in Rentes are explained as results of
the alternate ascendancy of these oppos-
ing views at the filnancial centre of
France.
