! In the boiler explosion this morning in
; Messrs, Irving & Downs’ mill, three men
| were killed instanfly. -Their names are
| Daniel Roblin, engineer, and his son, a
| yonng man nineteen years old, and
Miller Mo@owan, aged. eighteen. Five *
others were more or less injured ; Mr.
Cole, the book-kegper, and Mr. Lear,
seriously,. The former has reeceived
{ iuternal ivjuries which may prove fatal.
i Mr. Lear is badly scalded about the head
| and chest, and is suffering severely, but
| the doctors have hopes of his recovory.
| The other three received only some slight
bruises. Mr. Downs, one of the proprie-
tors, was on the second floor at the time
of the acoident, and was thrown out
throngh a window, and falling onsawdust
was uninjured. A young man named
Skillen was working in the thirdstory of
the mill, and was thrown up high in the
air along with the roof, but strange to
say, received only a slight scratch on the
hand.
The explosion was beard in Bloomfield,
five miles away, and was supposed to be
an earthquake.

an-addftion of one shilling a week to the
thirteen which they received at present,
the farmers resolved ona * lock-out,”
and 1,500 farm laborershave been turned
adrift, and are living on an allowance of
nine shillings a week made to them out
of the funds of the union; but it is not
supposed that this rerourco can-last them
more than a month, Ia the meantime,
the great landlords of the neighborhood
are backing up the farmers by serving
notices of ejectment from their ocottages
on all the malconts. The laborers ap-
pear to accept the confliet in perfect
good humor, and a great many have ‘al-
ready moved away to other districts,while
some have emigrated to Canada and
Australia, 8o that $herp is a fair prospect
that the farmers may be left without any
labor at all. They declare, however,that
they would sooner retire from the busi-
ness than submit even once to the de-
mands of the union, as they feel if théy
did so their control of their farms would
ccase at once, and they would be liable
at any moment to havae their spring and
harvest work arrested by strikes ordered
by persons outside the district. The af-
fair has been magnified and oconverted
into & national sensation by a letter from
the Bishop of Manchester taking the side
of tho laborers,condemning the courze of
ihe farmers, and prophesying terrible
social disorganization,from the introdue-

- tion of class hatreds into the rural dis-
tricts. He declares boldly, moreover,
that if farmers cannot efford to pay
higher wages than they do now, rents
must come down—a remark which
strikes at the root of the whole trouble.
