Mr. Davidson, in addition to tbe special 
eclipse observations, has determined the geo- 
grapnioal poei'ioo ol nnmerons points in the 
line of exploration. He found the Cbilkhat 
valley to possess & soil, climate and pi educ­
tions far more favorable than those of tbe 
Alexandria Archipelago. He discovered a 
mountain range of iron ore extending from 
tbe month of the Cbilkhat far beyond his 
astronomical station. This range bas an ele­
vation of the compass of ten degrees.

Two ot the lines spelled out hydrogen 

in the spectral language. What the 
other two signified did not then appear ;

By such a catastrophe it is not wholly 
impossible that our own globe may 
sometime be ravished, for if a word from 
the Almighty were to unloose for a few 
moments the bonds of affinity which 
unite tbe elements of water—of the 
ocean on the land and the moisture in 
the air—a single spark would bring them 
together with a fury which would kindle 
the funeral pyre of the human race, 
and be fatal to the planet, and all the 
works that are therein. It cannot but 
be a startling fact for ns that in yonder 
doomed and distant world we bave, pros 
bably, seen in onr own day a realization 
of the fearfol picture sketched by Peter, 
“when the heavens (or atmosphere) 
being on fire shall be dissolved, and 
the elements shall melt with frevent 
heat.’’ And if we regard it as the cen* 
ter of a system, it is impossible to think 
without horror of the fate of the nomer* 
ous globes around it when overwhelmed 
with this sudden deluge pi light and 
caloric.

The Kootenay Grievance.

A sense of doty impels us to recur 
to a subject by no means new in these 
columns, but which we trust will make 
up in importance what it lacks in novel* 

~ty. We allude to the shameful, we had 
almost skid criminal, neglect of the 
Southern gold field of the Colony by 
the Government. Elsewhere will be 
found a letter, the-tone of which does 
not in the least surprise hi.. ndeed, if 
there be any ground at all for surprise 
in the matter it is rather to be found in 
the fact that the people on our Southern 
border have with so little murmuring 
submitted to such cruel neglect. Per­
haps onr correspondent is scarcely cor­
rect1 in alluding to Caribob as “the pet 
bf the Government,*’ for ire cannot 
say that too much has been done for 
that important and certainly steadily 
productive section of the Colony. The 

. ein of the Government does not appear 
to ns to consist in doing too much for 
Cariboo, bot in doing too little for 
Kootenay. We are perfectly conscious 
of the ever-ready reply to every appeal 
of tbe bind—the want of revenue. 
We know, too, that there is a want of 
revenue; but why is it so? The an­
swer to that, too, is ready and pat. 
The revenue which ought to be avail­
able for snob essential reproductive pub­
lic works is gobbled up as fast as it 
comes in, or, as the Irishman would 
say, faster than it comes in, by a hoard 
of overpaid and less than half-worked 
officials. That is the plain truth of the 
matter, however unpalatable it may be 
to some persons. That is tbe truth ; 
and it must be told in a way and in a 
quarter where it will take effect 1 Just 
look at the case before us : The amount 
of money which hasfound.its way into 
the breeche’s pockets of foreign traders, 
foreign carriers, foreign exchequers, 
foreign producers, and foreign manufac­
turers for the supply ol our miners On 
the Southern frontier, during the present 
season, would have sufficed to open 
such facile avenues of communication 
connecting these mines with the princi­
pal markets of the Colony as would 
have enabled our own people to com­
mand the entire trade ! The sentence 
b somewhat long-winded, and we par­
ticularly dislike long-winded sentences. 
In other and fewer words, then, the 

Amount of-money lost to the-Golooy 
from the absence of facile communica­
tion with Kootenay this season alone, 
would suffice to provide such communi­
cation. Just think of it ! Leaving al­
together oat of view all those more 
sentimental ideas of patriotism, fairness 
to aH parts, jostice to all alike as tbe 
component parts of one common Colony, 
and confining ourselves to the most nar­
row, mercenary, Sbylook view, how 
improvident, how absolntely prodigal 
officialdom is acting. A work which 
would reimburse the Government in tbe 
entire expenditure in a single season, 
and would thereafter be highly produc­
tive of revenue, a clear source of continu* 
al revenue, is left untouched because 
there is no revenue to spare over and 
above what is absorbed by tbe insatiable 
and unfathomable maw of officialdom 1 
What consummate folly. What uncon­
scionable greed. What inconceivable 
stupidity. Tbe conduct of the Govern­
ment in this matter can only be compan 
ed in point of improvident folly to a 
farmer sitting down fecklessly as seed 
time approaches and eating np wba 
should go into the ground.

Is trade so flourishing 
that they can look with perfect uncon­
cern upon the loss of that of the whole 
Southern country ? Why do our harriers 
look.on with so much apparent compla­
cency at a condition so inimical to their 
own interests and so subversive of colon­
ial wellbeing ? Why do not all classes 
unite, for all are interested, and make 
the official ear tingle, and make even 
the heart of a Shylock relent ? But 
tbe question of communication with 
Kootenay is not the only instance of of­
ficial neglect. Would that it were so. 
Unfortunately for the Colony, it may 
rather be regarded in the light of a re­
presentative case, illustrative of the 
general policy (save tbe mark 1) of the 
Government. It is not a very agreeable 
task to write thus abojit one’s own 
Government ; but the stem and inexor­
able logic of events impels us. It would 
be much more in consonance with the 
natural bent of our inclinations to 
“prophesy smooth things’*—to speak [in 
terms of praise rather than of censure—

Our Imports.
It has been said that there ia nothing eo 

deceptive as facts except figures. Saturday’s 
Gazette oontaios tbe official statement of the 
imports for the quarter ending 85th June 
last. * It is always refreshing to meet with 
anything new in the Gazette. Although the 
array of figures thus presented to the eye 
may be considered deceptive in so far as 
real Colonial prosperity is concerned, for 
such datum does not per it constitute a true 
guage, of prosperity ; yet they are ih some 
sense both interesting and important ; and 
we propose, therefore, to invite attention to 
them for a little. How natural it is for the 
eye to wander to the footing-up, to scan 
great results. Wéll, then, totals let it be.
1 he imports for the quarter ending 25th 
Jane last, amounted to 8421,735 47, as 
against 8305,145 40, for the previous quar­
ter, or $499.913 87 for the oorrespondiog 
quarter of last year. We are free »o ex­
press surprise, agreeable surprise at these 
results. We confess v.e did not expect that 
the imports for tbe second quarter, this year, 
would exceed those of the first so much as 
8116,590 07, or that they would come within 
878,178 40 of those of the correspondiog 
quarter for 1868. Having made this honest 
confession, permit us to glance at a few of 
those items bearing most directly upon do­
mestic wellbeing, comparing the figures be­
fore ue with those for tbe corresponding 
quarter of last year. On agricultural 
implements we regret to note a slight fall­
ing off, only, however, a matter of some two 
hundred dollars. On bacon and hams we 
are glad to see a very marked falling 
—being ae $10,114 19, in l868to $2,718»! 
for 1869. This would appear to indicate that 
the public have at lecgth been brought to 
appreciate tbe superiority of the Island’s 
justly celebrated and truly delicious bacon 

