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A FRIEND IN THRE BAST.

It is oheering, to see that the gealers of
British Columbia have with-them the sym-
pathy of their countfymen east of the Rocky
Mountains. The Montreal Gazette under-
stands their case fully and is indignant at
the way in which the United States Con-
gress has refused to confirm the arrange-
ment made with the Secretary of State, Mr.
Gresham. Ivsays:

It is gratifying to learn that the claims
of the British Columbia sealers for compen-
sation on'acoount of the illegal seizare of
their vessels by the United States are not
being lost sight of by the Imperial ‘Govern-
ment or the British House of Commons.
Sir Julian Pauncefote, the British repre-
sentative at Washington, has been pressin
the subject-on the attention of the Uaited
States Government, and in view of the delay
thatseemslikely totakeplacebefore theclaime
are settled, the British Government has un-
der oconsideration the advisability of paying
the claimants something on account. Some
action in this direction, -either by the Im-
perial or the Dominion Government, would
be justifiable.

After relating some of the particulars of
the illegal seizures and commenting upon
the decision arrived at by the Paris arbitra-
tors, the Gazstte goes on to say :

The matter was brought to the mnotice of
the United States by Sir Julian Pauncefote,
aud United States Secretary Gresham, with
the approval of President Cleveland, offered
a sum of $425 000 in settlement, which was
accepted by Great Britain after being ap:
proved by the Canadian Government. Con-
gress, after delaying consideration of the
question as long as it could, refused vo pay
the money ; and thus the whole business has
to be begun over again. Negotiations must
be entered into to the amount of dam.
ages, and as Congress has refused to pay a
lump sum in settlement, reference to
a specially established internatiomal
tribunal seems inevitable.. Bub no steps can
be taken in this direction without the con-
sont of the United States Senate, and in the
ordinary course of things the Senate will not
meet again till December. Thus a settle-
ment is still further deferred, and it is no
wonder if the wronged sealers of British
Columbia become impatient. The high-
handed proceedings of the United States
have been declared to be entirely without
warrant by the tribunal to which the ques-
tion was referred, and it is a matter of
national honor, nay of common decency, that
the United States Government should com-
pensate those whom it has injured and in-
sulted in the lawful pursnit of their liveli-
hood. This policy of shuffling and evadin,
a claim whose jastice has been established
beyond all question is unworthy of a great
nation.

The action of both Representatives and
Senators has in this matter of the Behring
8ea Question been, to say the very least,
mosb unbusiness-like, They have presumed
to try a oase that has already been tried by
s competent tribunal after a long and search-
ing investigation. They seem to think that
they, prejudiced as they are, and insyffi-
olently informed as they must necessarily be,
are in a betber position to afrive st & just
-and zeasonable deoisjon, than the able and
inipartial' men who were appointed by the
two Governmente to adjudicate upon the
question. The truth is the carping and
quibbling in_Congress were nothing more
than pretexts for refusing to give effect to a
decision which wias distasteful to its mem-
bers,

A NEW IMBROGLIO.

The murder: of Italians in Colorado is
certain to lead to unpléasantness between
Italy and the United States. The New
Orleans trouble some years ago showed that
the United States Government ocoupies
very singular position with respect to foreign
countries whose citizens are killed or injur-
ed in its territory by mob vio-
lence. The Foderal Government is
the only United States Government
known to foreign nations, yet thab Govern-
ment has no more power to prosecute and
punish American citizens who do violence to
the subjects of a foreign king in any of the
States than has that king himself. - The New
Orleans rioters could laugh at the officers of
the Federal Government. They were per-
fectly safe as long as the State authorities
refrained from prosecating them, and the
Federal Government has no authority in
such a matter over the Government of the
State. When the Italian ambassador de-
manded the punishment of the New Orleans
lynchers the Federal authorities -first ‘quib-
bled and then were obliged to oconfess that
they were powerless in the matter, And it
is almost certain that it° will be the
same in Colorado. If the sympathies
of the populace are, as s most
probably the - case, with the men
who in such a savage and cowardly manner
murdered the Italians, the Government of
Italy will demand justioe in vain. Without
the co-operation of the State authorities it
will be impossible to deal with the mur:
derers as justice demands, and if the people
show that they approve of the orimes that
have been committed the officérs of justioe
in the State will be psralysed, They dare
not exercise their authority in opposition to
the will of the mob.

A short time -ago, when the Federal
authorities interfered in Colorado to
protect property and to put down
disorder, the Governor of the State
openly interposed to save the rioters
from the punishment they so well deserved,
If, then, the native population side with the
murderers, the Federal Government will be
powerless. The Colorado demagogues have
no regard for the national honor. (They
'have not the most remate conoeption of what
is due to the Governments of foreign nations
whose subjécte reside in thefr country.

It will be
seen by this that the Demoorats did not
spend quite s0 much méney as the
Kepublicans. The former have out
down the pension list to the extemt
of about $30,000,000, and we have
no doubt that it could be cut down atill|
farther without doing the alightest injuatige
to any really deserving person.  The United:
States pension list is the most stupendouns
fraud of the age. It costs almost, if not
altogether, as much to maintain the United
States pensioners for services rendered thirty
years or so ago, as it does to support the
immense standing army of Germany.

He, however, turned. that
oorner cleverly. The Britishers came to his
aid and now he is in funds again. His ex-
penditure has been for a oconsiderable
time in excess of his receipts, but his in-
come is slowly increasing, so that there is
hope that he will before very long be able
to made both ends meet. It must not be
supposed that,- because he is short
present  time, he has
grown  poor. He 1 not poor
He heas plenty of money’s worth,
but much of it is not ' available
just now. For one thing, he has in his
vaults $508,859,907 worth of silver coined
and uncoined, but, as all the world knows,
silver is a drug in the market, and so Unocle
Sam must hold on to thisa while longer. His
gold reserve is, since the laat’ loan, quite
large enough for business' purposes. It
amounted a week or so ago to $91,112,075.
He had in his treasury gold ooin and bullion
amonnting to $138,503,218. - He had, there~
fore, at the end of the first week of the
present month gold and silver of the value
‘of more than six hundred millions of dollars,

'He read a detailed
statement of the expenditure to date, show-
ing a total of $60,775,341, of which $5,775 34

had to be taken out of the general revenue
for this year. To complete the work will
require $3,304 66, making & total expendi-
ture over last year’s loan of $9,080, The
council asked the ratepayers to allow the
$10,000 crematory fund to be used, so that
the present year’s revenue could be.relieved
of the §9,080. He defended his position on
