In June, 1886.1 stood in King-street and saw 
a railway lorry draped In mourning bearing to 
sepulture the bodies of seven men, killed by 
Fenian* in the raid at Ridgeway.

James’ Cathedral the streets were lined with 
soldiers with reversed arms, and the pave­
ments were thronged with crowds who 
sorrowfully watched the sad pageant 
pass along. What had these young vic­
tims of violent death upon the battle 
field done to Ireland that their mangled remains 
wefe brought homo thus, too frightful for lov­
ing eyes to look upon ? What vile wrong had 
Canadians done to a people 3000 miles away 
that, while they bent in sadness over the biers 
of their dead, scoffing mobs of Irishmen at Buf­
falo, Chicago and New York should gloat over 
their misery and gleefully tell in their papers of 
unpunished murders done !h a peaceful land ! 
A few weeks before I had seen them march 
UWay to unknown dangers, and the people had 
their first experience of the horrors of war.
