tain seasons of the year to travel, and to 
travel distances that no one would suspect 
him desirous of covering. Spiders can easily 
cross Lake Ontario, and do it in a day. 
What, then, is their method! The spider 
selects the right kind of a day, one on which 
there is almost a calm in the air, or rather 
<ms when there is just tbe slightest breeze. 
He crawls up a tree or a flagstaff or a bul­
rush or anything that will give him a free 
position. He then begins to emit the free 
end of a web from his filament bag, and this 
is so light and fresh that it floats away in tbe 
air and is carried along by the light breeze. He 
continues to emit it, and the filament as he 
emits it continues to ascend and is borne by 
the slight breeze. He may emit 100 or 200 
yards, and every now and then he 
tries whether there is enough out and float­
ing to buoy him if he lets go his grip on the 
tree or other elevation. By a nice system of 
calculation he ascertains just what will buoy 
him, and then, letting go bis hold, the fila- 
meut is borne off by the wind, and he him­
self at the end of it, and in this way he can 
travel miles and miles. If he finds himself 
coming near the water he pays out more of 
his cable, and in that way obtains more float­
ing filament to bear him up. If, on the con­
trary, ho finds himself going too high he 
draws in his cable and descend» 
by lessening the amount of floating 
filament. In this way he can cross the lake 
in half a day, or over to the Island in a few 
minutes if there is the right kind of a breeze. 
Mr. Robinson says that the first time 
that he found this out was some years ago 
when hunting on the Trent marsh, near 
Carapbellford. His punter, Robert Kellar by 
name, explained the whole matter to him, 
and it seems that hunters and frequenters of 
marshes have often observed wuat to the 
lighthouse keeper was nothing less than a 
prodigy.

A man of mythical appearance, with a long 
beard of tbe priestly Israelite stamp, and a 
general expression of one skilled in a sort of 
knowledge that everyone doesn’t possess, 
claims to have found the long-sooght 
alchemaic secret, and by it he can find gold.

A couple of days ago a man approached 
Manager O. B. Sheppard of the Grand and 
requested him to meet a certain wise man 
who cbuld discover places where gold could 
be found. Mr. Sheppard was quite pleased 
to meet such a phenomenon and made an en­
gagement for 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon.

O. B. Gathers the Spoil.
Mr. Sheppard arose early yesterday morn­

ing and gathering up the spoil which he had 
secured the evening before from the “Saints 
and Sinners” had it converted into countless 
numbers of bright shining gold coins, and 
was armed with these when the man of 
alchemy came.

The long-whiskered sage appeared and 
with him came three others who had witness­
ed and would witness the powers of the 
wonderworker. Tbe gold finder carried a 
small grip, which held his knowledge of the 
gold-hunting wonder of the age.

May Have Had Half a Dozen Crowns.
Mr. Glendenning, for that is his name, is 

truly a citizen of the world. He may have 
had six or seven crowns, for he 
has served in as many or more countries. 
Mr. Sheppard bad intended to take the find­
er of gold and his party out into the coun­
try, hide the gold pieces in a space and then 
allow the bullion hunter to leap forth from 
the grip and secure the prize.

The History of the Wonder.
The owner of the instrument gave a short 

introduction on the powers ana previous 
history of his wonder. It was young yet, 
and accordingly in iteembryo state, not yet 
sufficiently skilled in alchemic secrets to dis­
tinguish between gold and silver. But only 
these two precious metals were in tbe instru­
ment’s class and none other had any attrac­
tion.

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Winter Navigation On Lake Ontario. 
There are many citizens of Toronto who 

