He referred to “the 
iniquitous Gerrymander Act,” and men­
tioned that the Conservative majority 
of 4000 Sn Ontario would only entitle 
the party to one more member in the 
House than the Liberals; but, a« a 
matter of fact, they had a majority of 
26 Owing to thie working of the act.

He charged the Government with ex­
pending in one small portion .of 
Quebec during the 1887 election a sum 
of $112,000 in corruption, and had no 
doubt that in other parts of the country 
Government had been equally well equip­
ped. He did not see how after these they 
could not dare to face the electors.

The Franchise Act.
Moreover, in 1886 the Government had 

passed the Franchise Act, which waa to­
day a curse upon the laud and execrated 
bv Grits and Tories alike. He wished to 
point out that the amount*of money ex­
pended out of the public treasury, on the 
revision, was not nearly, so large as the 
amount, oi time and money lost to citi­
zens in carrying out the revision, 
present revision would cost the treasury 
u, quarter of a million, while to private 
citizens the outlay would represent about 
$361,000. Not only were the Liberal 
party of opinion that the municipal lists 

were good enough for the Provincial arid 
Dominion elections; but Sir John 
Thompson had introduced a bill in 1894 
making the provincial franchise the basis 
of the Dominion franchise.; iThe men 
who had prevented Sir John from doing 
justice to the country—the Haggarts, the 
Carons and the Bowells—were now hold­
ing the-reins of power.

At the same time the demonstra­
tion of the utter rottenness of the body 
over W'hich Byrnes ruled has been com­
plete, and it is not unreasonable to hold 
that he should have been aware of some 
of it. and, if aware of it, he chose to wink 
at it, which is tantamount to guilt. If 
uot aware of it, he is surely uufit for hie 
office, for, if a. chiej of police canuoit dis­
cover wholesale [wrongdoing that is 
going on under his nose, he ie probably 
not fitted for discovering it abroad.

This is just exactly what we said about 
ex-Mayor Fleming when he recently ask­
ed the citireus to re-elect him as chief 
magistrate of the city. It was during 

yhis term! of office that some of the worst 
of the scandals that have been Unearthed 
were perpetrated. Changing the person 
designated, we agree with The Globe, 
that if a mayor cannot discover whole­
sale wrongdoing that is going on under 
his vpry nose, he is probably uot fitted 
to be the presiding officer of a public 
body where scheming and intriguing is 
going on more or less .all the time.

FIFTY, TICKETS FOB A DOLLAR.
The figures furnished by the Toronto 

Railway Company in its annual «state­
ment just published afford material that 
is well worth the consideration of the 
citizens and the company. We. learn that 
the number of passagers carried during 
the year 1S94 was 22,009,338 and the 
number of transfers was 7,438,171. In 
round numbers every fourth 
(couuliug a transfer as two paseeugersf 
demanded a transfer. If the transfer sys­
tem were abolished and the price of tick­
ets reduced to such a figure as would 
enable the company to collect ns large 
an income as they now do, it appears 
te ne that both the citizens ami the com­
pany would be the/reby benefited, 
will show that

Fouir passe nge 
ly equivalent to three passengers at 4c 
each and one at nothing. That is to say, 
if the transfer system were abolished the 
4 cent tickets coulti be reduced to 
cents. The tickets that cost 3 1-Sc would 
be reduced to 2 l-3c. The tickets that 
sold for 2 l-2c would be sold: at 1 7-8c. 
Tbe question arises whether it wouKR 

.serve the interests of the citizens better 
to hove the present rates, with troSs- 
fers, or the rates reduced as above, with­
out the transfer privilege* li the trans­
fer system wetre done away with the 
highest rate that any passenger would 
have to pay would be 3 cents during 
any part oi the day, while during the 
cheap ticket, hours in the morning and 
evening the rate would be only 2 l-3c. 
But we thiuk the abolition of thei trans­
fer system would give the citizens eveu 
a better rate thancthat. If the system 

‘were abolished there .would, of course, 
bo no alteration iu the 5 cent cash fare. 
This fare is paid by those who use the 
care but rarely and by strangers who 
come to the city, we do not know the 
pro portion of the total receipts that 
come to 'the company iu cash fares, but 
they must be a Considerable portion of 
the whole amount.

TWO ItRW FINANCIAL BILLS

Introduced in the Senate To Meet Defi­
ciencies In the Devenue.

Washington, Jan. 17.—The first busi- 
of importance in the Senate was the 

introduction ol two financial bills. The 
title of the first was “To meet deficien­
cies in the revenue of the treasury of the 
United States; to restore silver to coin­
age: to regulate the 
treasury and cojn notes; to amend the 
national banking and currency, laws aüd 
for other purposes.”

That of the second was, “To provide 
for a temporary deficiency of revenue.”

The first bill, introduced by Mr. Pugh, 
prTTrklafl for the issuei at once of not ex- 
Ceeding$lWmWGO legal tender notes 
to meet deficiencies and to be redeemable 
in gold and silver standard coin; for the 
damage of silver bullion; in the treasury, 
tc^-be used in the payment of the public 
expenditures; for the issue, of certificates 
for bullion to be deposited to the amount 
of its market value; for the reserve of 
$100,000,000 in equal amount» of gold 
and silver; and for the payment of cus­
toms duties, one-half in gold and the other 
half in currency.

Mr. Sherman's bill, the second bill in­
troduced, authorizes the issue of 3 per 
cent, bonds for the redemption of United 
States treasury notes and to pay cur­
rent expenditures;, also the iasue of 3 per 
cent, certificates to be sold at public de­
positories and at postoffieeO, and allows 
the issue of national bank currency to 
the par value of the bonds deposited 
therefor.

Both bille were referred to the Finance 
Committee.

Another project raises the Eiffel tower 

to 1530 feet, and makes of it a monu­
ment of our century, decorating it with 
sketches from the various periods of 

civilization. This projector will also 
dig a well 9000 feet deep.

No. 20 puts in place of the tower a 
great monumental building as a corner- 
stone for the twentieth centary. One 
architect covers the entire Exposition 
with a glass roof and erects an immense 
crystal palace. Bridges, columns, via­
ducts, railroads, mosques, ships, h^lls, 
palaces, etc., appear in endless variety.

A very interesting plan, magnificent 
in its conception, is So. 61. It makes the 
Palace des Industries the central point 
and lias a straight-line boulevard to the 
Champ des Mars, offering from all points 
perspective views of the grounds ; he 
changes the Trocadero, turns Machinery 
Hall into the Art Building, provides for 
reproductions of the Acropolis of Athens, 
St. Mark’s Place of Venice and prin­
cipal monuments of architectural art, 
but retains nearly all the building of 
the Exposition of 1889. This plan has 
so far found the greatest approval, as it 
is the most economic, artistic and per­

by several conSnissarilat coolies, who 
stated that they had à request to make. 
There were 700 of these men. who bad 
acted as porters and cooks to the army. 
Not one of them was armed, but their 
representatives begged permission to 
sally out against the Chinese .without 
fire arms. They might, the men de­
clared, be able to drive back the attack­
ing party for a while, or else livert the 
attention of the Chinese until other aid 
came. This request was somewhat re­
luctantly granted, and with wild cheers 
the Japanese coolies threw themselves on 
the astonished Chinese. The troopers 
were pulled from their horses, the swords 
wrenched from the grasp of the foot 
soldiers, and, in a word, the coolies, 
backed by the 60 Japanese soldiers, not 
only repulsed the Chinese, but killed 30 
of them and took twice that many pri­
soners, and put the whole attacking 
force to flight. Five of the coolies were 
killed and wounded in the onslaught. <
