“In the morning round over the first 
eighteen holes 1 had been playing badly 
and finished four down. Every one. In­
cluding Hilton, considered the match 
all In and over. But In the afternoon I 
started with a rush and won the first 
three holes, leaving myself only one 
down and well within reach. At the 
next hole I had an easy two foot putt 
to make to win my fourth straight hole 
and square the match.

“I have always thought that If I had 
made that putt the odds would have 
been In my favor. Now, In putting I 
make it n set rule to look at the ball 
until my club has struck the spot I am 
looking at I have been able to do this 
by constant practice of concentration. 
But on this occasion I had a down hill 
putt, and I was overanxious. And just 
before my club struck the ball I looked 
up, pushed the ball to the right of the 
cup and missed the shot This npset 
me for a moment and I topped my 
drive at the next hole, losing It The 
combination, coming suddenly, restor­
ed Hilton’s confidence, which had been 
ebbing away, and he got going again, 
with the result that I was beaten three 
and two.”

To Fill Cracks in Floors
A paste for filling Cracks in floors is 

made as follows -.—Thoroughly soak 
some newspapers in a paste made of one 
pound of flour, three quarts of water, and 
one tablespoonful of alum well boiled 
and mixed. Make the final mixture 
about as thick as putty. (2) A cement 
to fill in the cracks of wood that will be 
as hard as stone when dry can be made 
as follows Melt one ounce of resin and 
one ounce of pure yellow wax in an iron 
pan, and thoroughly stir in one ounce of 
Venetian red, until a perfect mixture is 
formed Use while hot. When it is cold 
it is as hard as stone.

War Summary
April 5.—There has been little fighting 

on the western front. The French have 
taken the village of Regnieville in the 
Woevre department from the Germans, 
while the Germans have driven the Bel­
gians from the village of Drei Grachten 
on the west bank of the Yser canal.

Reports reaching Petrograd are to the. 
effect that the Turkish armored cruiser 
Medjidieh has been sunk by a mine in 
the Blaçk Sea off the Russian coast. Two 
steamers haye been blown up as a result 
of the naval warfare. A German sub­
marine has destroyed a British steamer 
in the English Channel off the southern 
end of the coast of Cornwall, with a loss 
of four men of the crew, while a German 
steamer has been sent to the bottom by 
striking a mine in the Baltic Sea.

April 6.—The German submarine U-31 
has sunk the Russian bark Hermes and 
the British vessel Olivme. Great excite­
ment has been caused in Genoa by the 
receipt of a report that a German sub­
marine has sunk the Italian steamer 
Luigi Parodi, which left Baltimore on 
January 22 with coal for Genoa. The 
Italian authorities have taken strong 
measures to protect the German colony. 
The crew of the Luigi Parodi was made 
up entirely of Genoese, and nothing has 
been heard from them.

The Bulgarian Government has ex- 
lained that rebels were responsible for 
the recent raid into Servia, and has 
promised to take steps to disarm them.

The United States Government has 
made public the note sent to Germany 
on the sinking of the American ship 
William P. Frye by the German auxiliary 
cruiser Prinz Eitel Friedrich. Indemni­
fication with interest is asked.

The Dutch Government has notified 
the United States that any foreign ship 
which misuses the Dutch flag or in any 
other way pretends to be of German 
nationality will not be permitted to leave 
or pass through waters governed by The 
Netherlands.

The King of England has taken a 
definite stand on the question of teetotal- 
ism. In an official announcement His 
Majesty commands that no wines or 
spirits shall be used by any of liis house­
holds after April 6.

April 7.—It is still on the Carpathian 
mountains that the most bitter fighting is 
in progress. The Russians have crossed 
the principal chain in the region of the 
Rostok Pass, and occupied two villages 
on the slopes on the Hungarian side of 
the mountains. This claim is madè by 
the Russian war office, which asserts that 
all along this front the Russians have 
continued to make progress.

The- assertions of Petrograd are not 
borne out by the Austrian official state­
ment, which declares that, in conjunc­
tion with German forces, the Austrians 
have capiured two strong positions on 
the heights east of the Laborcza Valley, 
and repulsed strong Russian attacks in 
nearby sections,capturing 7,570 prisoners. 
In addition, Vienna says that on the 
Dneister River two Russian battalions 
have been annihilated. To the north, in 
Poland, only desultory fighting is going 
on in the vicinity of the East Prussian 
frontier.

Unofficial reports reaching London are 
to the effect that British warships again 
are bombarding Smyrna.

Warmbad, German Southwest Africa, 
has been taken without opposition by the 
Union ofJSouth Africa forces.

Lord Kitchener has decided to wait no 
longer for the workmen of Great Britain 
voluntarily to take up the task of manu­
facturing munitions of war necessary for 
the prosecution of the combat, and has 
appointed a committee to obtain sufficient 
labor for this purpose.

