THE INDIAN FAMINE.

STAItVATIOa AMD DEATH IE THE PCBUO 
STRUTS.

The following is from the “ Times’’ cor. 
respondent writing from Madras

All Hindoos are charitable by natnro. 
Most families have crowds of hangry hang­
ers-on, even in the best of times, but with 
this great dearth the family hardens have 
been greatly added to. In going through 
a street of tbe more wealthy part ' of the 
town, It is common to see at almost every 
bouse a number of poor people collected 
waiting for the daily dole of fixed, and la 
this way the native communities of this 
and other towns have been doing quietly 
and nnoetentationsly a great deal to help 
their poor bretbern in their struggle for 
life.

Bat from all I can learn distress is al­
ready reaching the class above the very 
poor. With these there are caste difficul­
ties about getting food at the regnlar re­
lief houses, and many are gradually starv­
ing before the pressure becomes so great 
that they will leave behind their pride and 
social prejudices, and join the common 
herd in the Government kitchens. With 
regard to the town of Madras, the local 
committees are now making inquiri 
garding the numbers of the better classes 
who ere in want of relief, and this relief 
will be administered as far as possible in 
a manner consonant with the feelings and 
usages of the classes we wish to benefit.

It is certain that the destitution is very 
real. Within a stone’s throw of my own 
house is a native village tenanted .by ser­
vants of Européens, small shopkeepers and 
others and for some time past my wife haa 
been feeding a few little starvelings bo. 
longing to this village on bread and wiin 
These are not emigrants, bat children ef 
oar local poor, and ont of the doxen little 
things who come every morning for their 
food, two or three are so for gone that they 
will not be saved. If we fed all who want, 
ed help out of this small village, w» 
should have hundreds on the list.

As I write there comes before me a wo- 
with twochildrcn, the woman In the- 

last stage of exhaustion, one child at th» 
breast, with tbe face like a little wizened 
old man, and its body a mere skeleton ; 
the other child, a little girl of five years of 
age, extremely emaciated and feeble. 
With this family are two girl*, but miser­
ably thin and famine-stricken; and with 
strength quite spent They nil speak with 
voices that are thin, and sounding as if far 
away, just as happens In the patients in 
the last stage of cholera. A little warm 
soup aad bread and milk revives all of 
them in n wonderful way. After a rest 
they get* meal of curry and rice, and are- 
sent off in a cart to a relief camp. Stand­
ing at the entrance gate of my house I can 
in helfan hour connt hundreds of wretch­
ed creatures who hare hardly strength 
enough left to drag their weary limb* 
along. They are the houseless end home­
less wanderers from different rHlage», for 
whom the Government provides centres of 
relief ; but the people will not rest quietly 
and conserve their energies. They drag 
themselves snd their children about,- 
dering from camp to camp, until the 
cornea for them to lie down and die.

Death in the street Is getting more fre­
quent One day last week I saw a small 
crowd assembled near the Government 
House. Tbe people were gathered around 
a famine family, one of whom, n girl of 
seven, was dying of exhaustion. The by­
standers were trying to feed her with milk 
and rice, bnt she could not swallow. In 
Bangalore I hero that the people die in the 
streets at tbe rate of fifteen or twenty a day, 
and the police in Madras are reporting seek 
cases of death as common. There comes *. 
time in the course of every famine when 
the people can neither exert themselve* 
nor bear any climatic changes without 
great peril to life. Bodies enfeebled by 
I dog privation are very susceptible to wea. 
tber changes. The last ten days have 
been a rainy time, end the mortality 
among the famine camps has been higher 
than ever.

