Entering the exhibition grounds the
first exhibit that met the eye on thé
right was that 8f pouitry. The punis

« ber of pens was quite large, and shows
that poultry breeding is receiving ever
increasing attention. Our plucky
young exhibitor, Mr, F. H. Willett, of
Tupperville;<had a first-rate display
and carried off quite a number of
prizes. The principal other exhibitors
in this class were G. Davidson, Kent-
ville; G. F. Blanchard, Truro; Geo.
W. Keeler, Dartmouth; H. C. Gass,
Shubenacadie.

Further to the right were located the
horse and cattle stalls.

Generally speaking the horse exhibit
was excellent—a large number of ani
mals was shown and some good obes.
it was somewhat difficult to get a cor~
rect report regarding the horses; as but
few of them had attendants, their
labels were attached to their heads,
and our reporter thinks it is unhealthy
to be too sociable with strange horses
However, some really fine animals
came under notice. ln the very first
stall was a fine Percheron Stallion,
which, we believe took first prize. He
is owned by Alex.Cochrane of Newport.
Mr. George Ruffee, of this town, exhib-
ited his brood Percheron mare, which
secured a first prize, and also presented
ber owner with a fine horse colt on
Wednesday night last. C. R. Bill the
enterprising proprietor of the Meadow
Stock Farm had his fine stallion Allie
Clay on the grounds, and gave an ex-
hibition of bis form. He is a fine-gait-
ed, beautifully built beast, and belongs
to the highly bred Almont family.

Another Almont stallion Rampart bred
by Gen. Withers of Kentucky also own
ed by Mr. Bill was on exhibition,we un
derstand, although we did not see him.
One of this stallion’s two year old colts
owned by Owen Parker of Cambridge,
took first prize in his class; next stall
to the Rampart colt, was another fine
2 year old after Hartford. He wona
good deal of attention. The Almont
stallion Gilbert was also present, look-
ing in fine order, A very prominent
4 year old, of his get, owned by Caleb
Bill, of Northvilie, was much admired
tor his fine points. Mr. 8. N. Jackson
of Clarence exhibited a stylish carriage
horse and was successful in securing a
prize.

Some of the teams of draft horses
were grand animals, the lst prize win~
ners weighing 2,600, and another pair
weighing 2,650. Many of the carriage
horses were reaily very fine animals und
a credit to the Province.

The next interesting department
was the cattle, and in this Nova Scotia
certainly excelled herself. Practical
stock~raisers expressed it as their
opinion that the show was far in ad-
vance of any similar one ever shown
either in this Province or in New Bruns
wick. The future of our stock cannot
be a matter of doubt judging from the
standpoint of the ever increasing ex~
cellence shown in all classes. New
breeds are censtantly being introduced,
and those already established in the
country are becoming more widely dis-
tributed every “year. The vast
superiority ot thoroughbreds either for
milk, butter or beef over the ordinary
cattle of this country, are evident now
to the most prejudiced persons.
Thoroughbred cattle cost a good deal
of money, and even the average farmer
when he becomes possessed of a head
or two of fine stock, recognizes that
care must be taken of them : but he
finds that they amply repay him for the
extra care and expense, and he is en-
couraged to proceed. Later he finds
his profits so much increased that he
feels encouraged to buy still further,
and he becomes an advocate and per-
haps an enthusiast in this branch of
agriculture. Granted that our ownp
mongrels would do much better with
the same care given thoroughbreds, at
the same time the results are not nearly
as satisfactory. In thoroughbreds you
also make a selection suited to your re-
quirements of beef, quantity of milk,
or butter making. The advocates of
the Holstein breed claim that they are
well adapted to all these needs; but
we are inclined to the belief that the
breed specially bred for butter-making
would suit the butter maker best and
so on. The Holsteins, however, are
certainly beautiful looking animals—
two herds were on exhibition, one by
J. E. Page & Sons, of Amberst, con~-
sisting of nine head, valued at $5,000.

