ORDINARY GALES SEEM LIKE HURRICANES 
AND EXISTENCE IS A CONTINUAL MISERY.

Admiral von Werner, a high authority in 
naval matters in Germany, describes in a 
work recently published the behavior of 
armor-plated men of-war in a heavy sea. 
He says: “ Even with a moderate gale and 
sea an armor-plated cruiser, if going against 
the wiud, will find herself in conditions sim­
ilar to those of a storm—at least the crew 
will have that impression.

“The movements of the stern of the ship 
are violent and exceedingly disagreeable. 
The waves pushed by the advancing prow 
aweep continually over the ship f.om bow to 
stern. All windows and portholes must be 
closed, and air reaches the lower decks, 
where the heat increases unbearably, only 
through the artificial ventilators.

“ With the exception of the specially pro­
tected command bridge all the uncovered 
portions of the ship are impassable; thus the 
whole crew must bear as well as they can 
the hell of the closed decks. On such a ship 
no one can feel comfortable, and when there 
is a storm in which a sailing ship would feel 
comparatively at ease the crew of an armor- 
plated ship imagines itself to be in a heavy 
hurricane which threatens destruction at 
every minute.

“ The long, narrow forepart of the ship, 
which is not borne lightly by the water 
and is rendered extremely heavy by the 
mighty ram and the armored deck and the 
cannon and torpedoes, forces the ship in a 
high sea to pitching* and rollings of sv.ch an 
extraordinary kind that they cannot be des­
cribed.

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—A general election to the Assembly of 
the North-Weet took place laet week, Oct. 
Slet, resulting in the re-election of nearly all 
the old members. This aeeembly, which 

ff meets at Regina, consists of twenty-nine 
ibers, representing the vast extent of 

country between Manitoba and the Rooky 
Mountains, a distance of some 750 miles, and 
comprieing a population of about 100,000 
people. This is the eeat of the now famous 
North-Weet school trouble, over which Dal­
ton McCarthy and others are wont to wax 
eloquent at times. Strange to eay, however, 
In the local contest which has just closed no 
mention wae made of this grievance. On 
the contrary the one most important matter 
discussed by the candidates was that of 
freight ratee on grain, cattle, coal and lum­
ber. Being mainly an agricultural country 
whose products are sold in the European 
markets, the people there, like ourselves, are 
deeply interested in the question of cheaper 
freights to the other side. Unlike ourselvee, 
however, the people of the North-West have 
to pay freight on a long haul of over 2,000 
miles before the sea-coast is reached. With 
wheat, their chief product, selling at ite pre­
sent low price, it «m readily be seen that 
the question of freights is one of even more 
vital importance to them than to ue.

With a view of solving this difficulty for 
the people of the North-Weet a scheme wae 
projected several years ago for constructing 
a railway to Hudson Bay, from whence the 
wheat and other products of that section of 
the Dominion could be shipped by steamers 
during the summer months. A delegation 
of prominent men of Manitoba and the 
Nerth-Weet has recently been in Ottawa 
urging this scheme upon the attention of the 
government. It is doubtful, however, if this 
is the beet eolation of the difficulty, as the 
scheme would require a large amount of 
money to carry it through, and the short 
season of the northern region of Hudson Bay 
would permit of shipments during a few 
weeks of in mid-summer only.

r

—The mighty " Autocrat of all the Rus­
sians,” who for thirteen years has swayed 
the " rod of empire" over 100,000,000 of 
people, has fought his last fight. He, who, 
in the pride of hie power quailed not before 
the deepest frown of the mightiest Euro­
pean monarchs, has in a few moments been 
conquered by an enemy that brooks no de­
feat. On Nov. 1st Death entered Lovidia 
on the Crimea and the spirit of Alexander 
III. passed into the great unknown. In the 
anxiety of Europe during the last few weeks 
Is seen the power concentrated in one single 
seuL Many comments have been made upon 
the proud autocracy which has so lately 
changed ite ruler, and many conjectures 
have been as to its probable future. In his 
ewn forced retirement from public gaze, in 
the once occasional but now frequent mat­
tering* of discontent throughout all Russia, 
surely the present ruler must feel that the 
tide of civilization cannot be . turned from 
Its course and that even his own Kingdom 
most ere long recieve its laws, not from him 
alone, but from the assembled representatives 
of every corner of his vast empire. Should 
the present Czar in the near future form a 
constitutional government and call upon the 
people to elect representatives, perhaps the 
bursting of bombs, the whirr of ballets and 
the gleam of the assassin’s knife would be 
thing* of the past. But should he be charac­
terised like his father by blind opposition 
to the best interests of his country and peo­
ple, perhaps in Russia as in France there 
may come “The Deluge.”

