Now women all over the country 
are learning to work together, to 
age themselves and eacn other in as­
sociations of all kinds. Women no 
longer offend against parliamentary 
law, but are becoming as competent in 
the etiquette of six-ieties as they have 
li ng been in the etiquette of society.

Men no longer dread to do business 
with a woman as they used to. The 
first women who entered the field of 
business tended to 
treines: they were apt to be brusque 
anil indifferent, or flirtatious; too taci­
turn or too talkative; too machine­
like or too personal. Now there are 
as manv women as men who can com­
bine promptness and courtesy in that 
happy faculty that we call a good 
business manner. They join the tact 
of woman to the efficiency of man.

This improvement in the conduct of 

women is. of course, the result of cul­
ture of the head rather than of the 
heart. The former bad manners in 
business, on the playground, and in 
Public generally, proceeded, like the 
gaucherie of the countryman in the 

city, from ignorance of the forms and 
usages of a flew environment, not from 
any intention to be rude and selfish. 
As woman gains in self-knowledge 
she loses in self-consciousness, which is 
the root of bad manners. In the iso­
lation of the home woman had no 
chance to cultivate the courtesies of 
intercourse and to acquire the polish 
which comes from contact with 
men of many minds. When

more .segrated than they are now, 
they were more intolerant and 
minded. Now women are realizing 
what men have found out, that pro­
priety based on the recognition of 
mutual rights, is a much finer thing 
a.,14 product of a higher degree of 
civilization than the courtesy which is 
based on privilege.

A bold robbery took place at Gran­
ville Ferry, a few miles below Bridge­
town, last Friday night when the Union 
Bank agency was burglarized, the safe 
broken open and the strong box, con­
taining about 83,000 in specie and 
810,000 in notes and bonds was ex­
tracted, besides a quantity of loose 
gold, silver and copper coins.

The burglary had been deliberately, 
planned and looked like the work of 
experts. The street door hud Iteen en­
tered, the lock having been cleverly 
manipulated with the aid of some 
tools from a neighboring blacksmith 
shop. The burglars had then drilled 
holes in the safe, inserted dynamite and 
blown open the door. Securing what 
they wap ted they proceeded with their 
booty to the Ferry slip, a few rods 
distant, took a row boat and depart­
ed. From this point no trace of their 
movements could be followed.

As soon as the discovery of the loss 
was made by W. L. Wright, the Bank 
agent, messages were at once sent 
over the wires to the head office at 
Halifax , and to all accessible points 
along the possible routes of the burg­
lars. Acting on instructions from the 
head office, Mr. Leavitt, of the Bridge­
town agency, put the case in the 
hands of Policeman Anderson, pending 
the arrival of Detective Power from 
Halifax. Policeman Anderson, ha1 i 
knowledge that a certain house in 
vicinity of Bridgetown had harbor­
ed and entertained a pair of strangers 
whose business no one knew, with his 
characteristic astuteness, proceeded at 
once to investigate their movements. 
Waylaying an inmate of the house 
mentioned, he forced certain disclos- 

which continued previous suspic­
ion and gave him a clue on which to 
base his future movements. Having 
learned that before leaving the house 
on Friday the strangers had made un 
appointment with their host, Robert 
Subeans, to return for an early break­
fast on Sunday morning, Mr. Ander­
son laid his plans to intercept them. 
Sabeans with his family, occupies the 
small farm to the west of the town, 
recently the property of the late W. 
E. Anderson, and now owned by Mr. 
J. H. Hicks. Sabeans was implicated 
in the robberies which took place in 
the county two years ago, and only

Im i —To those admirable philanthropic 
institutions, the School for the Blind 
and the Deaf and Dumb Institute at 
Halifax, of which Nova Scotians have 
reason to be justly, proud, it is pro­
posed to add a sister institution, a 
Home for Feeble-minded Children. In 
the Public Charities report furnished 
by Dr. Sinclair, the government in­
spector of penal and humane institu­
tions, he makes a strong plea for an 
establishment of this nature, depre­
cating the necessity of placing chil­
dren of defective intellect among the 
inmates of alms houses, where no op­
portunity for their development is 
permitted, and also the neglect of 
many other children of well to do 
families who are not so situated as 
to secure the benefit of systematic 
training.

Placed under favorable conditions, 
Dr. Sinclair asserts much can be ac­
complished in educating these ct^ldren. 
They may be vastly benefitted and so 
educated that they can assist mater­
ially in their own support. He urges 
the establishment of an asylum with 
a fair area of cultivable land in con­
nection with it, and with facilities for 
tradt-s-teaching, as well as ordinary 
education, to which all the feeble­
minded juveniles now in our asylums, 
and as many as possible now cared 
for under the parental roof, should be 
sent. Under skilled instructors they 
could be graded, taught and trained 
and Aheir dormant intelligence stimu­
lated.

