Encouraging Sign of the Times

NDON, Jan. 23—The rate of dis-
count of the Bank of England was to-
day reduced from 5 to 4 per cent.

The reduction of the bank rate was
a foregone conclusion, owing to _the
rapidly improving financial conditions
prevailing everywhere, . which caused
the market for discount rates to fall
to 3% per cent. The return of eash
from the country considerably swelled
the reserve, which will be increased in

the near future by the receipt of bar |

gold from Egypt and Australia as
well as bar gold now enroute to Lon-
don. This will include $5,000,000 worth
of gold, which probably will be secur-

ed by the Bank of England on Mon- |

day. Other influences ~ terding toward
the reduced bank rate are the improv
ed conditions prevailiz on the cont
nent, forecasting early reductions - in
the bank rates of France and Ger-
many, and the likelihood of the re-
turn of gold from America to Argen-
tine Republic' thus relieving the de-
mand on London. The announcement
of the bank rate had a favorable ef-
fect on the London Stock Exchange,
where the reduction of a half per cent
only, had been anticipated.

The Canadian railways during the
vear ended Jume 30th, 1907, killed
one out of eve 459,104, and injured
one out of every 41,299 passengers
carried. The total number of passen-
gers killed was 70 and the total num-
ber injured 349. Besides this 249 em-
plo; lost their lives or were hurt on
level crossings or on the tracks of the
railways the record of accidents
amounts uo to 587 killed and 1,698 in-
jured—a gruesome result of a single
year’s operations. The slaughter of 35
persons and injuries to 287 others are

A Million Dollar Fire

in Portland, Maine

PORTLAND, Me.,, January 24.-—A

fire which caused.a property damage

of $1,000,000 early to-day, destrcyed
{ the city hall and police buildings, and

l‘cndungerf-d the lives of more than 700

| persons. Although known as the city

hall, the building was divided between
city and county offices, while the po-
lice building sheltered the supreme
judicial and municipal courts in ad-
dition to the police department.

The fire was the worst in the state
since the great conflagration in Port-
land, in 1866, when the city's busi-
ness and residenfial sections were al-
most ‘completely wiped. out, Deaths
were absent from the fire, a fact con-
sidered very remarkable, as there were
more than 700 members of Boston and
| Mainé Knights of Pythias gathered in
the auditorium of the city hall wi
the flames were discovered. Only
few persons were hurt.

Chief Engimeer Melville Eldridge, the
only one known to be seriously in-
jured, was able to direct the fight
against the flames throughout, being
supported by two a stants.

The financial Ic is estimated at
$1,000,000, but this sum will not cover
the loss of tho papers and decuments
in the registrar of deeds, where every-
thing was destroyed.

Other city departments were swept
clear of averything by the flames, with
the ption of the ecity clerk's and
the city treasurer’'s off

The money and securities in the lat-
ter are believed to be intact, although
it will be almost impossible to ascer-

A Sad Story of Consumption in a
Canadian Town

The Local Hospital Unable to Caro |
for the Patient, and the.guery
is What to Do? .

g

In a little booklet issued by the
National Sanitarium Associationunder
whose auspices has been established
the Muskoka Free Hospital for Con-
sumptives, we have the story-told of a
sad case of consumption.

A young woman, apparently friend-
less, came in on a train rcaching Fort
William, and immediately procured |
work as a domestic. A doctor was

called in to examine her case, as she |

appeared to be a consumptive, and she
was at once pronounced a bad case of |
tuberculosis.

She was placed in the small local

hospital of the town, and everything |

possible for the moment is being done
to help the patient.
But writing to the Secretary of the

Naticnal Sanitarium Association, the |

Secretary of the Board of Health asks:
*“Is it possible to make room for this
patient in the Muskoka Free Hospital
for Consumptives. The local hospital
is crowded for room, and there is really
no place for this poor girl.”

Continuing, the Fort William official |
adds ‘I may say that as far as being |

able to pay is concerned, she, as far as
we can learn, has no friends who can
afford to pay for herin an institution.”

It is to meet just such cases as these |

that the Muskoka Free Hospital for
Consumptives has been opened.
The official reports of the past year

show that more than half the patients |

who entered the institution were abso-
lutely free—their maintenance not
costing them a single farthing. The

others only % aid a nominal sum rang- |
)

ing from $1.50 to $6.00 a weck, only a
few paying the larger amount. The
average of each patient was less than
50 cents a day. The actual cost of
maintenance to the institution is over
$9.00 a week so that our readers can
readily see how strong a case is made
out by the Trustees in their appeal to
make provision for just such a p'mcut
as that from Fort. \William—-only one
