formed the functions of Lieutenanf de Roi in Lonisburg, then the
capital of' the island. Marriage was not to be thought of during
the war, but no sooner was peace restored than my father went
over to France, exchanged service again, and obtained a company
ip the colonial corps residing in Louisburg; and on Cupid’s
wings, came back in those regions where fogs reign paramount for
three fourth of the twelve months of the year. However, love, all
powerful love ! transformed the spot into an earthly paradise, an(:}
the Gordian koot was tied—A. D, 1749.

For a few years votbing interrupted the happiness of the con.

to make this the subject of a theme for largely expatiating on the
guilt of Sovereigns, as being always the wilful promoters of that
scourge, But so many tender hearted philosophers, so many phi
lantrophists and king haters,'so many zealous patriots have already
amply enough opened the eyes of the world on that score that uny
aditional heart-rerding picture of the baneful consequences result<
ing from that destructive mania, would be equally useless and te-
dious, I must be allowed, however, to ebserve, that previous to
the extinction of national conflicts, we ought to look out for the
extinctiop of the limbs. of the law, for so long s the ministry of a
single one of them bLe necess iy, amongst individuals, so long also
will the wltima ratio regum continue its likewise indispensible in-
terference between kings and kings, and between nations,’

After a first fruitless attempt, the English, ‘urider the Great:
Wolfe were more successful, and became-masters of that Key of
the Gulph of St.-Lawrence. With a-garrison of about 600 wnen
fit for service, the French resisted for six weeks, duting which
they underwent great hardship and fatigne, until thus exs
hausted by both, they were oblighed to surrender at discretion,
and that poor devoted island was treated ss » conquered country,
and its defenders and inhabitants compeiled.fo submit to any
conditions imposed on' them. - I wish I could say with trath, that
they had experienced that liberal treatment, since become so cha-
racteristicin British conquerors. No excess, itis true, were coms
mitted ; and it is but justice to say, that individually the con<
querors hehaved in a friendly manner towards the conquered;
butIdo not think that poli¢y which, allowing to these both civil
and military who wished to return to Europe, the liberty for the
term of three months to sell these-effécts they could not cenveni:-
ently takeaway with them, proclaimed on the otherhand a prohibi-
{ionto purchuse; sothat many poot devils were thereby deprived -
of the means of returning to their native ccuntry, had it not been
for some of the more fortunate portion of the community, whd
being dble to hire ships for their 'con.veyuuce, guve a free passage
to them, ' o '

It is true, that the officers, both civil and military were offered
to remain on the spot on the usual conditions of taking the oath

Aftet the usual passage we landed at Rochéfort, where niy fa-
ther’s corps was stationed.  Ou out laudiuf, the girl was inform=
ed thiat now ghe was perfectly free, and that she might do what she
pleaded with hierself; bot again she refused the libeify that wus her
indidpatdble fight, ind persisted in redraiding with oar family.
In vain was she told that she was no longer wanted, aiid thuf my
father's fortune did not allow him to maintain useless servants,
" to that she replied that she wanted no wages, that the simplest
food and a little corner in the Kitchen, to lay herself at i)ight, in
our family, was preferablé to her to any pé€uniary advantage, or
to the most alluring situation in apy other. Her perseverance
gained the victory, and she remained an inmate with us, .

Strictly adhering to the conditions she heisélf had dictated, she
took her stand in the kitclien, which shé left only when summoned

speut her htcben-days in idleness, and he iustalled her as queen
where she had hitlieito been sufferéd to feindin as the huinblest 6f
all; in that very kitchen where she for niany years had been thé
drudge of all, promising her 1lie saine wages enjoyed by her pre-
decessor, But the noble gitl refused tlie boon, Na)m s no, Siry
.you have kept me so long when I was of no useto you ; to you and
to my dearmistress I owe move thun life for baving made mea
Jhifistian ; it ismy turn now to repay )ou a8 faras it isinmy pow-~ -
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_er; never shall T take wages so long as my services shall beagree-
able to you. And indeed she never would hear of wages, which,,
however, were mude good one way or other, And so, she remain-
ed the most fuithful und attached servant to my family for more,
thaa fifty years, and died of a broken heart three mouths after my
father, carrying with her to the grave the most sincere 1egrets of
every member of the fawily and the universal esteem and respect
of her uamerous acquaintances,

it is not the only instancé of those invaluable quahncatxons
that it will be my lot to record, but for the present let us retrocede
to the point from whence I have galloped away with my dear

black girl and nurse.

A very great advautage therefore of rotation, root and green
crops, would be, not ouly to enable the conntry probubly to fur-
nish ample supplies of cattle and animals of all kinds for the
towas, but, toatford alsoa continually incredsing stock of the most
productiveand fertilizing manures, which wit?n the assistance of
another mode of recovering the exhausted lauds, to be shortly
considered, would possihly more than restore thew to their origi-
nal vigour. '

Ishall first give a few ideas on the meode of tilling and clean.
ing the lands and laying them out: I have heard jt computed by
persons acquainted with modern agriculture, that a loss of 1o less
than two thirds arises from this defective mode: It certainly ap-
pedrs to me thereis a great coutest between the weeds uud crop on'
the land, and as certain a great part of the foud of the growimr
creps must be cousumed by the former: Wiether the Habitant
farmers can afford to bestow labour enough’on this brauch of agri-
culture I do not know, but it appears that a few more days in the
fall might be easily and well employed in ploughing and harrow-
iang aud would be found of more real benelit in extirpating those
consuiners of the food of the crop, than they yet probabiy have an
idea of, ~ : o,

Aunothigr canse of loss in the product o' a given quantity of land
is owing, to the narrowness of the planches or ridges, and the
furrows being generally vot sown, occasion a loss which I believe
may be computed at not Jess than ane eighith of the proceed.

