Immediately sf.ertiie last meeting of the Board of
flissions, the Secietary snd General Agent of the
Domestic Commitlee, with tae adviceand consent of
the Conimittee, visited Green Bay, and on his teturn
made a full repoit of the state of the Mission school.
\While at GreenBay he bad frequent opportunities
of visiting the school and examining its iuternal ar-
rangements, and expressed the belief that it was in
as flourishing a condition asit had been et any pre-
vious time ; and thut t'e scholars had made s much
progress in bumau learning as could have beea reu-
souably expected; while he dulged the hope thut the
seeds of religion had been sownin meany an inlant
beart, which will bereufler spring up and bring fortix
fruits of holiness. There were .than seventy children
male and femule, in the school: of whom fifty-four
were charity, and the remaining sixteeen pay schalars.
Of these only thirty-one were full-blooded Indian ch.l-
dren;—the others were half and quarter-bloods, with
the exception of two whites, Three of the children
were under five years of age;—thirty were between
five and ten;—and thirty-seven were over ten. ‘I'he
greater part of them are Menox eners and Oneidas.

ONEIDAS—DPUCK CREEK.

The Missionary to the Oneidas, reached that station
about the middle of May, last year, and was recewved
with much joy.  The persons connected with this
Mission are,Rev. Solomon Davi:;, Missionary; Mr.S.
B. Sherwood, school-master, and Aristogenes Nim~
ham, interpreter. ‘Fhe Mission is in a highly pros-
perous condition. The Onieds Indians have made con-
siderable sdvancement in civilizstion, and now cul-
tivate taeir farms, and enjoy the comnforts of settled
domestic life. They are enabled to defray one-nalf
of the expense of the Missionary s support, and pay 2
hundred dollars a year towards the support of a school
for their children. In autumn last, the Chicfs made
an sppropriation of §2,000 for the erection of a
church, and $500 for building a- parsonige-house,
One of them also made a donstion ef $200 tonards
the purchase of a bell for the chnrch. ‘They have
eracted 8 school-house at a cost cf shout §300, ‘I'he
sale or exchunge of a portion of their lands, place.
funds in their hands, @ partion of which they have
thusset apart for the service of Almight God.. Fthe
school was opened on the first of January last, and
contains ahout foity scholars. ‘I'he number of com-
municants among the Oneidas, under the care of Mr.

DIOCESE OF VIRGINTIAS,

Wicomico Church.—This church was completed in
the year 1771, not long before the Revolution, and
the walls are still firm; yet the other part of the

were buried in that spot.

This chnrch being too small for the increasing po-
pulation,a larger one was meditated, and some change
m its location was talked of, when Mr. Robin Car-
Carter (since known by the name of King Carter)
generously offered to build one at his own expense,
saying that in consequence of his large possessions,
increasing family, and number of tenants, he had for
some time intended to build a large one for the parish.
The offer was cheerfully accepted, and the present
house completed ubout the time of Mr.Carter’s death;
that is, about the year 1731—and to this day exhi-
bits one of the most striking monuments of the fide-
lity of ancient architecture to be seen in our land.
Very few, if any repairs have ever been put upou it.
The original roof and shingles now cover the house,
and have preserved ina statc of perfection the beau-
tiful arched ceiling, except in two spots which have
within a few years been stained by the rain which
has leaked through two of the gutters where the shin-
gles have rotted. Except in the gutters, the shin-
gles, though more than a hundred years old, appear
to be good. The walls of the house are three feet
thick and perfectly sound. The windows are lurge
and strong and probably two-thirds of the glass yet
remain. The pews are of the old fashion,high back-
ed, double and very firm. A very large cne near the
altar and opposite the pulpit, together with the whole
north cross of the house, was specially reserved by Mr.
Carter for the use of his family and dependants in
all time to come; and it deserves to he noticed thut
fin addition to the high backs which always concealed
the family and prevented any of them [rom gazing
about while sitting or kneeling, a railing of brass rods
with damask curlains was put around the top of the
pew, except the part opposite the pulpit, in order, it
is believed, to present the indulgence of curiosity
when standing up. These rods and curtainrs remain-
ed it is said until a few yearssince, and some relics
of them are probably to be found in possession of
neighbars or relatives st this time. In farther evi-
'dence of the fidelity with which this house was b,
it may be mentioned that the pavement of the aisles
which is of Jarge [ree stone, is now so'id and smooth

workmanship was so inferior to that of former times,
that the vestry refused to receive it at the hands of
the contractor. Its roof is now falling in, and the
ceiling has given way some years since. Each of
the Bishops of Virginia have preached in this decay-
ing house, though not without some apprehension,
Its present condition is truly distressing. The doors
and windows are gone. The fire bricks which case
the doors are gradually disappearing.  Along the de-
serted aisles and in the pews of this large house,
measuring seventy-five feet in either dircction, may
now be seen the carriage, the wagon, the plough,. the
fishing seine, lumber, and barrels of tar aud lime,
and other implements of husbandry. The cattle
have free admission to it, and the pavement of the
aisles and even the slab which covers the remains of
one of the latest ministers is concoaled by dirt and
rubbish. The old bell which formerly summoned
the neighbors to the house of God, is lying in one of
the pews near the falling pulpit.  In the desert-
ed chancel you look in vain for the communion table
and the baptismal font,and there is too much reason
to fear that these also are now used for purposes far
other than those to which they were originally con-
secrated and long applied. Some steps hayerecent-
ly been taken towards the repair of this large and
venerable building, but whether it will be effected or
not is still doubtful. .

The uext appointment of the Bishop was en Fri-
day the 23d, at Christ’s Church Lancaster.

The past history and present condition of this hal-
lowed spot and temple deserve a more particular no-
tice. The notice is derived from the memorials
furnished by the house jtself, and the tombstones

life from the high andlofty pulpit which seemed as
it were hung in the air.  Peculiarly delightful was it
to raise the voice in such utteraoces in a house whose
sacyed forni and beautiful arches seemed to give furce
and music to the fecblest voice,even beyond any oflier
building in which the writer ever performad ar herrd
