ed 1o manoeuvre, we can atford to sacrifice
somewhat of ‘nobility toits equipment. The
advantages obtained by the employment of
nifled ordnance will «oubtless be very ap.
parent in position battenes, for in these, the
guns being firesd at long range, they can,
therefore, bo carefully laid, and sometimes
provided with platformsand even withsmall
’mmpolb for cover. The40-pounder brecch-
oading rifled gun, weighing 35 ewt., orwith
wamage complete nearly 82 cwt., is the gun
now used for their armament, and this re-
quires 12 horses.  The old smooth bored
armament consisted of four kinds of guns -
12.pounder brass gun. 32-pounder lLiynss
howitzer, _18.pounder iron gun, and 8 inch
howitzer. = A position battery of 40.pound-
ers has oniy four guns. Its carriages are, of
course, much heavier than cither those of
the horse artillory or field battery, but are
assimilated to them in coustruction. They
have two sets of trunnion holes, one for fir-
ing the gun from, and the other for carry-
ng it in.

These are brietly the guns required for the
three kinds of batteries that accompany
armies in the field. Mountain batteries
form a fourth kind of field artillery, but
may be looked upon as exceptional, as they
are only intended for mountainous countries
where all other batteries are too heavy;
their guns, therefore, have to be lighter
than either of the three before enumerated,
and they and the carriages belonging to them
are generally carried on mules.  Wo have
iately got a new gun for this service—a 3-
pounder muzlo-loader, weighing 224 lbs.
rifled, with three grooves having one twrn in
20 calibres : its charge is little more than }
pound.

Siege Artillery requires a different arma-
ment from field artillery . mobility is here
not so cgsential. The weight and nature of
the gun, employed ina siege, depends upon
the maeans of transport we have at com
mand, as wellas upon the siegeand strength
of the fortress to be attacked. The heavier
calibre we can get into position the more
likely are we to succeed in crushing the
works of a place ; but heavy guns, with their
weighty projectiles, cannot bo carried far
inland. At tho siege of Scbastopol wewere
enabled to arm our trenches, in part. with
68 pounders and 13 inch mortars, but this
was & most cxceptional case; probably
among the smooth bores 32.pounder, 8-inch
gun, 10 and 8 inch mortars, and 53, 43 mor-
tars—brass—may be considered the most ad-
vantageous for this purpose. 1havealluded
to the advantages of the mortars in sieges ;
they are mounted on what are termed tra-
velling beds. the wheels of which have to
be taken off srevious to finng the mortar.
Our future sizge trains will, of course, be
much more vowerful, as they will, toa great
extent at ooy rate, be armed with nfled
guns, and these being lighter in proportion
to their calibre than smooth-bores, will en-

Niego guus then being heavier than field
guns, and being fired with comparatively
large charges are mounted on much stronger
carringes. The great object we want horoto
attain is, to have one carringe suitablo for
conveying owr guns on, and for firing them
from, and to avoid all shufting of carriages.

Garison  Artillery.~The armament of
fortresses and garrisons depends ou the size
and extent of the works as well as upon the
nature of the locality they ave situated in ;
transport and mobility, which regulate the
armament of siego and tield artillery, being
of little or no moment. There is no fixed
prineiple in our service on which to base the
number of ordnance or quantity of ammuni-
tion require for the defence of a fortress.
The French divide theirs into three classes
and apportion the number of onlnance ac-
cordingly.  The quantity required for the
immedinto security of a place, is laid down
at 10 pieces per bastion—this number pro-
viding for the armament of salients and
flanks, and also allowing for the heavy wor
tars. But that required to sustain a siege
must depend on the extent of the works
generally, and thus fortresses of 1st classre.
quire 110 picces. Fortresses of 2nd class
I0, and those of 3nd class 3V in addition ‘tv
above number. (iuns ought to be so placed
that the heaviest guns occupy those positions
whirh cnmmand the greatest extent of
range. In garrisons then, as we ncither
have to consider the matter of transport or
require mobility, we are cnabled to use very
heavy guns, and thus obtain very much
longer ranges, anl fire very weighty and
nowerful projectiles. The shells from our
muzzle-loading guns will prove, as T said bo-
fore, most formidable in the defence of for-
tresses. We have. at present, of the follow-
ing smonth bored guns mounted in our
works at home and abroad—

uf solid shot wo have two great famlies—
the round and the clongated. The round
shot ismade of cast-iron, and 1is familiar, m
appearance to every one. It is fired frm
all smooth-bored guns, except the 10 and ~
inch. The old practice of dI:)ublo shooting
guns was generally contined to the navy
when the ships were at very short ranges
from cach othor. For this purposo they had
to reduco their charges, as with full charges
the strain would hinve been too great for the
gun thus loaded the: practice obtained was
irregular.

