THE TREATMENT OF THE DISEASES OF

THE HEART.

Tn the May number of the Edin-
brrgh Medical Journal there is an
interesting article on this subject by
Dr. Byrom Bramwell in which he
sums up his personal experience as to
the value of individual remedies which
lie has found most useful in the treat-
ment of cardiac cases.

In many forms of cardiac disease,
he says, rest is the most important
means of treatment at our command,
It is indicated in the following affec-
‘tions: Acute endocarditis; myocar-
dial degenerations of all forms (fatty

and fibroid) ; all cases in which there’

is reason to suspect myocarditis,

. whether acute, subacute, or chronic;
pulmonary lesions with an engorged
condition of the right heart; valvular

lesions with decided breakdown of
compensation ; cases of angina pectoris
in which there is reason to suspect
organic disease; aneurisme of the
thoracic aorta and large blood-vessels;
and all severe cases of senile degenera-
tion of the heart. Exercise is a very
valuable means of treatment in many
cardiac conditions, - more particularly
in neurotic affections, fatty infiltra-
' tion, many gouty conditions in which
there are no marked degenerative
changes and arterial lesions, many val-
. vular lesions, so long as the myocar-
dium is fa.xr]y healthy, some dilated
conditions of the heart in which the

dilatation is associated with fatty infil- .

tration or the result of such conditions
as excessive beer drinking, and in which
it is not associated with any marked
degree of myocardial degeneration. In
many cases of aortic and mitral dxs-

ease, in the less severe forms of senile
heart, and in the slighter forms of
myocardial degeneration, judiciously
regulated and moderate walking is
invaluable, so long as the compensation
is well maintained. By wuscular ex--
ercise, says the author, we are enabled
to promote the condition of the general
health and of the cardiac health, to
hasten the circulation through the
peripheral organs and throu"h the
heart itself, and Lo prevent stasis and
engorgement with all their disastrous
results. So long as exercise, says the
author, does not produce any untoward
symptoms, it should be allowed and
encouraged. Oertel’s plan of treat-
ment is chietly used, he thinks, in cases
of fatty infiltration, fatty and gouty
conditions not associated with ather-
oma and without any marked degree
of high pressure in the peripheral sys-
tem of vessels. The author has had
no direct personal experience with
Schott’s method, but from what he has
learned from the experience of some
patients he is disposcd to think that it
is chiefly valuable in the same group
of cases and in cases of valvular legions
in which the cardiac muscle is reason-
ably sound. Dr. Bramwell says that
he attaches the greatest importance to
sustaining the mental tone of the
patient. In many cases of cardiac
diseases. there is, he says, wo tonic
which is more efficacious than a favor-’
able opinion confidently expressed.
It is especially valuable in neurotic
cases and in all forms of functional
disease, and in the less severe forms of
valvular lesion in which the valvular
defects are well compensated for or in
which the organic changes in the heart
are associated with a nervous and irri-
table condition.
With regard to the employment of
drugs, Dr. Br wmwell recommends the
tollowmrr' 1. Ironis an invaluable

‘ remedy in those forms of cardiac dis-

ease in which there is a deficiency of
hzemoglobin, The most efficacious form
is Robertsons Blauds capsules, 7 2,
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Arsenic is a valuable remedy. 1t is
especially useful in cases of myocardial

degeneration and in neurotic cases ; ; it

is a,lso useful in many cases of angina
pectoris.” In wany cases of valvalar
disease in which there has been any
decided breakdown of compensation,
particularly in cases of nortic regurgi-
tation, it is a most valuable tounic. 3.
Strychnine is one of the most valuable
cardiac remedies which we possess for
the purpose of producing both a sus-
tained tonic effect and "more active
stimulation. Dr. Bran:well has found
it very valuable in cases of valvular
disease before there has been a decided
breakdown of compensation, and dur-
ing o temperary breakdown in which
there-are bronchial or other pulmonary
complications, especially when given
subcutancously in frequently repeated
doses, with or without inhalations of
oxygen. 4. Digitalis is a cardiac
toni¢ which the author usts when symn-
ptoms indicating failing compensation

are developed, for the .purpose of pro-

ducing immediate and temporary
eﬂoots, tiding the patient over acute
oomphcmons, also with the object of
permanently sustaining the cardiac
power and preventing further break-
downs of compensation. It is most
useful in mitral lesions, especially in
mitral regurgitation with dropsy, ir-
regular pu)se, scanty urine, etc.- 1t
should‘be given more cautiously and
for shorter periods of time in cases of
aortic regurgitation, and in such cases
it ¢an not be expected to produce such

satisfactory results as in cases of mitral’

regurgitation. Dr. Bramwell thinks
that in some cases the employmcut of

digitalis is attended with risk in fatey:

conditions of the cardiac muscle. K
has seen one case of fatty degeneration

in which rupture occurred durmﬂ a’

course of digitalis, and he was. mclmed

to think that the rupture was the re- -

sult of the administrition of this druw

He rarely gives it in chlorotic cases or"

where there ; is fatty degeneration due
‘to disease of the’ coronary arteries ;

