Ono by onc Toronto’s oldest citizens are passing away.
Last month wo recorded tho death of Mr. Heath. And now
Sir John Hagarty has been taken from us, after surviving
most of his contemporaries, of whom two or three only now
romain. Sir John Hagarty was not only an ornament o
his nrofession, and eminent as Chief Justice of this Prov-
ince, buta citizen of whom Toronto was justly proud, and
whoso caveer was bound up with the history and growth
of tho city. Io him we have lost a man of conspicuous
ability, wade culture, refined courtesy, pleasant humour and

onerons sentiments—whom to know was to revere. Sir
John's connection with St. George's Church gaes back much
further than is known by most persons living. His name
appears on & list of subscribers to the Communion Plate, the
Bt:Ylc and tho debt of the Chureh so far back as 1849, and is
80 recerded in tho ** Mem~randa Parochialia  of St. George's,
whero is also recorded a speech of lus at a meeting of Church-
men held in the samo fuar m the house of Mr. Davidson
Murray (opposite the Church), and attended by many others
whoso names are old houschold words in this parish, such as
Dr. Lott, Dr. Beaven, Ur. Bovell, Captain chro{, John
Boverley Robinson, Hon, J. B, Cameron, John Arnold, cte,

But it was net until after the death of Dean Grasett that he
became a regular member, and he so continued, on» of the-
most constant worshippers, till within a few weeks of his
death—the last time at which he was able to be present asa
communicant being the first Sunday in April. Afters long
and laborious life he is at rest, one of those  good examples
which we so often ask God to ‘“‘give us grace to follow.”
No one will withhold sympathy fror a family which has lost

Ascension Day being on Thursday, May 24th,
there will be a ce'ebration of the Holy Com-
munion at § am., and Morning Prayer at 9.30,

PARISH FINANCES.

It will be observed with satisfaction that this
parish has now reduced its expenditure so as to
live within its income. This has been done
mainly by cutting down salaries. Another thing
to be noticed is the debt of $1,500, which ac-
cumulated during those hard times when the
Church revenues did not pay the Church ex-
penses. On this debt we now pay $81.00 interest
annually, and it ‘would be & great comfort as well
as economy if efforts could be made to gradually
reduce this debt. Fifeeen hundred dollars is not
such a great amount after all, and if the one
hundred and fifty people who read this Magazine
would each make themselves responsible for
$5.00 during the summer, in two years we would
be rid of an encumbrance, which yearly “devours
our substance” without giving anything in re-
turn.

. has always taken the greatest interest in its

The Hon. Hillyard Cameron, so-long a member
of St. George’s, and its representative to Synod,
was ‘Chancellor of the University for fourteen
years, and when the corner stone of Trinity was
laid on, 30th of April, 1851, St. George’s was
selected as the most suitable church in which tv -
inaugurate the ceremony and to hold the pre:
liminary service, which was attended by the
Bishop and Clergy, ‘the College Council, the
Medical Faculty, and principal Churchmen of
Toronto, in & body.

We think that it would not be difficult to find
in St. George's Parish now, as a fitting member
of the Corporaticn, a gentleman who would well
represent the University’s interests in Synod,
and, as an old personal friend of the new Provost,
ably second his efforts for the good of Trinity.
