gimilar Seamen’s Ckurch and Iustitute is about
to be erected at Cardiff Docks, and a Church ia
to be added to tho seamen’s Institute at South-

ampton Docks.

Trx Bishop of Rochester has issued another
appeal with respoot to Confirmations in his
diocese. Mock poarls, white satin shoes, semi-
bridal veils, and all tho fripperies of feminine
apparol aro the Bishop's particular abhorence
at Confirmations, Neatness and simplicity are
the great desiderata, Acting upon Dr
Thorold’s formor appeal on the same subjoect, a
few bold South Liondon clergymen have intro-
duced the Continntal mode, requiring femalo
candidatos to be attired in plain white dresses
of muslin or lawn, with white veil or hood of
the same material falling over the shouldors.
* Nothing,”" says the Bighop,  would distress
me more than to have to send a candidato back
for showy or tawdry appurel, bat, for example’s
sake, it may be necessary for me to do it.”

There has just died at Pattordale, in Wost-
moreland, a clergyman of the name of Mat-
heson, aged 90 years, and who has been incum-
bent of that parish for the long period of 60
years,  During the early part of his life,” says
the Yorkshire Post, * his benofice brought him
only £12 a year, but it was afterwards inoreased
to £18 & year, which it never exceeded. Oan
this he married, brought up four children, and
lived comfortably with his neighbours, educat-

ed & son at the University, and left upwards of
£1,600 behind him. With that singnlar sim-
plicity and inattention to form which charac-
terises & country lifo, he himself resd the burial
gervice over his mother, he married his father
to a second, and afterwards buried him also ;
ho published Lis own banns of marriage in his
church with 8 woman whom he had formerly
christened, and he himeself married all his
children.”

St. DAvin's —The statistical summary given
in the St. David’s Diocesan Directory for 1889
of the work in ove of the four Welsh diocese
furnishes a remarksble proof of Church pro-
gress in Wales. From this we gatber that the
diccese has an area of about two and a quarter
million acres, with a population of 482,246
gouls and 411 bencfices. It has 4383 parish
churches and ancient chapels, 23 modern chap-
els, and 112 mission chapels, and other build-
ings licensed for Divine worship, the whole
affording sitting accommodation for 126,722
persons. The clerey engaged ' in parochial
work number 479, There are 231 dayschools
belonging to the Church, baving 26,84%
scholars on the register, while the attendance
at the Sunday schools numbers 36,789. There
wero 4,307 baptisms during the year 1887. The
gross income of the paroochisal olergy is return-
ad at £92,445, while the average net value of
the benefices is only £184. The expenditure
from voluntary sources on buildings and on-
dowments for the past four years has been no
less £25,602 ia 1886, £30,536 in 1887 ; and
£28,960 in 1888, :

WAKEFIELD- A pastoral ataff was presentod on
behalf of the laity of the diocese to the Bishop

of Wakeficld for himself and his successors,
The staff, which is of a very beautiful design, is
five foot ten inches in height. The ecrook is
done in silver and silver gilt, and is so ar-
ranged as to onclose on ono side the emblems
of the four Eyangelists with the Divine Dove
in tho centre, and on the other side, thoe em.-
blems of the Paesion. Immedistoly underneath
is a canopied octagon, tho four main niches of
which contain small figures of St. Paul, St.
Potor, and St. Barnabas. The four remaining
niches are filled with shields charged with
symbols, and the whole is supported by hand-
gsomo foliated work. Lower still is a shaft
bearing the dedicatory inscription rosting on
an arrangoment of cight shields charged with
the coat of arms of the first Bishop and of the
seven most important towns in the dioésso
(namely, Wakeficld, Huddorsfield, Ilalifdx,
Barnsley, Dewsbury, Batloy, and Morley), all
dopicted in proper heraldic colours. The
whole is supported by a black reeded staff,
divided half way down by & screw joint orna-
mented with jewels,

MARRIAGE WITHB DECEASED WIFR'S

The bill which seoks to legalizo the marriago
with a deceased wifc's sister made its annual

appoarance in tho House of Lords on Thursday
Muy tho 9th., and was daly rejected, this timo
by a majority of 27, the bishops us usual sgsomb-
ling in fuli force and voting en masse against it.
The Prince of W ales also, as uswal, did his bost
to induce the poors to support the bill, and ro-
oorded his own vote in its favour, Tho his-
tory of tho bill is curious. Yosrs sgo somo
woalthy mon, who had coutracted illegal
unions with thoir sisters-in-law, mot and
agroed to suhsidizo an agitation in favour of tho
alteration of the marrisage laws by moans of
this bill. The agitation has been sinco kept go-
ing, entirely by the money of tho rich poople

creonally interested in secing the law changed.

here is little popular interest in the question.
The Princo of Wales originally championed the
bill for family reasons, the Quoen being dosir-
ous that the Princess Beatrice should marry her
brother-in-law, the Grand Dake of Hesge.
Ultimately she got tired of waiting and mar-
ried young Battenberg, but the Prince of Wales
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has remained faithfnl to the canse. The House
of Commons has frequently passed the bill and
on ococasions its promoters have caught the
bishops napping and rushed the second resad-
ing by a small majority, but at a later stage the
Lords spiritnsl, mustered in overwhelming
force and threw out the bill. Itis probable the
bill would pass if the promotors would drop the
olause making its operation retroactive, but
this would not suit the noble aud wealthy pat-
rons who want their icregular unions legalized
snd their offspring legitimized at the same
time, mor the few hundred humbler couples,
who every year defy the law and marry within
the prohibited degree. ‘Lhe discussion rocalls
the remark of an American that Englishmen
goem to always marry the wrong sister first.—
Press Drespaiches.

Last year too we gave upour B.M.M. Grant,
so that we are now, with the exoeption of the
Badowment fund money, self supporting. Our
people are doing nobly. Their zeal for the
Church’s welfare is showing itself in many
ways, for which “* we thank God and take cour-
age.”

YarMouTH.—* Entored into life cterral on
the morning of Good Friday, April 19th, James
C. Farish, M. D, aged 75, of Yarmouth, N.8.”

In his death the church has lost o loyal and
generous eon, the community an exampla of
Christian manhood, and the family and friends
a dear and valaed oounoillor.

