lecture by Rev. Father Kavanagh, S.J.,

on "The Passion Play at Oberammergau
in aid of the funds of the Catholic Truth
aciety,attracted an immense audience t«i

St. Mary'sChuirch on Thursday evening
last, in fact, the numberof those present
was go great that the large staff Of ush'
ers found it no easy mattet to accom-
modate their pa rois.' And we may
certainlY say. that not.one of the vast
throig at the close regrettied having
been present, fo the cntertaiñnient was
in all respects one of the niost enjoyable
and ,t the saime tinm iinstructive ever
given in the city. The progranime was
openîed with an artistically plaved violin
and organ duet, at the close Of whici

comumenced his lecture, and for upwards
of an hotur and a halr lie lheld the ltteni-
tion o the large audience whilst lie
described in a muost entertaining ninnuîîer
the various scelles whiclh were thrown
from a lIantern fixed in the choir loft
onto a sheet streteled across the sanIe-
tuary. The irat scenle 'was a bird's-eye
view of tiLe little village o Oieriamuî-
Inergau, showing the cluster of hotses,
'wit ithe church prominentin the centre,
nestling in the village, withl tall iunoi-
tains looking down upon it frontlil sidis.
A mapof Europe was next thrown on tht
scenle by means ! ofîwiich the lecturer
was able to point out to the audience
the exact location of ite village. Before
proceeding further, Father Kavanagh
gave an' account of the origin of thi
Passion Play at Oberaimergitî. le
referréd to the fact- that in early- days
this'nethod of'inuteresting' the common
peonle in the teachings of religion was
very frequently employed and existed ii
many places in Europe, but these
"mystery plays" as they were callec,
have graduuially been suppressed or lied
out, except in two places, of whicli Ober-
ammergan is the most fanuous. He re-
lated the circumstances cf the origitn of
the play there, shewing how at the end
of a Idng war a terrible pestilence apread
over theland, and,despite theprecautions
of the authorities, was eveutually intro.
dnced into t.he village, where it ragecd
with such violence thaît the people witi

one accord made a voiv to the Aliniglhty
that if le voulti stop the plague i'tv
would once every tei years give a repre-
sentation o-thi the Paîssit linîmciory of
His gooduness and for His greater glory.
Godllistened totheprayers.accepted te

vow, and the plague immediatelyeased
ité rai-ages, and ever sinice then thlePs-
sion Platylhas bieen enatedet every tenith
year i the little Bivtrian village.

that a fair appreciation of their views
will resuilt iii their being ia itîtaieti'."

Within fifteen years the num- i
ber of German Cathtolie journals has been
doubled. In 1880 there were 124 in the
land; in 1890, there were 269; and last
year there were 305. The German Cath-
olic dailies have increased from sixty to
one hundred andînine. Prussiaisa Pro-
testant country in every acceptation of
the terrm. During the sanie period
Catholic journals have increased in
Prussia, froi twenty-seven to sixty-one.

So much for the nunber of papers.
As to their standard, iltas risen in lite
sanie proportion. And in addition we i
find thaip at Dortmunîo a.course of in-
struction on social questions, affecting
Catholies, lhas been commenced. The
rsnrljects eibrace the erganization of
young workers, the welfare of worknen
in general, the dwellings of the working
classes, remedies for want of work, the
formation o women's associations and
hospices. The saie authority ays:
'The Clureh in the United Status may

well take exantple of Catholic Gernmany."
Tliese are mîerely hints ; we hope they

tuttiy dispel soie prjtulices.

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HOUSEHOLD HINTS.
HOW. TO MAKE CANDY.

To nake candy that requires cooking,
and to h successful, the suigar must be
boiled tojust the right degree. Several
technical naines are used by confec-
tioners for the different degrees of heat
to which the syrup is brought in the
operation of candy naking. The smooth
degree indicates a thick syrup; dip a
stick into it, and if it is oily ta the touch
the degree is reached. Ihis may be uîsed
for crystallizing purposes. The thread
state is reached when the syrup, taken
from the stick with the finger, senarates
quickly and hangs in snall tnreads. The
feather condition is when it may be
drawn out, like finehairs, without break-
ing. The bail degree is reached whent
on taking the stick from the syrup and
dipping it into cold water the sugar can
be worked like putty. The crack degree
in when the sugar leaves the stick clean
when dipped into clean water and snaps
into pieces when hit. The caramel is
the last stage. In it the syrup beconmes
dark colored and care is required that it
shall not remain too long over the fire.
A smooth stick is the best thing ta use
for testing boiling sugar. Dip the stick
first into ice water, then int. -- rnîp, and
again iito water. èfter sugar i- wited
it should not ie stirred. A piorbi -if
cream of tartar added to the sugar wl ni
thus placed over the fire will thuis pri-'
vent its graining. If thesugar boils umtil
it is too hird. add a spoonful of water
and try it again, and if the sugar bcgins
to grain when working it, a little water
must be added and it miust be boiled
once more.

W'ine biscuita are nuade of half a
pound of flour, four munces of butter, six
ouncs of sugar, two e(ggs. onle draclii of
carbomteil atmmotniia, and enutighlt white
wine t inix. Cut out the biscuits with
a glass.
