Mr. St. Laurent, by leave of the House, introduced a Bill, No. 1, An Act
respecting the Administration of Oaths of Office, which was read the first time.

His late Majesty was greatly loved by all His subjects in
Canada who have vivid recollections of His visit to this country and of His
many associations with His Canadian people. In no part of the Commonwealth
has the sense of personal loss been more deeply felt than in our country.
I join with you in extending deepest sympathy in their bereavement to
Her Majesty the Queen, to Queen Elizabeth the Queen Mother, to Queen Mary,
to Princess Margaret and all the members of the Royal Family.

The people of Canada have already had an opportunity of meeting their
new Sovereign. In the course of her visit to our country a few months ago
Her Majesty made a deep and lasting impression on her Canadian subjects.
As the Queen assumes her heavy responsibilities she is assured of the loyalty
and devotion of the Canadian people in full measure.

I am deeply sensible of the great honour of having been appointed by
His late Majesty as His personal Representative in my native land. As I take
up my duties as the Representative of the Queen, I assure you of the pleasure
with which I look forward to our association in Parliament and I deem it a
privilege to be connected with you in your labours for the welfare and happiness
of the Canadian people.

The situation throughout the world continues to cause concern and to
require my Ministers to devote a great deal of attention to our external affairs.
The government remains convinced that the nations of the free world must
continue to increase their combined strength, in order to ensure lasting peace
and security by the effective discouragement of aggression.

In Korea it has not yet been possible to bring about an armistice but
negotiations with this end in view are still going on. Canadian forces ‘together
with their comrades from other of the United Nations are giving distinguished
service in that unhappy land.

A formation from the Canadian Army now forms an effective part of
the integrated force of the North Atlantic Alliance in Europe and further
elements of the Royal Canadian Air Force are progressively being despatched
overseas. Amendments to legislation relating to our armed forces will be
submitted for your approval.

Your approval will also be sought for a further Canadian contribution
to the Colombo Plan and for technical assistance to under-developed areas.

A Japanese Peace Treaty has been signed and will be submitted for your
consideration.

At home our economy remains very buoyant. External trade and capital
investment have reached record levels. Generally speaking employment
remains at a high level. Inflationary pressures are still being strongly felt
and require the maintenance of anti-inflationary measures.

Unfortunately foot and mouth disease has appeared in cattle in a small
area in Saskatchewan. Immediate steps have been taken to limit the affected
area, eradicate the disease and meet the situation resulting from the embargo
under United States law on exports of livestock and meat to that country.

A Board of Engineers has been established to prepare an application for
submission to the International Joint Commission concerning the development
of hydro-electric power in the International section of the St. Lawrence river.

As a measure designed to assist in the development of our natural resources
you will be asked to consider legislation to enable the Canadian National
Railways to construct a branch line between Terrace and Kitimat in British
Columbia.

You will be asked to consider legislation to amend the War Veteran
Allowance Act 1946 and the Veterans Benefit Act 1951. ;

A Bill to revise the Immigration Act will be placed before you. If that
Bill can be finally dealt with during the present session, related amendments
to the Canadian Citizenship Act will be submitted.

You will be asked to approve a Bill to authorize the Federal Government
1o enter into new Tax Rental Agreements with the Provinces.

You will be invited to consider a measure to provide for the readjustment
of representation in the House of Commons.

You will be asked to consider a complete revision of the Criminal Code
prepared by a Commission which has been engaged on this project for the
past three years.

A bill will be introduced to authorize certain preparatory steps in connec-
tion with the establishment of a National Library.

A bill will also be presented respecting Trade Marks.

Other measures to be introduced will be amendments to the Food and
Drugs Act; the Canada Grain Act; the Cold Storage Act; the Canadian Farm
Loan Act; the Civil Service Superannuation Act; the Currency Act; the Canada
Shipping Act; the Northwest Territories Act; the Aeronautics Act; the Radio
Act; the Government Employees Compensation Act 1947 and the Unemployment
Insurance Act 1940.

On motion of Mr. St. Laurent, Louis Rene Beaudoin, Esquire, Member
for the Electoral District of Vaudreuil-Soulanges, was appointed Deputy
Chairman of Committees of the Whole House.

Mr. Speaker presented the Report of the Librarians of Parliament, which
is as follows: —

To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons:.

The Joint Librarians made their last report as recently as October 9, 1951.
There has been little to report since that time.

An important step was taken in January when the collection of coins and
medals, which the Library had accumulated through the years, was trans-
ferred to the Public Archives. This transfer was arranged with two considera-
tions in mind. First, it would make available display cases in which the
Library could exhibit a selection of the many interesting books, fine bindings,
ete., that are included in its collections. Many inquiries are made about such
items, and most visitors will undoubtedly find them much more interesting
than the coins and medals, which are of a highly specialized nature. Secondly,
the transfer made the coins available to a sister institution which already
possessed a great deal of material of the kind, and which has adopted the
definite policy of keeping its collections up to date by the systematic addition
of new and current Canadian material. A total of 1,797 items was transferred.
This number included rare and valuable items that will add greatly to the
interest and completeness of the collections in the Public Archives. Special
mention may be made of the medals dating back to the French regime, and
the fine collection of Newfoundland coins.
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Although the congested state of the Library has been the subject of com-
plaint for over a quarter of a century, and seven or eight thousand volumes
are added to the collection yearly, the main chamber of the Library has been
kept in a reasonably neat and tidy condition. We have some reserve space in
the Supreme Court building and hope to obtain more this year.

