70 PROTECT FRANCE
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AGAINST ATTACK

No Soldiers or Forts Within
Forty Kilometres of the
Rhine.

Paris, Dec. 29.—In the course of
the discussion of provisional creditsin
the chainber of deputies today, Henry
¥ranklin-Bouillon, former m:nister of
missions abioad and vice-president of
the foreign affairs committee of *he
‘chamber, said the quest.on of Alsace-
Lorraine and the Sarre Basin, accord-
ing to the committee on foreigp af-
fairs, formed one problem for settle-
ment.

“It cannot be admitted,” said M.
Franklin-Bou'llon, “that we shouldn't
take back the mines of ‘he Sarre that
P:russia stole from us in 1815, as she
stole Alsace-Lorraine in 1871. On the
other hand, the commission is opposed
to the making of men c.tizens against
their will.”

The speaker declared that the com-
mittee was unanimous that the land on
the left bank of the Rhine mus* be
used no more for enemy concentra-
tions against France. “Not a soldier
nor a for* must remain on the left
bank of the Rhine or in a zone forty
kilometres from the right bank.”

Concerning Russia, the speaker said
he theught intervention necessary, bu‘
that it should not be purely militaris-
e,
“Our allies should con‘ribute to this
intervention on a larger scale than we,”
the speaker continued, “because of
our sacrifices. We could participate
by giving a staff of officers and wol-
unteers with high pay.” '

STORMY SCENE STAGED
IN FRENCH CHAMBER

Pichon, Replying to Queries, Says France is in Full Accord
With Publicity at Peace Conference---Defensive
~ Intervention in Russia.

Paris, Dec. 29.—The storm which
has been threatening in the French
chamber for the past four days broke
this afternoon, when Stephen Pichon,
minister of foreign affairs, amid vio-
lent interrpuptions by the socialists
and counter-demonstrations by the
government supporters, outlined
France’s peace terms. .

The minister declared that France
is absolutely in agreement that full
} Publicity be given to the proceedings
of the peace conference. He announc-
ed that intervention in Russia was'in-
evitable, but that it would be of a -de-
fensive character so far -as French
troops were concerned, and that if
offensive operations were undertaken,
it must be by Russian troops.

It had been evident for . the past
week that the opponents of Premier
Clemenceau were determined to ob-
struct in every possible way the vot-
ing of the budget of 10,500,000,000
francs for the first three months of
199 unless the government stated its
peace terms either thru Premier Cle-
menceau or M. Pichon.  But it was
not expected that the government
would do so before Monday. P

M. F-anklin-Bouillon, of the com-
mittee of foreign affairs, brought mat-
ters. to a head,- however, .by a wviolen*
attack on M. Pichon and the gevern-
ment’s fore'gn policy.

Since Thursday the government
bench had sat in obdurate silence, re-
fusing to reply “o any queries, . but
when M. Pichon ascended the tribune
this afternoon he was read yto answer.

HARDEN'S TRIBUTE
TO MARSHAL FOCH!
Declares Germany Was Abso-

lutely Beaten by Superior
Strategy and Generals.

Paris, Dec. 29.—Maxmilian Harden,'
the German editor, in an interview,
'has declared to the correspondent: of
The Temps,that Germany was also-
lutely beaten by the superiority of the
French 'in strategy and by French
generals. Marshal Foch, he declared,
was 'a military leader far above
Ludendorff, who had never been vic-
torious on the front, As for Von
Hindenburg, the editor characterized
him as 'little more than a figurebead.

Harden expressed fear that the loss
of Alsace-Lorraine would be for Ger-
many a wound like that 'suffered by
France, but he hoped that the borders
would have no great importance in the
future. .

-He considered that former Empqror
Willlam was not directly responsible
for the war, but that he | remained
still a great culprit, for he sHould have
been able to avoid the catastrophe, but
had not the courage to say “no,” at the
last moment. § {

Concerning the present situation in
Germany, Harden believed it very
serious. In his opinion an inQustriaI
crisis was imminent, the revoluupn pe—
coming more and more the agitation
of delirium. He feared the extension
of the Bolshevist movement in Ger-
many, if that country were obliged to
make too great sacrifices; but, he was
convinced that the Socialist revolution
would have no influence on France, of
which the national spirit was not
prone to Marxism.

