jes Discussed—Strange Letter Written by Harry Blair of
Galt to the Woman, Showing Their Peculiar Relations—The
Inquest to Be Resumed To-day.

Galt, Ont., Aug. 17.—(Special to The
World.)—The work of unravelling tha
mystery that surrounds the murder of
Mrs. Anthony Orr is proceeding slowly
but surely, and there is every prospect
that the murderer will have to face a
jury. Detective Murray put- in a hard
day’s work. At 9 o'clock he went to
{he Town Hall, and. it was not until 3
o'clock that he came away. All this
time was consumed in questioning” Tre-
velyan and Allison, the only persons yet
arrested in connection with the murder.
Trevelyan was discharged from custody
before he went into the sweat box, :s
Detective Murray quickly concluded that
his arrest was a mistake. Adlison is
still in custody. When the trio emerged
trom the sweat box The World repre-
sentative interviewed Trevelyan, but
ppart from the information that many
important facts had been brought out
by the detective’s questioning he would
say nothing about what transpired. He
had been told not to say anything, and
he positively refused to give any further
information.

Murray Views the Scene.

In the afternoon Detective Murray
visited the scene of the tragedy, inspect-
ed the graves and the premises generally,
and had a talk with Anthony Orr and
little Maggie Orr. He was shown the
red oak club referred to in The World
yesterday, and is satisfied that it is the
instrument that killed Mrs. Orr. A (close

Satisfied With His Progress.

At the close of the day's work Detec-

tive Murray appeared to be quite satis- |

fied with the progress made, and is evi-

" dently satisfied that he is in a fair way

to solve the mystery. He would say
little or nothing to the reporters, but
it is quite evident that he is satisfied
that neither Anthony. Orr mnor Ha:ry
Blair had anything to do with the kill-
ing of Mrs. Orr. As for the boy Alli-

son, the investigation has not proceeded |

far enough yet for him to speak with

any certainty as to his guilt or inno-|

gence. Mr. Mnrray is sure that the
grave in the swamp was dug after the
murder; that is, between Monday morn-
ing and Wednesday morning. The grave
in the corn patch could be made in five
minutes,

The Three Serious Theories.

Only three theories are now being ser- |

iously considered. The first one is that

the boy Alfison did the deed alome; the
second connects Harry Blair with the
murder, and the third brings in a’ man
named Robert Stoker. It is unquestion-
ably a fact that the authorities, from
their investigation so far, lean towards
the theory that Allison did the deed,
although this is in direct opposition to
the views of nearly everyone in the
neighborhood. Detective Murray, as
stated above, spent five hours .cross-
questioning Allison to-day, and it is not
likely that the interview was entirely
fruitiess. | Barrister Blake, who is de-
fending Allison, demanded admittance to
the sweat box, but was refused. He
claims that this proceeding was outrage-
ously unjust, and Barrister Card, who
is acting for Trevelyan, made the same
obiection on behalf of his client. They
had to remain out in the hall, however,
with the press representatives.
Allison’s Movements.

Suspicion has never been entirely lifted
from Allison, and now that it is known
that the result of the investigation pointsg
to him as|the guilty one his movements
and statements have again been carefully
enquired into, and a few new points,
more or less important, have been brought
to light. |Anthony Orr says that when
he returned to the farm Allison met
him. Orr evidently surmis_ed from the
expression| in the boy’s face that some-
thing ‘was wrong. .

“What's up?”’ asked Orr.

“Qh, nothing!” replied Allison with a
' sirile.
Orr asked him the same question again
|and got the same reply, Finally Allison
said: “Your wife has gone.” The news
threw Orr into a great state of excite-
ment, ‘but |he instituted a search at once
and was |unremitting in his efforts to
{locate her. Very few persons can 'be
ifmmd who had any conversation with
| Allison since the tragedy, and it is im-
| possible to tell whether he has stuck to
| the same story throughout. As far as
{can be learned he has not altered the
story he told on ‘the day of the tragedy,
unless Detective Murray succeeded in
shaking him in the sweat box to-day.

! <
Dées Allison Know More ?

Whether Allison actually committed
the deed himself or not, the general im-
pression is that he knows a good deal
more about it than he has told. The
{finding of his gun hidden in the barn,
his thorough acquaintance with every
spot on the farm and his manner of in-
forming Orr that his wife * had gomne,”
are referred to as suspicious facts. It
was rumored that both he and Trevelyan
were to be released, but Trevelyan’s dis-
charge and Allison’s detention show
that the authorities look wupon the
ébcy as an important factor in the solu-
| tion of thise mystery. He is only 17

. A Talk With Blair.

The second theory connects Harry
Blair with the tragedy. The World: re-
porter had a talk with Blair in his shop
this morning, and, after some persua-
sion, succeeded in getting him to give
an account of his movements on the
morning of the tragedy. Blair says that
he was at the railway station at' 7
o’clock that morning, and that after
leaving the station he .did some work
around his house, and at 8 to'clock was
at his son’s tea store. Between 8 and
10 o'clock he states that he delivered
some tea for his son, but refused to soy
to whom he had delivered it. He also
claims ‘that ke went out for a drive
with his son and grandchild during this
time and that he did not start for the
Or farm until about 1V.40, arrving
there about 11 o’clock, with the roast
of beef, which he had purchased  at
Grill's butcher shop at 8.15.

In Conflict With Roddy.

It will be remembered that Milkman
Roddy stated that he saw Blair driving
towards the Osr farm at 8.30 that
morning. The importance of Blair's
statement of his movements is there-
fore obvious. At the time Roddy claims
to have seen him driving towards the
Orr farm Blair says he was in Galt de-
Lvering tea for his son. Blair's state-
ment that he left for Orr’s about 10.40
is corroborated by John Gerryan, an
employe of Blair's, who says he met him
opposite Dr. McKendrick’s residence
about 10.30. The, World representative
investigated these statements very care-
fully and was convinced that they were
true.

Blair is Worried.

When giving The World représenta-
tive a statement of his movements Blair
did not relate events in the same se-

! quence when asked to repeat his story,

but he is so terribly worried over the
unwelcome prominence that has been
thryst upon him in connection with
this tragedy that he might easily make
a shight erfor in relating his doings amd
movements that morning.

Who Was the Man?

A feature“in the case that is interest-
ing and that may mean a great deal is
that on Monday morning Mrs. Orr told
her husband that he had better not go
away that morning, to stay at home and
cut the oats. He replied that there was
a heavy dew on them and he thought
he could get baeck in a few hours and
cut them then. Mr. Orr believes that
she did not wish to be left alone ard
that she had a premonition of danger.
She had been very badly frightened a
few nights before by some man who
had jumped out of the willows while
she was driving in the lane at a point
where the supposed grave was discover-
ed. Who was the mam who jumped
out ‘and frightened her? Was it Robert
Stoker, whose name is connected with
the third theory? Ailison’s father says
that his son -identified Stoker as the
man whom he met in the lane on the
morning of the tragedy. Stoker is a
carpenter by trade, but is frequently
employed in different parts of the neigh-
borhood as a farm laborer. He had at
one time been employed by thé "Wal-
laces, who live mear the Orr farm, and
it i said that he had visited the O
farm on several occasions. Stoker’s
home is in Kirkwall, about 10 miles
from here, and Wiliam R. Bond, a resi-
dent of Gat, says he met Stoker on the
day of the tragedy walKing along the
road, but whether it was near the Orr
farm or not that he met him he cannot
.say, as he had driven both east and
west of Galt. Stoker is now working for
a farmer near the town. .It was he wko
went to the Orr farm after Mrs. Orr
disappeared and offered his services as a
detective. It is said that he remarked
that he could find her in three days.
Stoker represented himself as a detee-
tive from Buffalo. It is impossible to
get near Allison and hear what he has
to say about seeing Stoker or a man who
looked like Stoker in the lane that morn-
ing. Trevelyan went through the streets
this afternoon a free man, but will be a
witness at the trial. The case is a most
interesting and perplexing one, but it
seems impossible that a solution will not
be found. The inquest will be resumed
to morrow at 11 o’clock.

