“The Bank of England has raised 
the bank rate from 3 to 3)4 per cent, and 
to 414 par cent, foi short advances. There 
was some question whether the general 
rate should be put up "\p 4, but It was 
finally decided than an advance of % per 
cent, would be sufficient for the moment.

“This step was practically forced upon 
the bank by further heavy reductions In 
the 'reserves of the New York banks from 
19,000,000 sterling to £1,000,003 sterling. 
This reduction not only made fu;ther gold 
shipment from the United States out of 
the questl n, hue brought London to face 
the possibility of New York taking money 
from Europe so soon as wheat begins to 
move freely.

“The continued euiflow of cash Into the 
country, tue French competition for gold 
In the London market, the Inability of the 
Bank of England to obtain gold abroad to 
a greater extent than Is necessary to meet 
lurer.or .requirements and the ability of 
Japan to take gold away It she requires 
It—these ate all additional factors for pro­
tecting the bank reserve. Since June 21 
the reserve has declined by about £900,009;

“Wrb the present rate have to be fur­
ther advanced! Is the question. Last year 
ad this date the reserve stood at more than 
£23,000,000. Then 
money from Germany, and the 
Statés was taking payment for wheat and 
cotton largely In securities. This year we 
have no balances in Germany and may be 
unablë'to pay the United States by selling 
stocks. Hence we must be prepared either 
to offer a discount rate sufficiently high to 
Induce American banks to keep balances 
on this side or to send gold In payments 
for produce.

The en­
trance to the bank' will be on the corner. 
In the spade formerly occupied by the big 
pier.

The corner offices on the first floor have 
been enlarged and Improved by the changes 
and will fetch more rent than In the past. 
There Is much more light and more rent­
ing area.

The Military Review.
Enormous crowds wended their way to­

wards Long Champs from early morning, in 
order to witness the military review. 
Stringent precautions were taken for the 
preservation of order. The Cabinet Minis­
ters began to arrive at 3 o'clock. The 
I resident of the Chamber of Deputies, M. 
Deschanel, with the officials of tne House, 
were welcomed with shouts of “Vive la 
République!” and “Vive 1’ Armee! ’ But 
there were isolated cries of a seditious char­
acter, which led to some arrests, near the 
Carrefour des Cascades.

The President’s Tour.
President Loubet left the Elysee Palace 

at 2.30 p.m. in a carriage drawn by four 
horses. He was accompanied by the Minis*- 
ter of War, General the Marquis de Gallifet, 
and General bailloud. In a second carriage 
was the Premier, M. Waldeck-Bosseau, and 
others. Along the route the President was 
greeted with cries of “Vive Loubet!” and

Vive la République!” When he arrived at 
aS?® Champs the shouts were redoubled. 
After receiving th2 congratulations of the 
officials the President turned towards the 
crowds and bowed repeatedly. General 
Kermartin handed over tfiè command of 
the troops to General Brugere, the Military 
Governor of Paris, and tne review began 
forthwith. General Brugere galloped along 
the front of the line and the distribution 
of decorations followed. Then the general 
took up a position lii front of the Presi­
dential stand and the march-past occurred.

Cheered by the Army.
As each regiment passed the Presidential 

stand its flag was dipped and the Presi­
dent rose and saluted the colors. Each time 
he was greeted with cheering for the jiruiy.

Marchand Looms up.
Suddenly a roar of applause ascended 

from the distant -masses ot spectators and 
Increased in volume as Major Marchand, 
the African explorer, and principal figure 
on the trench side in the Fashoda Inci­
dent, mounted on a superb black charger, 
and surrounded by the Soudanese soldiers 
who had accompanied him across the Afri­
can continent, appeared in view and, amidst 
Increasing excitement, defiled in front of 
the 1 resident as the air rang with deafen­
ing cries of “Vive Marchand!” and “Vive 
1 Armee!-' and hats and handkerchiefs wete 
thrown upwards on all sides. As President 
Loubet arose the cheers were redoubled and 
continued until the little band of Soudanese 
disappeared in the distance. The review 
was concluded at 4.20 p.m. President Lou- 
bet re-entered the Elysee Palace at 4.50

fiOnbet Congratulates the Army.

Prcsldent Loubet wroth 
a letter to the Minister of War, congratu- 
latlng him upon the success of the military 
display, and adding that It had been demon­
strated that the training, bearing and dis­
cipline of the army left nothing to be de­
sired, and remarking that the hearty cheers 
of the people testified to France's coufl- 
dence In her national defenders.

Bisley Cdmp, July 14.—The Mother Coun­
try wins the Kolapore Cup, but her greatest 
colony, Canada, only stood eight point be­
hind when the aggregate score was an­
nounced, the score of the victorious tean 
being 768, while the eight which represent­
ed the Dominion had 700. At 600 yards the 
Canadians ran the Mother Country a very 
close race, being only one point behind.

Thoug the Canadian team lose the much- 
eoveted honor of capturing the Kolapore 
Cup, the Colonial Prize of ISO goes to them, 
the prize being awarded to the team that 
makes the highest aggregate score in the 
Kolapore competition, exclusive of the 
Mother Country.

The Canadlaus shot splendidly, Capt. Ren­
nie of the Queen’s Own Rifles particule fly 
distinguishing himself by making the high­
est individual score of the eight. He was 
the only member of the team who landed 
within the bullseye every, time at any of 
the rangée At 500 yards he succeeded In 
gaining that distinction.

In shooting at the 20ti yards range the 
wind proved very strong and the light was 
cloudy, but at the 500 yards range the light 
was much better and the wind steadier, 
and at that distance the Canadians did 
much better. ,

medical men of the city.

The new staff will commence their 
work on Monday, July 17, and from that 
date there will be open daily from 2 p.m. 
a free dispensary In all departments of 
medicine and surgery, for the needy 
poor.

&7!,; ►'X.4* ... / Ales and Porterr -V- - ■ • RASPBERRY PULP MARKET. . i. \ PEACEFU
yA Slim Crop of the Berry In Eng­

land May Mean Canada’» 
Opportunity.

The Imperial Institute, London, has been 
In communication with the Ontario Depart­
ment of Agriculture for some time In re­
gard to the possibility of exporting fruit 
pulp to Great Britain for the purpose of 
manufacturing jam.

Harrison Watson, the curator of the Cana­
dian section of the Institute, nas Just writ­
ten the department a letter, in which he 
states that thbre Is a likelihood that there 
will be a slim crop of raspberries In ling- 
land. This season, he thinks, will be a 
favorable1 one for Ontario fruit growers to 
try the Old Country ma'iffSiwith raspberry 
pulp. Though it is a fact that If the price 
of raspberry pulp rises loo high the makers 
of jam use other fruit pulp iu Its place.

An experiment was made last year with 
Canadian blueberries, but the manufactur­
ers are unanimous In stating that they are 
not suitable for jam-maklug.
