Not a Vestige of the Popular Play-
house Remains—Other Build-
ings Were Burned.

FORTUNATELY NO LOSS OF LiFE.

There Were Several Narrow ‘Ep-
cape-}’ihwevér—s:null Pro-
portion of Insurance,

Montreal, Feb. 26.—(Special.)—The Thea-
tre IFrancais, which has afforded so many
pleasant evenings to very many of Mont-
real’s populaticn, will no longer be the
scene of entertainments. There now re-
mains not a; vestige of the building. All
was swept away ecarly this morning by
fire.

sSeveral stores and dwellings in the neigh-
borhood were also destroyed, and thousands
of dollars’ worth of property went up in
smoke.

Fortunately no loss of life occurred, but
some of the people around barely escaped.

Constable Trudel carried out a woman
with a child only a few days old, and other
hairbreadth escapes are mentioned. The
vicinity of the theatre on St, Catharine-
street and St. Dominique-street is flooded
with water, while the firemen who fought
the flames were, after the fire, more like
living ice statues than human beings.

Many Are Unlucky from Natural
Reasons, but Some Are With-
out Apparent Cause,

A map can certainly be unlucky ftan the
proper sense of the word—that is, frequent-
ly visited by misfortune for which he is
entirely irresponsible. Of course, in the
majority of cases the Il luck is only ap-
parent, the true explanation being some de-
ficlency in the man himself of which he isg
totally unconscious. He knows his powers,
and he is aware of his weaknessas, but
he is not aware of his causes of fa'lure.
He may, for example, be a really able
man, with every capacity for success, ex-
cept a certain inability to understand the
character of other men or women. That
has been often the deficlency which has
ruined Kings; it spoiled the career of Louis
XIV., whose Ilatest adviser, . Mme, de
Mzintenon, was a good woman of the de-
volee type, with a decidedly inferior brain;
and it was ome cause of the fall of Na-
poleon, whose sub-Kings and Marshals
were, with the possible exception of
Iugene Beaubarnals, never men of first-
rate powers. That is usually attributed to
his jealousy of rivals; but he chose inferior
men in civil life, and never thru his whole
career had a private secretary or a control-
ler of his household who was worth his salt;
while of his two wives, one was a vain and
extravagant person without a brain, anda
the other an Arch-duchess who had not an

idea beyond her claim to be consid

chamberlain, In private life the same de-
fect is probably of all others the common-
est cause of ruin--very able men, and still
oftener able women, being led away in
pecuniary affairs by persous of impertecc
intelligence and positively untrustworthy
character. Or the able man has a habit ot
brocrastination, of which he is wholly un-
aware, which leads him always to miss the
moment ot opportunity, the commonest of
defects in able yet unsuccessful Uenerals;
or he is llable to what the French call

are genuinely ‘“‘unlucky,” with whom the
current of events for some inexplicable
reason always collides, who are always
Injured in an accident from which others
escape, whose cabg break down when driv-
ing "to Important appointments, whose in-
vestments which seem most reasonable are
always swept away, whose relatives are
blisters, and whose friends causes of ex-
pense. The writer had once an Intimate
friend, who firmly believed of himself that
the offchance of misfortune always hap-
pened to him, and always would happen,
and it was exceedingly difficult for any.one
who knew his history to doubt that he had
reason for his superstition. And the writer
knew well another man—indeed, he pub-
lished an account of his adventures--who
passed some eight times in life thru ac-
cidents which would infallibly have killed
any one else, without a scratch, and who
had, therefore, Clive’s belief that he was
destined to something—which turned out an
illusion, We -know that there are laws
which regulate chance, and we know that
there are long intervals when they seem ito
be defied, and there is no perceptible rea-
son why a man’s life should not be lived
within the influence of one of the intervals,
favorable or the reverse.

There is no reason
perceptible why in the great providential
scheme chance should be allowed to enter,
but then there is no reason why insanity
should, insanity involving that hardest of
all things to conceive, irresponsibility; yet
both do enter. We may humbly wait for
explanation, but we see no use in denying
the common experience of mankind.—Lon-
don Spectator.