To the shame of our farmers, 
and notwithstanding the ample protection 
afforded by tbe tariff, tbe flow into this 
Colony of foreign barley, oats, hay and 
ohhese has increased ; but, as a set off to 
this we find a material reduction in the im­
portation of eggs, poultry, butter, hops, flour, 
beef-cattle and eheep. Such is tbe view 
presented by a comparison of figures bear­
ing upon home iodustry and we have 
staring us in the face the uncomfortable 
end oneeeoantable feet that, with every; fa­
cility in point of soil and olimate, abd with 
the additional advantage of a highly pro­
tective tariff, we are stiU sending gold oat of 
the country at the rate of about half a mil­
lion a year to purchase those Deoeaearies of 
life for the production of whioh our own Co­
lony ie peculiarly adapted. To atop this 
ruinous drain, and employ in internal deve­
lopment what ie now going to enrich the 
oreign producer, should be tbe aim and object 
ol both governed and governing.*

Mbat Preserving in Australia.—It ap­

pears by the last accounts from Australia 
that the advices received by the Melbourne 
Meat Preserving Company respecting the 
sale in London of their tinned meats, had 
given great satisfaction throughout the 
country, and that in oocseqneoce it was 
confidently expected the various boiling- 
down establishment! will have factories for 
similarly preserving and shipping to Europe 
the large quantities of meat hitherto literally 
wasted and destroyed by the process of boil­
ing down the stock to extract the tallow. At 

eetablishmant near Ballarat 180,000 
sheep were boiled down for tallow daring 
the past 18 months, and the mutton destroy­
ed by tbe process ie estimated at 1,800,0001b. 
weight, which, if preserved, might have 
been sold in Europe for 41,000/. A prospec­
tus of a joint-stook company for preserving 
this meat in future was issued at,Ballarat on 
the 15th of May, with every prospect of suc­
cess. Mr. John B. Hughes, who first pro­
posed the formation of the Melbourne Com­
pany, as a pioneer in the trade now re­
commends tbe establishment of factories in 
tbe various districts that are without a mar­
ket for bntohere’ meat, just ae flour mills 
ate established wherever wheat ie produced 
in quantities sufficient to employ them. He 
also argues that there is in thie trade a large 
and profitable field for the employment of 
English skill and capital. The severe drought 
of the last summer had put a stop to meat 
preserving daring April and May, by 
ing scarcity and high prices tor suitable 
stock ; but the market was again rapidly 
falling, and would shortly be down to its pre­
vious low range.

More Good News trom the Dawson 
Whalemen.—Last evening we received the 
following from A. Douglass, Captain of the 
Dawson’s Whaling party, dated Cortes Is­
land, Aug. 15th :—Editor British Colonist: 
We killed three whales on Wednesday, 
Aug. Uth. Two were killed in the morning 
and one in the afternoon ; two were 
safely secured. We had rather a strong 
breeze from the N. W., and a heavy sea 
running, and the whales all ran to windward, 
making it rather awkward at times to kill. 
The whales were killed in three-quarters of 
an hoar from the time of fastening to them 
with the line. We also killed one on Friday, 
which has been secured. We lost one whale 
by its sinking.

“ we pay our money but have no choice.” j
Let the Acting Governor, while he bas a 

chance, give ns only justice and he will re­
ceive the thanks of an abused people.

We have raised all the vegetables, oats 
and barley that will be conaumed in the 
camps. We have beef that cannot be ex­
celled io any market. We want only roads, 
and a regular semi-monthly mail, and that 
is little for the money coming into the Gov­
ernment coffers. Let Victoria awake to her 
own interests and let her merchants and 
public men sound the alarm that they will 
not be kept in ignorance of the doings of the 
Colony. Vieto ia can telegraph to London 
in a day, I suppose, yet sbe is 40 days hear* 
ing from Kootenay 1

Fires are raging all-over this country. The 
Blackleet are stealing horses from‘our doors, 
and reports of whites being murdered at To-' 
baoco Plains come in from Montana. One 
man was lost on Goat River coming here, for 
want of a foot bridge. At the great Bar of 
God who will respond for his life1 We have 
not heard the Gospel’s sound from a Protes­
tant Missionary in five years. The Catholic 
Father visits us a month every year.

In my next I will speak of roads from in­
formation by men (not engineers who are 
afraid of getting lost from the old Hudson 
Bay trail»;, but men who know tbe country.

Miscellaneous.
The Sheffield steel manufaoinrers have it 

in contemplation to cease their exportations 
to the United States. Tbe point at issue has 
reference to the prices at which goods are 
invoiced, aad ae to what shall be considered 
the actual market value or wholesale price of 
the goods prepared for exportation. On the 
one hand tbe steel merchants and manufac­
turers are said to be invoicing their pro» 
dace on the terms which they have adopted 
for at least ten years past, and which they 
hold to be a just and reasonable standard, 
but, on the other hand, the United States 
authorities appear to be of opinion that tbe 
various qualities indicated should be put 
down at higher figures, and the increased 
duty paid accordingly.

Tbe Pope, in reply to the congratulations 
addressed to him on June 17tb by Cardinal 
Patrizi, on the occasion of the anniversary of 
his sucoeesion to tbe Papal throne said : ‘The 
world is divided into two societies. On the 
one hand there i* the revolution allying itsèlf 
with socialism, and rejecting both religion 
and morality ; on tbe other hand we see the 
faithful calmly await tbe triumph of religious 
principles.’ His Holiness added that he 
trusted in Providence for the protection of 
Rome against all assaults.