remember the time whan steamboats plied 
between this city and Niagara during the 
whole of the year, in winter as well as in 
summer. In those days the vessels were in 
many ways inferior to the steamers we find 
on the lakes to-day. If winter navigation 
was possible on Lake Ontario 25 years ago it 
ought to be quite a pimple affair to-day. 
There has lately been some talk of establish­
ing an all-tbe-year-round service between 
Toronto and Niagara. Port Dalhousie and 
Niagara-on-the-Lake are open all the year, 
and the same can be said of Toronto harbor 
at Queen’s Wharf. Why, then, should we 
not have water communication between 
these points in winter as well as summer? 
People have an idea that the lake 
is more stormy in winter than 
summer. Such, however, does not 
appear to be the case. An old lake captain 
informs us that the water and weather are as 
steady during winter as summer. The winds 
of winter are not of greater violence than 
those of summer. They are colder and we 
feel them more, but they have not greater 
effect ou the water. A steel vessel con­
structed on modern principles and built 
especially for this route would prove as 
safe a means of travel as a railway. A 
vessel making 20 miles an hour would do the 
trip across the lake in considerably less thpm 
two hours, and another hour and a half 
would land passengers in Buffalo. The 
journey by water would be preferred by 
many to that by rail The boat being steam- 
heated would always be comfortable. The 
winter trip to Niagara would
be any worse than the trip
across the English Channel in the 
winter season. If the parties who have been 
considering the project decide to go ahead 
with the enterprise they should start with a 
boat intended solely for the regular passen­
ger business, leaving the summer excursion 
out of consideration. Such a boat need not 
be very large, but- it should be eminently 
seaworthy and should be able to make 
twenty-two miles an hour. At N iagara-on- 
the-Lake the boats would connect with the 
Michigan Central The New York Central 
have in contemplation the extension of their 
line from Lewiston to Youngstown, which is 
just across the river from Niagara. With 
such admirable connections the proposed line 
would do a good trade during the twelve 
months of the year. It would give Toronto 
the fastest route to Buffalo and New York.

Public . Dentistry.

interest, conducted by the municipality or

As a 
consequence Mr. Risk’s office has been 
crowded for the past three days, and will be 
for the balance of this week, by people 
anxious to have their bad teeth taken out. As 
a general rule the great bulk of those who 
present themselves for operation are possess­
ed of mouths more or less constantly foul by 
reason of decayed teeth and decayed stamps 
remaining in position, when the health of 
the owner imperatively calls for 
their removal. The operating dentist says 
that he never saw so many people with so 
many bad teeth in their mouths. Now, The 
World has always believed that the public 
schools are trying to teach too many sub­
jects, and spending too much money in this 
direction. We farther believe that ten times 
as much public good would be effected if 
fewer teachers were employed, and a small 
corps of young and trained dentists were put 
in their place»to look after the teeth of the 
children. Good teeth and a clean mouth are 
the foundation of health, and such a corps of 
tentists as we speak of, who would 
give the children occasional lectures 
on tooth preservation, and would removex 
their bad molars and purify and fill those 
teeth which could be preserved, would be 
doing a most substantial benefit to the entire 
community. We have now in Toronto a 
first-class Dental College, and if the Public 
{School Board will not take up the suggestion, 
then we think the Dental College itself 
ought to make some proposition to this end. 
Tho World would like to hear from its 
readers in regard to this suggestion, which 
may be novel to many, but which we are 
confident would be in the public interest.

Whoever leads the Ontario Government 
into the next election campaign must reckon 
with the farmer critics, who are now busy 
nominating candidates for Houses, and this 
fact will probably serve to keep the veteran 
Sir Oliver in the saddle until after that 
crisis is past at all events. A new leader 
always means some changes in the country, 
and successful governments are not eager to 
try experiments.

empty, and are likely to continue so during 
the season which has now set in.

This is no ordinary statement, as it 
affects more interests than our readers at 
first glance might suppose.

For years past these byres have housed 
3000 cattle during the late fall and winter 
months, and early in May have turned out 
the animals in prime condition for the 
British markets. The cattle were fed on 
what are called slops from the distillery, to­
gether with hay which was bought from 
farmers living in the vicinity of Toronto. 
The allowance of hay for each animal was 
from one and a half to two tons per season.

The manufacture of spirits has been in ex­
cess of the demand, and consequently 
Gooderham & Worts’ distillery has been 
closed down probably for the winter. This j 
accounts for the empty byres and also for 
the grumbling of farmers, many of whom 
relied upon the sale of their clover hay to 
the cattle feeders for meeting their current 
expenses. As much as 30 to 4Ü loads of hay 
per day used to be delivered at the sheds 
over the Don for the cattle, but now there is 
none going there, and prices of hay are con­
sequently depressed.

Instead of being fed 
markets in the spring, lean cattle will be fed 
at other points, but so much trade has been 
taken away from the^city.

There has been a little more enquiry of 
late for prime timothy bay for European 
markets. This hay is being bought along 
the lines of railway at $7.50 to $7.75 a ton.

The young author who wins recogni­
tion in a first-class magazine has 
achieved a double success, first, with the 
editor, and then with the best reading 
public.