The French press bureau asserts that 
from figures compiled from official Ger­
man casualty lists it has been ascertained 
that since the war began the Germans 
have lost over half of their officers. Of 
52 805 officers it is declared that up to 
March 15, 9,925 had been killed and that 
21,531 had been wounded or were miss­
ing.

Military Bands Are a Big Fea­

ture In the Russian Army.

Besides a Brass Band Each Regiment
Has a String and Weed Orchestra
and a Drum Corps—Even Poets With
Only a Battalion Hove Full Bande.

One feature of the Russian army 
which from time to time has been 
brought to the attention of the world 
outside of Russia, chiefly by publica­
tions concerning themselves with mat­
ters appertaining to music. Is the un­
usual size and number of bands in the 
military forces of the czar. The Rus­
sian soldier ha# more martial music 
than any other soldier In the world.

There Is no regiment In the Russian 
service without Its own band, and at 
posts where not a regiment but only a 
battalion is quartered that battalion 
baa its band. And these Russian mili­
tary bands are big and Impressive mu­
sical organizations. Within each Is a 
brass band and an orchestra of string 
and wood instruments with, of course, 
the necessary touch of brass and sheep­
skin. The result Is that while these 
military bands play primarily military 
music, they also adapt themselves to 
the performance of such music as the 
•American hears at a symphony concert

The regimental band In the United 
States army Consists of thirty-six 
pieces, and bands on flagships of the 
navy are smaller. The average Rus­
sian army band, or orchestra, has from 
forty to fifty musicians, and the or­
chestras of certain guard regiments 
contain sixty. There are more than 
1,000 Russian regiments, and there are 
in the army about 50,000 bandsmen. 
Then in the naval and military schools 
and in the navy there are bands, and 
if to these are added the twenty to 
forty musical pupils of a regimental 
orchestral school and the musical com­
panies of battleships and various ca­
det schools the number of military mu­
sicians in the armed service of Russia 
mounts to the surprising total of ap­
proximately 100.000 men. a number 
greater than the whole enlisted and 
commissioned personnel in the Ameri­
can army.
I Russia takes a commendable pride 
in its military bands, and the musi­
cians are all competent. The bands­
men are trained in the regimental band 
schools or In one of the numerous mu­
sical conservatories maintained by the 
government, and each musical com­
pany has a conductor and bis assist­
ant. both being graduates of one of 
the national conservatories of music.

The Russian designation of these 
military and naval bands Is musykal- 
miyn knmmanda, and they constitute 
an important factor In the life of the 
civil population, tlie government using 
them for the entertainment of the pub­
lic as well as for the musical educa­
tion of the masses very much as the 
United States uses its military bands 
at Washington—that is, In providing 
free concerts for the people. Open air 
concerts are common in the parks of 
the larger towns and smaller cities 
throughout Russia during the summer, 
and in winter free recitals are given in 
the barracks and public halls. On 
Sundays, fete days and national holi­
days band concerts and orchestral per­
formances are usual In the well set­
tled regions of vast Russia.
I The Russian military band Is con­
siderably more than an army institu­
tion. The cost of maintaining so 
many hands Is considerable even for 
so rich a country as Russia, but the 
government considers thetn as a prof- 

j liable Investment The Russian sol- 
] dier has come to require music and be 
| demands it, and these bands entertain 
I the masses and the classes. These 

hands cater to ' the highest musical 
taste, and the average Russian In the 
cities knows when music is good and 
he will have no other. The bands play 
the new and popular music by com­
posers like Ivanoff, hut on all the band 
programs you will see such names as 
Liszt Schumann, Chopin. Tschaikow- 
sky, Glinka, Strauss and Debussy, 

i The army hand spreads Its musical 
influence over Russia in another way. 
After passing through the regimental 
hand school tho bandsman serves three 
years. Then he passes out of the army, 
usually returning to his native village. 
The custom is for him to carry back 
into civil life with him the instrument 
be played in the government band. His 
musical training and accomplishment 
make of him in his home town a more 
prominent and important man than he 
otherwise would be. He often takes 
up the teaching of music and almost 
Invariably keeps up the practice of his 
art Very likely he organizes a vil­
lage band or orchestra, and Into this 
come amateur musicians and other 
military bandsmen whose army serv­
ice has expired. About 15,000 Russian 
army musicians annually leave tiW 
army and return home to their tee*

rough and seasickness was in evidence 
during the few days taken to convfey us 
from port to port, and the boys from 
Watford weren’t at all backward in join­
ing the throng in the chorus at least.