TOWER OF LONDON. GROCERIESaAt the present moment the office of 
Works is engaged in clearing ont and re­
storing the chapel, with the precinto of 
the Tower of London, known as St. Peter’s 
and vincular. It was here that the state 
prisoners who died in the Tower, or were 
beheaded, were generally interred, but 
according to the custom, in plain deal 
coffins, and always without plates, by 
which their bodies might be subsequently 
identified. Luckily, at this time, the sec­
retary to the office of Works is a gentleman 
who, by his writings as well as by such 
portions of his collection as have passed 
into the possession of the South Kensing­
ton Museum,shows himself to be a student 
and an artist, and it is owing to his rever­
ent care that, in clearing out the vaults 
of the Tower chapel, the dead have given 
up some of their secrets. The Tower 
records have been carefully searched, and 
the information has been applied to each 
coffin as it was brought to light. First, 
almost, among them was one lying far 
down the nave contaioiag bones, which 
according to the opinion of the surgeon, 
were those of a woman of at least sixty or 
seventy years of age. The records show 
that in some such spot was interred the 
body of Margaret Pole, Countess of Salis­
bury, whom Henry VIII. caused to b# 
beheaded in 1541. Near the altar, a 
common elm tree chest made to pat 
arrows in,” were the remains of another 
woman, young and delicately made, wd 
“ lyttol necke, ” it would give a headsman 
so little trouble to sever. There are almost 
certainly those of Annie Boleyn. Not far 
off, the diggers came upon the remains of 
what must hav been

LONG PATTLR WITH THE SEA: ST. JOHN, N. B.
We take much pleasure in 

informing our friends in Nova' 
Scotia that WE escaped the 
terrible conflagration which 
recently destroyed the great­
er part of our city, and that 
we are prepared to supply 
them with

Con. Union and Charlotte Sts.,
For more than a hundred years pqe of 

the most interesting and conspk uou* ob­
jecta to the voyager bound up the Engw 
li'sh Channel, haw been the famous light­
house built by Jdtfo Spjeaton, on the 
Eddystone Rocks. Lifting its grey mass 
above the turbulent sea near the entrance 
to Plymouth Sound, it h«e stood for a 
century in the pathway of the world's 
commerce, a monument of human genius 
and patience, a boast of man's superiority 
over the forces of nature. But nature 
has conquered at last. The Eddystone 
Lighthouse, so long regarded as one of 
the grandest triumphs of engineering, 
must come down. At a recent meeting 
of the British Association for the advanc­
ement of Science, Mr J. N. Douglass, 
Engineer to Trinity House, read a paper 
explaining the necessity for the demoli­
tion of this extraordinary work. The 
wavçs hfld beaten in vain against Smea- 
ton'8 masoncry, but they have actually un­
dermined the rock upon which it stands.
# Based on the solid rock" Is no longer an 
expression of stability.

The Eddystone ropks, lying in one of 
the most frequented parts of the Chan­
nel, and entirely covered at high water 
were long ago regarded among the princi­
pal dangers of the English coast. The 
difficulty of erecting a light upon them 
was only overcome after various trials and 
disasters. It is impossible to approach 
the spot except In most favorable weather, 
and at certain times of the tide, and owing 
to the exposed situation, near the entrance 
of the Channel, in the full sweep of the 
Atlantic gales, the sea often rises hefce to 
extreme fury, and the waves dashed over 
the lantern at the height of eighty-6ve 
feet. On several occasions they bare brok­
en the glass. The first ligh 
begun by Henrv Winstanley In 
finished in 1699.

KICKING HORSES IN HARNESS.
G. W. STUART, 

Colonial Market, Halifax, N. S. I will give you my plan for curing 
horses of kicking in harness.

First, harness your horses, hitch 
them to a wagon or baggy. Take two

the straps through the check-ring of 
the bridle, then through the rings of 
the harness, through the rings on the 

, back-band. Tie a ring firm to the 
MaJbb back strap over the hips—run the 

straps through this ring, cross them. 
Tie the straps to the end of the single 
tree, that the horse Is bitched to. Tie 
just long enough, so the horse can 
straighten his tugs. ,

Now you have the horse so fixed that 
when he raises his hips to kick, these 
straps pull his head up and hold down 
hie heels. It is a hard matter for a 
horse to get up both ends at onoe. 
Use a rough bit. The double wire, 

jointed bits are best.
When you get the horse hitched up, 

start him off easy, and see if you have 
the straps the right length. If ho get* 
his heels up too high, tighten up your 
straps. After you see you have them 
all right, then whoop and halloo your 
best ; throw something light against 
his heels, and frighten him as much as 
you can to cause him to try these 
straps.

I hardly ever use these straps 
than four or five times, before I drive 
them without the straps, and I never 
knew one to get to kicking again.