" How 18 that for nipe head of cattle?
There certainly must be some remark-
ably fine points in animals that can be
held at such prices in this country.
Calves are valued at $300 apiece. A 4
year old cow of this herd, Jacoba H.,
has given 65 lbs. milk per day and
made 163 1bs.of butter in 7 days.
Another herd of six animals of this
breed 18 owned by Fred Annand of Grand
Pre.  These cattie and the Polled
Angus are new breeds in this country
and the latter if not the former also
are the first ever placed on exhibition
at our agricultural shows,

The Polled Angus are entirely black
in color, of large size, and a roundness
of form that marks them great flesh
producers. They are natives of Soots
Jand anl are possessed of particularly
hardy constitutions which adapt them
for a bleak climate. Their milking
qualities are said tobe good. Crossing
the cows with pure Short Horn bulls 18
said to produce a particularly fine breed
of cattle, combining the good qualities

His
bull, Viotor of Dublin, 3 yeart old, is a
magniticent beast and won a iret. D
W. Landers, of Margaretville, exhibit
ed two pretty cows and we unce stand
got a prize. The owners of thi two
other herds were J. M. Pitblado, of
‘Truro, and E. Blanchard, of Truaro.

Two herds of Devons were siown,
Mrs. M. B. Spain, of Wilmot, showing
nine head and taking first in several
single animals and for full herd.
Father Holden, of Kentville, who also
won several prizes, showed the other
herd. This breed does not appear to be
favored by our farmers as much as
some of the others.

Herds of short horn Durhams were
exhibited by E. & O. Chase, of Port
Williams, C. F. Eaton, Lower Canard,
and Chas, C. Gregory, ot Aptigonish.
The two first named took lst and 2nd
prizes for herds respectively. Mr. G.,
however, won two firsts for single ani-
mals. The exhibit in this class was of
more than ordinary merit. Durbams
have not been much ntroduced into
this country as yet.

There was also a large and fine
exhibit in Grade and working cattle but
space will not admit any further enum
eration.

The show of Swine was unusually
fine and large and attracted a good
deal of attention. The principal exhibi
tors from this Couniy were A. B. Parker,
J. N.North and B. R. Balcom. The
first npamed exhibited Ellesmere, the
next White Chester, and the last Berk
shire. A boar exhibited by the’ latter,
2 years, old, took 2od prize,—the anix
mal that took first was owned by P, M.
Ward, of Bedford, and ie considered one
of the finest of-his breed ever seen in
the Province. He is 2 years and 8
months old.

A good exhibit of sheep was made
but not particularly noteworthy. Robie
Morton, of Middleton, Mrs. M. B. Spain,
J. N. North and A. B. Parker, were
among the successful prize winners,
from the county.

FPRUITS.

The exhibition of apples was very
large and fine, above the average; but
still not as good as has been shown in
some former years. The equinoctial
gale blew off the greater part of the
tine fruit, or there is no reason to
doubt the show would have been equal
to if not exceeding that of any preceed
ing. The system of giving prizes upon
all descriptions of apples was this year
avoided to a large extent and the bulk
were given on the standard sorts
Kings and Annapolis as usual took the
lead in this department. None of the
varieties were comparatively note
worthy that we could see.

The judges in this class had no light
task to render an impartial judgment
—the wonder is how they ever arrived
at a satisfactory conclusion to them-~
selves. For instance in the County
collections there were 26 entries, and to
the inexperienced eye little difference
could be seen in them as whole. Had
the jadges not been experts, we should
think when they looked at .their task,
they would have taken the first train
for home. However, they got through
their work with credit to themselves,
and to the general satisfaction so far as
we have heard.

In cranberries a creditable exhibit
was made, and shows the culture of
this fruit to be progressing in this
country. Wm. McNeil, of Melvern
Square, was one of the first prize
exhibitors. The show of plums was
naturally small —the season being so
late. Pears made an excellent show,
as did also grapes, both cold house and
open air. Quinces,small exhibit as a
whole. Crab Apples were the finest
we have ever seen.

ROOTS.

A noticeably fine exhibit of potatoes
was made. The entries were numer~
ous, and with scarcely an exception,
good, Other roots were also well
represented.