The young man who succeeds to the throne 
of his father is in his 27tb year. He is de­
scribed as of delicate constitution, of a 
studious turn of mind, and without the 
iron will and inflexible determination of his 
father. He becomes Czar under the title of 
Nicholas the second.

—The extracts from the October number 
of the Journal of Education which are now 
being published in the local press, for the in­
formation of Trustees and Teachers, at the 
request of the Inspectors of schools, contain 
some things which call for the serious con­
sideration of the taxpayers of the province. 
It appears, that by an act passed in 1893, 
the teaching of music and certain other sub­
jects are made compulsory, and threats are 
now held over the heads of teachers and 
trustee* that unless these subjects are given 
sufficient attention the provincial or county 
grant* may be with-held, wholly or in part, 
from the schools failing to carry ont the pro­
visions of this act. It would be interesting 
to know upon what grounds those who are 
responsible for the passage of such a law 
consider it to be the duty of the state to 
provide instruction in music in our public 
schools. Music is no part of a common 
school education, or.ought not to be, as it is 
a sort of ornament or luxury, so to speak. 
But, even if it were not, to attempt to com­
pel every teacher to give such instruction, 
under penalty of the loss of the provincial or 

- county grants appears tyrannical and unjust 
in the extreme. Musicians, like poets, are 
born not made. Some of our very best teach­
ers have neither the talent nor voice for 
giving instruction in music. To say now 
that the failure to impart such instruction, 
no matter how good may be the work done 
in all other branches, shall subject the sec­
tion to the loes of the public grants seems 
absurd, and if our educational authorities 
have placed such a law upon our statute 
book the sooner it is repealed the better for 
themselves. No government would dare to 
enforce such a law.

—A Nihilist proclamation circulated in 
some of the countries of Eurepe, just as the 
Czar was on his death-bed, contains senti­
ments like these: " At length the Monster 
I» g»iug to disappear. Hurrah! .... Let 
ns leave to the hypocritical liberals the task 
of covering with flowers the horrid corpse of 
the scoundrel who is leaving this world after 
haring too long dishonored it."

Doubtless the liberals of Russia who are 
struggling for the blessings of self-govern­
ment have had strong provocation from the 
late Czar : but, in the very presence of the 
Grim Monster, the use of such language and 
Sentiments as the above, seems fiendish in 
the extreme, and will serve to excite the dis- 
gast of all right-thinking people.

—In the death of Hon. Honore Mercier, 
which took place at Montreal last week, 
there has passed from the stage of action one 
who a few years ag<zfilled a large space in 
tbe public life of Canada. His accession to 
power, hie brilliant career as premiei of the 
province of Quebec, and the unfortunate 
circumstances which led to his downfall, are 
all too well known to need comment. Al­
though a member of the legislature at the 
time of his last illness, his political career 
may be said to have cioeed at the time he re-Ÿ 
signed the premiership two years ago, and 
hir death now will have little or no effect 
upon the political life of the province.

—Hon. Mr. Laubibb, the talented leader 
of the opposition has completed his western 
tour, finishing with a grand banquet at 
Winnipeg.

Preparing the Children for Winter.

The health of children should, of course, 
be good after the summer vacation, but 
“ more water flows by the mill than the 
miller knows of,” and more food has gone 
into little mouths during the summer than 
the most careful mother guesses. It is quite 
as well that some light, mild laxative should 
be administered during the early autumn 
days.

The next question to be considered is that 
of dress. The first instiuct of careful moth­
ers is to insist on heavy flannels to clothe the 
young bodies from head to heel.