The only institution of this sort in 
the Dominion at present is at Orillia, 
Ontario. Many such exist in the 
United States and in Europe. Nova 
Scotia should follow second in line 
with Ontario, as she doubtless wiJJ as 
soon as practicable now that her leg­
islators and their humanely disposed 
constituents have had their attention 
so forcefully directed to this crying 
need, and any such action will with­
out doubt be warmly endorsed by the 

s ^general public.
Such an institution, conducted on 

the lines of the School for the Blind, 
and the* Dea( and Dumb, while a boon 
to the* present generation, would 
prove of inestimable value to the next 
generation and those following, and a 
grave hereditary and social evil would 
be greatly diminished.

—In the report above mentioned, 
Dr. Sinclair also calls attention to 
that section of the statutes relating 
to the appointment of a board of vis­
itors to the local insane asylums, 
and states that with one or two ex­
ceptions, no municipality has acted 
upon this matter. The .clause reads. 
“The Council of any Municipality or 
town in which any asylum for the 
harmless insane is situated shall ap­
point a Board of Visitors of not less 
than five persons, of whom two may 
be women, to whom the said building 
and appurtenances shall be open at 
all times, and the municipal or town 
council shall define the powers and 
duties of such board of visitors, which 
shall not take effect until they are 
approved by the Govemor-in-Council.

Dr. Sinclair thinks it desirable that 
such a body should exist in every lo­
cality having an insane asylum, and 
particularly recommends the appoint­
ment of two women as members of the 
board, to whom might be entrusted 
the supervision of the house-keeping 
and. au especial oversight of the 
ditian of the
they may lie assured proper 
“Some of the zeal,” he suggests, 
“which causes ladies to take such a 
warm interest 
abroad, coyM probably be diverted so 
that it would manifest itself in an in­
terest in the poor and mentally af­
flicted in our own land, even in their 
own community.”

We commend Dr. Sinclair’s sugges 
tions, and would like to see the ap­
pointment of a visiting board for asy­
lums a rule generally enforced.

While such a commission could not 
be objectionable to any official con­
scientiously performing the duties of 
office, it could not fail to Iw an in 
centive to any who might l>e inclined 
to laxity of supervision and would 
thus be fruitful of much good, and 
would also increase the confidence of 
the public in the institution itself, es­
pecially those who have to bear the 
affliction of having unfortunate rela­
tives or friends confined there.

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FIGHTING THE FLAME; IN A COAL MINE. Worie's News,
: $

t>5fcvXftaSydney, March 21.—With their eyes 
and nostrils tilled with the nauseating 
odor of coal gas and their faces with­
in parching distance of a sea of llauie 
which curls and rises above two hun­
dred square feet of solid coal one hun­
dred firemen are slowly but surely sub­
duing the tire in Dominion No. 1. 
Within the pit it is Egyptian darkness 
and except for the occasional' gleam 
of a miners safety lamp and the faint 
ilickeiing hissing of a blue flame which 
rises and then recedes, one could not 
imagine the tierce conflict between 
man and fire which is raging hundreds 
of feet beneath ground. Just one hun­
dred men face that stubborn conflagra­
tion. With three lines of hose they 
advance through the darkness and the 
heat and gas which stifles, then warns 
and comjiels them to recede. They 
cough and spit, wipe their brows and 
in a moment the hose is Once more 
playing over that sea of burning coals. 
It takes but little imagination to pic­
ture the weird scene and loss to rea­
lize the difficulty of the task. l$ut as 

shift works through its allotted 
time another takes its place. The 
stead**" stream of water continues and 
grapËrtuly the suffocating black smoke 
diminishes and the brave tireladdies 
realize that they are conquering inch 
by inch.

‘ There is a slight change for the 
better.” This was the statement is­
sued to-day to the Chronicle's cor­
respondent by J. H. Duggan, asst. 
Mgr. director of the Dominion Coni 
Co., who has been on the scene all 
flight and who is there to day. The 
men got nearer the fire by shovelling 
out one of the cross cuts between the 
main and back deep. Three steady 
streams of water are playing over , the 
burning area hut the work of the men 
was considerably hampered to-day by 
heavy falls of stone. The fire is be­
ing attacked from three different sides 
and the volume of smoke is slowly lie- 
coming less. Resides the suffocating 
gas and smoke the firemen are com­
pelled to face intense heat. Imagine 
the heat from a furnace filled with red 
hot coals and one can have a faint 
idea of the intensity of the heat from 
this conflagration. It can easily be 
imagined how difficult it is to get 
near such a big surface of red hot 
coals. And then there is the fear of 
falling coal. Timbers have been burn­
ed away and coal is falling in many 
places, but this has in no way tie 
terred them from advancing as hear 
as possible to the smouldering mass. 
It is still dense and it is only 

.casionally that a faint flame is percep­
tible. But the lire is there neverthe­
less. A seething mass of liâmes reigns 
beneath that smoky mass. FouiJ 
hours each shift of one hundred men 
works. There are plenty of volunteers 
and every effort is being made to 
quench the fury of the conflagration.