The -usual allowance of seed also is nigh two fifth less than by
the mode in Britain.  This may however be owing to thejr huving
found that the lands in their present uufertile srate would not 'beas”

Wé concluded otir former remaiks on Colosies by some obser-
vations peculiar to this Province, and téok then the engagement of
enguiring into the local causes that have hitherto uiilitated, and
so long as they are not removed, shall militater against aiy thing'
like public spiritin this Colony, We énumerated amongst thése
causes, the gross igiiorance of the generality of the population, aixd
concluded, that they ought {o have beeii if not led, at least guid-
¢d and assisted. By whom and whose duty was it ? are the pa-
tural questions which we are going to try 1o answer,

At thetime of the conquest the Clergy and the Seigniors enjoy-
ed the greatest influence in the country, and had that flueice
been kept up they would have continued to be the guides of the
country people, - The clergy was composed of Parish Priests, of
Monks and of Jesuits, None can refuse to the first the praises
due to the zeal and scrupulous attention with which they perfotm
and follow the duties of their sacred profession. Among thein we
tind wen of the most exemplary conduct and of more than com-
mon talents. But all this is not the qualification and kuowledge
requisite {6 guide in politics ; and certainly it is not in cloisters
orin seminaries that that knowledge of the world, and the neces-
sary experience can be acquired. We go farther and say, that
the scientific knowledge cultivated aud communicated there, be-
ing merely speculative, is more likely to lead astriy, as giving
birth to theoretical systems, some of which have, on trial, proved
so destructive and so baneful. Besides to the prejudices attached
to the localites of our infancy, it would be very litie knowing the
human mind uot to admit professional ones. Now it isan vnde-
niable fact that a Clergyman, of whatéver sect he may be, is so fyr
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prejudiced in favor of the tenets which it is his duty to jnculcate
to his flock, that all that he can do is to avoid any active hostili-
ty against those whe do not think like themnselves in regard to |
religious dogmus, but never can ackuowledge them as friends and
treat them as such. Is it not natural to suppose that with such
feelings they will as little as possible promote the familiar inters
course and the intimate connexion between those entrusted to.
their religious cave and those who dissent in religious opinions,
Tndeed it woula be too mach even to require it.—As to the abo-
lition of monks and of cloisters, it is very little feit.

It is vot the same with the Jesuits. That order, of which so
wmuch has been said either good or bad, was by friends and foes
acknowledged to contain a great number of men of the first ta-
leuts, as well in regavd to learning as in point of that extensive
kuowledge of the world by which they had acquired such an in-
fluence, of which they abused, and whereby they drew on theme
selves the jealousy and the hatred of sovereigns and of nations,
Every one however agrees, that no where could be found men more
versed and wore skilled in the education of children, and to that
particular skill in great measure they were indebted to that almest
general influence,  Had the . British Goverament better under-
staod their interests, instead of abolishing that order in this new
acquired Colony, they would have gained them over to their par-
ty. Itis well kuown that the Jesuits, like every person. of high
attaininents and listening to the voice of ‘ambition, were latitudi-
narians in principle, and they would have willingly entered into
a kind of concordat whereby their services might have been pre-
gerved without apy danger to the State as well as without their
breaking thro’ their religious yows. ,Their sudden abolition was
as suddenly felt. Pareuts and especially those of the higher clas-
ses lost at once their friends, their religious guides and theinsti-
tutors of their <hildren, In consequence whereof the education
of these children was at leagt for a while interrupted and that in-
terruption lias proved to be irreparable, '

" This léads’ us naturally to the Seigniors aid to the few noble
families that remained in the country. We havealready observed
that the inflnence of the former, had been greatly lessened by the
Joss of theirmast essential seigneyrial rights, nawely, the admi-
nistration of justice, Thereby théy have been reduced to mere
trustees of landed property which they are bound to part with at
a fixed low price to any one making-apphcation forit. The grunt
tees become ‘perfectly independent on the granter, provided he

ays his rent and grinds his corn at the Baanal Mill, and in
course of time it ig poisible that the Seignior may not possess s
singleinch of groungd in the whole extent of his Seigniory whereon
he hys the'right of putting his foot, without the leave of him who
15 very improperly called his tenant. ‘
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- After the conquest the heads of the administration in' this Pro~
vince were almost all strangers to it. The different language and
manners and especially that show of superiority displayed by the
new comers did not fail to embitter feelings already affected by
natienal prejudice and by mortitied pride; the consequence of
which wus that those Seigniors and Nobles who had been wont to
occupy the first rank in society, preferred to withdraw from the
stage to the humiliation of being dispossessed. of their pre-emi-
nence, They were still more urged to this determination by the
characters of those who had thus supplanted them, (If we may
helieve a letter written by General Murray,) they were for the
maost part people of & low vank who had followed the ariny as
sutlers and menials, who had acquired ezough to set up as gen-
tlewsen ina country where a sinall sum of money went a great way,
Thus secluded our Seigniors und nobles became indifferent to
public afinirs and lived in their counntry hounses unknown and
unknowing. Had the seminaries of the.Jesuits still been opened,
itis to be hoped that their indiflerence would not have gone to
the length of refusing to their children the benetit of education ;
but they were even debared of that, and the consequence has been
that many-ef these families find themseives lost in the mass of ha-
bitaus. ) ‘ C.-D. E.