Solid shot for rifled guns are clongated.
and are made of cast-iron, of chilled cast
iron and of stecl. The former are for breach
ing brick or stone vork ; and tho latter for
destroying iron shien's or iron-plated shps
Those for the breech-.saders are coatedwith
lead and antimony, and those for muzle
loaders have soft studs on them.

Chilled cast-iron shot are cast in a thik
iron mould which rapidly conducts the hea

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of nsholl, Chilled shot must not be mis.
taken for shot cast in chill. Tho process of
chill casting is, and has, for somo time been
porfeotly woll known in tho iron trade, and
shot have been so cast ; but there is an im-
portant and characteristic distinction bo-
twoen the two, and in it lies Major Palhser’s
claim to originality. Itis this, that where
tho old style of cast shot has an uncertain
fracture, in which grey iron, more or less,
predominates, Mujor Palliser’s shot has a
fracture of almost unvarying uniformity, in
which grey iron is scarcely porcoptiblo, and
in recent castings it is eliminated. In short,
the first was accidentally case hawnlened ox-
tornally, moro or less, tho Intter is designed-
ly mado for a particular purposo of a definite
and carofully dotcrminog hariness through.
out,

Steel shot are mado of the best steel, not
too hard, or they swill break or impnct with
the object struck : not too soft, or it will al
ter their form, and they will ceaso to penc-
trate. They will, however, in all probability,
soon ceaso to bo used. Some shot are made
hollow headed, and consist of a cylinder of
iron, witha hollow conical head to enable
them to cleava the air in their flight with
greater case, and thus render the ball
steadier. Weo use also hollow bodied shot
usually called battering shells: they are
used for our heavier breech-loaders, cither
as a hollow shot or shell.

‘The application of sold shot is against
troops in column or compact musses; m
breaching or wherever penetration is re-
quired round shot are sumetimes heated and
fired against shipping. Common shells are
fired both from 1iifled and smooth-bored
gune, varying in shape accordingly, and be-
mg hollow they are filled with powder. The
thickness of their metal must be such that
the shell may be able to contain as large a
hursting charge as possible, and at the samo
time be strong enough to withstamd the
shock of the discharge of the gun, The
fuses of these shells should be bored rather
long, so that they may penctmate into the
aobject fired before bursting, and thus do the
greatest amount of damage. They are used
against wooden buildings, earthworls, and
sherever you want a large flame to sc ¢ fire
10 any combustible materal: they will also
do great destruction agrinst masses of troops,
in which case your fuse ought to bLie so regu-
lated that the shell bursts immediately be-
fore reaching the ground in the mudst of the
troops. I have already alluded to the poswer-
ful sholls fired from mortars and large muz-
de-loading rifled guns.  The shell of our 9.
inch grn weighs 230.pounds and has a burst-
ing charge of’ 18-pounds.

Sharpnel Shell include Diaphragm, Seg
ment, and Boxers ritled sharpnel—the object
of all being the same. This class differs very
materially from the former, both in object
and construction, common shells depend for
effect on the magnitude of their bursting
charge, and our object is to burst them in
the middle of something, cither troops or
bulddings and scatter their fragments in every
direction right and left, and at the same
ume to cvolve a flamo capable of settiu
firo to every thing near their objects ﬁrcﬁ
at. The Sharpnel class of shell is intended
on the other hand to be burst some fifty
yards in front of o line of troops, and does
not depend on its bursting charge for offect,
tin the contrary the smaller it is the butter,
for all it1s required to do is to open the
shell and allow the segments or bullets in
side to travel on without scatiering them.,
These shells then require n coastruction
weak from tho inside, but_strong enough
from ontside to resist the shock of tho dis-
charge of the gun. Tho Sharpne} shell for