but he has found it of great use in
cases whera the grave cardial symptoms
seemed to be the result of a degener-.
ated condition of the myocar(hum and
in which the degeneration was the re-
sult of chronic myocardms or fibroid
degeneration, Where the pulse ten-
sion is high the author uvsually pre-
scribes strophanthus in preference to
digitalis. Under such’ circnmstances,
if digitalis is given, it should be com-
bined with potassmm iodide, sodium
salicylate, or some remedy, such as
nitroglycerin, which reduces the blood
pressure. Dr. Bramwell always gives
digitalis in the forin of tincture or in-
fusion. He never uses digitaline
granules ; hie has seen, he says, decided
poisenous symptoms produced as a re-
sult of the adniinistration of Nativelle’s
granules. f.  Strophanthus is of
great value in those cases in which it
is desirable to produce a rapid tonic
and stimulating effect. In such cases
the author often . combines it with
subcutaneous injections of strychnine,
and, in many cases in which there are
grave pulmonary and bronchial com-
plications, with inbalations of oxygen.
Strophanthus is ‘useful dlso in some
cases in which digitalis, owing, per-
haps, to some idiosyncrasy -of the
pamenv disagrees. . It is preferable
also: in cases where the peripherul
arterial pressure is increased. 6.
Alcoholie, ammoniacal, and " ethereal
stimulants are of great use for the
purpose of relieving urgent symptoms
and. warding off asystole.  Where
there is vomiting, brandy and cham-
pagne are the most useful.

- Many persons, says Dr. Bramwell,
who are suffering from chronic catrdiac
disease, who have all their lives been
accustomed to'the use of alcohol; are,
in ‘his experience, ithe better for a

strictly moderate aniount: of alcoholic

.stimulant ; in mahy cases of thig kind

he gives whisky, well diluted,

it seems to help digestion ; as a rule
with
meals. In. functional and neurotic
cases burgundy is often a useful form
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of wing. 7. Oxygen iunhalations}mre diéease, resulting hepatic cirrhosis, and

of the "redtost use in many very urgent
(,OrldltlDllS, especially where thexe is
bronchitis, pneumonia, or pulmonary
apoplexy. 8, Potassium jodide is an
invaluable remedy in anevrism and in
many cases of angina pectoris. In
combination with digitalis it is 2 most
important remedy in some of the so-
called cases of senile heart. It has
also appeared to be useful where there
is chronic myocarditis or fibroid de-
generation.  In some cases in which
cardiac lesions or symptoms were
associared with symptoms of tertiary
syphilis, potassinm iodide has seemed
to exert a beneficial effect upon the
cardiae condition. 9. Sodium salicy-
late is ancther remedy for which the
author has scen the greatest benefit
result in gouty cases associated with
cardine symptoms. 10, Nitro-glycerin
and nitrite of amyl are the remedies
which he uses for the purpose of
producing a rapid lowering of the
blood pressure.  He thinks they are
more relinble and safer drugs than
nitrite of sodium. 11, Menthol, given
in combination with aromatic spirit of
ammonia and spirit of chloroform, is a
most useful remedy in many cases of
flatulent distention of the stomach--a
condition which is often the the cause
of cardiac embarrassment and some
times of sudden, alarming, and cven
fatal nocturnai dyspnewa, with or with-
out angina pectoris. A sixth or a
quarter of a grain of solid menthol dis-
solved in half a drachm of spirit of
ammonia and half a drachm of spirit
of chloroform is the usual dose. 12,
Purgatives are useful in many cardiac
affections, especially in mitral cuses
attended with dropsy, aud in cases in
which the right side of the heart is
overdistended and embarrassed, and
the organs and txssuesare (,n(r'\ge(l and
\vater-lom'ed

In t,he mechanical removal of d’r{gp-‘

sical effusions, says Dr. Bramwell,
beneficial effects may be obtained by
frequently repeated tappings in some
cases of ascites due to organic cardiac

. orphine are often invaluible.

portal engorgement. In cases of hydvo-
thorax the results have, as a rule, been
merely temporary aud often uunsatis-
factery. He rarely. resorts to punctur-
ing the legs or the scrotum until other
measures have failed to remove or
lessen the wedema ; consequently, in his
experience, draining the subcutaneous
tissues has rarely been attended with
any marked or lasting benefit. Mass-
age, he thinks, is 2 more useful remedy
than tapping in many cases of subcu-
taneous dropsy ; it aids the venous and
lymphatie return, and quickeas ths
circulation in the muscular and peri-
pheral tissues of the body. It is also
of great use in many vcases in which,
owing to the naturc of the lesion,
ordinary muscular exercise is contra-
indicated. Venesection is undoubted-
ly, he says, valuable in many cases in
which the heart is greatly distended
and eugorged, .and it is particularly

' useful '-'hera the engorgement depends

upon temporary lung comphcatlons
superadded to mitral disease. Dry
cupping is very useful for the relief of‘
congestion of the lungs and other pul-
manary and kidney comphcatlons.

With regard to the soporifics, says
Dr.” Bramwell, the most uscful are
chloralamide, paraldehyde, and mor-
phine. In cardiac cases sulphonal is
mwuch less certain in its action than
chloralamide, and in grave cardiac
affections he has almost entirely given
up the use, of chloral lxvdnte, on
account of the marked depression
which it is apt to -produce. Paralde-
hyde is especialiy useful in‘those cases
where there is bronchitis, and in which
morphine is ¢contraindicted.  After the
breakdown of compensation and in-the '
vltimate restlessness in cardinc cases,
small and frequently repeated doses of
The
author has.seen'a marl\ed benefit, even
in cdses where ‘there: was albumm in
the urine, result frora. the adibinistra-
tion of the drug. and he thinks that,
on the whole, 1t is the most rehable
sedative and soporific.—Zr.