Holy Trinity—The report of the Reotor and
wardens of the Yast yoar's work has been issned
in neat pamphlet form, for free distribution
among the parishioners. From il it appears
‘the receipts amounted to 82829.68, and the
expenditure to $2.512.84, leaving a balancve in
favor of the acccunt of $16.84.  This balance,
however, is only an appsrent surplus, becanse

. the salary of tho Missionary at Tuskot and All
Saints is still not quite all paid, as the accounts
of the Committee who manage the affairs of
that Mission will show. The present finanocial
oondition of the church is emcouraging. The
past due coal bill has been ‘reduced from $225
to $100, and this, with a note for $400 borrowed
some few years ago, :To t.,c only ontstanding

amounts for which the parish is indebted. The
regular and ordinary expenses of the year have
been met and paid. The wardens give voice to
a complaint which is not local, we fancy. They
gRY :

“ We do not receive the amount of offertory
contributions whick, in common fairness, we
ought to receive. Some who attend the ser-
vices of the church, and occupy comfortable
gests w ich they look upon as their own, and
which they expect to find reserved for them,
enjoying all the acoessories of music, light,
warmth, &c., yet seem to possess their minds
with the idea that no obligation rests upon
them to contribute, in proportion to their
means, 80 fair an amount as will help to pay for
those conveniences which they content them-
selves with now enjoying at the expemse of
others, Such persons could not belong to any
other social organization, or go to any other
public resort without being obliged to contrib-
ute towards the payment of that which they
receive; and putting the matter on this com-
mon, every-day ground, there is no reason why
the church should not receive a fair return for
what she gives, With an open door for any
who choose to come among us, and seats free
to all, it should, however, be kept in mind that
a church, to be in this position must have some
gource from whenoe to keep her seats free, and
in onr case that only source is the offertory, to
which every right principled person will con-
tributo according to that which he hath, The
common songe rule should apply to church
matters as well as to the circumstances of ordi-
nary life—Pay for what you use. Only those
have any claim to free worship, who have no
worldly means for contributing thereto.

Sair Harpous.—Wednesday and Tharsday,
May the 8th and 9th, will long be remembered
by the Parishioners of Ship Harhour as days of
rejoicing thankfulness. When they had the
honour and pleasure of receiving Among them
the Bishop of the Diocese for the first time, At
an early hour on the 8th of May, His Lordship
scoompanied by the Reotor of the Parish, the
Rev. R.A. Heath, proceeded to St. George's
Chapel, Bowsers Settlement, when the church-
yard was consecrated and 11 candidates re-
ceived the laying on of jhands. After luncheon,
which was kindly provided by Mr. and Mrs,
Peter Bowser, the Bishop drove to St. James’
Chapel, Jeddore Head—here 37 oandidates
recoived confirmation, after which his Lordship
proveeded to the Rectory, and in the evening
held a confirmationat 7-30 in St. John’s Chapel,
Jeddore by the Pond, when 32 candidates were
preseated. His Lordship spent the night at
the Rectory, and started early next morning
for the Parish Church St. Stephen’s, Ship
Harbour, here 18 received, the Apostolic rite,
and a ocemetery was oconsecrated. A ghort
address of welcome and good-will was presented
to the Bishop in thename of the Reotor, Chursh-
wardens, and Parishioners, to whick h:s
Lordship made a hearty and suitable response.
Dinner was kindly provided for the Bishop and
clergy by Dr. and Mra. Jameson. The Rev.
E.H.Ball, Reotor of Tangier, was kind enough
to attend the service at St. Stephen’s and by
the request of the Bishop acted as his chaplain.
All the churches were tastefully decorated and
large congregations were present at all the
sorvices, His Lordship confirmed three per-
gons unable on acoount of sickness to attend
the services, one of whom, Mrs. Elizabeth
Mitchell, had atiained the advanced age of 81
years ; making a total of 100 persons confirm
od, 52 males and 48 females, Those who
listened to his Lordship’s elognent and heart-
stirring words of counsel and advioce could not
fail to be both touched and edified and many
Zoung and old, will sincerely utter the simple

ut beautiful prayer suggested in his Lordship’s
own words “God bless our Bishop.” In the
afternoon the Bishop, accompanied by Rev. E H.
Ball and R. A. Heath, were kindly taken

across the ferry by Mr. A, Cowsn one of the
Ship Harbour wardens ; after which they pro-
ceedee to Tangier.

Wixpsor,—The new Rector, Dr. Mbckridge,
of Christ Church arrived from Hamilion on

Satarday the 11th inst. At the station he was
met by some of the gentlemen of the congre--
gation, and received a cordial welcome. He is
presently the guest of Wm, Dimock, Esq. On
Sunday morning the 12th inst., a large congre-
gation assembled at the morning service. The
lessons {or the day were read by Rev. Canon
Maynard. Before delivering the sermon, the
Rector addressed the cougregation briefly say-
ing that in coming before them for the third
time, and on this ocoasion as their Resctor, he
hoped that God would bless him ard them in
the work conneoted with the parish. It was
his earnest desire that they should all work to-
gether with him fir the souls of men. It was
quite possible that some things might be done
differently, for all could not see eye to eye in
matters of detail, but &0 Jong as there was unity
of purpose in carrying out tho great objects for
which the Church was established, the minor
differences in detail were of no great moment.
The world he said was fall of sin, and it was
the duty of the Church to reclaim the sinner
and bring him back to God, In this grand
work he hoped to have the hearty co-operation
of all who truly loved The Church and her
noble work.

Taxargr.—Confirmation was administered in
this parish on Thursday, May 9th, and the
following day. At 730 on Thursdasy even-

ing the Rev. It, H Ball presented 17 males and
19 fomales for the Holy rite. The Rev. R. A.
Heath, Rector of Ship Harbour, did daty as
Bishop's Chaplain. The Bishops address beam-
el with tenderness, loving warning, good
nature and oncouragement and was wmasterly
and eloquent.

After the service, when the Bishop had un-
robed, Mr, Joseph H. Townsend read and pre-
sented an address in the namo of Rector, Warden,
and parishioners which was marked by well
chosen langusge and with thoughts which
drew the Bishop's commendation. His Lord-
ship made & very pleasing and ready reply.