The number of books received under the terms of the Copyright Act, 1931,
continues to grow. Commencing in 1932 with 139 items, the number registered
had increased to 475 in 1943, and in the year 1951 a total of 1,386 works were
received, in duplicate, as Copyright deposits which, including many large sets,
amounted to nearly 3,000 separate volumes.

Because of the space problem we are not cataloguing books of a highly
special or technical nature, children’s stories, etc., but are transferring them
to the Supreme Court building in a reserve we have built up for the future
National Library.

All members of the staff, with the exception of those temporaries not
appointed by the Civil Service Commission, shared in the recent general
increase in salaries. It is hoped that the salaries of such temporaries will be
adjusted soon.

Mr. Robert M. Hamilton, Assistant Librarian, has for many years been
looking up quotations and phrases for Members of Parliament and the general
public. Ie has now published a book: “Canadian quotations and phrases,
literary and historical”, which should be of great usefulness to all libraries
and especially in our own reference department. It is the first collection of
its kind.

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RULING OF MR. SPEAKER

MR. SPEAKER: I had given consideration to the matter before the question
of order was raised. It seems to me that if the amendment were a direction
for the payment of money it would undoubtedly be out of order. Similar
amendments have been declared out of order but in each instance, so far as my
recollection goes, there has been an instruction to the government. I should like
to refer to page 735 of the Journals of 1947, where the following appears:

Mr. Bentley, seconded by Mr. Green, moved in amendment thereto:
That Bill No. 413 be not now read a third time but that it be referred
back to the Committee of the Whole with instructions to amend the said
Bill so as to extend to merchant seamen the provisions accorded to
veterans in the said Bill.

Mr. Speaker ruled the proposed amendment out of order on the
ground that it involved an expenditure, etc. . .

Honourable Members also recall that quite frequently private Members’
Notices of Motion propose that the government should take into consideration
certain questions which would involve the expenditure of money. These
private Members’ motions are invariably allowed to stand. The amendment
before the House, so far as I see it, is to refer the bill back to the Committee so
that the Commitee may reconsider a certain addition which undoubtedly would
involve the expenditure of money.

If an amendment to the section is proposed in Committee it would have
to be proposed by a Member of the government. If the amendment were
proposed in Committee by a private Member, it is my understanding it would
be out of order. I believe that is the ruling the Chairman of the Committee
made. However, far be it from me to decide what the Chairman of the Com-
mittee should do. I feel that if the expenditure of money is proposed as a
result of this matter being referred back to the Committee, the amendment
would have to be proposed by a Member of the government. The Chairman of
the Committee of the Whole made a ruling which in my opinion was correct
and it was accepted by the Committee. If it had not been accepted by the
Committee there would have been an appeal to the House and not to the
Speaker.

My only concern is that the ruling I make at this time is sound. There is a
motion before the House to refer this matter back to the Committee. Under our
procedure it is within the power of the House to refer the Bill back to the
Committee to consider the whole Bill or to consider any section in the Bill, even
if the Committee has already considered the sections in the Bill. It is true that
the matter proposed to be considered was considered in the Committee, and the
Chairman of the Committee ruled the amendment out of order because it was
made by a private Member. If the House decides to send this Bill back to the
Committee, and a private Member again makes this motion, I would think the
motion would be out of order. However, when the Bill goes back to the
Committee the motion to amend it can be made by a Member of the govern-
ment, if the government feels it should do so, and it would be in order.

In my opinion, the wording of the amendment is not to the effect that it is
an instruction to the Committee to do anything which would involve an
expenditure of money. It is merely referring the Bill back to the Committee
so that the Committee can reconsider certain questions which have already
been considered, but which the Committee has power under our procedure
to consider again. Accordingly, I shall allow the amendment to stand.
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And the question being put on the said proposed

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER

MRr. SPEAKER: May I be permitted to make a statement at this time?
Apparently my remarks on Monday have been interpreted by some Members
as changing the practice with respect to routine proceedings generally. I did
not intend them to have that effect. I made my statement because I felt that
last Session I had allowed a practice to develop which permitted a Member to
rise at the opening of the House on a so-called question of privilege and to
discuss certain matters which had taken place outside the House. That was a
departure from our rules, and I did not think it was in the interest of Parliament
to allow it to continue.

As Beauchesne states: “A question of privilege ought rarely to come up
in Parliament”. He further states: “Wilful disobedience to Orders and Rules
of Parliament in the exercise of its constitutional functions; insults and obstruc-
tions during debate, are breaches of the privileges of the House”. These and
other breaches of privilege, when they occur, should be brought to the atten-
tion of the House, and should be taken into consideration immediately and
followed by the appropriate motion.

I do not need to remind Honourable Members that it is not a question of
privilege whether a Member should or should not have made a speech outside
the House or whether it would have been preferable to make it in the House.
If the speech was made in wilful disobedience to the Orders and Rules of Parlia-
ment, or contained libels on Members, it would of course be a question of
privilege which should be raised in the House. Otherwise the matter should

be brought to the attention of the House by a question to the Member or to the
Ministry when the Orders of the Day are called. May I ask Honourable
Members not to rise on questions of privilege unless they are satisfied that
they are legitimate and not so-called questions of privilege.

My statement on Monday should not be interpreted in such a way as to
prevent Ministers, when motions are called, from making important announce-
ments of public policy. There is no positive rule to that effect, but it is a
practice which has been sanctioned by usage both in the United Kingdom and
in Canada. It has been my custom to allow the Leader of the Opposition to
ask questions with respect to such statements. It is my intention to continue that
practice. Of course no debate may take place at that time.

My anxiety is that I shall not, by any ruling that I make, improperly
curtail the rights and privileges of any Honourable Member, and I am confident
that I will have the continued co-operation of Honourable Members in my
effort to carry out my duties in this manner.