GERMAN OFFICERS FIRE
ON AN ALLIED AUTO

London, Dec. 29.—Firing by Ger-
man officers on ‘an.allied automobile
carrying an American flag was the
cause of street fighting in Posen last
Friday. says a despatch to the Ex-
change Telegraph from Copenhagen.
The Germans ‘were defeated in  the
fighting About 138 persons, includ-
ing a number of women and children,
were killed during the rioting.

The despatch says: “There was se-
vere fighting between the Poles and
Germans in Posen Friday, which re-
sulted in 38 women and children and
about 100 German: and Polanders be-
ing killed. The affray originated as
a result of German officers firing on
an allied automobile which was pro-
ceeding to Warsaw, carrying the
American flag.

‘The- Germans insulted the flag and
the Polish guard was called out. The

fighting lasted several hours, and the
Germans were defeated.

5 Elstein Defines Bolshevism ;.

“in Address to People’s
: ' Forum. .

*The world is my, country, and man-
kind is my brother,” this, declared S.
Elstein, in an address to the Peoplé’s
Forum, at St. George’s Hall last night,
was the Jew's creed, and which" ex-
plained “The Role of the Jew in’the
Iabor Movement,” the title of his<ad-
dress. . g At ,

He explained the peculiar condition
of the Jew in Russia, where he had
served the part of leader, teacher and
missionary, for the revolution. The
Jew, said@ the speaker, could not live
where there was no liberty, hence the
vast migration from Russia.

The splitting up of the Socialist
party was "described by Mr. Elstein,
and he laid great stress on the na
Bolsheviki, This name, he declared;
had been used as a bugahod by the
press, but in reality this word in itself
.meant the. majority, and the- other
Socialist -party - the - Mansheviki, or
minority. : i

‘The split had come about as a re-
' sult of difference of opinion betwéen
the members of the Soclal Democratic
secret convention in 1903. The Man-
sheviki had been in favor . of a less
violént policy than had been adopted
by the Bolsheviki. Their attitude had
been one of working in harmony with
the other parties who were seeking the
betterment of conditions in Russia.

The speaker described in detail the
gradual education of the Russian peo-
ple ‘to a class consciousness, to that
condition which now obtained in Rus-
#la, an industrial- democracy. 1t “was
hard to state just how' many Jews
there had- been .in the revelutionary
ranks, on-account of the practice of
changing names and identities. :

The pogroms, declared Mr, Elstein
were fostered by the Russian Govern-
ment thru the-Black Hundreds,- and
tho the Jews protected themselves as
best they could, yet they paid in blood
for ‘their political ideas. * ’ d

He had no =solution to offer as to
the difficultiés confronting: the young
unmarried-woman who was filling the
place of the young man today. No
man should be expected to’ pay maore
than 25 per cent. of his wages for
house rent, but in many, cases 40 per
cent. was being pald, which meant a
deprivetion of praoper food and ¢loth-
ing for the family. e

Prof. Sissons spoke against bullding
houses of 6 or 8 1woms when boarders
had to be. taken in to meet the ex-
penses of the upkeep. He advocated
the smaller house of 4 rooms, which
was a real home to a small family, and |
thought this- matter should be con-
sidered when the government grant|
wag distributed.

He favored the English and Scotch
plan of co-operation known - as co-
partnership, limited, by which several
.families clubbed together, built their
own hémes and palid for them on this
co-opérative system. The homes
were known as “our” not “my” home,
he said, and when a member wanted
to change his residence, ~ he ' could
withdraw his investment without
trouble. .

Mr. Conner emphatically declared
that there had not been a member of
the Canadian Associated Press in so-
viet Russia for months. He detailed
the present system of Russian gov-
ernment, and analyzed the reasons
which led up to the revolution.