Blair's Letter to Mrs. Orr.
The letter from Harry Blair to Mrs.
Orr, dated June 6, 1896, is in possession
of the authorities, and reads as follows:

1 now drop you a few lines to let you
know that I have not been asleep tne
last time while I have heen out at your
house. Now, yesterday, when you sent
me into the little baby, 1 caught a word
or two, and when I looked back at you
your face was ready to burst with red-
ness, and I told you of it in the house,
and you tried to put it off by saying
you had just washed your face, What
a blpffl! Now, you say that Fred is
smart. Now, he and you both gives
yourselves dead away. The idea of
hanging a round till twenty five min-
utes to three o'clock. Now any other
place I am out in the country for din-
ned the hired men, just as soon as din-
ner is over, they go direct out to the
barn and find something to do till half
past one, and then tney get the horse
out for work. I saw you was onto it’
vesterday. Now you take and tell me
the horses have to feed and must have
rest. Now as you cannot. give me any
such gags as that, for it wont work
worth a cent with me. After I came
home from St. Catharines the bluff you
and Fred tried to work on me dont catch
me-for a cent. In the first plgce I have

If Blair did not reach the Orr |;

thought the matter over and over agaln,
and we did not say or do anything that
was wrong, and that you and Fred can-
not work any such games on me, not for
a cent. Of course I am onto it. What
that.is done for you know very well I
went there several times. I saw how
things were, and you tried to make a
fuss and fix things up, and that only
made things worse.

Now last Saturday night when you
got the money from me you flew back
in the store and when you thought 1
was gone you turned back and wet
Fred with a lovely smile. Now you
thought I did not see what was going
on, and you tried to give me the bluft
that Fred was coming was the reason
why you got away so quick and then
tried to make me believe as you said it
to Fred, you did not speak to Mr.
Oh, what a bluff . It dont
catch me for a cent and please dont
you think for a moment that you gave
me away on the granny business as I
knew- how that was before I came away
from you. Neither does that bluff catch
me for a cent. I guess you know the
reason that you did not want to have
anything to do witn me yesterday.
You cannot helg but know that I know
how all was that day. I knew what
made you so sore.and could have told
you if I had a mind to do so. 1 did not
think that you were very smart on that
either. Now, Mrs. Orr, you know very
well that I have been telling you for
some time past that when I got you
pretty well dressed and fixed up other-
wise you would.: give me the cold shoul-
der. You must understand that I agaln
tell you that I have told* tyou how
things would be“so you did not beat
me with me a telling you of 'it. That
is one satisfaction that I have and you
know that is true for I could see how
things were aworking, but, Mrs. Orr, I
am rerfectly satisfied for I have
thought it over and over again and I
again say I am perfectly satisfied.

P.S.—Now I told you as long as all
was right I would never pother you or
Mr. Orr about your a€eount, but this
makes a great change with us. Instead
of us being one we will soon be three
forever. I am a good fellow when you
did what was right with me but when
you tell me to go home before Fred
comes in it dont sult me. The idea of
you and Fredgatrying to make arrange-
ments for him acoming in three quar-
ters of an hour.

Four Revenue Cutters Will Accompany
Her From St, Michael's,

Selzing the Treasure-Laden Vessel—
Each Man en tho Treasure Ship Will

Washington, D. O., Aug. 17.—Under
the efficient convoy of féur of the reve-
nue cutter servige vessels, the steamcr
Portland, laden “*with millions of Klon-
dike gold, will be in little danger of cap-
ture by pirates,

The buccaneer days of olden times
have been recalled by the recent request
made of the Treasury Department by P.
B. Weare, President of the North
American Transportation and Trading
Company. ~ That company asked that
the Portland, one of its fleet, might be
convoyed to Seattle by some of the cut-
ters néw doing duty in the Behring Sea.
No little amusement has been caused by
the request, but that Mr. Weare is in
earnest is shown by its repetition, and
by the action of the department in in-
forming him that orders have been is-
sued to four revenue cutters to accom-
pany the Portland from St. Michael's,
Alaska, on Sept. 15, to Seattle.

It is the belief of both Mr. Weare and

the Treasury officials that the amount
of treasure which the Portland will

ample to attract the cupidity of many

who are omly too willing to resort ‘o
foul means to secure miches. The |

No craft ex-
cept a warship or one of the largest
trans-Atlantic or trans-Pacific steamers,
armed with high-power guns of con-
siderable calibre, could hope to overcome
the force on board the four vessels de-
tailed.

The cutters which will form the guard
fleet are the Rush, first-class steamer;
built in 1885 at Port Blakely, Washing-
tony the Perry, second-rate steamer,
built at Buffalo, N. Y., in 1884; the Cor-
win, of the same rating, constructed at
Portland, Ore., in 1876, and the Grant,
also a second-rate ship, built in 1871, at
Wilmington, Del. These ships are not
eauipped with guns above 20-pounders,
nor are their crews large, but their
training has made thepa more than a
match for several timeg their number of
undisciplined men. s

In conjunction with the Bear these
vessels have been doing patrol duty in
Behring Sea since last April, and, with
the exception of the Bear, which will
remain till Oct. 1, they will leave Alas-
kan waters on the 15th of next month
with the Portland in their midst.

Prior to the departure, should any
evidence come to hand showing a pre-
arrangement to seize the Portland, it is
purposed by the Treasury Department
to order the Bear to join the other cut-
ters, while, in addition, a naval vessel
will be sent morth to meet the fleet.

The Bear is the largest of the cutters
in Behring Sea, her displacement being
708 tons. This vessel was transferred
to the revenue cutter service from the
navy after her memorable service in
the " Greeley relief expedition of 1884
She is 198 feet long by 30 feet beam
and has a draft of 18 feet of water.
She is barquentine rigged, and under
steam can make nine knots per hour.
She carries two 3-inch breech-loading
rifles and two 20-pounder Dahlgren
rifles. Her complement consists of eigh:
officers and 43 seamen.

But it is mot at all certain that the
Bear will accompany the Portland to
Reattle, and the force that will therefore
be available to resist attack will consist
of the four other vessels named. Their
total force will be composed of 32 offi-
cers and 136 seamen, Altogether, their
armaments amount to 12 guns.

The Rush, which, next to the Bear, is
the most effective cutter in the Behring
Sea, is only of 300 tons displacement,
aad is brigantine rigged. She is 175 feet
iong, has a beam of 26 feet, and a maxi-
mum speed of 11.5 knots. Her arma-
ment consists of two 3-inch breech-load-
ing rifles and one 6-pounder rapid fire
Hotchkiss gun.

The Perry is even smaller than the
Rush, but her battery is mearly as effec-
tive. Her displacement is 282 tons, her
length 135 feet, and her beam is 25
feet. She carries a fighting force af 37.

The smallest ship of the escortis the
Grant, which has a displacement of
263 tons. She is 163 feet long, has a
beam of 25 feet, and draws 9 feet of
water. She has a. complement similar
to that of the Perry, and a battery of
two 20-pounders and two 1-pound rapid
fire rifles.

Momo Badly Beaten in the
Third Cup Race.

SCORE NOW STANDS 2 TO 1.

Canadian Defenger Proves Herself the
Best Boat in a Breeze.