HR. SFTON'S YOKDN POLIY

Sir Charles Tupper Got After the
Minister of the Interior in
the House.

MINISTER DEFENDED HIMSELF.

< \'
Then Mr., Foster Took a Hand In
and Raked the Govermment—

Mr. Blair Followed,

Ottawa, Feb. 26.—(Special.)—Hon. Mr.
Sifton leaves to-morrow for Winnipeg, and
on March 10 for Vienna, In his absence
Hon, James Sutherland will rule the In-
terior Department. This fact caused Bir
Charles Tupper, in order to do justice to
Mr. Sifton, to bring up this afternoon a
criticism of the affairs of the Yukon. In
his opinion the present position of affairs
there had assumed a grave and Important
character, and the Government should‘re-
consider its whole Yukon policy, a policy
that benefited a few and a party. The
weight of hig criticism fell upon the roy-
alty imposed of 10 per cent. on the gross
output. This was much greater than the
royalty imposed by any other country, was
productive of smuggling, was' an act of
extortion and tended to discourage prospec-
tors. IKven Major. Wualsh had reported
against it,and had declared that officers were
ovliged to Ignore the severe provisions of
the law.

What Mr, Ogilvie Advised.

Mr. Ogilvie had advised a 3 per cent.
royalty and ventured the prediction that
the Government would get a larger reveanue
than at present, Why did the Goverfiment
not change its policy. As a result of the
royalty provisions, the population of Daw-
son had dropped from 30,000 to 4500, the
Price of 'living had gone up 10 per cent,
British capital was prevented from - going
into “the district, and the whole country
wag at a standstill,

The Judicial Administration,

The judicial administration of the Yukon
was another point that accentuated Sir
Charles’ invective, He quoted from an
anonymous correspondent: ‘There was a ery-
ing need for an additional judge. It was
| practitally impossible to coliect an account,
and litigation was ruined.

Mr. Sutherland Wanted the Name,

Hon. James Sutherland asked for the
name of Sir Charles’ informant, -but Sir
Charles suid he could not give it, tho he
was & man of high character, a purely non-
partizan.

The abolition of re-location and the with-
drawal of all land from exploration were
condemned, because these practices made
the Minister of the Interfor a Court of
Appeal, to the benefit of his favorites, It
wus 4 strange fact that tho the Torrens
(8ystem had been introduced in the Yukon,
yet there was not a bit of patented land

there.
Sifton Like Cronje,

Bir Charles concluded a skilful arraign-
mest of the Minister of the Interior by
declaring that the recent Conservative suc-
cess in Manitoba elections proved that the
country was opposed to Mr, Sifton’s Yukon
policy. In that election Sifton was like
Cronje, fighting for bis life, and his time
was coming to an end.

Mr. Sifton Had Listened.

A careful listener Mr. Sifton had been to
Sir Charles’ castigations, and he at, once
arose to defend himself and his Govern-
ment. He could see no connection between
Manitoba elections and Yukon royalties.
He considered the method of reading let-
ters from disgruntled men not a good way
to get the best information on Yukon topics.
He corrected Sir Charles by declaring that
the Government had withdrawn no pertion
of the district from exploration. As to the
re-location abolition, he maintained . this
change would end fully four-fifths of the
legal squabbling,

Claim-jumping a Nuisance.

The reasons for the re-location abolition
were gone into fully. Claim-jumping had
become a nuisance, and it was provided
that If a claimant did not live up to the
regulations his claim was opened for ¢an-
,cellation and would go back to the Crown,
ot to the prospective claim-jumper, .