A former Zouave in the Papal Army con* 
tributes to tbe Elberfeld Gazette a sickening 
account of the condition ol these troops 
and tbe way in which they are treated. Last 
year 700 soldiers deserted, 150 of whom were 
unfortunately retaken. When this oconrs the 
deserter is led back to hie company. * Gen­
erally a rope is in readiness which has laid 
three days in salt and water. The whole 
company are then marched past the bench 
to which their unfortunate comrade is 
bound, and each man gives him a blow. 
He may consider himself fortunate if ,the 
company consists of only 100 men, for that 
is the smallest number of stripes ever given. 
He ie then kept eight hours with his bands 
and feet bound together across his baok. 
Afterwards the doctor comes, who generally 
declares that he must be sent to the hospital. 
In a single company eeven deserters were 
thug'Panisbed in s abort time, each of whom 
required at least eight weeks in the hospital 
before he could walk.” One was so injured 
as to be disabled for life ; another is said to 
have died.

The London Times says : We have been 
requested hy the National Emigration So­
ciety to publish tbe following letter whioh 
has been addressed to tbe Duke of Man­
chester : “ Downing street, 21st June, 1869. 
My Lord Duke—I am directed by Earl 
Granville to state that hie Lordship has 
given bis best attention A0 the foe18 sod 
arguments alleged in the memorial which 
yonr Grace laid before him on behalf of the 
National Emigration Aid Society. Lord 
Granville ie fully alive to tbe advantages of 
well-ocmsideted and well-conducted emigra­
tion, but be fears that any project for carry­
ing it on by meane of loans to tbe ii tendi g 
emigrants will disappoint tbe expectations 
o those who set it oo foot, and be ia unpble 
to hold out any hopes that Her Majesty’s 
Government will apply to Parliament for tbe 
foods necessary to give efleot to any snob 
project.—I am, &c., Frederick Rogers.”— 
The Duke, in reply, says : “ If your Lord-
ship does not consider that any project of 
aid by loans would be expedient, this society 
still begs most urgently to press upon your 
Lordship that the whole subject of emigra­
tion to British coloni-e may be taken into 
your immediate consideration, io order that 
some well considered scheme may be devised 
by Her Majesty’s Government in co-opera­
tion with the Colonial Governments without 
delay.”

Humboldt in Old Age.—His frame wore 
wonderfully ; and there was no sign of decay 
of external sense or interior iaoulty, while 
younger men were dropping into tbe grave 
completely worn out. He was the last of 
tbe contemporaries of Goethe; and as the 
tidings came, of the death of each—philo­
sopher, poet, statesman or-soldier—Humboldt 
raised hie head higher, seemed to feel young­
er, aryl, as it were, proud of having outlived 
so many. If silent, he was kindly and gentle. 
It talkative, he would startle bis hearers 
with a story or scene from a Siberian steppe 
or a Peruvian riverside—freeb and accurate 
as if witnessed last year. He forgot no 
names or dates any more than facta of a 
more interesting kind, In the street, he was 
known to every resident of Berlin and Pots­
dam, and was pointed ont to all strangers, as 
he walked slowly and firmly with his mas­
sive head bent a little forward and bis hand 
at his baok, bolding a pamphlet. He was 
fond of the society of young men to the last, 
and was often found present at their scien­
tific processes and meetings for experiment, 
and nobody present was mote unpretending 
and gay. He has been charged with patting 
down all talk but his own ; but this was the 
natural mistake of tbe empty-minded, who 
were not qualified either to listen or to talk 
in his presence. There was no better lis­
tener than Humboldt in the presence of one 
who had anything worth hearing to say on 
any subject whatever.—Miss Martineau.

place would warrant the idea that Kootenay 
was out of the Colony. *

Wild Horse Creek.—The old camp has 
yet a number of good claims, paying well and 
supporting about 300 population, whites and 
Chinese. The Price Bros, have bought out 
R O Dorr’s extensive hydraulic claim, and 
that and their own ate paying well. Griffith 
has also struck good pay. Saunders, Sbroe- 
der and oihers* Nip-and-Tnok is also paying 
well. Capt. Wilson in the Canon is making 
from $10 to $15 per day. Wood’s bed-rock 
flume is in operation, but has not yet cleaned 
up ; but from tbe prospect will make a good 
thing. He will, io connection with bis saw 
mill, have a flouring mill next year.

Perry Creek—The miners on this creek, 
when they have bed bock, are doing well. 
The first claim, below the falls, McGuill’s, is 
paying $18 to $20 per day to tbe hand» 
The Discovery are making $20 to $30. 
Hougt & Co are taking out big money and 
are now commenced at tbe lower end of their 
ground, where they have struck it rich as 
ever. All claims from the falls to tbe Jack 
Taya shaft ate paying. This shaft, a splendid 
piece of wprk, ia down about 40 feet. They 
expect to strike it on bed rock from pay being 
always found below the clay above. I have 
conversed with several miners above the 
falls and quite a nember are making wages ; 
others are not doing so well, as the diggings 
are deep and what the miners call 1 spotted,’ 
yet the true fact is it is not thoroughly pros» 
pected yet.

Moojib River,—About 6 miles above 
where this stream empties into the Lake at 
Peavine Prairie, extensive bats stretching for 
4 or 5 miles have been found, which pay 
small wages—from $2% to $8 per day. Se­
veral companies ate working and Chinamen 
are allowed to come in. Between this place 
and the head of Joseph Prairie, 3 to 5 cent 
prospects have been found over a large ex­
tent of country. They are now surveying 
ditches to bring water on these places.1

Cherry Creek.—First stream north of 
Mary’s River, a prospect has been found 
whioh is now being tested, I am not inform­
ed of the result.

Findlay Creek ie again attracting atten­
tion on account of low water, and some 
parties are gone, I am informed, to flume it.

You will see by the above that there is no 
lack of energy, and that every year is add­
ing to the importance of Kootenay as a great 
mining centre ; besides the fact that we can 
raise grain and vegetables enough to supply 
our wants. All we want ie intercourse and 
commerce to make ue as ‘ great ’ ae that pet 
of the Government, Cariboo. The Hudson

The North Pacific Railroad.—A spe­
cial telegram reports the arrival at Helena, 
Montana of the North Pacific Railroad Ex­
pedition from Paget Sound yji Walla Welle.