I am writing this letter sitting on a 
sand bag in the trench occupied by our 
platoon (which is the front trench) and 
the sun is shining brightly, which has a 
tendency to make one think of spring. 
When I think of it, this is the first day 
of spring and a beautiful one, too. At 
the present moment everything is quiet 
and peaceful and one would hardly 
realize that a great war was in progress, 
but the stillness will soon be broken by 
the sound of guns and bursting shells. 
Yes, there goes a “Jack Johnson” now. 
The Watford boys (with the exception of 
the officers) are all here together—some 
are snatching a few moments’ peaceful 
slumber in the dugout while others are 
on guard. Two or three of them are 
making tea and getting ready to tackle a 
can of “bully” beef and a biscuit. We 
have a fire burning most of the time— 
cook our own bacon in the mornings, 
make tea, coffee or cocoa, and roast our 
chickens to perfection. We have butter 
and jam, also canned milk, so you see 
we are as happy as clams. Oh ! this is 
the life, and something for us to remem­
ber in years to come. The boys say they 
will all marry and settle down after this, 
so kindly tell a few of ttie fair sex to re­
main spinsters until our return.

On Friday we had about two inches of 
snow, which made the, trenches rather 
sloppy, but they are dried up again. We 
leave the trenches to-night for a few 
days’ recreation, but will return again 
ere the week ends to once more do our 
little part in this great struggle.

The only things we are really shy of 
are cigarettes and tobacco, but we man­
age to pull through all right. We see 
considerable news in the Canadian papers 
about the second contingent, but that 
don’t help our smokes out any, does it?

Well, we are not allowed to tell you 
our wtiereabouts, etc , but, wherever we 
are, our thoughts are of the folks at 
home. I receive the Guide frequently 

J and it is appreciated by all—read even to 
the patent medicine ads. The boys all 
wish to be remembered to the Watford 
people and also others ot their acquaint­
ance.

Must close now and move, as things 
are getting rather warm in this particular 
spot.

Tidworth Hospital, Mar. 21, 1915.
Dear Mr. Harris,—Just a line to let 

you know I am still alive, although not 
w’ith my battalion in the trenches. I am 
on the first line of reinforcements, and in 
immediate touch with them all ttie time. 
On the 13th I was ordered to proceed to 
Shorncliffe and hold myself in readiness 
to join my battalion at a moment's 
notice. On the night of the 14th I took 
a sudden attack of appendicitis and was 
operated on in the Queen Mary hospital 
on the 16th and am writing this letter 
lying on my back here. The operation 
was successful and I am doing as well as 
can he expected. I join my regiment as 
soon as I leave the hospital. The 1st 
battalion was the first real Canadian 
battalion to go into the firing line. Their 
first noted engagement was at Neuve 
Chapelle and they gave a good account of 
themselves. We have a number of oEcers 
laid up, wounded and sick, but no deaths. 
The 27th have had no deaths to date 
and the boys are second to none in the 
firing line. Weather in France is getting 
better.

Father ot Rural Delivery
J. E. Armstrong, M. P. for East Lamb- 

I ton, was in the city today on his way 
home to Petrolea. Mr. Armstrong is 
well known in this city, having address- 

I ed political gatherings here several times, 
aud he has been kept busy during his 
stay here receiving the hand shakes of 
his many admirers.

Mr. Armstrong is the father of the 
rural mail delivery scheme which, is now 
in vogue in the Dominion of Canada in 
connection with the Postal system. He 
started an agitation for rural mail de­
livery, in the interests of the farmers, 
when the Laurier Government was in 
power, and he has had a great deal to do 
with completing the system as it stands 
to-day,—Chatham Planet.

Ottawa, April 3.-Mr. J. PL Armstrong’s 
campaign for cheaper gravel for road 
building iu the western peninsula of 
Ontario has been crowned with success. 
The Cadwell Sand and Gravel Company 
has accepted the proposals made to them 
a couple of weeks ago by the representa­
tives of the county council for Lambton 
and the member for East Lambton. This 
proposition means a big reduction in the 
prices of gravel at a large number of 
points in Lambton and Essex Counties.

For instance the price of gravel at Sar­
nia last year >yas 45 cents a cubic yard. 
This summer it will be 35 cents. Last 
year at Courtright the price was 55 to 65 
cents ; this summer it will be 40 cents, 
and other lake points at a similar or 
larger reduction. These rates are all for 
gravel delivered on the docks or on the 
cars at the points named, and, of course, 
for interior points there would have to 
be added freight rates and other delivery 
charges. With a view to regulating these 
matters Mr. Armstrong has called a con­
ference of representatives of all the muni­
cipalities in Lambton County to meet in 
Petrolea on April 16, at 2 o’clock, in the 
afternoon, to discuss ways and means. 
Mr. Armstrong hopes to secure a rate of 
one cent extra a ton per mile or less for 
the handling of gravel by the railways.