A squash with a labeled weight of
262 1bs. reared its huge bulk on one of
tables. It was of the Mammoth Chili
variety, and grown by Chas. Hewitt, of
Lunenburg. Mr. H. informed us that
in 1883 he raised one that weighed 292
lbe. As a squash raiser we should
think he was entitled to the pie.  All the
other seasomable vegetables were finely
represented .

A quantity of canned fruits, cider
vinegar, syrups, &c.,were ranged along
a sheif on one of the centre tables and
made a fair show.

In butter one of the largest sxhibits
we have ever seen was mads. The
quality with scarcely an e:ception
looked extra. Two crocksofceamery
butter were shown, both frcm this
County. The exhibit of grain, partic.
ularly in wheat, was first rate.

As our space is growing very limited
now that we have disposed of the agri«
cultural portion of the Exhibition our
remarks as to the miscellaneous depart.
ment we regret to say must be diawn
up in short metre.

In the manufactures of woollen, flax,
cottons and straw, the exhibit was not
as large as we should like to have seen
but the specimens shown ‘ware nearly

The proprietor of the Star newspaper,
Keuntville, with considerable enterprise
placed a large jobber in the bnilding, and
did quite a business. besides affording
people an opportunity to sce one of the
mechanical appliances of the art preserva-
tive,

One of the most visited corners of the
exhibition was that devoted to paintings,
fancy work, bric-a-brac, etc.  In this des
partment E. T.Sibley & Co., of Lower
Stewiaeke, Colchester County, had an  ex-
cellent display of Rustic and Venetian
Window Shades of their own manufacture.
They were of the most improved patterns,
and made a very nice appearance. As far
as we were able to judge they were equal
to any imported work of the same class.
The best evidence of their excellence may
be gathered trom the fact that the firm
ship these goods to Eongland, Bermuda,
Newfoundland, Toronto, & small lot into
Quebec and are now preparing a small
order for Australia.

Some very nice paintings were exhibit-
ed in the art corner. Among them were
three which we coneidered of special merit
viz :—An oil pninting of a ‘¢ Fisherman
taken from Life,’ anlan oil painting of
a sporting dog retrieving a bird. Another
painting in oils by a Mies Fitch of Wolf-
ville, was very pretty and won a deserved
first, The two first pictures could not
compete for prizes which was to be regret-
ted. A crayon portrait of the late Avard
Longley, occupled oue corner. It was the
work of J. L. Chesley, spoken of in a late
issue, and was labeled as drawn from
memory. Several other crayon drawings
also appeared, that were good representas
tions of their subjects, Among the curios-
ities was a piece of fret work sawing en.
{closed in a frame, entitled the Lord’s pray-
er, the work of Geo. W. Cole, Parrsboro.
It was a beautiful piece of workmanship
and excited much attention. There were|
also two inland tables, formed by a great
number of small squares of different kinds
of woods, and one or two picture frames
made in the same way. Only a person
possessed of great skill, patience and apti-
tude for such work eould do it., Two cases
of stuffed birds were exhibited by local
taxidermists, Watson Bishop of Kent-
ville, and another by W. N
Shaw, of Berwick. That exhibited
by Mr. B., was decidedly superior—the
birds were arranged very tastefully and
were most excellently preserved. This
case took first prize and will be sent to the
Indian and Colonial Exhibition. A few
articles of Indian work were shown. Fred
Harris, of Annapolis, had a fan on exbibi.
tion and some specimens of skilfully exe-
cuted fret werk. Another noticeable ex
hibit was a pen and ink sketch ofa child
sitting before a fire with a pair of bellows
in his hands, and a hound sitting beside
him. It was done byJ. D, Bligh, and
was well done, too. A lot of other excel-
leut exhibits were made in this departs
ment but space will not promit us to fur-
ther enumerate,

We must not omit to mention that on
the grounds a farm engine of the Leonard
Mfg. Co., was in constant operation and
wds the centre of attraction, It was at-
tached to a patent machine for sawing out
barrel heads, the invention of a Water~
ville man, we believe. The machine did
its work in an excellent manner.