This overloading with clothes in winter is 
the cause of half the debility and weakness 
of children. They should be lightly dressed 
at home and in the school rooms, and warm 
cloaks, leggings and mittens provided to 
keep out the low temperature of the open 
air when they leave the house. Light un­
der-flannels, then, should be purchased for 
both boys and girls.

Particular care should be taken with their 
shoes. Let them be a full half inch longer 
than the foot, but, while easy, not so large 
as to rub the foot when walking. Above all 
let the mistake of buttoning them too close­
ly about the ankle be avoided.

Boys in cold climate should be provided 
with leather leggings as long as they are 
kept in knickerbockers. Girls in short 
skirts should have two pairs of the same in 
heavy jersey wool. Two pairs should be 
bought for each, because a wet pair is worse 
than none at all.

One careful parent fastens the children’s 
gloves to the sleeves of their coats by an 
elastic. This gives them free use of , their 
gloved hands, but insures that the glove 
shall always be in its place when needed.

Whether a lunch basket is needed or not 
depends upon circumstances. If the school 
is at all within walking distance the child 
should return home by all means, for a 
warm, light—very light—meal, be it under­
stood. A heavy meal in the middle of the 
school day is not wholesome or comfortable.

In New York the wise plan has been 
adopted in recent years in all schools for 
young children of remaining in session only 
from 8 o’clock till 1, when the children are 
dismissed and may go home to a 1.30 dinner 
and play and give all their forces to proper 
digestion afterward.

One of the best things for the school bask­
et is the sandwich mince—that is, a sand­
wich spread with a mince of cold beef, ham 
or chicken, laid on thick. It is always more 
appetizing than the plain slice of meat. 
The basket must not be filled too fulL Chil­
dren are not safe judges of how much is 
good for them.

A good size mince sandwich, with plenty 
of meat between the slices, a bit of simple 
cake, sponge or gingerbread, and a large 
orange or apple is plenty. A good substi­
tute for cake is a jam sandwich—two slices 
of buttered bread, with a spread of jelly or 
some simple jam between them.

One thing the mother should see to her­
self, personally, in connection withherchil- 
dren’s school is that the study rooms are 
well ventilated—not only aired after the 
children leave, but that a supply of fresh 
air is always entering the room where they 
sit, and the exhausted air escaping. This 
can easily be secured by opening one window 
of the schoolroom, top and bottom, not more 
than half an inch.

Not only does this constant supply of oxy­
gen make all the difference in the world in 
the child’s capacity to study and in good 
temper and spirits, but half the epidemics 
of contagious diseases among school children 
would be thus avoided.

Another fact which makes this question of 
ventilation so important that a mother owes 
it to her children to insist upon it is that 
Mhen children, instead of breathing in fresh 
oxygen all the time, are inhaling the breath 
thrown out by others, full of poisonous car­
bonic gas, the whole blood becomes infected, 
and the weakest point in the body is the 
first to show the effects. Most of the weak 
eyes of school children, thé affections of the 
hearing, of the nasal passages and the ner­
vous troubles could be directly traced to bad 
air and the breathing of the breaths of other 
people instead of the pure winds of heaven.

How to Blake Ironing Day a Happy One.

These are hints to rob ironing-day of 
some of (£8 terrors and to make Tuesday a 
rather pleasant and jolly time.

In the first place, every wise housekeeper 
will refrain from having fried or broiled 
meals, fish or vegetables on ironing day. 
They take more time to prepare than oven 
dishes, and their greasy odor is sure to im­
pregnate the dampened clothes lying in the 
basket. The clothes when brought in from 
the line should be turned right side out and 
shaken vigorously. Then they should be 
sprinkled, and the best way to sprinkle 
clothes is to dip a clean whisk-broom into a 
pail of clear water, dash the heaviest shower 
of moister from it where it will do no barm, 
and then let the subsequent lighter shower 
sprinkle the clothes. Smooth the garments 
into as natural a shape as possible, and fold 
into a very tight roll. Place in the basket. 
Do not sprinkle the sheets, but pull them 
into shape, fold and lay over the rest. Iron 
the next day.