He ordered 
the girl to go into an adjoining 
room.- and following with a horsewhip, 
bade her scream as loudly as she 
covfd, while he applied his whip to" the 
floor and furnjtufe.

It 
is probable that with a projierly iaid 
out bed of old shells, and a guard to 
prex'ent the spawn being carried away 
by the tide, good results xvould be had 
from small beds in protected coxier. 
From the position of the oysters that 
xvere found, it is proved than exen if 
exposed altogether at lowest spring 
tides, the çysters will live.

Seed T.uu# best

We have devoted txvo issues to the 
results of investigations carried on 
our Dominion Government to find out 
the real state of the seed trade in the 
country from a standpoint of quality 
of seeds sold by the ordinary 
try merchant.

We hope the truths brought out 
may ‘be of interest to farmers and 
spur them to much needed reform in 
buying seed. Even though it may be 
true that the country dealers of the 
maritime provinces are used as 
“dumping ground” for the seed trade 
of upper Canada, still we must put 
this lamentable state of affairs down 
against the farmers themselves. The 
dealers are not in the business for the 
purpose of educating the farmers to 
demand high grade seed. Their look­
out is to sell what the customer calls 
for and if that is a cheap article, it 
is not their province to tell the farm­
er what he should buy.

The blame does not rest with the 
dealer. He keeps timothy seed say 
three kinds. At a glance the buyer 
cannot tell any difference and if he 
prices the seeds and finds he can buy 
for 6, 8 and 10 cts. per lb., he will 
take in most cases the tic. seed.

Now though legislation does not 
prohibit the sale of impure and old 
seed, yet there is no need, even under 
the present lack of law, for a farmer 
to buy poor seed.

The best firms of Ontario describe 
their different qualities of seed and 
any one can rely on getting from them 
the quality he orders by paying the 
price.

We want to show in as few words 
as possible what a serious mistake 
farmers make by purchasing 
seeds and in taking a sample < 
will not overdraw the facts, but rather 
keep them within limits. Though 
seed merchants ad-opt a nomenclature, 
which means nothing to the buyer, in 
general the seeds come as best re­
cleaned, choice and ordinary.

The first is supposed to be practi- 
tically free of weed seeds, hulled seeds 
and old seeds, but more of these ap­
pear as we go to choice and ordinary.

Suppose we take as prices, Best ro- 
' “Weaned, 9 cts. per lb.. Choice, 8 cts. 

per lb. and Ordinary, 7 cts. per lb. 
Suppose a farmer thinking to save 

- money, takes the ordinary at 7 cts 
He gets in the pound 10 per cent of 
weed seed which is well within bounds, 
as has been found by actual count. 
Then in this pound of ordinary we 
may safely put down 10 per cent of 
old seed which will noi.germinate and 
5 per cent of hulled seed „of doubtful 
germination, for if seed is fresh, hulled 
seed will germinate as well as un­
hulled, but the former loses vitality 
much more rapidly than the latter.

Here we have 25 per cent of useless 
and worse than useless seed and 75 
per cent of pure, germinable seed, so 
that we pay really for our pound of 
perfect seed not 7 cts. but 9 1-3 
cents, or more than the best reclean­
ed. But this is not the worst of the 
matter. By sowing this cheap seed we 
are also sowing weed seed that may 
make us a world of trouble in the fu­
ture. I think we may readily see 
that in this case it pays to buy the 
best.

We hope that our farmers may not 
only demand the best but may pull to­
gether for legislation which will 
pel seed dealers to give up putting 
poor seed on the market.—Ed.)

A great many farmers — 1 think 1 
may safely say the majority of those 
of my acquaintance—very strongly re­
semble cattle in some of their habits. 
A tlairy of cows tramp the length of 
the ancient cow lane year after year, 
following precisely along the old path, 
stepping exactly in the steps left by 
preceding generations, never realizing 
that a little aside from the old path 
the way is smooth and easy. They do 
things from habit, without 
rising their reason. In the sect:on of 
the country in which 1 reside the 
farms are only two or three genera­
tions old. The hardy pioneers who 
cleared away the trees first from ne­
cessity, planted corn, usually “chop­
ping it in” with axes; then as soon as 
they could scratch the surface a little 
with their A-shaped harrows, sewed 
oats among the stumps and followed 
oats with wheat. Fro: a this aimert 
necessary practice arose thc wonderful 
“three crop rotation, : which has been 
rigorously followed from that early 
day to the present time by ninc- 
tenths of the farmers of my acquain­
tance. In those early times the fa 
ers needed the com and wheat for 
bread and the oats to feed their oxen. 
They were not seeking for money. 
They were strictly and exclusively en­
gaged in home-making. Though a large 
majority of farmers forever pursue the 
same mk.1 course, it is true that our 
environments, market facilities for 
transportation, demands of wealth, 
etc., do change and the farmers who 
arc alive to the demands of the times 
are the ones who win and enjoy the 
fruits of success. Then there arises 
your question, “What do farmers most 
need?” I shall make answer with the 
single word, “Gumption."