$

smooth hores has its bursting charge in a
tin eylinder running down the centyro of th

aholl, bullets being all around. This is foulty,
and this shell is abolished, jand the Dia.
phragm shell, an invention of Col. Boxer
subatituted, Hero tho bursting chargo 13
divided from the bullets by a thin wrought
irmn partition or diaphragm, whence tts
name.  This again is fuulty, as the bursting
charga is in front of tho vallets instead of
the rear, and so tends to keep them in the
shell instead of driving them out. The
Armstrong segment shell is made of & num.
ber of similar sogments, built up inside of a
thir cast iron packet on an ivon disc around
a circular cavity, iuto which the bursting
charge goes. Weo thus get the principle of
the arch and consequently have what we
want in the way of weakness from within
and strength from without, but our hursting
charge being in tho centre of the scgments
gives too much lateral spread which 18 in-
creased by the rotation of the shell in
the air. Boxer's Sharpnel shell for rifled
ordnance are the most perfect, being an ap-
plication of the diaphragm construction to
elongated projectiles. But the chargo is
situated at the bottom of the shell and
separated from the bullets by a stout iron
dise dinphragm, the head of the shell is
lightly nvetted in, and thus becomes ecasily
detached and the buillets, with which it is
filled. relieved. To weaken the shell further
from the inside and thus assist its opening,
groves are cut longitudinel down it on the
inside. lero the bursting chargois in its
right place, and the shell only requires a
very small one. This class of shell was in-
vented when musketry became more ac-
curate, and its range lengthened, to act as
clangated case, and fired against troops in
line,  Spherical Diaphragm shell is “fired
I'from aur smooth boro ordinance except 10.
inclh mortm=,  From our breech-loading
rilled ordnauce we fire segment shell; nad
Boxer’s Sharpnel has been adopted for 7,
8 and 9-inch muzzle-loading rifled ordnance.

Caso is only fired at very short ranges. It
consists simply of a tin case with a wooden
or iron bottom ftilled with bLullets, varying in
size and number with calibre of gun, that
for I¥-pounder. 10nch, S-nch, and 32-
pounder have iron cases. Lieut. Reeves has
introduced a case shot for rifled onlnance,
similar to that in use for smooth hores, the
adoption of which, however, is as yet only
provisional. Grape is principally intended
fo .he use of the navy, and is not fired from
brunze guns nor from guns with wrought
iron tubes, but from all smooth bored guns
of cast iron. That for the 10-inch is a kind
of case. ‘The present pattern consists of a
number of cast iron balls arranged in three
tiers by means of three cast iron circular
plates, and a bottom plate of wrought iron,
the wholoe is secured firmly together by
means of a wrought iron pin which passes
through the centre of the plates, and hasa
head on the lower end and a screw on the
top to receive n nut. Thoe number of shot
vary in each tier from thice to five according
to nature of gun. Grape being for the sea
service. as 1 said before. and for the defence
of work, are very destructive up to 300
yanls, but may be employed advantageous-
ly some times up to 60 yards. Martin's
shellis a projectile used with the 68.pounder
8 and 10inch guns against shipping, and
consists of thin shell filled with molten iron.
This shell is broken on 1mpact and the mol-
ter iron is released and poured out setting
fire ‘o cverything. The shell requires no
plug. Carcasses sre shells of considerable
thickness of motal, with three vents. They
aro filled with an inflammatory composition,
which beingignited by discharge of the gun,

issues from the ventsn a {owerful flame

for from threo to twolve minutes, and on

the shell falling into & building or among

combustible matter of any kind, the flames

will produce contlagration; the nature of
the compmsition 18 such, that 1t will continue
to hurn even under water. Theso shells are

chietly used in bombanhing towns and against

shippang and are fireld from mortars, howit-

zevs or guns. The vents are covered with

brown paper aad kit plaster, which has to

bo removed before loading,  Besides theso

projectiles we have hand grenades ; smsll

shell to Lo thrown mto wo&s Ly hand 5 ov
fired from mortars in bouquets: light balls
to discover enomies working parties ; smoke
balls, to fire into mines or other confined
sitnations, to suffocate, or expel working
partics ; Manby's lifo apparatus, a shot,

with four fuzo holes attached to a rope to
fire across a ship in distress, the fuses being
to warn them of its approach at night; but
my timo will not allow of my entering into
their detail.  Every shell requives a fuse.
Now of fuses we have have three kinds: 1st.
time; 2, percussion; 3nd, combination of
both. The object of a fuse is of course to
ignito the bursting charge of the shell at
the right moment. This object, however, 1s
attained with difficulty in each of these three
classes. Tho time fuse is ignited by the
flash from the charge of the gun, burns dur-
ing tho time of the shells flight, and ignites
the burster at a fixed time.  The percussion
fuse is prepared for ignition and remains in-
active during the flight of the shell, but on
its impact ignites tio bursting charge. 4
combination fuse is izgnited by a similar me-
chanical arrangement as o percussion fuse
and then acts as a time fuse.  Our fuses are
both of wood and metal; of time fuses we
have Boxer's for spherical shell with 1, 2, 3
and G.inch composition; of percussion we
have Armstrpng's field percussion Pillar fuse
and Pittman’s; of combination fuse we have
Armstrong E. pattern tinie fuse and Boxer's
2 inch and 9seconds fuse for rified ordnance.
Wo had, formerly also some metal fuses for
our naval shells, but they are to be with-
drawn.