Next morping, Friday, the 10th, found the
Bishop ready for rough work. There being &
foew candidates at Mooseland, distant 13 miler
inland by a very rough road, a few candidates
from Moose River, distant 9 miles still further
over & still much worse road, and one candidate
even from Musquodoboit 15 miles beyond
Mooseland, his Lordship took kindly to the
drive and confirmed 13 in the unfinighed
Church at Mooseland. The Missionary will
not forget the kinds words of encouragement,
nor the candidates the lesson of David slaying
his Goliath, nor all Mooseland the handshaking
aud kind words outside the Church door
especially to ths two youths crippled by mill
accidents : nor will Mr, Johrn Prests household
forget the pleasant intercourse with their Bish-
op as thoy entertained him at dinner. The
Bishop took very good nsturedly throe miles
of exceedingly bad road on the return journey
but preferred to walk them. ,

At St. James' Church, Spry Bay, confirma-
tion was administered at 7 o’clock to 8 males
and 15 fomales. It is reckoned that fully 300
managed by one means and another, to find
room where only 225 can be comfortably
seated. The Bishop'- plain, loving, and el)quent
appeal to the candidates to become communi-
cants cannot surely fail to bear frait

In all seventytwo were confirmed in the
parish, 24 malessid 44 females. Four male
ocandidates were unavoidably absent.

The Bishop and Raotor enjoyed the comfort-
able hospitality of Mr. and Mrs. Henry Leslie
and proceeded next day, after breakfast, to
Sheet Harbour.

And now that the Bishop has left us he has
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faken ull our hearts with him., So wo houpe for
his retarn as soon ag his extensive duties and
his readiness to perform them shall inthe ways
of God’s providence permit.

Whitwell Salmon, Balfour,
Whitten, who with the centre of their work at
Waterloo held regular services at this the out.
lying station. A rearrangemont gave West
Shefford a distinct and separate parochial ex.
istence in 1362, with the Rev, A. Z. Whiiten
as its first inonmbent, followed by the succes-
sive pastors: Revs. R. D. Mills, Nye, F. R,
Smith, Saunders, Given and Robinson, The
old church of pecunliar type was one of the
many which derived their existence from the
Apostolic labours of the venerated Hon. and
Right Rev, C. J. Stowart, of whom it stands on
record, ‘“ He has been the honored instrument
of causing twenty-four churches to be built.”
This building had fallen into great decay when
the energies of Mr, Saunders oaused the abidin

foundations of the present solid and beautifal
struotnre to be laid, giving proof of the vitality
of the need by faithful services soattered along
the years. At Florence, it is said, that there
are two significant statues within the yreoinots
of the great Cathedral, of its two architeots, re-
presonting the one as if examining oritically
the foundations, and the other with the plan
of the cupola upon his knee looking up intently -
to the completion of the design. The one re-
presents the many successive ministers of the
parish, who with tho people have struggled for
the completion of the great undertaking; the
other may reprosent the present and newly in-
talled first Reotor, who has yet to see the tower
riging in wider proportions crownod with the
heavon pointing spire, With the lessening of
material strains; he has also to incorporate the
“ living stones built up as a spiritual houee,”
and continuonsly to offer within a tempie so
complete and well compactoed, spiritusl sacri-
fices.,” Accordingly on Friday last, the incum-
bent, churchwardens and parishioners wore
joined by the Bishop, Ven. Archdeacon Lindssy,
Rev. Canon Davidson, M.A., and Rovs, Ban-
croft, Longhu:st, Macfarlane and Charters in
final act of consecration * from all unhallowed,
ordinary and common uses” of the Church of
St. John, in the village of West Shefford, ac-
cording to the impressive office ordained by the
Provincial Synod of Canada, The choir was offi-
cient and led praises hearty and devout., It
was very appropriate that this completing aat
was attended by anothasr, in some aspects more
gignificant, vz :—the institution of the valued
snd tried Incumbent to the advanced position
of & Rector and the launching of the Parish ag
& gelf-supporting Synodical Rectory. The
admirable situation, the convenient premises of
the Rectory and Charch, the rich agricultural
country surrounding and the characteristics of
the inhabitants, all bespeak a prosperous fature
for this parish which so aumspiciously enters
upon ita spiritual majority. It has a mission to
fulfil, to the present and future generations,
which will do credit to the faithful ones who
have sown in tears, and crown their work with
an ever multiplying harvest of saved souls,
The serious and reverential act of the seven
candidates confirmed, cast addittional bright-
ness upon the scene and afforded an omen for
the futare, That S1. Johns Charch, Shefford,
may prove the workshop of great apiritual
dotivities the centre of unceasing earnest
prayer, the scene of many epiritual conquests
in the conversion of the sinfal and the edifying
of God’s chosen, & place of marked preparation
for Heaven's exercises and Heaven's joys was
the present prayer and wish of ali who rejojced
with parishioners and bad & hearty Good-speed
to the fuithfil Reotor aud Priest who enters
upon & promising Rectorate, ‘ :
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MoNTBEAL ~— Christ Church Cathedral.—In his
germon a fow Sundays ago, 88 to the centennial
of this Church, The Rector of Montreal (Dr.

Norton) gavo tho following interesting particu-
1ars as to the hisiory of the parish. ** Christ
Church” has been successively a chapel (1789~
1820), a Parish Church (1820-1850), and a
Cathedral Parish Chnreh since 1850. The Rev.
David C. Delisle, was tho first Church of Eog-
land clergyman, and he commenced in 1766 the
firat register of the Protestant Church in the
¢ Parish of Montreal.” His congregation was
known 88 the * Protestant Congregation of
Montreal,” and some of its prominent members
were Presbyterians, who had then no minister
of their own. For many years the congrega-
tion was weak in numbers and in means; and
being unable to build a church they applied to
the Recollet priests, who, in a_spirit of true
Christian charity, allowed Mr. Delisle and his
congregstion 1o worship in the Recollet chapel
at hours when it was not required for mass..
This arrapgement seems to have continued for
about twenly years. At the close of the Amer-
jcan war of Independence, many loyalists from
tho revolted colonies sottled in Montreal, and
Mr. Delisle’s congregation ineroased so rapidly
that the Governor, Lord Dorchester, in 17e9,
rranted them the use of a Church which had

ocomo Crown property. A vestry meeting
was held at the Recollet Church on Sept. 20th,
in that year, when it was decided to raise £500
to fit up the new church. On the suggestion
of the Bishop of Nova Scotia it was called
“« Christ Church,” and on Decomber 20th, 1789,
the Rev, Mr, Delislo preached the dedicatory
sermon.