In 1903 there had been arrests and
massacres of people amounting to
181,000 per day, and when later chal-
lenged as to the veracity of/the'state-
ment, he ‘'mphatically reiterated it
He gave clippings and speeches from
many wo2ll-known peog who had

. declared that the Bolshevik govern-

ment was the only one for Russia, and
that Russia was by nd means in a
state of anarchy. :

The soviets had ‘ordained woman
Suffrage in Russia after a two-week
discussion, while in England it had
taken years, with nearly a civil war
before it was finally introduced.

Other r2forms had been introduced,
Such as the installation of schools and
a school system whereby a child was
compelled to-attend school for nine
years, “In the light of this, and see-
ing that prominent men back up
Bolshevism, why,” concluded Mr. Con-
ner, “does the press ndt tell the truth
about Russia?”

INFLUENZA STILL
CAUSES DEATHS

Epidémic Not Serious, But
Taking Daily Toll

of Lives.

In spite of the reassuring state-
ments issued by the department of
health the influenza epidemic has by
no means beconie a thing of the past.
While the death rate is:not in pro-
portion with that of the first wave
of the “flu’ there 'is a constant list
of deaths being filed at the eity
clerk’s dsepartment in the .city hall
daily. Some time ago Dr. Hastings,
when asked whether or nobt. it was
likely that Toronto would agdin be
vigited by the epidemic, replied that
it was not improbable. Evemnt the
records of the last few days show
that there is a large number of cases
thruout the city, altho, in the main,
they cannot be called serious.

Followin:y enquiries made it was
discovered that every nursing regis-
try had not one nurse' who was' not
on duty. Some of the offices stated
that they could easily use 50 or morg
nurses if they could be obtained.

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The Aldermanic Elections.

. Very few people reflect that it is not
the mere act of balloting that is of
importance, but the knowledge and
intelligence with which the ballot is
mavked that makes it worth * while.
The elector should be able to decide
for himself if he be a really indepen-
dent voter. That is, he should be
voting on the strength of his own in-

telligende and not on the strength of |

some one else’s. The elector should
vote as the result of his own knowl-
edge and experience, and not merely
cast a ballot because some one else
suggests’it. A great deal is said about
the immorality of selling one's vote
for money, but it is an equally im-
moral ballot that is marked for any
other kind of favor except the knowl-
edge and belief that the person voted
for is the best choice for the position
to be filled.

_If this is considered from a business
point of view the truth of it will be
apparent. The City of Toronto is a
business with a turnover of something
like _$25,000,000 a year. Any voter
who had a business of that dimension
would think twice before putting a
man in charge of it simply because
somebody described him as a good
fellow. Heavy.liabilities are involved
by citizenship in Toronto. The tax-
bill is one which causes serious con-
sideration in every home. It is not the
sizé of it, or how much we pay that
is to be thought of, but whether we
get value for our money.

Aldermen frequently exhibit a free-
dom in the expenditure of the public
funds which they would never per-

it themselves if the voters were as
oareful in their voting as they are in
spending their earnings. It is clear

/then in a city of half a million, the|

forty or fifty people who aspire to
civic service will only be known to a
minority of the people. As a conse-
quence the election result is not the
result of the joint intelligence ' of the
people, but of the percentage of those
who vote, usually under the influence
of various agencies, sometimes private
and personal, sometimes public, as in
the case of the press.

The ideal election would require no
man to vote for a candidate with
whom he was unacquainted, and of
whose worthiness he was unassured.
In civic elections, where most parti-
ctilarly the interests of one are the
interests of all, no prejudice or bias of
any kind should prevent the elector
choosing the man he knows to be best
fitted to transact the city business. To
do otherwise is to cast an unintelli-
gént and even a pandered vote,

In the present city elections there
are many immediate problems, but the
greatest, most preponderant question,
chiefly affecting the city's welfare, is
the problem of civic transportation. In
three years the street railway fran-
chise may be regained by the city, and
other transportation problems may
move the ‘two governments to take
steps that may involve the acquire-
ment of the radials and the Toronto
franchises at an earlier date. - There-
fore no .ballot should be cast
for any man ‘whose record and
whosé policy is not known to be abso-
Jutely sound on the principle of public
ownership. The city can take. no
chances about having another thinty
years of transportation serfdom.