Skipper Dugzan Did the Best Mancuvering
at the Start and Crossed the Line Four
or Five Seconds Ahead of Crane—Uncle
Sam’s Challenger Beaten by Twe and
a Half Minutes.

Point Claire, Que., Aug. 17.—This morn-
ing the third of the series of International
races was started. The morning broke dull
and with squalls of wind and rain coming
out of the northwest at the rate of 25
miles an hour and with a nasty sea run-
ning. At 8.30-the wind was still in-
creasing. At 10 o’clock a heavy squall
came down the lakeé and the wind increas-
ed in force.' The fleet of excursion yachts
began to put in an appearance at this
hour, but only the larger yachts could
stand up to the heavy sea.

The Gleneairn ana Momo were towed
down to the starting buoy at 10.45. At
11.23.35 the preparatory signal! was given,
at 11.33.35 the five-minute signal was glv-
en and at 11.38.35 the starting signal.

In the manoceuvring for position the
Glencairn again got the best of it and
crossed the line some four or five sec-
onds aliead of Momo and stood in shore on
the port tack, while the Momo stood on
the starboard.

At 11.40 both boats came about and when
they crossed each other's bows it was seen
that Glencalrn was 200 yards to wind-
ward and making much better weather of

t.

The weather was cold and the wind in-
creased to fully 30 miles an hour, and the
crews must have had a hard, time of it
for they were drenched with seas break-
ing over them. The Glencairn turned the
first two mile buoy half & mile_ ahead
of Momo and set a small spinnaker for
the two mile run before the wind and fair-
ly flew down the course. Momo, after
roupding, also set a small storm spinnaker
but shortly after changed it for a larger
one. Glencairn still maintained her lead

and rounded the four r;xlle mark at 12.24.50.

Momo followed at 12.26.40.

On the next leg to windward both boats
stood in to shore, where the water was
smoother. At 12.50 the Glencairn was
still increasing her lead and rounded the
first mark on the second round at 12.57.40,
followed by the Momo at 1.02.15. Glen-
cgirn having a good lead, wisely went
about, as jibbing in such a strong wind
and heavy sea was dangerous. The Momo
jibbed around the mark.

After rounding the six mile mark both
boats set spinnakers and rounded the nine
mile mark—Glencairn at 1.11.10 and the
Momo at 1.15. At this hour the wind was
squally and rain was falling.

At 1.40 Glencairn was still increasing
her lead and barring accidents was a sure
winner. . Momo was pounding hard round-
ing the ten mile buoy. Glencairn turned
{his mark at 1.46.35, and the Momo 1.49.10.
O the home stretch Glencairn set a small
spinnaker, while Momo set a larger one.
As Glencairn had the race well in hand
she took mo chances of accidents and fin-
fshed at 2.00.10, and the Momo at 2.02.40,
official time. !

The wildest excitement prevailed during
the race. The gloomy faces of the Cana-
dians, after Saturday’s race, were renlac-
od hy smiles. The Glercairn is_without
doubt the faster boat by far in a blow.

THE UNITED STATES AND CANADA.

The Globe wishes to reiterate and em-
phasize its opinion that the United
States is a_great nation, and that it is
being misrepresented by its politicians
and newspapers. It is just possible that
The Globe’s idea of national greatness
and ours may be different, but whatever
adjective may be used to designate the
chief chracteristic of the United States
we still maintain that that nation . is not
worthy of the admiration and eulogy
bestowed upon it by The Globe. We
do not see why Canadians or Canadian
newspapers should go out of their way
to extend sympathy for a nation whose
#yowed policy is directed towards their
politicﬁl annihilation. Sir Oliver Mowat
some years ago emphatically declared
that the United States was a hostile
pation. Since that time their hostility
has been much more pronounced. Can-
ada is the only country in America with
which - the United States refuses to
make a reciprocal treaty. We don’t need
to go to “the farms and- workshops” of
the United States to find out what the
policy of that country towards Canada
really is. There is no mistaking their
antipathy to the independence of Can-
ada. Although Canada occupied a por-
tion of this continent before the United
States of America were in existence, yet
the Jatter presume to set up a Monroe
doctrine which precludes us from ac-
quiring new territory on or adjacent to
the continent without their consent. The
Monroe doctrine is decidedly inimical to
the interests of this country. The same
theory which denies Great Britain om®
Canada the right to acquire miore terri-
tory in America naturally inspires the
United States with a desire to oust Great
Britain (or Canada) entirely from the
continent. The people of the United
States have the idea that the British
have no rights in America, There is
no mistaking the intent of the Dingley
tariff as far as its application to Canada
is concerned. There is no mistaking the
United States alien labor laws which
have been passed by federal and state
legislatures and municipal councils, If
these institutions do not represent the
“farms and workshops” of the mation
then we are at a loss to know what
they do represent. The World is firmly
convinced that the United States, whe-
ther it be a ‘“great” nation or not, is
decidedly hostile to this ecountry, and
has for years pursued a policy whose
object is to starve us into annexation.
Let us make no mistake about it. Our
continued existence as a nation on this
continent is dependent upon our ability
to defend ourselves, not by the justice
of our cause, but by the force of arms.
The United States press may be an ir-
responsible body, but still it is true that
newspapers, as a rule, substantially re-
flect the sentiment of their readers.
These threats to come over and take
possession of the country if we do not
govern the Klondike according to United
States ideas are not to be regarded as
vain and idle imaginings. Coupled with
the hostile legislation that has been di-
rected against Canada they warn us to
be prepared for the worst. Our reply
to these threats is this: Canada desires
no troutle with the United States. Can-
ada merely wishes liberty to govern in
her own domain as she sees fit. One
thing is certain, Canada will never be
a party to open hostilities against the
United States unless she has a just,
substantial and honest cause to vindi-
cate. And for the benefit of those Amer-
ican journals that have been threatening
us with extinction we wish to state that
when such a condition arises Canada, or
rather the British Empire, will not be
slow in asserting its rights,

GARBAGE AS AN ASSET.

We have Lord Kelvin's assurance that
the utilization of garbage for the pro-
duction of electric energy is * destined
to revolutionize the economic policy of
all civilized municipalities.” Lord Kel-
vin is not enunciating a mere theory.
The idea has been put into execution
at Shoreditch, and its wonderful success
in a practical way is attracting the at-
tention of municipal authorities every-
where., What has been accomplished at
Shoreditch is practically this: The garb-
age that was formerly carted away and
thrown into the sea is now being used
as fuel in a municipal electric plant. It
has been found that “ten tons of cin-
ders, garbage and other rubbish have
the same capacity for producing steam
as one ton_of coal.”” The establishment
at Shoreditch furnishes light and power
to the municipality, and heats water for
baths and lavatories. The residue left
in the furnaces is a slag which is used
for street paving. Every part of the
garbage is thus diverted into useful and
profitable channels. According to Lord
Kelvin the possibilities of the system
are “infinite.” In the first place the
adoption of the system in any city will
guarantee the cleanliness of its streets.
When the collection of garbage becomes
an asset instead of a liability the in-
ducement to keep the streets clean will
be stronger than the inclination to do
the work in a slipshod manrpe~, ‘,E.b,e,

conditions for adopting the system in
Toronto would seem to be quite favor-
able, Coal is more expensive in Toronto
than in London, and our facilities for
collecting  the garbage ought to enable
us to do that part of the work as cheap+
ly as it is done in Shoreditch. Toronto
can easily consume the power that can
be developed from all the garbage avail-
able in the city., We may reasonably
expect that the experiment at Shore-

o | ditch will soon be adopted by other cities

in Europe and America, including To-
ronto. .
GO AHEAD WITH THE TELEGRAPH LINE
The building of a telegraph line through
Canadian territory into the Klondike
would be desirable from a national point
of view as well as prove a profitable
investment commercially. The cost will
run up to a quarter of a million dollurs.
The receipts from a tefegraph line into
the Klondike would be phenomenal. L'wo
or three years' operation of the line
ought to pay for its entire construction.
Postal communication with Alaska will
be annoyingly slow for years to come.
A telograph line would attract all the
business communications between the
Klondike and the outer world.  The

Government stands to make a heap of |

money if it will rush through this pro-
posed telegraph line. The existence of
the line will do more to ensure good
government in the country than the ex-
penditure of three times its cost in sol«
diers and ammunition. By all means
let the Canadian Government take this
work in hand and pat us into communi-
cation with the Klondike before the
great tush of next spring sets in.