Mr. Sifton indignantly denied the charge
that these clalms were In his hands to be
parcelled .out to his friends. This was ri-
diculous and absurd. §

The Government’'s Policy.
! ‘He then enlarged upon what was  the
Government’s policy regarding these elaims.
They were public property, were exposed
to the highest bidder and” in open compe-
tition by public auction, with the exception
of two or three that were given as compen-
sation.  This was the rule with all. He
declared the decregse in the population of
Dawson City was not a proof that miners
were driven out of the Yukon, bedause few
miners lived at Dawson. He grew prophet-
ie, and said the output this year would be
equal to, if not larger than, that of tast
year—$15,000,000. He showed that the Gov-
ernment had weakened when he declared
that it was not intended to make the 10
iper cent. royalty a perpetual tax. It had
been adhered to firmly, but it was known
|that the whole question would have to be
1looked into thoroly. The Government recog-
|nized that the dmount of the royalty and
ithe methods of its collection required ecare-
ful consideration, and might-at an early
date require readjustment or change, He
contended that only speculative companies
were affected by the 10 per cent, royalty.

Foster After Sifton.

As a critic in debate Mr. Foster has no
peer, and proved it by picking Mr. Sifton’s
policy to pieces. He deprecated the slight-
ing of information regarding the Yakon ob-
tained from a man who did not wish his
name made public. He knew Sir Charles’
informant and had confidence in him. It
was wise for a man interested in mines

80 much of what he trled to get and actu-
ially held was at the whim or the detision
of the officlals, which fact made every title
totally insecure.

A Contrast,

Mr. Foster described the simple, business.
like mining laws of British Columbia, an
contrasted them with those in the Yukon.
In British Columbia, after a man had
proved his claim and paid the fees, there
was no Minister of the Crown or Govern-
ment to keep him from getting the Crown
grant. This was not so in the Yukon. In
the Kootenay there was no trouble with
claim jumpers. Why should there be in
the Yukon? He also denounced the licy
of compensation because of an official’'s
mistake. He charged. that partisanship,
partiality, undue influence, were all in
vogue, as had been pointed out last session,
in obtaining claims, These evils were not
remedied by Commissioner Ogilvie. He
went on to say that often a man was told
that his claim would not be considered un-
Jess he gave an officlal a monstrous fee.
He could not name a specific case, but de-
clared if a commission had been appointed,
as had been urged, there would have been
a plenitude of first-hand information,

The Evils Began Early,

The. evils he saw In the Government's
policy began early. There was the Teslin
Railway, which was a route that had not
a single thing to recommend it, and that
had been condemned by Engineer (oste’s
report, that had never been produced.
Again, a milllon and a half had been spent
In taking the militia into the Yukon and
in building Selkirk Barracks, both never
needed, and never used. The excessive roy-
alty charged discouraged capital and indi-
vidual effort, while the Government's re-
tention of claims placed a responsibility
in the sole hands of the Minister of the
Interior that no man should be allowed to
agsume. It was absurd to auction these
claims' off at Dawson, for few men had a
chance to bid for them. This mistaken
policy could be rectified by the Gevernment
getting its revenue from prospectors and
buyers at first hand. Heczthought that a
royal commission should be appointed to
inquire into all these irregularities.

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THE OPPOSITION MUST FORCE A
DISSOLUTION.

In conmsidering the course they ought to
pursue against the Government In the mat-
ter of the recent election frauds, the Oppo-
sition should first of all sift the evidence
and separate that whigh has been proved
and {s undisputed from that which has not
‘been substantiated by proven: facts. We
‘propose to do so and to show how the case
‘against the Government stands to-day..

It has been established that a so-called
machine was organized for the purpose of
stealing the elections for the Liberal candi-
dates in varlous conmstituencies, principally
in the bye-elections. %

It has been proved that th's machine
stole certain of these elections for the Lib-
eral candidates, stuffing ballot boxes and
resorting to other criminal devices to ac-
complish this end,

It has been established that the Govern-
ment made no effort to secure the arrest
and imprisonment of the criminals connect-
ed with the machine.

It has been proved that the Goverament
paid no attention to the petition of various
residents of the Province praying for the
prosecution of certain of the criminals
whosé guilt was openly avowed.

It has been proved that the Attorney-Gea-
eral advised the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery to disobey a. subpoena of the
court commanding him to give evidence and
produce papers in a criminal action against
one Bole, a member of the machine,

It has been proved that certain documen-
tary evidence absolutely necessary for the
successful prosecution of several of the ma-
chine criminals disappeared In some mys-
terions manner while in the - custody of
the Clerk of the Crown.