with him from Newfoundland, and from 
the estimate of gentlemen who were 
fellow-passengers of his from San Fran­
cisco, we should readily arrive at the 
conclusion that Mr, Mosgrave is just 
“ the man for Galway ’*—that he pos­
sesses in a high degree those qualities 
which fit him for the wise and success* 
ful administration of the affairs of a 
new Colony like this, Well ; he has a 
great work to do; a large Colony to be 
populated ; immense and varied re­
sources to be developed ; an empty ex­
chequer to be replenished ; important 
public works to be undertaken ; a de 
dining commerce to be restored ; with­
ering confidence to be revived ; new 
political machinery to be constructed, 
and last, though not Jeast, a bloated 
Civil .List to be reduced. From what 
we bear of hie Excellency it will not 
take him very long to comprehend the 
“ situation,” to form a tolerablj correct 
opinion ot men and things. He will 
not drink merely at the official fountain 
of information. That is a mistake 
often made ; bat seldom made, we ven­
ture to think, by snob practical men as 
our new Governor. The mistake would 
be peculiarly fatal in the present instance. 
One of the evils of the present obnoxious 
political system is the great gulf created 
between the governing and the governed. 
The sooner that gulf is bridged over, or 
rather filled up—robliterated—the better. 
There nqw ; we have given a glance at 
the character" of the man and a rough 
sketch, of the work before him, work 
which would make any but a bold 
heart quake and other than strong 
nerves tremble. But what of the people? 
Are there for them no reflections be­
fitting the occasion ? There are. The 
people will be greatly liable to fall into 
the error of expecting too much. It be­
hoves them to reflect upon the fact that 
Mr Musgrave is, alter all, but human, 
and that he cannot therefore, as if by 
magic, fill the Colony with people or 
the exchequer with revenue, any more 
than he can with a wave of the hand 
bring back a receding commerce, com­
mand mother earth to “ stand and de­
liver ” her stores of treasure, or re­
establish the crushed and withered plant 
of public ooufidenee.

Reciprocity.

While the people of this Colony are

establishment of a treaty of international 
commercial reciprocity in which British 
Columbia shall have neither “ airt nor 
pairt.” Amongst the various important 
subjects pressing themselves upon the 
attention of this community that of a 
free market for the natural productions 
of the Colony in the neighboring States 
stands prominently forward. Need we 
point to our vast coal stores and our 
unrivalled forest resources in proof of 
the proposition? It is perfectly true 
t^at the quality of onr coal is so super­
ior as to demand for it an entrance in 
spite of all tariffs ; yet it is equally true 
that the heavy duty with which it is 
met leaves so narrow a margin for profit 
as tp impart a, feeling of fatal languor 
to development, and to enable an in­
ferior American article to enter suc­
cessfully into competition. It is per­
fectly true (that ,,the quality of our 
lom.berj is so superior to that of the 
neighboring territory as to enable the 
former to enter largely into California 
consumption and to be sought, after in 
her markets ; but it, is equally true 
that the duty falls so heavily upon our 
mill interests as to render competition 
with the Paget Sound lumber trade 
very unprofitable business. Indeed, to 
such an extent is this, true that, we 
believe, one of the largest lumbering 
establishments in the Colony is about 
to be wound up.

Nanaimo School Matters.

Editor British Colonist.—In a recent 
issue you have been kind enough to mention 
my name in connection with tbe Nanaimo 
School Meeting. I would have allowed this 
to pass, although the tone of your remarks is 
not fluttering, were it not that in a leading 
article of tbe 14th August the subject has 
been resumed.

Allow mè in all gentleness to pnt the 
true state of the ease before your readers.

The objects of a Common School are plain­
ly three

1. To afford a simple but sufficient edu­
cation to the greatest number possible.

2. To bring this education, in a special 
manner, within tbe reach of those who cannot 
afford the comparatively expensive advan­
tage of a private School.

3. It should be so regulated as to yield to 
me puoiiii an aitcqnaisgnofanlèé that me 
work BOderlekeo-etiall be effiomntly done ; 
to the Teacher tbe stimulus of a personal in­
terest in its success ; and to tbe parents the 
argument which results from the necessity 
of some effort being requisite to obtain the 
desired blessing.

These were the positions maintained by 
tbe Nanaimo meeting. I am not sore that 
they are so unworthy of “a gentleman of edu­
cation and position” as your observations 
would seem toindicate, nor are they altogether 
so|snggestive of tbe chain gang »s a “ gen­
tleman of experience” appears to appre­
hend. However, there they are ; controvert 
them if yon please ; refute them if yon can.

Has tbe Nanaimo school of former dayr 
fulfilled these condition and attained these 
objects ? lam but a stranger here and can­
not answer the question. This however I 
can say the school which has been will not 
suit the present wants of Nanaimo. What is 
now required is this—a thoroughly competent 
teacher and hiti wife to conduct a good and 
efficient school in the departments, one for 
boys, the other for girls.

Let this be offered to the inhabitants, and 
I will stake my reputation upon the attain­
ment ot the results :—

1. An average attendance of fifty children.
2. Adequate funds with a Govern ment 

Grant of $500 per annum to pay tbe teach­
ers fairly.

3. School fees not higher than half a 
dollar.

A reference to tbe School Act will, show 
that $300 rai-ed here will secure a grant, 
of 8500

I shall not dwell, sir, upon the harsh in­
sult to the majori'y of the Nanaimo people, 
conveyed in the tone of your whole article. 
There are many among its rising y oath well 
qualified to deal with your unworthy insinua­
tions. I am bold to affirm that tbe peace is 
as well preserved here as in year highly 
favored city, and that tbe morals of onr hardy 
miners will bear favourable comparison 
with those of the masses who throng your 
more fashionable thoroughfares.

The man’s neck Was broken by 
the fall, bat owing to bis being unable 
to stand upright, the knot slipped to the 
back of bis neck, end finding after the 
expiration of a couple of minutes that 
pulsation still continued, I recommended 
the knot to be tightened, which was 
doue by the'exeentioner pressing it down 
with his foot. Such accidents cannot 
always be avoided. Professor Taylor 
had to give a similar order in the case of 
Dr. Smethnrst. I have had in my pro­
fessional experience to witness a number 
of executions, and I can certify that 
every precaution was taken to prevent 
unnecessary suffering, There was no 
standing on the man’s shoulders, and as 
to his choking, it was the death he was 
condemned to.