During the exhibition Mrs, M. B. Spain,
of Wilmot, received . notice from Sir
Charles Tupper, that her exhibits of ce~
reals made at tbe Antwerp Exhibition had
won her a silver medal and requesting her
to make the same exhibit at the Indian
and Colonial Exibition, which she con-
sented to do.

The agent of this latter exhibition, W.
D. Dimock, was on the grounds and secur-
ed a number of other exhibits.

As we have now gone over the various

departments of our credi‘able exhibition,
though in a somewhat hurried manner, we
will bring our report to a close, but not for-
getting to thank Wm, Eaton Eeq., secty.
of the Exhibition Committee, and his son
Prof. Eaton, for courtesies to the press
and coogratulations fer their efficient man-
agement of business.

Our Schools.

. No. II
Mg. EpiTor,—

Having referred briefly to the inter-
ior of the school, we now invite your
attention to an inspection of School
premises. The people fully agree
that the time has come when there
should be a decided improvement
made in the Schaool grounds. Too
little attention is given to the location
and surroundings of the School-house.
The ground should be elevated, dry
and sufficiently large to afford ample
space for play and ornamental grounds.
The school premises is the education-
al centre in each section, and as such,
it should be improved and beautified,
80 that every parent and child would
regard it with feelings of pride
and pleasure. The proper grading and
levelling of school grounds would ren=
der them better fitted to be education-
al centres. The custom of allowing
school grounds to remsain a common,
adds to their barren appearance. If
they were enclosed with a rail fence,
neatly finished and painted, a decided
improvement would at once be made.
When the grounds are fenced, they
could then be tastefully laid out, and a
few ornamental trees planted. Add to
this u few flower beds, properly made
and cared for, and an important part
of the education of our children and
country would be supplied,

Little or no progress has been made
in this country in planting hedges,
either as ornaments, fenoces or screens.
Yet hedges have their uses, and I hope
to see their general adoption oveg, our
whole land. On every school ground a
proper hedge or screen is appropriate.
In this country, a neat hedge cen be
made of the fir.tree, honey-locust, Nor-
way-spruce, and varieties of arbory
vite, as any of them do well in a eoltf
country and bear the shears in pruning.
If the teachers were properly aroused
to its importance in this county, ap
arbor-day could be sappointed each
year in which the pupils and parents
would readily meet to set out trees,
and “in different ways improve and
beautify the school ground.

Who will move forward and have an
arborsday this Autumn? It needsonly
a little attention and an important
work would be well begun, A
pumber of sections have already ap-
pointed a day to meet and improve
their School premises this autumn, and
we hope to add many more to the
number.

Concerning Cream.

D. B. Wooster, of Vermont, says in
the New York Tribune: If the dairy-
man raises cream in the old way (open
setting) taking twenty-four to thirtys
six hours, all the yeast born with the
milk and what it gets from the air
unite readily and makes the oream
ready to churn as soon as it is taken
from the milk, In deep or cold set-

ting the gmse i different. The yeast
native milk 1squieted or made
inoperative for atime by cold, and is

only, if at all, brought into action by
warmth. This will make but little
difference if the dairyman subjects
cream to the action of the air. It
makes some difference what kind of
deep setting is used about the acidity
necessary for churning, and the flavor
of butter. If milk is snbmerged in
water the milk, 8o to speak, breathes a
damp satmosphere which apparently
tougbens the envelopes that holds the
cream. Sweets milk can be churned,
but experience has fully proved that
the butter is not so good flavored and
the keeping quality is lacking — hence
the necessity for souring cream, which
makes the envelopes which hold the
cream more easily broken. IQ cold
setting, where free ventilation of the
milk is given, acidity is necessary. In
my daily arrangement I raise the cream
in two hours ; I thensetit in a warm
place, being careful, not too warm,
above sixty-five degrees. I stir in the
cool cream added morning snd even-
ing and when I bave sufficient quantity

to churn, the whole mass is sbout the
thicknees of paste.