The sheets should be done first. The 
selvage edges of these and those of table- 
clothes should come evenly together. All 
iron-holders should be of cotton, as woolen 
ones are more apt to scorch, and have a very 
disagreeable odor when burned. The cloth 
which covers the ironing-board must be 
tightly and firmly drawn, so that there are 
no wrinkles in it. There should always be 
a steady iron-stand at the right hand, so 
that the cover may not become scorched. 
Within reach a bowl of clear water and a 
soft, clean rag should be kept for the pur­
pose of redamping anything which gets bad­
ly ironed at first.

A garment which has sleeves should have 
them turned inside out and kept as much 
out of the way as possible until the rest is 
ironed. Then the sleeves should be done. 
In this way rumpling is avoided. Embroi­
deries and lace should be carefully pulled 
out and ironed on the wrong side over flan­
nel, the lace with a thin muslin cloth 
it. Ruffled skirts should have all the top 
ruffle turned nnder out of the way until 
that is ironed; then the second one should 
be turned down and ironed, and so on till 
the hem is reached.

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Marble^ Works£Potato Root.

Experiments at Rhode Island experiment­
al station showed that the yield of merchant­
able potatoes was increased 9.9 per cent by 
spraying the vines three times with the bor­
deaux mixture. The larger yield was due 
to the increase in the number. The per 
cent, (by number) affected by the rot, was 
one and one half times, at 150 per cent, 
greater where no mixture was used than 
when three applications were made.

The yield of merchantable tubers was in­
creased 34.5 pef cent by spraying the vines 
five times with the bordeaux mixture. The 
applications of the mixture did not increase 
the total number of the tubers. The actual 
increase in the weight of the individual pota­
toes arising from the applications of the bor­
deaux mixture was 48 per cent.

The formula used in preparing the bor­
deaux mixture was: sulphate of copper 6 
lbs., dissolved in 4 gallons of hot water; lime, 
4 lbs., dissolved in 4 gallons of cold water. 
When cold the second solution was slowly 
and thoroughly mix with the first solution, 
and when desired for use it was diluted to 
22 gallons with cold water and strained.

The quantity required for the application 
depends upon the abundance of vines and 
the adaptation of the apparatus employed 
in the operations. The object to be attained 
is to distribute minute particles of the mix­
ture over the entire green surface of vines, 
for it is known that a very small quantity of 
the sulphate of copper will prevent the 
spores of the fungus from germination, and, 
consequently from infecting healthy plants. 
This may be accomplished by various simple 
means, but probably with greater economy 
and more effectually with some of the ap­
paratus manufactured especially for the ap­
plication of fungicides or insecticides. Paris 
green was added to the mixture used in the 
first two applications, at the rate of 1 lb to 
150 gallons of the mixture.

Farmers should cut this out and preserve 
for reference next summer.

General Booth’s Social Schemes.

General Booth thus outlines his social 
regeneration schemes. In Great Britain the 
army has 220 institutions, classified as fol­
lows:—Slum poets, 64; rescue homes, 48; 
ex-erimlnal homes, 12; food depots, 21; 
•belters, 33; labor bureaus, 19; labor factor­
ies, 17; farm colonies, 6; total 220.^ He says 
that seventy per cent, of M lost ” girls who 
are placed in situations by the army are 
•till saved, after three years. Poor men 
who are “ down," he thinks, through losing 
their chances or through illness, can be lifted 

» up if Only there is some one to lift them.
Mt is not a crime to have lost all one has, and 

to have to pawn one’s clothes.
“ The essence of my farm colony scheme,” 

he went on, “ ie the transfer of “ prepared ” 
persons from the overcrowded slums. These 
persons are not Submerged, but are in such 
circumstances that their poverty may lead 
them to be submerged. Their habits may be 
changed so that they may help to form what 
I consider the glory of any country, an hon­
est, hard working peasantry, contented with 
plenty to eat, and having a happy hallelujah 
time of it.