A Ngw Brrrou-Loaper-~In the days of
brecch-loaders, when we almost daily hear of
gome ncw inpvention, if possible more complete
than nny previous one, it may never have
struck any one that there was in our midst any
talent capable of mastering this problem, and
perbaps even surpassing Snider bimself. Bat
such there is. We were this week shown a
breech-loader maunufactured by Mr. Lachlan
McIntosh, gunsmith of this town, on what wo

think is an entirely new principle {from any we
have yet read of. The whole construction is
sunple, and there is nothing whatever about it
to get out of order. At first sight it looks lke
an ordinary rifle. It hos the ordinary stock
and lock, but the hawmer is on the top, not
the side. Where the rifle is beld {n the left
band, there is a small spring, which you press
with your finger, at the same time you press
your thumb on the left hand side of the breech,
when the breech swings round to the right, the
barrel turning on a pivot a few inclies from the
breech. You then ingert the cartridge, which
has a steel covering—not copper as is general-
ly the case—with a small bole in its centre.
The hole, when the breech is closed, forms a
continuation of the nipple. A cap is then put
un, snd the picce fired as usual. When th-
breueh is again opened, you press with your
right hand a small rod on the right hand side
of the tarred, and the exploded cartridge drops
out. This cartridge can be again refilied, and
used as often as you please. The advantage of
these cartridges is that you can make them
yourself. The powder is the same as common-
ly used. The gun can, we understand, be fired
about seven times a minute, which is very good
for a .apping piece. Therc are four motions,
besides the capping, the first to open the breech
the second to eject the old cartridge, the thi
to put the new one in, and the fourth to cluse
the breech, but &5 both hands can work at the
same time, they wight be reduced to three.
Were this gun (hanged so as use the detonat-
ing cartridge, which can be done with & very
slight alteration, we have 1o doubt it might be
fired at least twelvo times a minutel In its
present form it would make o good sporting
gun  The one Mr. Mclntogh bas finished is
smooth bore, but of course a rifled one could be
made on the same principle, for military pur-
poses.  Altogether, it is a very admirablo piece
of workmanship, and were it rifled and made
so that no cap waould be used, we have no doubt
it would be equal, if not superior to the cele-
brated Snider, as there can be no escape what-
ever at the breech. We hope Mr. McIntosh may
get his design patented. The curious can see
it by calling at hisshop, where he will be happy
to show it to them.—fGoderich Star, ..«