On the death of Mr. Delisle, his assisiant,
the Rev, James Tunstall, was presented to the
vacancy by the King. In 1791, the Constita
tion Act (31 George 3, ¢, 31) was passed, giving
representative government to Canads, and pro-
viding for tho establishment in this country of
Reotories which were to bo in all respeots_ex:
act copies, as it were photographs, of the Rec-
tories in England., In the following year a
pelition was sent to the Governor praying him
1o found a Rectory in Montreal. The petition
did not produce any immediate result, In 1801,
the Rev Jehoshaphat Mountain, elder brother
of tho first Bishop of Quobec, succeeded Mr,
Tanstall, and in 1803 the Church was destroyed
by fire. Tho congrogation then resolved upon
building & new ‘' Christ Church,” and the Gov-
ornor granied the land upon which the Church
was to stand, During the time that the new
Church was building, the St. Gabriel street
Prosbyterian Church (erected in 1792) was
gonecrously lent at suvitable hours for the
Epglish Church service. Tor six years (1803-
1509) the congregation of Christ Church had
tho use of the St. Gabriel Church free of charge,
but aftorwards they paid a ront for it After

~ many disappointments and delays, the new
Chbrist Church in Notre Dame street, was open-
cd in 1814,an" the Rev. Dr, Monntain preached
on the ocoasion. Dr. Mountain died in 1817,
and was succeedod by his assistant, the Rev.
John Leeds, who resigned the position in 1820,
In June, 1820, Royal letlers patent wore issued
(undor the aunihority of the Constitution Aot of
1791), constituting **the Parish and Rectory of
Montreal, and presenting tho Rov. Jno. Bethuno
to the Rectory,” From 1739 till 1820, Christ
Church was called the ‘* Parish Church of Mon-
troal,” but, in tho strict legal sense it was not
advanced to the dignity of a statutory *‘ Parish
Church ” until 1820.

From that year till 1859, Christ Church was
s parish Church and nothing more. Mean-
while, the rapid dovelopment of Montreal and
the surrounding distriot, and the equally rapid
growth of the Church, soon made the mother
an important coclesiastical centre, Christ
Church in Notre Dame street was convention-
ally called a Cathedral long before 18506. It
was then, ho- ever, only a pro-cathedral, that
is, a parish church used temporarily as a oathe-

dral at the disoretion of the Bishop #nd the
Rector. Christ Church was successively &
cbapel (1789-1820), a parish church and & pro-
cathedral (1820-1850) and then a cuthedral
proper and parish church since 1850. In Eng-
lJand and Ireland many of the cathedrals
proper were originally, and still are, parish
churches. The donors of Episcopal endow-
ments, and others who promote the formation
of & new diocese, usually stipulate or request
that the principal town in the district shall be
raised to the rank of a city, and that the paro-
chial mother church shall receive the ecathe-
dral title and dignity, by having the Bishop's
cathedra, that is, his throne or official seat,
fized in it forever by competent authority.
Such requests are usually granted, Similarly
in 1850, royal letter patent were issued erect-
ing the town and district of Montreal iuto &
new diocese, independent of the diocese of
Quebec, ordaining that ‘the said town of
Montres], shall henceforth be & oity,” and
farther ordaining and declaring * that the
parish church, called Christ Church, in the
said oity of Montreal shall henceforth be the
Cathedral Church.” Thus,the existence of our
diocese, the rank of our town as a city of the
British Empire, and the Cathedral dignity of
our Church, rests upon the same foundation.

The same particulars are recited and ro-
sffirmed in & subsequent patent issued in 1862.
In Docember, 1856, the old parish Church and
Cathedral in Notre Dame street was burned
down., The present excellent site was, how-
over, soon obtained, and Christ Church Cathe-
dral and parish church "was speedily rebuilt,
and was reopened in 1859. It was duly con-
secrated at a later date; 95 per cent of the
total outlay was met by the congregation and
their friends; 5 per cent was contributed by
the friends of Bishop Falford in Eogland. It
was built at the beginning of tho great modern
revival of ecclesiastical architecture, when tho

rinciples of Anglican Church building were}

oss perfectly understood than they are now.
The architeot who designed the building died
before it was completed, which probably
accounts for some curious mistakes in detail,
such as the putting black floor tiles against the
wall bohind the Communion table where the
original designs provided that there should
have been ornamental work. But, notwith-
standing some disadvantages which can be
rectified as time goes on, Christ Church Cathe-
dral still holds it place as the most correct and
beautiful Gothic church in the Dominion of
Canada. And, slthough some larger and moro
costly places of worship have since beon
erected on this continont, compotent judges
afficm that in purity of tasto, and correotnesa
of ecolesiastical style, Christ Church Cathedral
is still without & rivsl. Itis a Church to be
thankful for and proud of.

BxLizE.—S¢. Mary's—The May Day Feast
in connection with the parish on behalf of the
debts upon the new church was a grand suec-
ooss in ovory way. How could it be otherwise
when all classes in the congrogation did their

utmost to make it 50 ? Plenty of tes, abund-

ance of cake, bright smiling faces, willing
hands and plenty of people made everything go
off splendidly. Indeed, as everybody said it
was the best feast that had been held; good
order, complete enjoyment and no grumbling.

The Rectory grounds—the place where the
Rectory has (o bebuilt, when $4,000 are forth-
coming, may they soon be sent along—were
tastefully decorated with flags, banners and
sevon ornamental booths, covered with the
branches of the stately palm. Under these
booths the tables were placed, literally groan-
ing with the good thinge tendered for the sat-
isfying of hungry and thirsty souls, and pre-
gided over by about forty dames and maidens
dressed out in their best bib and tucker, all
looking the picture of happiness and content-
ment. A string band oansed the afternoon
hours quickly to glide by; but when the light
fantastic was indulged in the moments passed
as they all said far too swiftly, so that 7 o’'clock
arrived almost too soon, when the signal for
disperson was given by the band, viz. “ God
Save the Queen.”

Where every one worked so well praise must
be given to all alike, only your correspondent
must in justice say thav he had never been pre-
gent at a more orderly, botter conducted or well
behaved number of people than was gathered
at our first May day Feast. No remonstrances
were required, no need of the secular arm of
the constabulary.

The feast being over the little church was
speedily filled to keep the Hveisong of the
Festival of St. Philip and James, It was a
bright and happy scene to see the church
orowded with worshippers, nearly ail of whom
took their respective parts in the rendering of
the choral Evensong. The Rector addressed a
few words to those sssembled congratulating
them upon the success of the Feast, and ex-
prossed his delight at seeing so many present
at the Festival Kvensong. He hoped, he said,
to make May day the annual Feast in connec-
tion with the Sunday-school.