The financial liabilities of the city
are heavy but not unduly so, and a
niggardly policy is as certain to pile
up a heavy liability later as an ex-
travagant policy at the present time.
‘What is needed is a sensible regard
for essentials, and a wise care for the
future, so that advantage may be
taken of present opportunities to

ghten future burdens,

But even in tle vastness of a five
to one majority lies the danger that
may overtake an aftempt. to swing
such a body of men into:great re-
forms.

DETAILS OF LEAGUE:
'HARD TO SETTLE
Confronted ;;Eomplete In-

ternational Anarchy, Says

Lord Robert Cecil.
DISARMAMENT SCHEME

Possible if Nations Will Only
Put Away Excessive
Individualism.

London, Dec. 9. — Lord Robert
Cecil, who is to deal at the peace
congress with. questions affetting a
league of nations, !n an interview by
a correspondent of The Observer,
after affirming the necessity for car-
rying the principle of a league of na-
tions int) effect, dealt with.what he
termed the difficulties connecied with
the details of such a plan.

“The moment you try to dévise the
machinery of a league of mnations,”
Lord Robert said, “you are sfruck by
the «xistence of coniplete interna-
tional anarchy. The grea: difficulty
in providing an alternative to war
lies in the difficulty of efficient ac-
tion to compel obedence to any regu-
lations which may e made on the
subject.

“If there existed any system of in-
terna‘ional co-operation with formal,
or even informal regulations, this dif-
ficulty would be easily surmounted.
It is therefore -a mistake to look on
the prevention of war as the sole;
function of mnations. The essential
thing is to obtain recognition for the
fact that the interests of humanity
as a whole really exist. We have to
work in order fhat the nations shall
not forget *hdt they are a part of
one another. Anyone who attempts
to sketch out the peace terms will
find himself confronted with many
difficulties.

A Typical Instance.

“Take, for instance, the <ropical
climes inhabited by barbarous popu-
lations. In a country ruled by inter-
national co-operation, it would be
realized that such countries must be
administered for the benefit of their
own peoplz and ‘heir products made
available for the whole world. If
this is done it will matter little by
which nation they are admjnistered.

“In the case of the wvast untries
of Asia without good governyment in
the period before independence can be
exerted there must be assistance from
the outside, and this is bound to lead
to international difficulties unless some
power is enirusted by the nations of
the world with the duty of providing
this assistance.

“International waterways will bhe
more important under any seltlement
in Europe than in the pdast. More
than one case can be cited, as
the Dardanelles and the Danube,
where one power with means of access
power has
been a contributory cause to European
unrest. The Danube has been regu-
lated by an international commission.
W.th a league of nations *“here is no
reason why all other similar problems
should not be similarly disposed of.

Disarmament Question,
“As to the most difficult question of

fall, namely, disarmamen?, nothing can

be done unless- joint action by all na-

|tions of the world is assured; unless

it is realized that the interests of
humanity are grea‘er than the inter-
ests of any one nation.

“If the nations can be persuaded to
put away their excessive individualism.
co-operation becomes
a real force “hen there is hope that we
can establish the machinery which will
bring an effective safeguard against
war, and evén diminish’ and render re-
latively innocuous the eauses of intex-
national gquarrels.”

London, Dec. 28.—The coming of

peace has brought about the dawn of
an era to which a weary world has
been looking forward with passionate
longing. Different in the gxireme
will be the England to which the
boys return, compared to 'that from
which they sailed away-.