ALL ABOARD FOR POINTS NORTH
AND NORTUWEST !

What the world you people around To-
ronto and Western Ontario are doing I do
not know,” sald a lumberman yesterday.
“We lumbermen on the Upper Ottawa are
amazed you do not try to get iuto the
richest part of Ontario, where there is a
market for an Immense amount of stuff.
Even Oollingwood, Meaford and other Geor-
gian Bay peints would have a grand market
for fruit of all kinds. . You want the To-
ronto and James Bay Road, from North
Bay or Parry Sound, right through Temis-
camingue country to James Bay. There's
more mining, timber, coal and fisheries be-
tween North Bay and James Bay than in
the whole of Ontario put together. You
woull then reaéh the great pine and spruce
forests of Ontario, where thousands of men
are employed and have to be clothed and
fed; yet you western people don’t get a
dollar of trade, because you cannot reach
there except via Mattawa. This northern
continent is a veritable gold mine to Ot-
tawa, Montreal and Pembroke, and other
eastern towns. 'There is only about 30
miles of bad country immediately north of
North Bay, and after that it is plain sail-
ing, and you reach a new continent where
there are thousands to be fed and clothed.
What are the Ontario members doing? They
are talking Crow’s Nest Pass and raillways
in almost every province except Ontario.
The fact is you people are asleep. Peaple
from east and west are rushing into this
fine country, but all their supplies come
from the east. You can see an occasional
Toronto newspaper, but that is about all
the supplies we get from Toronto. There's
a grand and rich country up here; it only
wants opening up. This is the way to the
Yukon via Hudson Bay. All aboard, gentle-
men, for, Temliscamingue, Tamogaming,
James Bay, the coal mines and all points
north and northwest!”

Saw the Logs in Canada.

Editor World: In a recent editorial ar
ticle in The Globe, reference was made to
a proposal under counsideration of the On-
tario Government, to limit the employment
9; labor on Crown lands to Canadians only;
That is, lumbermen cutting under license
were to employ only Canadians.

_While there would be no general objec-
tions from lumbermen, it appears to those
familiar with that class of work that the
words of a late statesman fit the case ex-
actly, viz.: “There’s nothing to it.””

During a boom in the lumber trade three
or four years ago several American lumber
companies brought in men and their out-
fits, but when the business became normal
those concerns collapsed, and to-day, ow-
ing to dulness of trade, there are not three
Americans in every hundred men working
in the woods of Ontario, and if we take
Ontario and Quebec together, there is mnot
even that percentage; therefore, it amounts
to’ an empty propesal.

Then, such an order should not emanate
from a provincial government, while our
Dominion Government is sending out
agents to foreign countries inviting im-
'nugratlon. even from the United States.
The only benefit the Ontario Governmen1
can ‘confer upon the workmen of this pro-
vince is to insist that the logs taken from
the Crown lands (the people’s property)
shall be hewn or sawn in the province. The
labor to do this will give ten times the
employment that is incident to cutting
down a tree and drawing it to the nearest
stream.

I notice that John Charlton, M.P., admits
the right of the Ontario Government to
do this, but presents very foreibly the
feelings of the Michigan mill men and
threatens a dire punishment from Washing-
ton to Canada should the people of Ontario
demand that their Government stand up for
pl:nvinclal rights.

The people of Ontario have for years sup-
ported a government who claimed to be
defenders of provinclal rights against those
in authority in Ottawa, who sought to In-
terfere with our timber, minerals,- ete.
Now are the people of Ontario going to sub-
mit to dictation from Michigan or Washing-
ton, even though it be presented ever s>
favorably by those interested In United
States industries? - Has not Ontario a right’
to her own estates? Does not every state
in the Union decide who shall hold pro-
erty in the state? Has not the United
States Government denied its responsi-
bility for the acts of the separate statec.

If the Government of Ontario adopts the
proposition of Mr. Bertram, with such ad-
ditions as they deem necessary, no wrong
will be done to the American citizen within
or without our borders. They will only be
making such regulations and laws as they
deem for the best interest of the people,
an(j such as will promote our welfare.

erican and Canadian alik® ;

I further contend that Awhere a sottler
is to follow the TumBesman the Canadian
process of cutting is preferable to the
American. And even though the Govern-
ment receipts for timber dues were less
for a few years, the country would b2
benefited in the end thereby.

Katherine Leslie Spends a
Summer Morning

WITH THE PATIENT NURSES

She Gleans Some Interesting ldeas as
to the Qualifications Necessary

To Make a Good Nurse—A Short Talk With
Miss Snively, the Capable Lady Super-
tntendent of the Toronto General Hos-
pital — Many Refined Women are
Entering the Profession of Nursing—
Scenes in the Operating Room - A Bevy
of New Babies.

-

What a picture the word “nurse” con-
jures up before one's mental eyes! A
charming figure, arrayed in simple blue
cotton gown, big white apron, a gaily jing-
ling chatelaine, and dainty white cap,
crowning the shining bair; and below this
cap, most charming of all, a face in which
tenderness, patience, strength, merriment
and sweetness are ever found, and in
whose eyes is a great intelligencé and
sweet wisdom, born of the knowledge of
human frailty and_suffering, which long
months of tmlnlngqlave given. How ex-
quisitely dainty they are, these seemingly’
tireless creatures, how firm yet gentle, how
capable and womanly! No wohder words
fajl us when we begin to speak of them
after lying for weeks in their care, anld
small blame to the boys who leave their
hearts behind with their cots. For no
more refreshing sight in the sick room or
ward can be Imagined than one of these
sunny faced girls, in quaint Quaker-1ik¥
white neckerchief and snowy cap, bring-
ing the cooling draught, smdothing the pil-
lows and diffusing an air of sweet cheer-
fulness, which is the peculiar heritage of
the nurse in the hospital.

A Visit te the General.

It was through the kindly hospitality of
Miss Snively, the energeti¢c and capable
lady superintendent of the General Hos-
pital, that I was enabled to get a glimpse
behind the scenes, which left me with an
increased admiration for the women who
adopt this arduous and noble profession in
life. To spend a few hours in the inter-
mipable corridors and . countless wards,
with their shining waxed floors and rows
of snowy beds; to see the delicate, white,
suffering faces of ‘men, women and child-
ren, and to watch the nurses, bright as
crickets and dainty a8 flowers, flittind
about the beds, with here a little attention,
and there a kindly word, and all with
neither hint nor suggestion of impatiengg
or weariness, is to come away with an ex-
alted idea of hospital life and its nurses
in training.