It has been admitted that the destruction
or disappearance of this documentary evi-
dence took place in April, and that the
Government kept the matter a secret for
10 months. 3 A

It is admitted that no efforts were made
during these 10 months. by detectives or
otherwise, to locate the individuals guiity of
the destruction of the ballots.

It has been established that the Govern-
ment has taken no steps to secure the dis-
missal of the Clerk of the Crown thra
whose negligence the ballots were stolen or
destroyed. :

It bhas been proved that one member of
the Government, at least; viz., the Minister
of Agriculture, posséssed a knowledge of
the doings of the machine, and that be con-
trolled ome member of the machine.

It is admitted that the Goyernment, and
the Government alone, were the benefici-
uries of the criminal work of the machine,

It is a fact that the Government had a
very small majority éfter the general -lec-
tion and that the criminality of the ma-
chine in the bye-elections turned the bal-
ance in favor of the Government when the
holding of honest elections would have leff
it in a minority. .

These facts are all damnatory when view-
ed separately, but it is their cumnulative
effect that tells most against the Gov-
ernment. When the proven facts are
woven together we find that the so-called
machine was carryihg on its criminal work
for the benefit of, and with the knowledge
of, the Government; that the Government
protected the members of the machine from
criminal prosecution; that it advised Its
own officlals to dilsobey subpoenas {ssued
by a court in which a mber of the ma-
chine was on trial on criminal offence;
that the Government shielded the officer
thru whose criminal megligence document-
ary evidence implicating the machine was
destroyed or stolen. ' The chain of facts ir-
resistibly leads to the conclusion that the
machine and the Government are identical.
None of the adinitted facts, or admissions,
singly, might establish this identity, but
collectively they leave no shadow of doubt
that in protectlt’xg the machine the Govern-
ment was protecting its own agents.

If it is a fact that the machine was the
agent of the Government and that the ina-
chine turned the balance in favor of the
Government by illegal means, then we come
face to face with the supreme fact that
the Government by eriminal methods elect-
ed Itself to office, and in virtue of criminal
methods holds office to-day. There is no
getting away from this-fact upon the evi-
dence that has been sifted out as true and
undisputed.

What, then, is the duty of the Opposi-
tion? . Clearly to make ' the Government
throw up its hands and deliver up the stol-
en goods now in its possession. The Gov-
ernment itself admits that a damaable
scandal Hangs over the province. It has
admitted this fact by appointing a com-
mission to inquire into it. But, mark you,
the commission has not been empowered to
investigate those features of the scandal
that are the most damnable.

The commission takes no notice of the
cﬂm‘ge that the machine was the agent of
the Government, or of the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s deflance of a criminal subpoena, or' of
Col. Clarke’s criminal negligence in allow-
ing the ballots to be destroyed. The com-
mission makes no attempt to ascertain
whether it is a fact that the machine turn-
ed the balance of seats in favor of the Lib-
erals. It makes no attempt to ascertain
the ‘truth of thé charge that the Govern-
ment shielded the criminals and interfoer-
ed with the administration of justice in
their behalf.

These charges, looking towards the crim-
iration of the Government as the chief ac-
tor in the frauds, are passed over. No at-
tempt is made to get at the real culprits.

And yet the people demand that a thoro
Investigation shall be held. Justice and
the reputation of the province demand a
thoro and impartial investigation. As the
Government will not make such an in-
vestigation it becomes the duty of the Op-
position to adopt such a policy as will force
the whole matter into ¢ourt. That poliey
consists in refusing to grant the Govern-
ment one dollar of supplies until it agrees
to place the whole issue before an all-
comprehensive tribunal, to wit, before the
electorate of the province. The adoption of
such a policy by the Opposition does not
mean the .conviction of the Governm>nt
without trial. It simply forces the Govern-
ment to stand its trial on the charges pre-

ferred against it. Tt the Opposition ‘are |

equal to’ the occasion fhey will motify the
Government to-day that not one dollar of
supplies will be allowed—that a dissolution
of the Legislature must take place.