It is clear that Mr. Goldwin Smith's 
colonial “ poUey,” the policy, that is, of 
shaking off the Colonies as too burden* 
some, the policy ot Honorius in the last 
days of Home, has not only been ac­
cepted by the existing Government, 
but that they are acting on it. It is not 
only New Zealand which is to be dis­
missed, but Australia, not only Austra­
lia, bnt the Canadian Dominion, all 
that ring of Anglo-Saxon Slates which, 
with a little trouble, a little patience, 
and a little consideration for men who, 
even in the presence of a Colonial-Office 
clerk think themselves vertebrate ani­
mals, might be converted into a chain of 
faithful and most powerful allies. With 
tbe exception of India, Ceylon, the 
Mauritios, and the costly Crown colon­
ies retained as military stations, the 
Empire is to be surrendered as a burden 
too heavy to be borne. That may be a 
wise policy, or even a necessary one. 
The bation may have lost the strength 
to govern or defend distant possessions, 
even with the aid of their inhabitants. 
The million or two the colonies cost 
may be too much for the tax-payer, 
who pays seven millions to keep paupers 
alive and idle, and a concentration of 
all strength and brain on parochial af­
fairs may, even in England, where men's 
eyes are already microscopic, be the 
highest wisdom. But, at all events, we 
venture to submit that the country 
should be asked whether it approves, 
whether it really desires to become a 
Holland ; whether it is willing, after 
all its sacrifices, and in spite of its his­
tory, to reduce its dominion once more 
to a couple of petty islands in the north­
west corner,of Europe ; to surrender 
willfully and once for all its status in 
the world. The people have, as yet, no 
suspicion that such a policy is in con* 
templation. It has never been present­
ed to Parliament, never discussed, never 
made the subject ot hustings’ speeches, 
never been explained in one Ministerial 
address to the electors. A vague idea 
may be abroad that such a policy is ap. 
proved by Mr. Bright, and is not dread­
ed by Mr. Gladstone ; bnt the fact that 
it is in operation, that it is more than a 
speculation, a resolve upon which the 
Government is even now shaping its 
course, has never yet been realized by 
the constituencies. They may approve 
it, of coarse. Far be it from us to 
decide to what extent the lassitude which 
paralyzes the courage of public men may 
be spreading among the electors, how 
far the spirit oi imperialism has died out 
of Englishmen, or where the limit of 
political indifference may be found, but 
wo may venture to assert that in corn-* 
mon constitutional courtesy their opin­
ion should be asked. New Zealand may 
be, doubtless is, a very contemptible 
possession. It will be eagerly welcomed 
by the Union, supposed to contain men 
of some shrewdness ; but still, though 
it would maintain in comfort all our 
paupers, we may admit that it would 
not at auction sell for much. Still it 
belongs to the people, and honesty sug­
gests that they or their representatives 
should be asked if they wish it given 
away. They might say they would 
ra her hold it, might regret its loss, or 
possibly even consider the deliberate 
sacrifice of empire not fully compensat­
ed by the destruction of the Irish Church. 
At all events, they might insist that the 
sacrifice, if it is to be made, should be 
made delibera’ely, after debate, and by 
the Cabinet, not advanced in a casual 
way by a third-rate official, who talks 
of the grievances of a possible kingdom 
with less respect than be would show to 
the claims of a supernumerary clerk 
with a cousin inside the House, and will 
not treat colonies which are the admira­
tion of the world with the consideration 
be would be sure to display to the 
smallest principality in Germany, or the 
pettiest prince wbo comes over from 
India with a grievance about bis pension. 
We cannot but think that when about 
September it is known that New Zea­
land, despairing alike of justice, of sym­
pathy, and of common courtesy at home, 
has proclaimed its independence, and 
sought the protection of a Government 
not yet too decrepit! to value empire, the 
amour propre of the British people will 
be wounded as since the Peace of 
Utrecht it has never been wounded yet ;

The Colonists of New Zealand will 
certainly not be prevented from declar­
ing themselves independent by the de­
bate of Thursday night. The disposi­
tion of English officials to treat their 
complaints with ecorn and themselves 
with insolence was as fully displayed in 
the House as it is in the new Blue- 
Book, which is from end to end a re­
pertory of carefully worded and appar­
ently intentional contempt. The de­
partment evidently dislikes and despises 
New Zealanders, as it once despised and 
disliked the people of the Thirteen 
Colonies, treats their arguments as those 
ot Massachusetts were once treated, 
and receives their envoys as Franklin 
was received, in a spirit which converts 
them rapidly into bitter opponents of 
tbe Imperial connection,—and we do not 
see that tbe temper of the Government 
is much better than that of Mr. Mother 
country. The friends of tbe colony con­
sider it in danger, and on Thursday 
night embraced the last opportunity 
they will have before the prorogation 
to bring its claims before the House of 
Commons. They expected, of course, 
no concession, for the Empire outside 
England commatids no votes ; bnt they 
hoped for a definitive explanation of the 
policy of Government; for serious dis­
cussion, even, it may be, for an expres­
sion of sympathy with their clients’ de­
sire to remain Englishmen. New Zea­
land is, at all events, a faithful ally of 
Great Britain, gives her ports and har­
bours, allows her to recruit, humbly ac­
cepts any share that may fall to her in 
tbe misfortunes of war, while abstain­
ing entirely trom any claim to influence 
external policy, even by an opinion or 
a remonstrance. Had any other ally, 
so faithful and so unexacting, fallen into 

similar strait—bad Portugal, for in­
stance, asked assistance against invasion 
—the Government would have listened, 
at all events, with the deepest respect, 
would have been profuse of sympathy, 
would have impressed on its subordin­
ates the duty of patient courtesy. New 
Zealand, however, is filled with English­
men, and tbe Government did not even 
care enough to appear interested for five 
minutes. No Cabinet Minister thought 
the colony important enough to require 
a word. The task of reply to the for­
midable case made out by Lord Bury, 
wbo pointed distinctly enough to the 
coming revolt, was entrusted to a very 
estimable bin quite second-rate person, 
wbo is Under-Seoretary because it was 
necessary to show that Catholicism is 
no longer a barrier to office ; and bis 
only reply consisted of a long-drawn 
and ieeble argument that the colonists 
knew nothing of their own affairs, that 
they were in no particular danger, that 
they did not want British troops, that 
if they did they should not have them, 
that they did not want money, being, 
wages for wages, leas taxed than Eng­
lishmen—an assertion totally at variance 
with the facts—and, finally, that u the 
British taxpayers had no more to say to 
tbe internal affairs of New Zealanders 
than New Zealanders have to eay to the 
internal affairs of Great Britain.’* In 
other words, the British Government, 
which “reluctantly” accepted the Island, 
and which has for twenty years control- 
ed its policy, which even now refuses 
to the majority of its people the right of 
dealing with the minority, assorting 
that it has treaties with the latter, which 
appoints tbe Governor, and which 
claims the right of vetoing every law 
and ot forbidding any alteration in the 
c institution, declares formally that it 
has no responsibilities towards the 
people of New Zealand, in fact, would 
be glad to be rid of them, so glad that 
it i= willing to accelerate the separation 
by the sort ot insult, hints about lazi­
ness, and cowardice, and selfishness, 
which, far more than any acts, embit­
tered the minds of Americans before 
their independence, and infused into 
them that permanent soreness towards 
Great Britain of which we are now 
reaping the fruits. Mr. Monsell’s tone, 
like Lord Granville's tone, like Sir F. 
Rogers' tone, like the tone of every 
Ministerialist, is that of a man who does 
not care to dismiss a servant, but who 
dislikes him so much that he will be de­
lighted if he gives warning and takes 
himself out of the house. No tone is so 
calculated to alienate colonists, because 
none jars so harshly with their exagger­
ated reverence for the mother-country, 
their over-weening desire to be recog­
nized as loyal subjects of the Empire. 
It hurts them as a snub from a superior 
hurts the subordinate, irritates them like 
the rejection of a poffered friendship, 
drives them into enmity as a condition 
of continued self-respect.