“ Do you suppose I'm such an ass," he 
went on vehemently,. “ as to want to trans­
fer a lot of loafers, abandoned women and 
criminals to my colony?’’ Then he asked re­
ferring to the word “ ass,” “ Do you say that 
in this country?” There was a chorus of 
•* Yea,” from the reporters present. Then 
the General asked that the word be changed 
to *'1 simpleton. "

“ In my farm colony in England I have 
620 strapping fellows who work from six in 
the morning to six in the evening every day,” 
he'said. “They got a little money and 
they aave some of it, and they’re courting the 
girls in the village. They are being made 
into good men. They are the product of 
our efforts, money, prayer and love.

“It la not my intent to send only reform­
ed persons to the farm colony, nor to leave 
them to their fate when they get there. We 
•hall have prepared places for prepared can­
didates, cottages and spades and wheelbar­
rows all ready for them, the ground owned 
by the army and rented to them. It a man’s 
5pw dies we’ll buy him another. My scheme 
ie vastly superior to that of Baron Hirsch, 
and I am not discouraged by anything Her­
bert Spencer may have said about such col-

*• I don’t know where my colony will be, 
but of ten colonies suggested to me, repre- 
presentativea of seven have asked me to ask 
for land in the borders. But I’m like a man 
with too many sweethearts, I don't know 
which to choose.”

Then some one asked what the Queen 
thought of the Salvation Army, and the 
General replied:

“ Oh the queen expressed herself favorably 
on the question long ago. There is not a 
liberal in the present government who is not 
in hearty ^sympathy with me. In fact, I 
don’t know of any one of repute who is op­
posed to me.

“ As to the opposition to the Army on 
account of the noise it makes, that is dying 
out. In religion there is the silent party 
ind the noisy party. We are the noisy 
party. Some persons might make as strong 
an objection against the ‘ silents ’ as others 
do against the ‘noisies.’

“ Religion is a thing of the heart, not of 
the intellect. The sphere of God is in the 
heart. A man may have religious knowl 
edge and know what is right, but still cling 
to the wrung. If a man feels he will mani­
fest his feeling. I have seen men sit in 
church like things of terra cotta, but it is 
not for me to condemn them, nor they me.

“We are uncultured in the art of sup 
pressing onr feelings. When we are happy 
we laugh.”

Poultry Pointers.

Brahmas and Cochins should always be 
provided with low roosts.

Without cleanliness in the poultry house 
all efforts to produce the best results are 
fruitless.

For layers choose Brown or White Leg­
horns or Minocas; for general purposes, Ply­
mouth Rocks; for both, Wyandot les.

Do not try to keep twice as many fewlsas 
you can care for. Fifty fowls, well cared 
for will bring better results than 100 neglect­
ed ones, and not cost so much.

The moulting period, it must be borne in 
mind, has something to do with winter lay­
ing. Granting that three month’s time must 
be lost, it is plain that if a hen begins to 
moult the 1st of August, she will not be in 
full plumage again until the moulting has 
been completed.

If the winter is mild, however, during 
November^ or the winter does not set in before 
December, she will have a full months rest, 
and will begin laying and then continue lay­
ing through the winter. Hence this rule 
must not be overlooked, which is, that if the 
hens begin to lay before cold weather they 
will lay during the winter, but if cold 
weather overtakes them before they begin 
to lay they will probably not lay before 
spring.

At night scatter oats among the scratch­
ing material, and when the weather ie very 
cold substitute Indian corn. Cut bone, oys­
ter shells and grit should be constantly be­
fore the fowls, and their drinking water 
should be changed several times a day. A 
cabbage bead hung where the hens have to 
exert themselves to get at it, is an indispen­
sable item. This is a system of feeding 
which all other conditions being favorable, 
will make the hens lay all the year round.

which the field is left after the crop is re­
moved. If the crop is a large one the land 
may be poorer than before and this loss of 
fertility lessens the profit, as a larger amount 
of manure or fertilizer must be applied next 
season. It is difficult to arrive at a correct 
knowledge of the profit derived in a single 
year, but with the keeping of strict accounts 
something should be known in three years. 
If the yields decrease the farmer should not 
hesitate to procure fertilizers if his manure 
heap is small.