To the Editor of tho Volunteer Roview,
O1Tawa, C. W, May 27, 1867,

oblige your humble servant—an * Old Soldier ?°
On the 24th May, 1867, I was one of the
many who turued out to celebrate the birthday
of Her Most Gracions Majesty, the Queen of
Evzland , and happy was 1 to be onc of the
numnber who had the great happiness in giving
“three hicers in Her Majesty’s honor.' 1t
brought back old times, and 1 was, for the mo-
ment, a recruit again, commencing n soldier's
tife anew. When Iglanced along the line com-
posed of the different corps, both of regular and
Volunteer regiments, the thought flashed aeross
my mind ¢ What nation in the world has such
loyal subjects as the British nation.” 'T'o see
little Ottawa make such a display of Volunteer
tioops, told well for her and coming events ,
and, then again, their appearance was very
creditable.  No regulars could have looked bet-
ter ; the clothing, arms, accoutremonts, &c.,
were in perfeet order, and all seemed at home
with the single exception of one corps, and
that corps was the Provisional Brigade Garri-
son Artillery, as the authorities have been good
enough to distinguished them. They certainly
hud the appearance of Artillervmnen ax they
stood in line, and were armed with theartillery
carbine, and well they looked, both officers and
men.  ‘They fired the « few de joie ¥ equally as
well as any corps on the ground, and thbey
marched past very creditably ; indeed, they so
far cawpe up to any Volunteer corps present
that day. But what 1 am most anxious to find
out is, why do they get the designation ¢ Artil-
lerymen ?  They bave never stood toa gun
vet (excopt a few who have been in the 1egular
service, und others who served at Prescott for
six or scven months, numbering in all about 36
officers, non-commissioned officers and men),
and from all appearance they uncver will, for
the Government seem in no hurry to provide
them with Garrison guns . and more the pity
that over 200 1ine fellows, who have volunteer-
ed their services to become members of this
most useful branch o1 warfare, should dwindle
away because they cannot get the arm intended
for them. This is a serious matter for the con-
sideration of the authorities in power, which
should at once be remedied. I am well aware
that it takes time for ail things, and would be
content to wait and say nothing if I could see
in the distance ¢ Guns for Ottawa,” but as my
visionary powers ate not sufficiently strong,
and my credulity on the above question in a
morbid state, I think it time to say a few words
in behalf of the Ottawa Garrison Artillery,
The material required, and absolutely neces-
sary to make Garrison Artillerymen of the 200
or more¢ men above mentioned, is about six
Garrison guns, of various calibre, mounted on
common ground platforms, and drawf travers-
ing platiorms, works thrown up, platforms laid,
&c., for the brigade to drill during the sum-
mer months ; a shed contructed to drill under
during winter months, store room for arms and
accoutrements, &c., likewise a dwelling place
for an old pensioner (say an old artilleryinan),
whose duty it would be to look after the guns
stores, arms, &c., keeping all clean and in goo«i
order. At the cnd of the summer season the
guns, or as many as would bo required, could
easily be dismounted and remounted in the
jshed, thus keeping up tho drill ell the year

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THE WAR OF 1812

SIATH ARTICLY

The objeots proposed to be attmined by
the publication of tho foregoing articles on
the war of 1812, are tirst to exposc the fatlacy
of the cry got up by the political philoso-
phers of the Muanc: ester School, and londly
ochoed by the English press, to the effect
that Canada is drfenceless. an-t that it would
be utterly impossible for Great Biitan to
come out of a contest in winch tho political
oxistenco of the Iritish American colonies
wore involved, without dirnster and disgrace,
and by implication that the people were in
different or careless us to what flag they were
under, and would not take on themselves
the Lother of their own defence.  Secondly
—to point out to our young military men
that tho conststutional organization, under
which Canada was not only successfully, but
gloriously defended, was that of the sinuple
militn system . and how necessaiy it 1s now
to cherish the teelings of patriotism and af.
fection for the banner of the Old Red Cross,
*‘which has vraved a thousand years the bat.
tloand the breeze,” when o new e of
political existence is dawnmg on us, aud the
ties which Lind us to the Buntish Empue are
more closely drawn, as well as to illustrate
the events of the great contest as n lesson
worthy of serious attention and careful study.
Political agitrtors, as a general rule, never
enquire closely into yuestions of cause and
effect. It is usually suflicient for *hem that
certain objectionable features exist ina meas.
ure of State— harmless enough in themselves
and totally apart from its ultimate issues—
to enable o good party cry to be got up, and
political opponents damaged in chamcter
and reputation. without a thought be-
ing bestowed on the value of the measure
to the best interests of the country, On no
other grounds can the cry. rec ntly 1everber-
ating through England. of the impossibility
of dopendi-.g (nnada, and of the great cost
it entailed, Lo explained. How injuri »us this
folly has been to the best mtetesis of the
empire can bo casily imaginud ;. wiat ¢flect
it must have had on l-)‘smg_ its paostige and
bringing contewmpt on its diplomatic relation
with other powers.  Who shall say how far
the dismemberment and humiliation of Den-
mark, the sudden aggrandisement of 'rus-
sia, recent and present European com)lica-
tions, and the increased insolence of the de-
mands of the Washington Cabinet as well as
the rupture of our commereial relations
therewith, is. and has been due to this cow-
ardly and disgraceful confession ot nanonal
weakness? It is evident enough that Brit
ish prestige is, has been. and will be, asub-
joct of jealousy to the United States and
Russia, because it thwarts the tradiuonal
policy of the one for universal Western Em-

pire, and of the ather for the scle control of |

the Eastern. The cry of confessed weak-
vess in the proposed measure for abandon-
ing thosc colonies and the countenance
given to that measure by the declaration of
the respunsitle advisers of the Queen,
of their intention to appose no  ob-
stacle to the expressed wish of the people
in tho transfer of their allegiance, led the
Washington politicians to belicve that a lit-
tle pressure only was nhecessary to precipi-
tate that measurc ; aud that the Stars aud
Stripes would float triumphant aver all North
Amenica. Hence the abrogation of tho RRe-
ciprocity Treaty and other contingencies,
wgich followed that very foolish act, which
failed because the people of British Nuith