The New Churck.—We are sll delighted to
learn that services will be regularly held in the
new building after the 2nd Sanday after Haster
a3 not only will we have more room, and more
ventilation, but the acooustic properties of the
new church are so excellent that the singing of
the service, &o., in rendered much easier and
more satisfactory. One chief difficulty is the
amallness of the chancel and sanctuary, so that
there is very little room for the large choir.

The dedication and counsecration scrvices
cannot be held until the fall, when we hope on
the return of the Bishop of Jamaica from Fuog-
land, and Assistant Bishop Douet from Colon
and Panama, to have a visit from one of them.

Diocesan School.—An important meeting of
the o..urchmer of the city was held in the Dio-
cesan school room on the evening of Monday
April 29th, 1889, when the Rev. H. Nethercott,
Rector of St, John's, ocoupied the chair.

The meoting was convened to consider the
advisability of erecting & memorial to the mem-
ory of the late Mr. John Tex, merchant of this
oity, who had very munificently left a sum of
money to the Charch of Hngland, the Baptist
and Methodist bodies in the city. A large pro-
portion of that left to the Church will be ap-
propriated to the Bishopric Endowment Fund,
50 that we may hope speedily to bave a resident
Bishop in our vast Diocese. Various resolutions
were passed approving of the object of the
meeting.

After some discussion it wsas unanimously
resolved to erect organs with suitable insorip-
tions in each of the ocity churches in memory
of the late Mr, John Tex, and that the Stand-
ing Committee of the Diocese be requested to
gee that the tenor of the resolutions be carried
out as speedily as possible, with the consent of
the Bishop of Jamaioa and British Henduras,

The Railway.— The contemplated railway

reasms likely soon to-bo started. Tenders from
gyndicates have been received. The effect will
be to open out the locked up resources of our
country, to bring into being new industries, to
remove our isolation, to bring us more com-
pletely and efflciently into contact with the
advances of civilization, to open out fresh mar-
kets for produce, to connect us with Guatemals,
to make Belize the chief city on the romte con-
necting Southern with Northern America. It
is most probable that in & very few months the
first sod will be upturned; the results being
such as at no distant date to cause “ & poet to
be born io us, for living men to hail—dis.
mounted from old Pegasns—to mount the fiery
rail ” that “ the bravest bird of later time (in
Hondaras) will not remain unsung.”

THE KINGDOM OF CHRIST.

(From an address on Church Unity in Church

Life.)

Now, he who does study the past will ar-
rive at certain definite conclusions:

First, he will find, perhaps to his surprise,
that Christ's apparent aim was not to launch
an idea upon the world and leave it to take
care of ifgelf, but to found a kingdom, of which
He Himself wonld be the Head, into which His
children would be gatherad, and in which there
would be chosen and appointed witnessos to

proclaim the troths of His revelation and to
administer means of grace. That Christianity
asareligious system was to be perpetuated byand
in an organization, we infer from this important
promise of Christ, ‘ I will baild my Charch ”
from other statements of imspired Soripture,
sud from the facts which accompanied and fol-
lowed Pentecost.

Upon this point I quote from Bishop Wil
liams’ lectare on Acts: ** Christianity came in-
tothe world not morely a3 a doctrine, or a life,
or an idea, or a book; but as an institution—
the Mo unt Sion, the City of the living God,
the heavenly Jerusalem. *” OFf this there is
abandant evidence in Holy Scripture. ¢ When
our Lord began His ministry, ‘He came preach-
ing the gospel of the Kingdom of God;' when
He sent out His twelve Apostles, ‘He sent them
to preach the Kingdom of God ;" when Philip
preached in Samaria, following Apostolic ex:
ample, he ‘preached the things concerning the
Kingdom of God ;' when St. Paul preached in
the synagogue at Ephesus, ‘he disputed and
persuaded the things concerning the Kingdom
of God;’ when he bade adieu to the elders of
Ephesus, ho reminded them that he had gono
among them, ‘preaching the Kingdcm of God ;'
and, finally for two years in Rome, he * receiv-
ed all that came to him, preaching the King-
dom of God, and teaching those things which
ocncern the Liord Jesus Christ.’ Bat, of course,
this kingdom was not preached apart from the
king ; rather, they who preached the kingdom,
preoched it becanse of the king, The kingdom.
was & living body vitalized by the Holy Ghost;
but it was such a body only becauseof its risen
Head and Lord, whom ‘G d exalted »ith His
right hand to be a Prince and Savionr,’ giving
Him ‘to be Head over all things to the Charch,
which is His Body, the fullness of Him that
filleth all in all.”"

How much comprehension of this important
tooth has the average Protestant Christian of
to-day? Simply none at all. He is rather
taught to believe that Christ merely projected
a fact into the world and left it to look out for
itself. Tf hedare t» ask: What, then, is the
Kingdom which Christ founded and which the
Apostles were so ocarefnl to preach ¢ ho either
reoeives no reply or else is virtually told that
it is & heterogeneous company composed of ull
who believe in Christ, held together no one
knows how, and leniently regarded by the Al-
mighty as a well-ordered and satisfactory king-
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dom, even though it must appesr to the unpre-
judiced eye of man as much less a kingdom than
the moet undisciplined principality to be found
in the wilds of Central Africa. If this be the
kingdom which Christ so painstakingly found-
ed, surely it is the merest irony to call it by
such a title.

Second, he who looks into the past and care-
fully studies the record of inspired Soripture,
will discover that Christ founded, not kingdoms,
but one Kingdom. No one presumed, in Apos-
tolic days, or in the early years of Christianity,
to take what has been called *‘ the Christ ides,”
and build up around it and out of it an
entirely new kirgdom, claiming for his novel
production the whole weslth of Scripture pro-
phecy and promise. It was distinctly under.
stood and taught, that he who left the one
Church, cut himself off, if not from Christ, mest
eertainly from tAe Kingdom of Christ. It would
seem that he must be willfully and willingly
blind, who can read the New Testament snd the
writings of the Apostolic and tho post-apostolic
agoe, without ascertaining that men, and inspir-
ed men, in those days stoutly proclaimed a
kingdom, and one Kingdom, as there can be
and is bat “ oue Lord, one faith, one baptiem.”

Nowadars the prevailing impression is: if you
wish to have ‘Christ and the Church,”’ take
Christ, and make a Church for yourself; your
Church is as good as any other; go ahead;
‘“the more the merrier!” The whole ides is
unscriptural and unsound. Men do wot roason
in this way with regard to any institution.
Who, for instaace, would presume to take the
 Masonic ides,” and build up around it and out
of it an organization, calling it Froe Masonry ?