*‘The time-honoréd fetish of caste is
one which has not fared over well
during the last few years. The war
had not been many days old, for in-
stance, when, owing to the action of
the British n.c.o’s in stepping into
the shoes of their fallen officers at
Mons, a position of unparalleled’ gravity
was rendered orc of comparative se-
curity. Extraordinary as it may
seem, at the battle of Mons the honor
of the proudest empire in the world,
the safety of its homes, its wealth, its
prestige, its well-being, actually rest-
ed on the shoulders of a handful of
workingmen! |

Not by everybody was this remark-
able position marked; but the truth
is that this was only the first sign of
the wonderful social upheaval then
just about to manifest itself. - Then
for the first time in the history ~ of
Britain the regular soldier began to
taste the fruit of all his laborious
struggles in the ‘past. And once the
British warrior is safe home “again—
and that day cannot now be very far
away~-innumerable will be the disad-
vantages he suffered in the old days,
which will be unceremoniously swept
from oll the slate. '

Professions which at one time har-
bored only the privileged will speedily
be forced to open their portals a little
wider. Thse sqgn of the tradesman who
has not enjoyed a university education
will no longer have occasion to dread
his Oxford rival when applying to the
colonjal office for employment in such
a capacity, for instance, as an assistant
district commissioner on ‘' the west
coast of Africa. A Whitehall official
recently stated that in selecting men
for these positions they had at one
time actually employed a man before
the mast. This statement, however,
does not dispose of the fact that in
past years “public” school and univer-
sity men have in this matter fared in-
finitely more happily thaf their less
fortunately placed brothers. g

The universities themselves will also
be forced to become a little less in-
tolerant; the same* with the church;

Whether commissions in the guards

AN ACTOF TRUST

British Public Believes Lloyd

George Will Be True to
Reconstruction Spirit.

. By J. B. Livesay. =
London, Dec. 29~The Sunday
papers here agree that this is the
greatest electoral landslide in British
political history, surpassing those of
1832 and 1906. The Coalition block
numbers 470, comprising 333 Union-
ists; 127 Liberals, and 10 Labor pledg-
ed to the support of Lloyd George,
who, in addition, can rely on the sup-
port of 46 independent Unionists, 2
National party and -5 Independents.
His normal majority was about 350,
swelling to over 400 if the Sinn Fein-
ers decline attendance. The Unionists
with a total membership of 379, have
an absolute magjority in the House.

Discussing the result, The Observer
says:

*“The remnant of official Liberalism
could be brought to Westminster in
a few taxicabs 1t will not number 40.
By a besotted personal vendetta
against a man whose only offence
against Liberalism was that he knew
how to win the war; it has brought its
misforturnes on itself.”

Despite Handicaps of War
and Epidemic, the Coal
Output Keeps Up.

Philadelphia, Pa., Dec.
two-thirds of the coal year gone, the
anthracite, committee of the United
States fuel administration is able. to
announce that the actual distribution
of anthracite during the eight months
toﬁDec. 1, notwithstanding the heavy
loss in production’'due to the influenza
scourge, was not materially less than
when, on May 29 last, the allotment
of domestic sizes was made for the
coal year. It may alsg be stated that
the country comes i_nto the winter gen-
erally well provided in &dvance with
anthracite and with the coal far more
equitably distributed to meet  the
needs of the millipns of consumers
thruout the country.

Such accomplishment, which had .it
not been for the influenza would have
been complete, has been won over
many and difficult obstacles, -The war
took away about one-fifth of the ‘an-
thracite mine-workers.' To overcome
this the industry applied every mech-
anical and other device to increase
production. The fearful influenza epi-
demic which swept the coal regions
during two months cost a loss of fully
2,000,000 tons of production.

In the eight months to Dec. 1, total
anthracite shipments reached 52,186,-
416 tons. If the same average output
can be maintained until the end of
next March the anthraecite industry
will have shipped 78,000,000 tons to
compare with 77,752,315 tons for the
coal year ended last March. It is es-
timated as the basis for the.allotment
of domestic sizes, as made May 29 last,
that there could be available a total
of 54,345,783 tons of domestic sizes
during the entire  coal year. A

So far, the amount of domestic sizes
shipped is about 36,400,000 tons, so
that with the output maintained dur-
ing the balance of the period, the es-
timated 'supply should be available.
Every possible human effort, support-
ed by all the great equipment of the
anthracite industry, will be put forth
during the winter to supply the daily
demand for coal, and it is important
that it is now only the current require-
ments which will be pressing.