The Ideal Nurse,

“The ideal woman makes the Ideal
nurse,” said Miss Snively, in.a delightful
after-chat, who, after 13 years of splendid
management of this large hospital]” knows
whereof she speaks; ‘‘and just as a paint-
er or musician Is born, not made, so is it
with the ideal nurse. = Of course, there ig
much in training, and just as there are
painters or musicians, who through train-
ing are pleasant performers, so nurses are
plentiful, who, after training, perform the
duties  required of them satisfactorily
epough. But the ‘born nurde,’ capable of
development through the splendid scienti-
fic training which is obtainable to-day, is
a rare creature, and one always in de-
ninnd by surgeon and doctor.” It is the
stern doctrine of the extinction of self
that is preached to these nurses im train-
jng, and in many cases they rise to it
nobly. They must, of all things, be sym-
pathetie, for the nurse without sympathy
is a failure. The better a girl is educated
and the more intelligent she is, the finer
will she be as a nurse. Miss Snively thinks
that 27 or 28 is the best time for a woman
to enter this profession, for by that time
she has learned something of the world,
has more self control, is more liberal mind-
ed, more charitable and altogether more
fit to enter a profession which involves
so great responsibility and comprehension
of human beings.

Nurblnx as a Profession.

A profession which goes hand in hand
with such a progressive science as medi-
cine must necessarily grow with the years
both in importance and .dignity; hence
women of edueation and refinement are es-
pecially suited to become nurses, and ev-
ery year shows an increase in the num-
ber of fine women, fine in every sense, who
enter the training schools. It is an odd
thing, too, that, in spite of the long hours
—hours that would appal many a strong
man—the life in the hospital seems to thor-
oughly agree with the heaith of the nurses;
a group of nurses off duty is a sight to
gladden the eyes—they all look so ‘‘fit,”
are such a charmingly jolly and wholesome
lot of girls, that it does one good to look
at them; that is how a balcony full of
them at recration impressed me yester-
day; their laughing eyes; gleaming. white
teeth and general daintiness were a ‘“‘sigm
to make an old man young again.”

# The Nurses’ Residence.

The nurses’ residence, in the west wing,
is a delightfully home-like place. There
is a large drawing room, with polished
floors and big rugs and all sorts of invit-
ing chairs and couches; they have a good
library of books and magagzines and a
piano; the long windows overlook what
seemed to me the most beautiful grounds
in Toronto, except those at the Parlia-
ment Buildings, and there is a big, wide

balcony with easy chairs. Here in this |

drawing room they receive on Wednes-
day evenings and only those who have
friends among the nurses in this splendid
training school have any idea of the
“good times’” that room has seen, or just
‘“‘wot larks, pip,”’ as Joe Gayery would say,
these whole-souled, hard-working and fun-
loving girls have on their night at home.
One night, a lot of these girls, and a cou-
ple of the house surgeons—but that would
be telling, which would not be fair to the
girl, and it would only make you die of
laughter, and wild that you had not been
there! Just now, there are 60 nurses in
the residence, and when one of our mil-
lionaires takes it into his nice philanthropie
head to add a wing to the home, there will
be rocom for more; for although many of
our very best girls are lured to the States
by greater expectations, there is an'ever
increasing number desirous of enrolling

Qualifications Necessary.

There are yearly between 500 and 600
applications, and when one is initiated in-
to the list of qualifications necessary to this
profession, it is astonishing that so
many should feel themselves capable of
undertaking its responsibilities. Besides
being sympathetic, a good nurse must be
orderly, observant, willing to yield prompt
unquestioning obedience; deft, bright, alert,
intelligent, educated, patient, silent, kind,
strong and - tender, and always ready to
prefer her patient’s comfort to her own.
In short, an all-round womanly soul, strong
of heart and level of head, makes the suc-
cessful nurse. It is not surprising that
these qualifications are demanded when her
great responsibility is realized; the ap-
pliances of modern surgery and medicine
are so wonderful and varied, and as the
nurse is the assistant and “right-hand
man” of the surgeon and doctor, intelli-
gence and strength of character are abso-
lutely necessary.

In the Operating Room.

Two of these girls were In the theatre or
principal operating room, during my visit,
preparing the disinfectants for the sur-
geons, who w going to operate on a
patient. Mistakes are rendered impossi-
ble by placing the different disinfectants
in different colored bowls, one in dark
blue glass, another in amber, while the
clear glass bowls are reserved for water;
there are big bronze and metal ovens for
sterilizing the towels, bandages, absorbent
cotton, and the numerous fearsome instru-
ments, before operating. In the theatre
were Dr. O'Reilly, big, ruddy and curly;
Dr. Peters, tall and dark as the other is
fair, and with them, Dr. Spencer. Dr.
Peters was a figure te inspire confidence
as he stood In snowy surgeon’s apron,
bathing his hands in the big amber bowl,
preparatory to performing the operation of
opening a poisoned hand. It was wonderful
to see that operatfon on the white-shroud-
ed, unconscious man; the surgeon, cool
and watchful, with steady hand, making
incisions in the swollen purple hand of the
patient; it froze my blood and darkened
my vision for a moment; the two other
doctors ‘‘standing by’ to help, the big,
merciful ether bag, the nurses with basins
and sponges, and all of them careful, ten-
der and watchful. \ What men these are,
taking their lives daily and hourly in their
hands to relieve the suffering and diseased!
A needle point of that poisoned crimson
stream on an unnoticed geratch of the sur-
geon's hand means almost certain death,
and yet they risk it daily and hourly.

Other Scenes,

But there were other scenes in this abode
of healing—a dear old granny of 86, with
broken wrist, thanking the pretty nurse
<gracious’” for her enquiries; a sweet, sun-
ny-haired - child, O! so ill of pneumonia,
and a man, peaceful of countenance, slip-
ping hourly away into the beyond, under
the tender, watchful care of the pitying
purse; one of the institutions of the Gen-
eral,' an old nurse, who has never been
able to read or write, but who In her
day and generation was a power; now she
is old and grey and a pensioner, wearing
the old uniform, and spending her remain-
ing days in peace, pottering about among
the flowers, and waiting for the “Well
done, good and faithful servant,” of the
Master. -
in the Maternity Hospital.

But what do you think I came upon In
{he maternity hospital? Quite the heavenli-
est sight it has ever been.my good fortune
to see. There they lay, eight of the tinl-
est and dearest babies, all under two
weeks old, and two of them only a day’s
jonrney on in the terrible old world! Four
in a cot they lay on big, soft snowy pil-
lows, thelr little red faces puckered up-in
the drollest way and their absurdly minia-
ture fists, curled up under their tiny chins,
all sound asleep. It was a sight to glad-
den the heart of a flint, that row of lit-
tle, dark-haired bables—such long hair, too,
for such wee things, and in the middle of
them was a fragment, a little Irishman,
whose name was alrendy Patrick Maloney.
And-he was true to the traditions of his
rdce, this dearest of little “Pats,”’ for he
suddenly deyeloped a grievance; he dou-
bled up his fists, screwed up his face, and
lifted up his voice, refusing to be si-
lenced till the distractingly pretty nurse
lifted him up, and cuddled his dark, rebel-
lious little head against her white neck—
and a queer little man he would have
been not to have been comforted by thab
same!

These and a hundred other more or less
memorable were the scenes of a morning
spent in the General, and it was a morning

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. ‘17.—Something
fike martial law has been declared in
Plum, Patton and Wilkins townships by
Sheriff Lowry. The three mines of the
New York & Cleveland Gas Coal Com-
pany are in these townships, and all
iroads leading to them will be patrolied
by his deputies. FPersons walking or
\driving along the roads who cannot give
@ satisfactory account of themselves will
e ordered to leave the neighborhood,
and upon refusal will be arrested. - The

<heriff will not attempt to break up the
camp of the strikers until the court

has passed on the question, but an-

mnounces to-day that he is determined to

stop the marching g.nd trespassing on
the company’s property. No one will be
allowed on the company’s property who
fails to have a pass signed by Superin-
tendent De Armitt. There are now
nearly 800 men in the camp at Plum
Creek. After the mautiny at Sandy
Creek yesterday-the camp at that point
was abandoned, and the men went to
Plum Creek.
The Men are Hungry.