SPELLING REFORM. IS COMING,

The World has reeeived mauy communi-
cations from subscribers in regard to the
adoption by us of the reformed spelling in
regard to seven much-used words recom-
mended by the Educational Association of
the United States. Mokt of the letters are
in the way of approval; some are In the
way “of dissent,

The World adopted this new style for
the reason that we wish to contribute
scomething towards breaking down the fe-
tish of so-called correct spelling which has
dominated and tyrannized everybody from
the child beginning his letters up to the
best writer of the language this last one
hundred and odd years; in fact, ever since
Dr. Johnston’s Dictlonary came into exist-
ence. This tyranny has caused untold worry
and annoyance and waste of time and space
fo an incalculable amount. The lives of
millions and millions of school children
have been made miserable and their {ime
has been wasted in a vain effort ‘“‘to spell
carrectly.”” Now, however, the day of re-
form is dawning, and people are asking
why should the present antiquated, irrogu-
lar, unmethodical and wasteful system as
to time and space be continued? Why not,
everybody is asking, adopt a more reason-
able and progressive style of recording the
language? As we spell now, the words are
full of silent letters, of unnecessary dou-
ble lettens and letters that give no idea of
the sound and bave no idea of the Sense.
With the invention of the typesetting ma-
chine and the typewriter, mechanical ap-
pliances which in the aggregate cost Im-
mense sums of money and which are great
savers of labor, the men who have had to
pay for them have come to see that 'the

 present irregular and extravagant form of

spelling Is a great tax on the efficiency of
these machines. As we pointed out the
other day, typesetting machines cost $3000
apiece; with the reformed spelling six ma-
chines will do the work that seven do;
and the same applies to typewriters.
A like economic argument upplies to press-
work and to white paper, and when one
considers the immense sums of money
spent' annually in press-work and white
paper, and that one-seventh of this money
could be saved by a reform in the speiling,
the money argument alone in favor of such
a reform is one that cannot be met or
overcome, - Reformed spelling means much
in saving of eyesight; it means much
in the time of everybody who has to write,
for every child who has to learn and fqr
every foreigner who -désires to acquire the
language. Slmplgiapemnf means a great
deal for Anglo-Sa trade and commerce;
for the easier it is to learn English and the
more foreigners acquire the English topgue
the better it will be for business.

In all directions the English-speaking [eo-
ple are breaking away from ‘‘the correct’
spelling’’ fetish, and in one way or another
are forcing the reform of the language on
those who ought to be authorities in this
matter, and it will not be long before the
universities of the Mother Country, of the
United States and of Canada and Austra-
ila will have to take up the question and
devise a new and more reasonable systam.
The time has at last come when nobody
need be ashamed of spelling “‘although” in
the simpler ahd thore rédsonable form, ‘al-
tho.” i ol
Spelling reform has among its best: sup-
porters those who have mastered short-
hand, who have a good knowledge of the
clder languages from which many of the
words in- the English have been derived,
and who know, as a matter of fact, that our
spelling was gradually and steadily im-
proving and was simplifying itself until Dr.
Johnson and his dictionary stereotyped the
forms and made further progress impos-
sible by reason of the false fetish of cor-
rect spelling which was then set up. It
is the man who hds ‘a little learning and
has a desire to show off his “‘attainments”
that objects to the reform.

Plague Again Bad at Bombay,
From The Lahore Tribune.
To-day’s total mortality in Bombay for
the 24 hours ending 6 a.m. shows an wup-

ward bound from 282 to 376; that is, near-
ly a hundred deaths in excess. This is the
highest tigure yet reached since plague was
declared ju this eity on:the 22nd Neptem-
ber, 1808, except last year, when the total
mortality reached 391 on the 5th of March.
The .abnormal rise is in no small measure
due to the continuance of famine in the
outlying districts, and to the presence of
€0 many fumine stricken people.in Bombay.
The town at present is full of poor people,
ill:clad and ill-fed, and exposed to all the
dangers of disase. !

There are also signs that plague will
again break out in an,epidemic form in
Sind, and there is already a recrudescence
of the ‘digease in the Jullunder district in

the Puodjab.