We have often exposed, perhaps too 
often for our readers’ patience, the utter 
injustice of this treatment, the wanton 
unfairness of a policy which insults colo­
nists for the failure of operations entire­
ly controlled by the Home Government, 
which refuses pecuniary aid to a depen­
dency rained by oar own mismanage 
ment, and which, while driving the 
whites to a war of extermination, de-

Cursory allusion was made yesterday 
to a condition of things which assured­
ly ought not to be permitted to continue, 
if there be a remedy within reach. To 
unreflecting persons it may appear a 
trifling matter that, in the short space 
of a single week three ships laden with 
the products of onr forests, and destined 
for distant markets, should go all the 
way to San Francisco for crews. To 
our thinking it is a matter of the most 
vital importance, one which demands in 
■tant attention and thorough investiga­
tion. Taking tbe most circumscribed 
and mercenary view, it is clearly to onr 
interest that ships should seek crews 
here ; for where they get crews there 
also they lay in stores for the voyage, 
and a voyage to Australia or China, or 
even to South America, involves no in­
considerable amount of supplies.1 Everv 
■hip, therefore, that leaves these waters 
to seek a crew elsewhere is a serious loss 
to this place. But the subject mast 
be viewed from a higher stand-point. 
It is greatly to onr interest that this 
should be a favourite resort for ship­
ping. Most ships have a choice of des­
tination and cargo, 
business we are placed in direct compe­
tition with Paget Sound, where they 
have things npon a much larger scale, 
and enjoy the very decided advantage 
of a free entry to the growing market of 
San Francisco. We are, in fact, very 
much in the position of a merchant 
establishing himself in business alongside 
of one who, having been long established 
and having a regular run of custom, bays 
to greater advantage, and is enabled to 
send bis wares to better markets. True, 
our lumber is superior to that manufac­
tured on Paget Sound ; bnt, then, we 
operate at a decided disadvantage in 
many respects. Under these circum­
stances tbe greatest care should be 
taken to establish a good reputation, 
and render Barrard Inlet a desirable 
resort for ships seeking cargoes of lum-

plies. Having a reputation to make, 
nay more, we fear, a bad reputaiion to 
get rid of, and having to create a mari­
time trade, there are many things 
which we cannot afford to leave un­
done that an older place with an estab­

We have said that in tbe case 
of this Colony there is more than a 
good reputation to build up ; there is a 
bad reputation to get rid of. How 

' many sbjps have come to grief in our 
waters ? ft baa grown into a proverb 
abroad that whenever a ship becomes 
entangled in the legal meshes of tbe 
Colony it is done for. Onr Courts are 
regarded as a huge whirlpool which 
sucks down any ship drawn within its 
fatal vortex, and it is considered a rare 
streak of fortune if captain and crew 
are not eucked down with it. So much 
is this the case that we are assured in­
surance agents shrug tbeir shoulders 
at our risks and shipping agents turn 
away from our cargoes. Without 
stooping to deal with tbe question as to 
bow far we deserve all this, let us glance 
at one very recent circumstance which 
we are disposed to think has had its 
share in sending three ships to San 
Francisco for crews in a single week. 
Not many months ago the mate of the 
American ship Alaska, then lying in 
our waters, was left in charge, with 
strict injunctions from the Captain to be 
on the look oat for crimps, as it was 
expected an attempt Would be made to 
take off some of tbe crew which had 
been secured. At dusk a crimp came 
alongside for the purpose of demoraliz­
ing the crew, and refused to leave, al« 
though repeatod’y warned off. The mate 
fired a gun, intending, it is alleged, to 
shoot over the head of the crimp and 
scare him away. -Unfortunately several 
stray grains of shot struck the fellow, 
inflicting more or less serious wounds. 
Tbe mate at once gave himself up, and 
stated the case jnst as it happened. He 
was tried, the jury returned a verdict 
of “common assault without intent," and 
he was sentenced to twelve months’ im­
prisonment with Jutrd labor 1 Now, we 
are not going to justify the shooting. 
Moat persons thought the sentence ex­
cessive ; many persons thought the man 
should have got off with nommial pun* 
ishment; some persons thought he 
should have got off Scott free. A most 
influential petition from this community was 
presented to the Administrator of the 
Government, praying for White’s par- 
don, The prayer was not granted, and 
the unfortunate man was made to par­
ade the public streets in chains !

Canadian Mail Summary.
Exchanges received by the Moses Taylor

The 
Ottawa correspondent of the Toronto Globs 
says : “ My information from Waebiogton
leads me to believe that the Ministry are not 
managing the question of Reciprocity with 
mnch judgment. If any treaty is made, 
which seems probable, it will be owing to 
the advances of Secretary Fish end Secre­
tary Bontwell, more than to any action taken 
by our Ministers. I understand that the 
American Ministers complain of the slow­
ness of our officials.” It was reported that 
Sir John A. McDonald, who was in ill health, 
would shortly proceed to Washington to take 
the negotiations in hand. The construction 
of the Intercolonial Railway was going brave­
ly on. The Commissioners bad determined 
that nothing should be imported which oonld 
be manufactured or produced in the country. 
It was expected the Canada Iron Works 
would supply all the rails, and that by the 
close of the preeeot year the whole line from 
Truro to River Du Loup would be under 
contract. Referring to an agitation for the 
removal to Montreal of the seat of the Do­
minion Government, the Toronto Globe re* 
marks that if the necessity for removal should 
come it will be farther west and not farther 
east ; a» the Dominion extends westward 
even Ontario most come to be classed amongst 
the Eastern Provinces. A Commission, 
with the Hon. Mr. McDougall for its head, 
bad been appointed to visit the new territory 
and report upon the best means of opening 
up and administering the affairs of the same. 
The commissioners woold leave very shortly. 
Sir Francis Hincke was being everywhere 