’ Atnerica understood their own interosts bet-
ter than the Washington or London politi.
| cinns; and it would not be-too much to

lpire. The mischievous effects arfeing from
the wholerale slandering of the pcok) ¢, are
obrious enough in theirown case.

but the unanimity and determination with
which the whole population rose in arms to
repel aggression. Such is tha truthful an.
~wer tho people of these Provinces can make
to tho charge of inditterence and careless
loyalty, which, with them is no mere lip
sentunent, but the feeling of reverenco and
respect entertained for good and stable
government, and that feeling 13 sustained by
the most powerful of all humen motives—
seif interest.

The judicious measures jollowed since the
Trent diliculty have given us alarge number
of trained otlicers, but no militmy force, at
all sutlicient to meet the exigencies of the
country. It s true there is a large nomnal
Voluuteer force: and the spirit and patriot-
ism of the people is quite suflicient to sus.
tain,at least, ten titnesits numerical strength
but it s totally wneguipped—withont « pro-
per statl, medical establishment, commis.
sariat or artillery ; in reality, there are 20
000 men probably clothed and armed with
i the old Enfield or bad substitutes. and this
constitutes the whole toree Canada could put
into the field. In the commencoment of
the contest of 1812the Pruvince was as bad-
ly provided : - ut theve was » militia law in
existence which brought every available
man into the field when required, and equp-
ments were plentifully provided. .\‘till the
disadvantages of being taken in an unpre
pared state gave the aggressors great pre
ponderance in the contest which required
the genius of Brock and the imbecility of
the .Amencan War Lepartment, and s offi-
cers to countelnct.  Notlung short of the
firn determination ad endwrance of the
Militia could have prolonged the contest
ofter Broek’s death: and 1t is due to the
, stubborn resistance of men nghting for thew
{ humes and tamihies, that Cauada is now s
i part of the British Lmpire.  Indeed, from
the apathy displayed by the British admin-
istration for the fivst two campaigns, it would
appear as it thcy were as indifierent to the
fate of the IP'rovinces as the Mmister of
Louis Quinze—at the penad of its conyuest
—and it was not till the full of Napolcon in
1314, released a portion of those troops who
had mairch: & from Lisbon to Bayonne in one
yseries of triumph that reinforcements de-
scerving the name arived to assist the Col
onists to the glorious termination of & strug-
gle, which thewr valor had already placed be-
yond the shadow of a doubt.

ancestors—all were resolutions to bind him
to his countiy’s-flng. His tirst lessons of duty
and glory taught him to look on it as
symbolical of all man holds sacred ; it
tlonted over his erpdlo, and with God's hied
it should shadow his grave, nobly was thia
ouligation fullitled; and though he was
rendered by worn.out military martinets
without any knowledgo of, and not unfre-
quently & supremo contempt for, constitu
tional law—and irresponsible executive of
the creaturcs and favorities of the British
Ministry—although his appeal for justice
was tardily and often ungracioudly answered.
fN his strong and simplo loyalty enabled
iim to cast all those considerations to the
winds, and to dare a contest against odds eo
powerful as might well appal the heart of
the stoutest veterun., History has enblazoned
the 1ssue in letters of gold.

If
a thovoughly armed, well-drilled, and com
plotely equipped militin forco constitutes a
standing army, then, of course, Mr. McGee
does advocate a standing army ; and in that
rense we have warmly advocated the snmo
thing ever since the Trent affair oconrred,
and, indeedd, before that event.  If the peo-
ple of Cananda were Quakers, if they wero
non-resistants and non.combatants—if they
conscientiously balieved it to be a ciime
against (od to defend their hearths and
homes, and their country ngainst those who
would desecrate one and despoil them of the
other. then thoy would be perfeetly justified
in neglecting, and not only in noglecting but
in abstaining from all proparations for tho
defenee of the country—from all military or-
ganization of any kind whatever. If Cana-
dians are anxious to become slaves ; if they
are willing to be annexed to the United
States without stiiking o single blow for