THE LEGEND OF WESTMINSTER
ABBEY

The Dean of Westminster gave a lecture ro-
contly on “ Westminster Abbey.” Ho said that
what caused the Abbey to be sa interesting in
the eyes of all who spoke our language was noy
the impressive beauty of the churches in the
world, but the fact that from the first dawn of
Boglish history the Abbey bad been connected
with that history, and had twined itself round
the hearts of the peeple as no other church had
done. To find the origin of the Abbey they
muat go back a good many ocenturies—to the
beginning of English history, properly socalled,
when the Romans had left Britain,
and the ancient Britons had beon driven
out by our own adventurous forefathers
from across tho sea. Thoese were heathens;
but soon came their conversion to Christianity—
about A.D. 600, Then, said the old legend,
which after all represented very much the
mind of the time, the king of the West Suxons
raised a church and monustery a good way out
in the west of London, on an isiand in the
marsh of whitish sand. This was going to bae
consoerated the first day of the Year by the
Bishop of London, bat early in the morning a
fishorman on what would now be the Lambeth
side Leard a shout, and he took a man aoross in
his boat, and waited to take him back, and
while he was was waiting he saw the church
lighted up, and sounds of music coming from
it, and ho was amazed. Soon after the myster-
ioua stranger came buck to the boat, and he
geemed in the fisherman's eyes to look larger
and stabler than an ordicary man, Then the
stranger told him that he was ulso a fisherman
—ithe fisherman of the Sea of Qalilee; and St,
Peter told the fisherman that he had come all
the way from Heaven to consecrate the church;
and he told him to cast his net into the river,
and he did so and pulled ap a miraculous
draught of salmon. Then St. Peter promised

_him that he and his fellow-watermen should
never want fish provided they would give one
tenth of what they caught to the newly con-

. secrated Church, This legend had been gquoted

again and again in & court of law, and even in
Parliament, and for centuries the monks of
Westminster demanded and obtained one texnth
of all the fich caught betweer Gravesend und
Greenwich. In 1231 the monks broaght an
action in law against the priest of Rotherhithe,
in which they compelled him to give up to
them one half of the tithe of all salmon caught
in his parish. Another result of this legend
was that the Bishops of London were never
allowed to have uny control over this Church,
and to this day the Dean of Westminater has a
diocess of his own, There was still another
resuli of this viait of St. Peter, and that was
that the Abbey Lad always been regarded as
an inviolable sanctuary,

THE PULPIT AND THE PEW.

Thoro is, doubtless, & great deal of poor
preaching, but it is not 1o be denied that in
nine oases out of ton if tho proaching is bad tho
listening is worse. And so it is & matter of
dispute botwoon pulpit and pow whether tho
proachers are wholly responsible for so many
dull sermons. That good listening does not
mako good pronchers is admitted by the preach-
ers themsolves, but that it is a very powerful
inspiration to the man who has the elomonts of
& goot preacher in him is obvious to every man
ihat has heard & sormon. Thero is, thon, great
reasons why wo should learn Chrisi’s precopt
to tako heed how wo hear.

It may be that our Lord was not thinking of
dull sermons, and that He moant no more than
that we should bo careful to learn tho teuth,
and the whole truth, without any error, but it
will not be foreign to the spirit of His teaching
to say that we ought to make an effort to listen
whonever tho dulness of the sermon or (as is
not unfrequently the casc) our own dulness
makes an effort neceseary. And after all it is

no very bad thing (o0 say about a sermon_ that
it may roguire an effort to listen to it. In oo-
casional addresses the novelty, the ecuriosity,
and the excitement of the hour are of them-
solves sufiicient to keep the atiention, but the
ocoasion of & sermon has no such supports,
There is certainly no novelty about it, for we
have been church-goers as far back as we can

recollect ; the subject the preacher chooses is
never unduly exciting, and the preacher him-

‘gelf has been among us too long to*be an object

of curiosity, The business man, who has bus-
tled about with super-human activity all the
woek, settles down in his comfortable pew with
tired brain and exhausted energies, and is satis-
fied if h e can catch between naps half the best
thoughts of the preacher. The tired housewife,
soothed by the hallowed quiet or the music of
the sanotuary, finds it very hard to listen to
truths that are so foreign to the thoughts which
ocoupy her mind in the monotonous routine of
her busy life, And the young people—they ab-
solutely must have novelty, they can't live
without it, and as there is no novelty in the
preacher they seek it in the congregation, and
go the gospel they carry back to their homes is
about new bonnets and fine dresses and strange
faces, and now and then a pretty bouquet which
tho preachéer may throw out to oatch their at-
tention.

Now and then a celebrated preacher appears
and the church is crowded, and the choir does
its best and the congregation is all attention,
and then people go home and say, if the preach-
ing were better there would be no trouble
about the listening. Bat the facts do not go to
prove it. People will listen to almost any kind
of & preacher the first time, and on the other
hand there are people who would go to sleep
under an Alexander or & Reichel after they had
ceased 1o bo objects of curiosity. The fact is
the congregations of our ordinary preachers
are, on the whole, about as attentive as the con-
gregations of our great pulpit lights. And
another fact which may bo whispered in the
oars of those who heard the * celebrated
proacher” that croated so much excitement is,
that it waas the largo congregation and the fine
music and the breathless attention that helped
{0 make his sermon great—helps that have all
along been denied the regular pastor whose ser-
mons are complained of as dull, In his inter-
esting ¢ Colloquics on Preaching” Canon
Twells makes one of his interlocutors says: “1I
am afraid that if I may judge by my own past
oxporionce in listoning to sermons, university
sermons among the number, young proachers
are not the only men who failed to attruct at
tontion., Somehow one’s thoughts, unless ox-
ceptionally interested at tho outsct, have a way
of escaping from tho preachor almost directly
he has begun, and carcering all round the
world,”

The Church needs to wake up to tho fact that
the pow has responsibilitics as woll as the pul-
pit. The popalar idea i8 that with the proach-
or all is duty, and with tho people all is privi-
lyge—tho preacher must preach, the people
may listen if they choose. But it is just as
much a religious duty to listen carcfully to the
Gospel Sunday after Sunday as it is to preach
it.

‘Wo have no right to listen to a sormon as we
would to a sooular addross—froc to hear what
is agreoablo and pretty and to turn from it al-
together if we don't like it; we must make it
a matter of conscience to h.ar overy word. Wo
are saved by the light we have only when we
have all the light that is within reach—by do-
ing the best we know how, provided wo know
all that we have opportanity to know.—Irisk
Ecclesiastical Gazette.