In addition 200 men arrived at 3
o'clock this morning from Belle Vernon.
The large increase in the number in
camp has caused a shortage of provi-
sions, and the men are hungry. They
threatened to march during the morning,
but were induced not to do so by th
deputies. :

Last night it was decided to have the
women march, as the injuhiction did not
jnclunde them. The order of the sheriff
to arrest all persons, however, caused a

change in the program, and there wus |
march. Sheriff Lowi‘y said he would |

disperse the women as quickly as he
would the men.

There were 22 evictions near FPlum
Creek during the day of striking mines.
The evictions began at noon.

The clzim is made that there are a
number of Anarchists in the vicinity of
the mines, who, are_after the De Ar-
mitts. They drfe not in the camp, how-
eler.

Samuel De Armitt is under arrest by
the sheriff. Neither he nor the sheriff
will say for what, but the strikers say
it is to prevent his arrest by any con-
ptable, which will be impossikle as long
as he is in the sheriff's custody.

. Marchers Intercepted. .

At Turtle Creek 50 strikers, without
leaders, marched from Camp Determina-
tion this morning on the Oakhill mines.
This was done unexpectedly and in vio-
lation of the restraining order temporar-
ily - continued ' by the court yesterday.

Befere reaching the mines Sheriff Low-
ry and a posse met the marchers
ordered them back to camp. The strik-
ers reluctantly turned back, serely dis-
appointed, but peaceful.

The miners’ officials express themselves |

as well satisfied with the injunction pro-
cecdings. 3

“According to.the court,” said Presi-
dent Dolan, “the injunction only re-
strains us from doing what we have
not done and what we do not intend to
do. The camps will be continued and
conducted as usual, until further notice.

AMENDMENT OF HEALTH ACT

Recommendations of the Special Com-
. mittee Adopted.

More Power for the M.H.O.-Persons Sus-
peeted of Being Iufected Sheuld Be
Subject to Mis Ruling - Committee to
Experiment With a New Disinfectant—
Scarlet Fever and the Milk Supply -
Infection at School — Prevention of
Rables—=0Officers Elected —Dr. Sheard’s
Hospitalily.

The concluding session of the Asso-
ciation of Executive Health Officers of
Ontario was held in the Normal School
yesterday.

In the morning Prof. Shuttleworth
discussed the question of the effect of
the milk supply in causing scarlet
fever. He quoted authorities to show
tbat the disease could be disseminated
from cows’ milk, and advocated the dis-
tribution of milk in clean bottles.

Dr. McDonald of Hamilton thought
that Boards of Health should study the
$atter more than they did.

Dr. Bryce was of the opinion that the
disease was often disseminated as much

in the schools as by the milk supply.
Drs. Sheard and Rowe also discussed

the paper.
Respecting Rables. L

Dr. Sheard followed with a treatise on
“The Propagation and ~Prevention of
Rabies.” 'I'here had been eight out-
breaks of the disease in Ontario in the
past few years. Twelve persons had
been successfully treated at the Pasteur
Institute, but a small boy had died from
the effects of a bite at Dundas. Ex-
periments showed that prompt measures |
were necessary to fight the disease. {

In the afternoon reselutions of condol- |
ence were passed regarding the deaths |
of Dr. QGriffin, Brantford; Mr. Alaa
Macdougall, Toronto,” and Dr. Oliver,
Niagara Falls.

Amendment to the Health Act.

The decision of the committee ap-
pointed to report in reference to the
clauses of the Public Health Act was
read and discussed at length. It recom-
mended that the Medical Health Oili-
cers should have greater power and that
their recommendation should have pre-
ference over that of the attendant phy-
sician. They also recommended that
the Health Act should be so amended
as to make it possible for persons sus- |
pected of being infected with disease,
as well as those known to be so, to be
subject to the ruling of the Medical
Health Officer.

The report was adopted. as was alsy
a resolution of Dr. Cassidy to appoint
Prof. Shuttleworth, Analyst Mackenzie
ard himself a committee to experiment,
using the funds of the association, for
the purpose of determining the value of
formaldehyde as a disinfectant, and to
report at the mext meeting.

The Arrangements for the Artillery In-
struction and Practice at
Deseronto Given Out.

and 52nd Battalions on Sept. 14.
The approved arrangements for the
field artillery ‘instruction and practice

A SHOCKING DEATH.
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Albert Roe, 2 Farm Hand, Drawn Inte a
Threshing Machine and Mangled
to Death.

Millbrook, Ont.,, Aug. 17.—One oft the
most shocking fartaiities that ever oc-
curred in this vicinity took place about
a mile south of this place this after-

noon, when Albert Roe, a young man
of about 27 years of age, was mangled
to death by being caught in the .eylinder
of a.threshing machine while in motion.
The scene of the horrible affair was on
a H0-acre farm owned and worked by
Robert Shaw of Cavan. Mr. John Mec-
Manus was threshing some fall wheat
for Mr. Shaw, and had started work
about noon, and Roe, .the unfortunate
victim, was feeding the mill. All went
well until about haif-past three o’clock,
when the man in charge of the engine
noticed the machine give a jerk, =as
though doing heavy work, and on look-
ing was horrified to see his fellow-work-
man being, hauled head first into the
mill, The engine was at once shut off,
but not before Roe’s left arm, head and
upper part of the body were mangled
to jelly, some of these parts being car-
ried by the carriers to the stack. After
n:uch difficulty the unfortunate man was
ertricated from his death trap. It is
supposed that Roe’s hand first got caught
in the cylinder, and not being able to
extricate himself he was thus drawn in.
Roe was”a farm laborer and was un-
married. Coroner McKee was notified,
and after carefully looking into the mat-
ter decided that an inquest was uot
necessary.

GOING AROUND THE WORLD.

Interesting Talk With a Man Whe Welped
1o Arrest .lamfaon. and Who Booms
the Seuth ‘African Republie,

There arrived in tnelecity last might and
registered at the Daly [House, Mr. P. Mas-
uerik of Klarksdorp, South Africa, who is
on a pleasure trip around the world. This
Is Mr. Masuerik’s first visit to this con-
tinent, but as he is a loyal South African
he sees very little in this country superior
to that of his own country. Speaking of

the climate in this country, Mr. Masuerik
sald that 119 suffered more with the heat
while in Cleveland than he ever did in
his own country. As|it is winter there
now, he was somewhat surprised on ar-
riving in _America to epcounter a tempera-
ture of 97 degrees in the shade.
Hel ied to Capture Jameson,

Mr. Masuerik is a Government mail con-
tractor and an extensive mine owner. He
says that half the riches of South Africa
are not yet known to the world. He is
one of tke party that captured Jameson
at the time of his surrender, which took
place a few miles from Mr. Masuerik’s
residence. All the trouble is believed to
be over there now and the agricultural
sections of the country are rapidly filling
up. He says that the soil is very rich,
and he has seen nothing in England or
America that is not grown in South Af-
rica. The fruit there, he says, grows
much larger and is a of more luscious
nature than the fruit of America. Mr.
Masuerik says that many of the fences
there are made. of rows of fig and other
fruit bushes, and the poorer pcople can
procure all they want free of charge.

Treatment of the Colared Race.

Upon arriving in New York, Mr Masuerik
was much surprised upon going juto a res-
taurant to see a colored man come in and
sit down opposite him and call for a meal,
and again upon entering a train to see¢ an-
other colored man sit down beside him.
This was a revelation (to him, as in South
Africa the colored people are not accord-
ed aniv; of the privileges of association
with the whites. There-the colored pcople
are required to walk in'the centre 5f the
street, that part alloted to vehicular traf-
fic, and if they are found on the rave-
ments they are ordered off by the police.