feted in Canada. On the 4th a splendid ban­
quet was given in his honor at Ottawa. 
Some of the Ontario Reform organs complain 
of this. One paper remarks that by political 
maneuvering be has succeeded io securing; a 
good life pension with a lot of ribbons thrown 
in to decorate the lappel of bis coat, and 
that with these be ought to “rest and be 
thankful.” The financial operations on 
Wall Street, New York, of Mr. King, agent 
of the Bank of Montreal, excite much com* 
ment. It appears that the magnitude and 
daring of King’s operations clean take the 
breath away from Yankee practitioners, and 
much of the fnes made about the matter is 
probably traceable to jealousy excited by what 
a New York paper terms the “Kingly specu­
lations of a shrewd Kanuok, fresh from the 
Royal Dominion.” Mr. King, in a single 
operation, forced the price of gold down 
from 137% to 136 by sales of bank ex­
change to the extent of $3,500,000. Mr 
King’s more recent operat ons are alluded 
to as the sharpestfioanceeriDg, in a!speonlativa 
way, ever witnessed on Wall Street. It is 
thought, however, that the credit of the 
Bank he represents will suffer from a class of 
speculations which certainly look remark­
ably like gambling, and Mr. King’s opera­
tions are severely commented upon by a sec­
tion of the Canadian press.

Lord Byron’s Last Days.—In parting 
with Lord Byron it is some relief to cast a 
glimpse of light on a dark picture. Though 
he continued to breathe bitter words against 
Lady Noel down to the time of her death, 
yet, for three years before his own death, he 
seems to have ceased (a single instance ex­
cepted) to write or speak unkindly of hie 
wife. The first tour and the eighth stanzas of 
his last beautiful verses suggest that the un­
holy bonds which bed held him were 
loosed. In the record of the last ten days of 
bis life the lady from whom he had parted 
at Genoa is not named. In the intervals of 
consciousness his thoughts turned to her 
whom he bad wronged. On the day that he 
sailed from Genoa towards Greece be re­
gretted that be not first gone to. England. 
On the day before bis death be mattered, 
“Why did I not go home before I came here ?’ 
On the same day, when he knew that he was 
dying, he was most anxioos to make Fletcher, 
bis old servant, understand his last wishes. 
The servant asked whether he should bring 
pen and paper to take down bis words, 
“Ob, no,” said he, “it is now nearly over. 
Go to my sister—tell her.—Go to Lady By­
ron ; you will see her, and say—’’ His 
voice faltered, and he continued to matter 
to himself for nearly twenty minutes with 
mnch earnestness, concluding, “Now I have 

“My lord,” said Fletcher,
“I have not understood a word you have 
beeo saying.” “Not understood me ?” said 
Byron, with a look of the utmost distress. 
“What a pity ! Then it is too late ; all ia 
over.” “I hope not,” answered Fletcher ; 
“but the Lord’s will be done.” “Yes, not 
mine,” he said, and tried to utter a few 
words, of which all were inarticulate ex­
cept “my sister—my child.” He was most 
unhappy in bis choice of a biographer. Mr. 
Moore was unable to perceive the injury 
that he had inflicted upon Lord Byron in 
giving a fixed habitation to his changing 
fancies of soger and remorse without repen* 
tance, or the dagger which, in the very 
whirlwind of bis passion, he had always 
avoided, of enforcing Lady Byron to break 
silence.

Recent dispatches reveal the appear­
ance of a war cloud in the European 
horizon. “Baron _Yon Beust said'*—. 
Who is this oraoolar Baron Yon Beust ? 
and what did be say, that makes Chris­
tendom stare with bated breath ? M 
Yon Beast entëréd the Austrian Cabi­
net nearly three years ago, and his ac­
cession to power was viewed at the tithe 
as a hostile démonstration against Prus­
sia, between whom and Austria a short 
And decisive war had just terminated in 
favor of the former. The Austrian 
Anake was scotched, not hilled by the 
Prussian needle-gun. Although resign­
ing herself with apparent complacency 
to the conditions of defeat, few believed 
her resignation real. Baron Yon Beast 
Was recognized as the most able and 
energetic opponent of M. Von Bismarck, 
as well as the uncompromising enemy 
of the absorption projects of thé late 
Confederation by the House of Hoben- 
zollern. His appointment, therefore, to 
the post of Minister of Foreign Affairs 
was not unnaturally regarded as a 
striking sign of the ideas of revenge 
against Prussia entertained at the Court 
of Vienna, and the coincidence 
appointment with the signing of the 
treaty imposed on the King of Saxony 
would appear to have imparted to it the 
complexion of a significant protest. 
Such is Baron. Yon Beast, and such the 
oircumatanoes attending his advent lo 
power. What does he say ? During 
the discussion of the war estimates in 
the Reiehsratb, in the beginning of the 
present month, he said it was hazard­
ous to promise to maintain peace for a 
considerable length of time ; bnt at the 
same time he expressed the opinion that 
if war occurred during the next fonr 
years the preservation of the peace of 
Europe for a long period beyond was 
■certain. He defended his publication 
of a certain red-book,—corresponding, 
we presume, to our “blue-books”—the 
contents of which he claimed contra­
dicted the assertion that he had inter­
fered in the affairs of the German States, 
or exercised a pressure upon the South 
Herman Confederation. He reiterated 
his assertion that no alliance existed 
between Austria and any Enropean 
power, but said pointedly that France 
had always shown sincere friendship and 
entertained kindly feeling for all the people 
of Austria. Referring to these portent- 