therr independence—tor the preservation of

their national autonomy ; if they are supine-
ly indifferent to all that men usually value
mo=t—if they ave disposed to submit to be
plinxlered by any band of marauding villains
that moy cross the lines from tho United
Statos, and make no eftort to punish the rob-
bers. then it would be an act of folly to pro-
vilde either a standing avmy or o vélunteer
force. to e¢nact & militia law, or even to es-
tablish a police force. ‘The records of the
past, however, establish the fact that Cana.
dians will fight, when resistenco to an in-
vading forco i> demanded, and fight, teo,
with desperate and heroic valor. No man
in Capeda entertaing & doubt as to the ne-
ceswity of preparation for self defence. But
how is this to bo done?  Not by keeping up
a standing army, for that we cannot aftord.
The peopls ave too poorand too few in num-
bors to keep up s standing army of a hun.
dred thouspnd or even fifty thousand men.
They cam.ot maintain a regular army suffi-
ciently strong to defend tho country against
even the Fenian hords of the neighboring
Republic, should they attempt the conquest
of the Dominton. What must thon bodons?
Depend wholly upon our volunteer forco?
There are not probably morc than thirty
thousand volunteers in the wholo country
at the present time, although the iaw pro.
vides for thirty-tive tnousand in "pper and
Lower Canada alone, without reference to
the other Provinces: but then it must be
borne in mind that very few of the Volun-

teer companies have o full complement of
men. Besides, for ana purpose beyond that

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of defending the country against mere
marauding bands, even thirty-five tnousand

wen would be nothing but the nucleus of

army, such as would be required to resist
an invading force from the United States.
The Volunteer force is, indeed, a credit to
the country. The courage, discipline, and
soldierly qualities of our Volunteers are be.
yond all praise. But they are by ne means
adequato to the defence of the country in
an American invasion. They would be in.
sufficient though aided by the regulars the
mother country could send to our assistance.
Something more would be absolutely neces-

sary, and that something is to be found m
the training of the whole population ¢ pable
of bearing arms, and fitting them for effi-
cient discharge of their duties to soldiers.
This wo take to be Mr. McGer's idea; and
it is one we have occasionally put forward
durng the last five or six years. We be.
lieve, morecover, it is the conviction of the
peopie af this country, that a far more effi-
cient organization of the Militia is absolute-
1y necessary for the defence of the country
and to maintain its independence. Even
England, withits magnificently cquipped re-
gular army, no longer depends upon that
army for the defence of the country. It
rests with more confidence upon the Volun.
teer force, with a Militis reserve belund. The
only stané.ing army we have are the troops
sent out by the home government; and if
we show no disposition to defend ourselves,
if no steps be taken for the decipline of our
Militia, as well as the Volunteers, it is not
probable that the Imperial Government
would continue to send troops here for our
defence. Annexation, or eflicient prepara-
tion for the defence of the country, are the
only alternatives. We known that the neigh-
boning Republic covets the possession of Bri.
tish North America; but if wo are thorough-
ly prepared—if our whole people be duly
3uaiﬁ ed as citizen soldiers for the vigorous

efence of the country, the United States
would esteem the cost of conquest to heavy
to mako theattempt.” Our sccurity depends
entirely upon the efficiency of our militia
force; and one of the great questions for the
consideration of the new Confedcrate Parlia-
ment, when it shall assemble at Ottawa, will
be how the ptzgulation can be rendered most
available for the p se of a successful de-
fence of British North America. We do not
hesitate, therefore, to endorse Mr. McGEE's
sentiments on this subject, believing that
they are the sentiments of all almost the
entire population of Canada.” We have
always condemned the principle, or rather
want of principle which induces some men
to make party capital ouy of militia matters,
and we think it Mr. McUGee's opponents
wanted to find fault with him, there were
other subjects better suited for the weapons
of cﬁarty warfare. To the Voluntcers, as
such Mr. McGeE is known, only as one who
has done great service to the country by
striving to instil loyalty—obedienco to the
law and selfireliance into the minds of all
whom he could influence, and who with great
power to do evil hes used his utmost influ.
ence for good. For these servicos—every
Canadian Volunteer—without respect to
crecd, nation or political party will gladly
do him honor.

THE FENIANS.