REUNION NOTES IN CHURCH
BELLS.

Tz BrREapTH OoF THE CEURCH CATHOLIO.

Sin,~—is no greater mistake than to look upon
Reunion as a narrowing, cramping, and restrict-
ing process, The Christian World, writing of
the daughter Church in the United States,
points to ‘the oxclusivoness of that Com-
munion.’ And the Methodist Recorder, in &

long article on the desire for reunion, which it
allows to be very far-reaching, dwells on the
exclusiveness of the Episcopal Churches, and
writes as if in & Reunited Christendom all
speoial methods of work would be absorbed by
a rigid uniformity. This fear is utterly ground-
less, a8 ibe history of the Catholic Church in

the earliest ages, snd in our own country up to
the time of the Reformation, olearly shows.
The narrowing, restrictive process, dates from
the histor y of our divisions.

One glanoce at this wonderful article in the
Methodist Recorder of last month shows the
narrowness of sectarianism in every sentence.
The so-called flirting with Rome, or with the
Socialists, or with the Stage, is vigorously de-
nounced, The puarity of the writer's own ex-
clusive form of Protestantism is extolled, and
though he condescendingly allows the possible
salvation of individual Greeks, Romans, and
Ritualists, it would be sin for him and his to
enter into corporate reunion with the great
Christisn Churches, which have held the com-
mon faith from the beginning until now,

Compare this sectarian narrowness with the
breadth of the true Catholic spirit which we
find in the Bible. The one Lord, one TFaith,
ono Baptism, and ono settled form of Church
Government in all its distinotive parts, united
under the Apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in
the breaking of bread and in the prayers. But
side by sidoe with this is the unfettered outpour-
ing of God the Holy Ghost, working through
all the various and ever-varying ministrations
of men and women in tho unity of the One
Catholic Church. (Rom. xii. I Cor. xii.; xiii.)
Tho whole energy of the Apostle of the Gen-
tilen seems to have been pretty equally divided
between his zeal for the propagation of the
Gospel and his endeavour to check in the bud
the narrowness of the sectarian spirit, whorever
it shows itself, either in the altempt of the
Jewish converts to separate themselves from
the Gentiles, or in tho first beginning of schism
in the Corinthian Charch, where the ‘I am of
Paul, and I of Apollos, and I of Cephas, and I
of Christ,” wore all equally donounced as alien
to the cxpansive power of tho Gospel of lave,
by which all selfishness should be rooted ouf
for ever.

This egotistical religion which soes only one
side of & truth, which is unduly magnified sac-
cording to the indiv.dual beliofs of cortain
leaders of thought from time to time, is of the
voryossence of division, and is the eause of that
bigoiry and persocution which is for & time in
abeyance, mainly from tho growth among as
of a moro truly Catholic spirit., Persecution
from without we must always be subject to, but
tho disgraco of Christians persecuting ono
another, is something which all should endea-
vour to put an ond to. The only security for
the permanent deliverance from this evil is tho
restoration of the unity of Christendom, which,
based on tho broad foundation of the one faith
and one form of Church government held from
the beginning, will admit of great freedom of
method and pious belief in non-essentials in the
full and complote embodiment of the Chrisfian
law of love.

EDUCATION OF THE CHILDREN OF
THE UPPER AND MIDDLE
CLASSES IN HOLY SCRIP-
TURE AND CHURCH
HISTORY.

It may, perhaps, bo well at the ontset to ex-
plain that by the words “ children of the npper
and middleclasses,’ I moan roughly those young
persons whose social position places them some-
what outside the circle which is reached by our
National Sunday-schools. Ir restricting my
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remarks to these, it is8 not at all my intention
to depreciate the importance of the raligious
eduncation of the humbler members of the com-
munity. But while their instruction is in some
degree provided for, those of whom I speak are,
I fear, in this direction, to a large extent at all
events, the neglected classes. These have not
about them the visible halo of misery and want
which lends a pathetic interest to the poor:
nor does the question of their religious instrao

tion involve those gquostions of political arnd

ecclesiastical rivalry which, in the case of
others, awaken an enthusizzxm <whish might
otherwise be wanting. And yet I firmly beliovo
that it will be only at tho risk of tho faith of
thousands of young Englishmen and Tuglish-
women, and at the groat peril of our Charch,
that we can continuo to ignoro or to neglect
the urgent noed which exists for making per
manent and general provision for tho definite,
accurate, and systematic instruction in Holy
Scripture, and Church History of the young
persons to whom I refor.,

No one who is at all zequainted with the
existing couditions of our modern Baglish life
can be ignorant of the fact that there iy an sn.
usual amount of dlsbolicf, al all evenis of in-
differencel and unbeliof.  Tho extramely
low standard of morals which is at loast
acquiesced in, and somotimens glovied in by
English society, the characior and styin of the
literature which is so fataily popular with
nearly all classes, tha increasing indiffurenco to
tho observance of the Lord's Day—these ave
all ominous indications of the wuning powor,
and tho weakoning of the inflnenceo of religious
principles in tho consciencos and in the con
duct of large numbors of tho community. Now
this is, to & considerable extent, the onteoma
of a vague and oftimes undofined feoling thaut
the authority of Holy Scripture has hoeen
shaken, and that tho Bible ix ne lsnger the
auprome standard of life sand morals,

The scathing, somotimes porfoctly hopest
and candid, gamotimon nttorly scrupuloas eriti.
cism, to which tho U blo and tho dontiines of
Christianity havo beon subjsctod, huy woalen
ed tho faith of some, and hay inl’n-ognu:'m?. tho
whole atmosphero of Christian li'e with asn on
ervaling inflaonce. The faith of many prafos.-

ed bolievers has degoueratod in a hall honetad!

opinion that, aftor all, Christianity may be
truo. Buat the fair fubric of tha Chriatian 1aiih
cannot rost apon a © Porbups.”