Speakipg of the mining, Mr. Masunerik
said that miners get from $5 to $6 per
day, and that there are very few, naemploy-
ed in the country. In the City of Klarks:
dorp, which has a population of 25,000,there
are practically no unemployed.

He savg there is plenty of room for more
prefessional men in the country, as the doc-
tors and lawyers there are rapidly becom-
ing rich. In Klarkedorp there are only
four doctors, and the same number of
iawyers. The doctors/there are unable to
do all the work they are called upon to
perform, and as a consequence there are
several quacks practiding, but the people
won’t engage them unless compelled to.

No Charge for Sleeping Berths.

Much - railroad building is being done
there, and the country is being rapidly
opened up. The railroads are nearly all
‘owned by the Government and traveling
is much cheaper than /in this country. The
uniform rate is about 2c¢c a mile, and no
extras for sleeping berths, provided the
traveler takes along his own bedding,which
nearly all the residents /do. f the trav-
eler is not provided witl¥ bedding, the nec-
essary articles can be /procured from the
railway company for 50c.

One Hand

AND HOLD OUT THE OTHER

With a Request for a Goncession in
Regard to Silver Coinage,

Lendon Times Has a Speclal Article on the
Closing of the Indian Mints and the
Bimetallic Question-—The Writer Sees
in the Adjustment of the Relative
Prices of the Rupee a Shattering of the
opes of Siiver Men— Foolishness te Do

- Anything for Silver No Chauce of
indian Mints Being Reopened.

London, Aug. 17.—The Times pub-
lishes a two-column special article to-
day, reviewing the effects of closing the
Indian mints, in conmection with the
visit of the American bi-metallic com-
mission.

The article comments on the “charac-
teristic crudeness and boldness or amer:-
can diplomacy in sending a bi-metallie
commission to ask for the re-opening of
the Indian mints, while at the same
tmme dealing the worst possible blow at
British commerce by passing the Ding-
ley tariff.

“The closing saved the Indian Gov-
ernment from the losses incident to 2a
Leavy fall in exchange, and consequently
from a disastrous inciease in the burden
of its gold obhgations. It is undoubteu-
ly true that it also heiped to kesp uown
the gold value of suver builion, but
may not the question be- raised whether
the low price of silver is necessarily diz-
astrous to that India wihich puichases it
so largely? Since 1893 India has been
the only real wholesale customer for
silver. Other customers are of the re-
tail order.

“The delicate adjustment of the rela-
tive prices of the rupee and silver, for-
merly existing, has been rudeiy shattercd
by recent events. Since 1895 the rupec
has risen and silver has fallen. The faz
is, the forces now acting upon the price
of silver have become to tremendous to
be dominated by such delicate influences
as preceded the defeat of Bryan's silver
party and Japan’s adoption of the gold
standard. The ' events have proved
causes too potent to be withstood.

“It is -clearly impossible,” says the
writer, “to treat seriously a commission
wl_uch argues that unless we do some-
Lhu}g for silver the next election in the
United States will feturn Mr. Bryan
te the White House, to the lasting injury
of British interests. It is not certain
that Mr. Bryan will be elected. It is not
even certain that if he were elected we
would suffer more than we should from
a new McKinley with another McKin-
ley Act. Moreover, ‘British inyestors in
American securities have time before the
next Presidential election and berore the
ciash to get rid of them.

One thing is certain, we should he
very foolish to do anything for silver.
Even should the United States anl
France agree to adopt bi-metallism and
England to r-open the Indian mints, it
would only bolster up silver for a brief
space, to fall again to its proper market
price, so that Indian finances would be
in a position as bad as before, if not
worse than. before.”

The'article, in concluding, says: “The
closing of the mints was justified, and
ab. rhpt is now needed to bring a great
experiment to a successful ending is a
little courage and patience, as well as
resource, on the part of the financiers
of the Indian Empire. At the same time
pkup and straightforward language Is
advisable upon one point: The Indian
statesmen tampered too long with bi-
me(:a]hsm. This flirtation, which seems
80 jnnocent and innocuous, has already
cost them dear. But for that the Gov-
ernment would have assented to the
closing of the mints long before 1893.”

The Westminster Gazette this after-
noon echoes the editorial %f The Lon-
don Times this morning on bi-metallism
gab’l«i to the Associated Press, and.says
it sees no chance of the Indian mints

WORD FROM ANDREE.

A Carrier Pigeon Which Was Shet Brought
Very Favorable News.

Christiania, Aug. 17.—Information re-
ceived here confirms the story, published
in a despatch foom Hammerfest, Nor-
way, saying that one of the searchers
for Herr Andree met the sealing wvessel
Alken about July 22, and was informed
by her captain that one of the crew had
shot a carrier pigeon between Neorth
Cape and Seven Islands, on the north
coast of Lapland, bearing a message
from the explorer, addressed to The Af-
tonbladt of Stockholm, as follows:
“Eighty-two degrees passed. Good jour-
ney northward. Andree.”

The date of the meéssage was dllegible.

The pigeon also carried  a letter ad-
dressed to The Aftonbladt; but the cap-
tain declined to surrender either the
despatch or the pigeon, and continued
his voyage morthward. The captain is
familiar with Andree’s plans and is
greatly interested in them. The news
arrived here very indirectly. The cap-
tain of the Alken communicated the in-
formation referred to to the commander
of the ship Injeporg of Tromsoe.

THE WORLD
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New Town on the Main Line
of the Canadian Pacific.

A BOOM IN BUILDING THERE

Because It Forms the Centre of a
Rich Mining District.

pocks Ave Also Being Bullt-The North
Country Has Great Gold-Bearing Areas
—Wagon Roads Ave Being Comstructed
—Rich Placer Mines Sald to Have Been
Discovered om the Alvany River—The
Manitou Gold Country.

Wablgoon, Ont., Aug. 13.—(Speclal Corres-
yondence.)—The megnlng of the word Wa-
bigoon forms a subject of contention among
lhose learned in the Indfan tongue. Some
authoritics aver that the name signifies
wMud Lake” and others that it may be
Interpreted - “Lake of the Lilies,” while
still others confend that the appellation
had its origin in the fact that wild fowl
are plentiful hereabout. Such arguments
Red Man's
tongue are mot at all unusual, for the ab-
prigines’ vocabulary is rather limited and
almost identical expressiens in it therefore
are often capable of many readings. But
any lengthy disquisition on the history of
an ancient language would here look de-
ridedly out of place, and, anyway, to a
practical generation ‘like the present, the
Importance of the three syllables, “Wab-i-
goon,” is that they to-day apply to an in-
cipient mining town on the main line of
the C.P.R., about 100 miles east of Rat
Portage. Situated on a beautiful site over-
looking a fine isle-dotted lake of the Same
name, Wabigoon owes its birth to the cir-
cumstance th#t it lies at a natural distri-
buting point for the Manitou gold fields to
the south and the Lac Seoul country to the
north. When last winter’s snows melted
away the townsite boasted only two build-
Ings—the log shanty of its founder, Mr. D.
A. Larson, and a shack-store, but in the
short space of five months 50 or 60 frame
structures, hotels, stores, dwelling houses,
ete., have been run up, and its two original
citizens have multiplied to something like
B00. The growth of the place has certainly

been phenomenal, " too phenomenal, per-
haps, considering the comparative
newness of the country, but

Its promoters think that the mineral de-
velopment of the next few months will war-
rant their enterprise. and they may be
right, for the south country shows rich in
gold, while the little-explored north land

contains similar deposits.
The New Viliage.