. ous words a Paris despatch remarks, “It 
is generally understood here that Baron 
Yon Beast, in alluding to the sincere 
friendship of France so pointedly, dtsir- 
ed to convey the impression that he did 
not consider Prussia a sincere friend." 
This expression of opinion would appear 
to be gratuitous. There now. That’s 
all. The reader can speculate as well 
as we can npon the probable import of 
words which, if spoken by anybody bnt 
Baron Yon Beust, would have attracted 
little remark. Three great, perhaps 
equally great, men are naturally pre- 
seated to the miod : Napoleon III, 
Count Bismarck, and Baron Yen 
Beast, and it appears by no means 
beyond the bounds of probability that 
this illustrious trio will ere long divide 
the attention of the world and enact^a 
Stirling chapter in the history of Eu­
rope, a chapter written in blo:d ! It 
does appear almost incredible that en­
lightened Christian nations should at 
this day resort to arms in order to ad­
just their little international misunder­
standings. Yet so it is. When Count 
Bismarck, a few years ago, used the 
celebrated expression, “ Macbt geht 
Recht ” (Might goes before Right), he 
only uttered the motto of the nine­
teenth century. The whole of modern 
history preaches the doctrine : Right 
is nothing, Might everything. This 
may be called wicked—a disease of the 
times, or corruption : but so it is. 
Whoever relies on Right, falls down 
with it if he does not possess the power 
to prove that right by brotal facts.' It 
is just three years to-day since the 
Prussian army, flashed with a great 
victory, re-entered Berlin amid great 
oircumstance and applause. For fitly 
years, with little interruption, the Ger­
man sword had rested in its scabbard ; 
but suddenly it was unsheathed and 
struck a decisive blow for Fatherland. 
The German sword is not less sharp, and 
the German hand is not less strong to­
day. Bismarck's needle-gun took the 
world by surprise then ; but if science 
has been astir in the workshops of 
France and Austria, it has not been 
Asleep in Berlin and on the banks of 
the Rhine I There is a German fleet 
now ; and the Germans have made the 
acquaintance of Armstrong too. Na­
poleon will not stake the Empire on a 
street fight. He may divert all France 
from politics by plunging into a great 
war, by fighting out the postponed duel 
with Germany, with Belgium for the 
stake; Napoleon ever sits uneasily 
when Frenchmen become politicians.

While the so-called Statesmen of the 
United Kingdom are harboring the un1» 
statesmanlike notion of surrendering, 
as a useless and expensive gew-gaw, the 
Colonial possessions, religious fanaticism 
and discontent threaten the dismember­
ment of the magnificent Empire of 
British lncjja. Possibly the ’political 
party for the nonce, poisoning the home 
mind npon the subject, would say, “ Let 
it rip.’’ Such insanity would only be in 
harmony with the Colonial policy of 
the degenerate age in which our lot is 
cast,—the clfeed of lacquered politicians 
who could never hope to lift up their 
miserable souls to the atmosphere of that 
statesmanship which girdled the globe 
with British institutions and gave 
British freedom and British civilization 
to the world. The telegraph tells us of 
another Indian outburst looming up in 
the distance —its visible sign no bigger 
than a man’s hand ; bnt of its hidden 
magnitude, who will venture to predict? 
It appears that religions discontent, 
having all the appearances that were 
presented in the earlier stages of the 
terrible Indian mutiny which struck 
such terror to the heart of Christendom, 
is now fomenting in the minds of the 
Mahometans of Southern India. A 
short time ago the London Spectator 
suggested that the Duke of Argyll 
should instruct Colonel Maljeson, an 
officer just appointed custodian of the 
Rajah of Maysorej to find out what is 
going on among the MnSsnlmans of 
Southern India, and called attention to 
the Increasing numbers of the Wahabees 
and their active exertions in stirring up 
religious fanaticism. Some difference 
of opinion exists as to where the 
threatened catastrophe Wilt first make 
its appearance ; but this is of little con­
sequence, since its spread would on* 
doubtedly be repaid amongst the Mus» 
sulman population of North and South 
The dislike bf the Mahometans of In­
dia towards Christians generally, and 
their white conquerors particularly, was 
greatly intensified by the removal of the 
Nawab of the Carnatic by Lord Dal- 
bousie, who failed to see his utility. 
Tbe Nawab was the recognized head 
for all India of the professors of the 
Mussulman faith, and the abolition of 
his dignity angered the faithful, and 
greatly aroused the fanaticism of the 
South. Following upon this, perhaps, 
indiscreet act came the renewed activity 
of the “Puritans of tbe East;’1 as the 
Wahabees are sometimes called, a people, 
rather than a sect, who have hitherto 
defied the power of Egypt. The British 
Government has generally, perhaps, al­
ways, fallen into tbe error of under­
estimating the importance of Indian dis­
content. The late mutiny was allowed 
(o gain fearful headway through a feel­
ing of false security on the part of the 
British authorities. Has not the Bri» 
tish Government fallen into a far more 
serious error in governing its Indian 
Empire ? Has it not interfered too 
much and too little with the forms of 
religion or paganism of its Asiatic 
subjects ?

“Col. Douglas, Ool. Douglas,” she began, 
putting on her most persuasive manner, “can’t 
yon lay these papers before the President ?”

Tbe yonng woman, either doubting what 
the Colonel had said, or deeming her busi­
ness as important as that of tbe Secretary 
of the Treasury, proceeded to argue her 
point.

These experiments 
have bad a aurions result, “I have ascer­
tained, by repeated experiments,” he says, 
“ that five ounces of engar distributed equally 
over seven daye, which ie not an ounce a day, 
will augment my weight nearly one pound 
by the end of that short period. The other 
forbidden elements have not produced so ex­
traordinary a result.”

Mr. Banting’s pamphlet was first printed 
at hie own expense forgratituous distribution. 
Before two editions had thus been given away 
a trade demand for the book sprang up, and 
he was advised to publish it at a Is., that it 
might pay expenses. He resolved to pnb* 
lish it at 6d., and the demand became so 
ghsat that sixty-three thousand conies were

are reported lo 
promise leas than an average ; and in South 
Lincolnshire and the Great Fen Level the 
crop may be an averaga, but will certainly 
be late. In Cambridgeshire wheat looks 
tolerably well ; the same i* true in Norfolk 
and Suffolk, but on the light lands poor. In 
the southern counties the wheat is earing 
three weeks later than last year, and it is re­
ported doubtful if a full average can be at­
tained. And the middle counties do not 
promise more than an average wheat crop, 
even with the best weather.

The prospects of barley are equally unsat­
isfactory, the weather having been to cold 
for producing heavy crops. In Norfolk and 
Suflolk tbe-batleys look well on the highly 
termed lands, but on thio soils are undoubt­
edly defective, backward and yellow. Oats, 
beans, and peas tell a more favourable tale. 
The potatoes come up irregularly, and have 
to some extent thrown one super-tubers in­
stead of putti-- np a vigorous top. 
as probabilities strike us now, we anticipate 
a rather late harvest—that is three weeks or 
a month later than last year—and a yield of 
wheat and barley somewhat below an aver-- 
age ; on average, however, being-possible if 
we should have a settled, sunny July.