ArtaOUeE the Fenian banditti have un.
doubtedly been engaged for months past in
moving such arms and munitions of war as
they have been ablo to procure at various
points along the frontier, it is scarcely prob-
ablo that they will be ableto make i raid in
any considerable force, for the simple rea-
son that they have not suflicient funds to
carry out their designs : bué the very rea.
son that will prevent them from effecting
any movement at all hkely to endangor the
integrity of tho PBritish Empire will urge
them to attempt such another fiasco as that
of last year. Without something of the
kind to ¢ fire the Fenian heart,” no more
money can be gathered from its dupes, and
the vagabond leaders have already shown
that they will not hesitato to sacrifice their
ignorant followers, if by that means they can
fill their pockets. It may be also that just
at this time the government of the United
States may give such intimation to the or-
ganization of its determination to maintain
its ‘uternational obligations, thatan attack
upon Canada will be postponed to a more
fitting opportunity. We say postponed, for
we are convinced that until the United
Statc: is thoroughly convinced, not only of
our determination, but of our ability, in con.
cert with the mother country, to martain
the independence of every inch of Canadian
soil, we shall, at the recurrenco of every po-
Jitical contest in the States, find the army of
political demagogues urgingon and support-
ing the brotherhood, in order to secure their
votes. So faras tho utterances of the N. Y.
‘Herald’.arc concorned,uo one in vhis country
or in the States looksupon them asanything
but sensational bombast,and yet it more than
any other American journal reflects the
views of the masses. In a recent article,
commenting upon tho seizure of three Uni-
ted States vessel for unlawfully nawnigating
our waters, the * Herald ' assumes that the
8t. Lawrence is the: natural northern bound-
ary of the dominion of Uncle Sam, and says
“\We might as well open the question at
once.” Although such an assumption is
clearly an intimation that robbery of a
neighbor's territory is looked ugpun as legiti-
mate by the ¢ Herald,” there is too much
reason to believe that the same sentiment
underlies the views of the great mass of the
people of the United $tates, and although
the present American Government for pru-
dential reasons may avoid any step that
would invelve them in war with Great
Britein, wo have no lhecsitation in pre-
dicting from what we know of the
masses of the people of the United States,
that any party that makes the robbery of
Canadian terntory a part of its policy will
be successful at the polls. The mass of the
native Yankees thoroughly detest the Fe-
nians, and nothing but a commcn and un-
reasonable hatred of Great Britain could in-
duce the two bodies to pull together. The

projects of the Fenians during the past two

yoars and tho countenanco given them in
avory part of tho United States, show that
that sentimont is strong onough to cftect
what nothing olse could. If then the Ameri-
cans impudently assume that they have a
right to the southern bank of the §t. Latv
ronce, the Feaians will of course join them,
and we may expect the excitement of
the past two years, intensified by the coal:
tion of a party of native Americans with the
Irish American clement, to continue indefi-
nitely. While this is the prospect in view, it
becomes a question whether it would not be
better for the prosperity of this country it
our relations with citizens of the United
States should be placed upon a solid basts,
even if in doing so, we should bo obliged to
go through the ordeal of war. Whena man
has an avowed highwayman prowling about
his premises, his natural fecling is not to
bandy soft phrases but to gmp}))lo with him,
and this is the feoling with which the peo-
plo of this country and the Volunteers in
particular regard our Southern neighbors, ot
whom Fenian scoundrelism is simply a re-
presentation, and they also feel that, wheth-
er a raid should take placo this summer o
aot, our ouly hope of safety and independ
ence is to bo in such a position that our
whole fighting population may be put in the
field at short notice, in order to defend our
altars and our firesides, and maintain those
glorious institutions defended on many =«
well fought ficld and bequeathed to us by o
fathers.

With referepee to the Circular Despateh from
this Departmeont dated the 5th of June, 1866, re-
Iative to tho case of Foreigners naturalized in
any of Her Majesty's Colonies who wish to ob-
tain British Passports for foreign travel—I bave
the honor 10 inform you that different cases have
occurred lately in which such naturalized for-
eigners have applied in this country for passports
without being in possession either of a passport
from the Governor or of sny official document
from the colony to establish their identity and
character. You will readily perceive that this is
calculated to embarrass this Department, apd
also to cause much private inconvenience to the
parties coucerned if they should find themsolves
unable to produce any sufficient evidence of thoir
quality.

I have therefore to suggest that, in every
colony contaimng naturalized foreiguers who are
likely to travel in Europe, it would be convenient
that notice sbould from time to time be given in
public newspapers of the necessity for such per-
sons providivyg themseelves before leaving the
colooy with soine official evidence and descrip-
tion.