I am deeply convinced thut the first and bust
romedy for this state of things, tho suras
soourily for tho faith of our young people, ix an
accurate and intelligoni knowledyo of tho Holy
Scripture.  Ialf the objoctions against tho
Bible, which haveo for our young men the futal
fascination of novolty, are notreally arpuments
against the written Word itsolf, but aguinst
gome ignorant and merely traditional interpure-
tation of it—objections, sometimes porfectly
sound and true, not to what is iz Scripture, bat
to what is said of it. Half the moral difficul-
tios which are urged against cortain of the
fandamental doetrines of - Christianity—even
against the Atonement itsolf—aro attacks, and
sometimoes deserved uttacks, not wupon the
doctrines themselves, as oxpressed in Hoiy
Scriptare or in tho Creede, but upon merely
human explanations which explain nothing,
and pognlar illustrations which illustrate noth-
ing. These would lose altogothor their dis-
turbing power if people were intelligently ac-
quainted with the teaching of the Holy Scrip-
tures themselves, instead of being contont with
what are somotimes merely popular travestics
of them,

Now let us ask what opportunities exist, as a
rale, for sach sorely needed instruction ¥ There
are, of course, in some churches Bible readings.
These, however, are generaily, and perhaps
neceassrily, of quite a difforent character from
the kind of teacning to which I refer. These

resding contain 8o much purely spiritaal teach-
ing and exhortstion that they can rarely bedo
seribed as systematic, technical and detailed
instruction in tho books and in tho text of the
Bible. They fulfil tho purpose, but that pur-
pose is not tho particular one to which I zm
‘vonturing to direct attention now. Thore is
again a possibility porhaps of sueh teuching
boing given in the home, Tho large oxtent,
howevor, to which foreign governesses aro em
ployed, the general ignorance, and the lament-
table indifforence of parents themselves, rendor
home instruction in religious knowledge s vory
remoto ¢ontingonoy. Ido not know a single
mother of the upper classes (with one illas-
trious exvoption) who has made anything like
tho same provision for the roligions education
of her family us she has done {or their lustrue-
tion in music cr languages, or even dancing.
Wo can scarcely hopo for any striking rosuits
in this direction.

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'THE BURDEN OF INTEMPER.
ANCE.

(A Sermon preached in St. Paul's
Cathedral, London).

By 8% Lorp Bismor or LoNbon.

“ Bear yo one another's burdens,

avd fo fulfil the law of Christ,—
@alations vi, 2

%“The law of Christ,”—that is the
comm,rdment which He gave to
His d, ciples, tbat new command-
ment hich is the old command-
ment, *. ‘Love one another: as I
have lov ed you, love one another.”
When we are commanded to love
there arises often a sense of despair,
because we feel 1hat Jove is an emo-
tion of the heart, and is not under
tbo commsand of the will. How
can we make our hearts feel that
which they do not feel of them-
selves? How is it possible that
love can be constrained ? How can
8 man make himself love that
which does not attract him ? How
can he stir his own soul with emo-
tion, even if he earnestly desire it ?

~ Is it not the complaint of the Chris-
tinn—tihe complaint which arises
in his soul, for ever and ovor seem-
ing to spring up again; “I capnot
love as I would; I would love God
and man, but my heart is cold, and
hard, and dead. How is it possible
for me to make myself love? 1
look up to God, ard I desire to love
Him with my whole heart, and
atill, in spite of all desire, I feel
dead and cold. I look around upon
fellowmoen—1I would love them if 1
could, but I know not how. The
heart seems impenotrable to all
command ; I cannot make it love,
do what I will. Nay, oven prayer
geoms not to touch it; and I pray
that I could love better than I do;
and, in spite of prayer, I fecl still
that my heart is cold and un-
moved.” .Andto this thore comes
the apawar of the Lord: “ Would
you love your Father in Heaven ?
then }eep Hiz commandments.”
Heo soes deeper than you can see,
He recognises in your cbedionce
the beginnipgs of that love which
one day shall spring int~ a burning
flame. Ho sees—although you oan-
not see it—that when you give
yourself to His service, tho emotion
of love has begun alrcady, ard He
will make it grow. * He that
keepeth My commandments, he it
is that loveth Me,” And so, too,
when we are bidden to love our
fellow-mon, the beginning is always
to be found in the devotion of the
will and the lifo, If you would
learn to love your fellow-men, be-
gin by serving them with all your
power, begin by living for them
and not for yourself, If your heart
be ever o hard, and ever so cold,
yet know that in serving others
you are learning to luve them ; and
the more yon serve them, and the
greater and the truer your self-
sacrifice, and the more persistent
your continual endcavour to do
them good, the more sure is the

rowth within the eonl of the love
thal evew you yvuird!f shall be able
OLo UB) 10 recughize as tho love of
the heart for your fellows. - Fulfil

T

the law of Christ; fulfil it by serv-
ing your fellows. And here the
Apostle marks out one particnlar
kind of service which he chooses as
most suitable for Christian care:
‘ Bear yo one another’s burdens.”
The weight that your fellows have
to oarry through life, the troubles,
the difficulties, the despondency,
the fear—all these things are the
burdens that weigh upon us. Bear
ye your share of the burdens of
others, and so you will falfil the
royal law of love. If you can do
anything for your fellow creatures,
and, above ail, if yeu ean make tho
buriens of life lighter for them to
carry, if in any way you can make
it easier for them to walk on the
narrow road, if you can in any way
help them up the steep ascent
which thoy have sometimes to
climb, then know that hore is the
beginning of the falfilment of the
supreme law of charity. Begin
with this, and live in this, and you
shall find that the longer you go
on in this sBervice of man, the more
shall your heart be drawn towards
the men whom you serve, and you
will feel within you a longing de-
sire, increasing day by dav, to be
truly theirs and that they may be
truly yours, and you will long that
you may be able to do your partin
winning for them that bappiness
which you have already found from
your Heavenly Father.

‘ Bear ye one another’s burdens.”
There is no question what are the
burdens that the Apostle is here
speaking of. Just beforo he had
been ¢poaking of those who have
been overtaken in faults: * If any
man bo ovortaken in a fauli, yeo
that are epirilual restore such an
one in the spirit of meeckness, con-
sidering thyself lest thou also be
tempted.” Ho is speaking of spir-
itual burdens, he is speaking of
overwhelm’ng temptations, he is
speaking of the difficultios which
surround the path of the sinnor, he
is calling you to restore those that
are fallen, to restore them in the
spirit of meokr esq, in the spirit of
Him Who once washed the disci-
ples’ feet, and told us all that we
were to follow His example, and
that, if we undertook to ¢leanse ono
another, we must do it in the atti-
tude of the humble slave that is
performing the menial office of
washing His Mastor's feet. In the
spirit of meekress, in all humility,
recognizing your own sin, recog-
nizing your own woakness, recog-
nizing tho possibility that you in
your turn may need the sameo ger-
vice to be rendered to yourself,—
recognizing all this, *t Bear ye ono
another'’s burdens.”