The village has as rivals two neighboring
townsites—Dryden, 13 miles to the west,
and Dinorwie,six miles to the east. Each lies
close to the lake shore, each s fighting
hard for the trade of the country, and
each has a power behind it. The Hudson
Bay Co. backs Dinorwic, the Ontario Gov-
ernment makes a pet of the place christen-
ed in honor of the Minister of Agriculture,
and the Canadian Pacific Railway is direct-
ly interested in pushing Wabigoon to the
iront. Part owner of the townsite, the
transcontinental corporation is helping to
build : docks in’ connection with its neat lit-
tle station at this place, and in other ways
tlyingl to make it an important general traf-
fic point. A sufficient number of streets
have been cut out, and'a sufficient number
of lots surveyed to accommodate an ordin-
pry city, and the sanguine ones think that
these will all be needed within a year or
two. Whether they are in the right or not
time will tell; but one thing all will con-
cede and that is: Wabigoon, so far, is a
wonder. Besides the number of residents
mentioned,she boasts a considerable floating
population of mining men and prospectors,
who afford her five hotels a good deal of
‘)‘ntrnnnge: and I may note here that at the

vabigoon House I enjoged about the best
accommodation obtainable between Fort
William and Winnipeg.

The North Country.

Before dealing with the Manitou gold
district, stretcuing tor nearly 100 miles
south of Wabigoon, I may say a few words
regarding the great country extending away
to and beyond Lac Seoul and the Albany
River to the north. Of this vast region
very little is known, but, so far as the

hardy prospector has investigated, there
lie 'in this direction great gold-bearing
areas, alternating with tracts of pine,

the limits of which are as yet unthought of.
In order to bring these resources within
reach of civilization, a syndicate composed
of Winnipeg and local men propose con-
structing a waggon road seventeen miles
through the woods to Minnetokie Lake,
from which access may be had by canoe to
Sandy Lake, Big Vermilion Lake, Lac Se-
oul and the numerous other water stretches
which extend over the country in all direc-
tions. At present, however, the district is
rcached by the Hudson Bay Co.'s over-
land and canoe route from Dinorwic, Down
this trail was yesterday brought the body
of Robert Jarvis Gilbert, the young New
Brunswicker who met his death by acci-
dental shooting in the wilds. The young
fellow's companions in the mnorth were
Messrs. G. C. Glover, special artist of The
London Graphic; 8. F. Franco, M.E., of
South Africa, and a son of Dr. Charles
Weldon. They were understood to be look-
Ing over the country on behalf of an Eng-
lish syndicate.

As yet no map has been published that
attempts to give any accurate idea of the
district’'s conformation. so that it is bard
to prospect, and very little is known of it.
1 was, however, yesterday fortunate enough
to run against a young engineer, Mr. D. W
Black, who may be called one of the pio-

neers of the territory, and who,
on behalf of some Western On-
tario people, iIs opening up a

property on Sandy Lake. Mr. Black has
every confidence in this unknown north, and
he tells me he thinks it one of @he best

sections of this gold country. Its quartz

Jeads are very numerous, he tells me, vary-.

ing in width from 8 to 40 feet and often
assaying high. Many of these deposits in
the region ‘are free-milling, I am told. but
others are rather refractory, calling for
treatment by smelting or chlorination. The
leads are found in Rig Sandy Lake and up
to and beyond Lac Scoul. and the country
is so nnknown that in all probability only
a fraction of the deposits have been yet un-
earthed. The particular property Mr. Rlack
is workine has. he tells me. a big lead as-
saying $27 to the ton in gold.

Placer Mining.

An idea may be gotten of the extent of
this north district from the statement that
on Lac Seoul alone a sail of a hundred
miles may be enjoyed, and the latest news
is that rich placer mines have heen discov-
ered on the Albany River. which empties
out of Ine Seouwl and into Hudson Bay,
Some startling stories may be heard from
*his Lac Seoul country later, but so far the
position of the alleged placer deposits is
very hazily outlined.

As to the Manifou.

But, much as one may speeulate upon this
unknown north, he has only to turn to the
opposite noint of the compass to find an ex-
tensive district sufficiently known to have
an assnred future in the eyes of mining
men. Manv leads with extraordinary sur-
face indications have been discovered,
thongh as yet this district. too, has only
begun to be explored. T.ees than a year azo

The trip down the Wabigoon chain of
lakes and down the Manitou stretches ls
one of the gmttlut in the country, and as
this route forms a short road to Fort Fran-
ces and_Mine Centre, it will become a rival
to the Lake of the Woods and Rainy River
route.

A $42,000 CHUNK

Of Soltd Gold Sald to Nave Been Takem
Ont of a Mine in Trinity County,
California,

San Francisco, Cal, Aug. 17.—~Follow-
ing fast on the news of the great strike
made in Trinity County by the Graves
brothers, when they found a solid piece
of gold worth $42,000, imbedded in the
gravel, come reliable reports of other
strikes in the same section, Placers riv-
aling in richness the Klondike are being
operated where the gold is found in big
chunks. The latest news tells of a hnd
made by two operators—Burgess und
Morrisy, who are now washing gravel
that runs from $10 to $50 a pan. Nine
consecutive pans turned out a total of
§400. The gold is very coarse and runs
in assay value about $17.50 an ounce, $2
more than Klondike gold.

These placers are on Coffee Creek, a
tributary of Trinity River, and are only
six miles from a regular stage road.
"I'rinity Centre is the nearest town. J.
B.and R. B. Graves have deposited their
gold, including the big . nugget, in the
mint for coinage. In 1ts omginal state
it was over three feet long, triangular
in shape, tapering from a width of 16
inches té 1 inch, and was nearly 2 inch-
es thick. | Its weight was 2400 ounces.
The eager men broke the great chunk in
getting it out, so that the largest piece
they had was worth about $10,000.

Since the arrival of the Graves broth-
ers in this city news has been receivad
that a second strike has been made in
their mine, the Blue Jay, and $40,000
was taken out in five hours. Another
claim not far from the Blue Jay turned
out $18,000 in a half a day. John
Graves says he knows of one mine near
him that has paid its owners half a mil-
lion in the last three years, and yet it
has only been worked in a desultory
fashion.

Miners in Trinity and Shasta counties
are leaving their claims and seeking the
new diggings at Coffee Creek.

The Graves brothers were without
mining experience when they began
work on their claim and went to hunting
gold because they had failed in other
lines. The nugget taken from the Blue
Jay, which was said to be the largest
ever found in California, is really the
second in size. The largest was worth
about $1000 more than this oue.

Although
the market closed within 3-16 of the low-
est point of the day, there was a somewhat
strong undertone and we would advise the
purchase of wheat on this reaction.

McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) re-
ceived the following despatch to-day from
Chkicago:

Wheat—The wheat market was without
activity to-day and local traders who are
enerally bearish took advantage of the
ack of. outside suP ort to work industri-
ousl(v«on selling side and they succeeded
in forcing the market down and with it
brought out some weakly held long wheat.
The closing was steady at 18%4e decline from
last night's prices. Cables were rather
lower, but there was a fair business report-
ed. New York reported 40 loads worked
and there was about 200,000 bushels sold
here. ~Condition of Northwest crop con-
tinues to be unfavorably commented on,
but there seem to be indications in that
country for better weather. Wheat looks
weak, but we are inclined to think that
downward reaction will not be carried
much further at present. 3

Provisions—Opened easier on larger re-
ceipts of hogs than expected and liberal
recelpts at western points. Armour & Co.’s
brokers commenced buying Sept. pork at
$8 02% and October ribs at $4.92%. This
buying sent pork up 25¢ and October ribs
to 5¢. At the advance the International
Packing Company sold freely. Near the
close prices were a shade lower, with the
decline in grain markets, but closed steady.
The majority of trade have great confidence
in product at present prices. Estimated
hogs to-morrow 27,000.
