With good weather, a conservative es­
timate Is that close to half a million per­
sons will be on the famous Downs. The 
hotels of London are filled with visitors 
from across the water, and the usual con- 
tingent which comes to England fegular- 
ly at this time of the year has been aug­
mented by numerous arrivals from the 
continent.

Two Yankee horses will start for the 
stake. Norman III., owned by August 
Belmont, has many supporters, and since 
he won the guineas, he figured almost 
continuously at the head of the betting 
list Until he was supplanted for a few 
days by Perrier, but for this change the 
money of that section of the public which 
allows Its patriotic desires to affect its 
betting is held responsible. The other 
American horse, Seasick II., owned by W. 
K. Vanderbilt, and which ran a dead heat 
for the French Derby recently, also will 
carry a lot of American and French 

A large number of Americans 
Ii. over Norman III., as It 

Is believed that with hard riding he will 
make even a better showing that he did 
in France.

Azote, the property of James R. Hay­
maker, an American resident of Paris, is 
attracting attention chiefly because of 
his owner’s attempt to prove that a colt 
fed on dried milk has an advantage over 
horses fed in the ordinary manner.

DEATHS. The open air political meeting is an 
institution which has fallen into de­
cay since the Poet Sabine and his ver­
bal sparring partner, John Delaney, 
used to discuss the great issues of the 
day from improvised platforms on 
corner lots. D. G. Hossack undertook 
a revival of starlight^ oratory last 
night, having for his amphitheatre a 
parcel of land situate at the comer of 
Parliament and Amelia-streets, and so 
successful was the event that other 
open air feats of reason are likely to 
be scheduled.

Mr. Hossack and his galaxy of ora­
torical talent occupied seats on the 
roughly-constructed hustings, and nar­
row planks laid across supports gave 
seating accommodation to about 200 
llsteiyrs, while as many more stood 
about at attention, and, altho the air 
was chilly, the audience remained to 
the end.

The chair was occupied by Albert 
Chamberlain, and among those who 
surrounded Mr. Hossack were Aid.

The department of physics at the Ontario Agricultural College 
desires to announce the continuance of its previous offer of assistance to 
farmers in matters pertaining to drainage. For the p»st three years we 
have been authorized by the minister of agriculture to go out and .assist 
any farmer in taking the levels of his lands for drainage purposes, in 
planning the most advantageous systems of drains, and in calculating the 
grades and sizes of tile for the different drains. A finished map bearing 
all the information is sent to the owner. This serves two purposes: First, 
it is used as a guide in constructing the drains; second, it may be pre­
served as a record of the exact location of every drain, so that if for 
any reason it should be necessary in years to come to find any drain, it 
could be done accurately at a moment s notice. .

The number of applications for assistance has increased very rapidly, 
so that last year we had many more than we could attend to. To enable 
us to meet this increased demand, the minister of agriculture has this year 
given us a special appropriation whereby we have been enabled to double 

staff for this work.A new feature is being added. We have found in the past that 
frequently the neighbor, ip the vicinity of the farm being/,urveyed were 
interested and wished to observe the operations. Th.s sbggested the 
desirability of making these demonstrations public, and this wll be done 
wherever possible. Anyone interested will be welcome on all occasions. 
By this means we shall be able to instruct a much larger number .n
matters pertaining to drainage problems.

Anyone wishing drainage surveying done should apply to Wm. 
H Day, Department of Physics, O. A. C.. Guelph. The only ou ay 
connected with the work is the traveling expenses of one man, including 
meals, cartage of instrumente and railway fare at one cent a mile each

way.

25. How an Ontario Farmer Prepares for 
This Great Crop.

It la an undisputed fact that the 
modern farmer sees economy In grow­
ing corn. It can be handled and fed 
in various ways, principally two, be- 
being used for silage or to be stored 
dry and cobs and stalks fed, together 
or separately. The ensilage can be 
fed to advantage to almost any kind 
of stock on the farm, while the dry 
stalks. If well cared for and run thru 
a cutting box, make splendid feéd îor 
the cattle, and the cobs are -famous 
for their pork-producing qualities.

Now is the time to be at the ground 
Intended for corn; the longer that It 
can be kept worked before the corn 
Is planted the better, as It gets the 
ground In fine condition for assisting 
In the quick germination of the corn, 
besides starting and killing a number 
of weed seeds that would otherwise 
get started with the corn. Corn grows 
well and is easily cared for In a field 
that has been plowed out of sod the 
previous year.

The method of_ drawing out the 
manure right from the stables and 
spreading directly on the land is grow­
ing In favor, and is considered by 
most farmers as being the most econo­
mical method. The advantages of the 
above system will be greatly ap­
preciated by those who followed the 
above plan last winter, as the season 
lé very wet, and it Is difficult to draw 
out manure on account of the soft 
ground.. Being late, they will be en­
abled to still get their corn planted 
lr. good time. Care should be taken 
not to put the manure where the snow 
Is very deep or In watercourses, as 
the excessive quantify of water Is 
likely to reduce the strength gained 
from this mode of handling.

The selection of seed Is another Im­
portant feature, If cob or Indian corn. 
When you grow you own seed, the 
cobs should be selected. This Is most 
easily done before the corn Is cut, or 
even after, and the cobs hung In a 
place to dry. If the seed is bought, 
it Is advisable to get It on the cobs, 
so that you can see the quality of 
what ybu are getting; even ensilage 
corn is much more valuable with many 
and large cobs.

The ground, when well worked and 
rolled, should be carefully marked 
both ways, about three feet or 3 feet 
6 Inches apart ; but a few crops will 
show at what distance the corn gives 
the best yield. A simple and efficient 
marker can be made by using planks 
about three feet long, on edges, for 
markers, fastened at right angles on 
two limber poards, so as to conform to 
the irregularities of the ground. Make 
marker width of five rows, with mid­
dle marker' left out. An extended 
arm (Interchlangeable from one end of 
marker to the other), long enough to 
make mm* to run centre of mark­
er over for next trip, will make fifth 
or centre mark. A line of proper 
length should be attached from outer

where. Ducks may be hatched by 
means of hens or incubators. Artifi­
cial Incubation is very suitable for 
hatching ducks, as ducklings are able 
to look after themselves much sooner 
than chickens. The feeding may be 
the same as advised for chickens for 
the first few days. The great object Is 
to keep them growing until they are 
ready for fattening, therefore it Is best 
to give meat or green bone and plenty 
of green food as soon as young ducks 
are ready for fattening, viz., at from 
five to six weeks old, according to the 
variety kept, they should be penned 
and fed up to the required state as 
quickly as possible. Ground oats and 
wheat meal are good for the purpose. 
Potatoes mixed with maize meal and 
sharps, and varied by brewers' grains 
mixed with barley meal moistened with 
skim milk, will answer the purpose. 
Salt should occasionally, be mixed with 
the food, and at times a little condi­
ment given as an appetizer. Grit must 
be constantly .on hand. Remember, all 
fattened birds should be killed before 
their second feathers begin to grow.

Growing Red Clover For Seed.

The seed from red clover Is matured 
in the second growth, on account of 
the fertilization being done by the 
young bumble bees, 
sufficiently developed 
growth of clover, as they are all 
hatched In the spring; only the queen 
bumble bees live thru the winter.

To get the largest yield and best 
quality of red clover seed the first 
growth should be cut for hay early In 
June when the first clover heads ap­
pear. This Is necessary In order to 
escape the red clover midge which has 
proved so disastrous to the raising 
of red clover in most parts of On­
tario for several years. The larvae 
from the first brood of the midge is 
deposited in the clover heads Imme­
diately they appear, .and before the 
bloom shows (when the midge are 
numerous very little bloom ever ap­
pears). When the clover is cut at 
this time and cured for hay, most of 
the larvae Is destroyed. Sand even If 
any survive, the second d-op of clover 
J'lll be In bloom before £he 
brood of midge are developed, 
sionally we get a good crop of red 
clover seed by cutting the first crop 
late, say, July, so that the second 
crop of clover will bloom between the 
second and third broods of midge. But 
this Is uncertain, and has not nearly 
the same advantage as Is gained by 
destroying the midge by cuttlng early.

If the first crop has been pastured, 
, the cattle should be taken off by June 

19 and the land gone over with a 
mower to cut off any weeds and also 
to give the clover an equal start.

Underlying conditions scarcely Justi­
fy yesterday's advance and once again 
the market is in a dangerous position. 
Were it not for the manipulation, 
such statements as were made for 
April by the Erie and other roads yes­
terday would have been reflected by a 
gof>d deal of selling. The Illinois Cen­
tral steel rail order will hardly be fol­
lowed by extensive general railroad 
buying. Business conditions do not 
justify it and most roads are really 
not in position to do the buying that 
they ought to from the standpoint of 
their physical condition, 
conventions so near and tariff ques­
tions looming ahead, the present is 
not a propitious time for buying. 
Those who are long should take pro­
fits on bulges and the trader will 
doubtless find plenty of opportunity to 
cover profitably should he also sell, 
especially such stock as Union Paci­

fic and Reading, which have been sub­
ject to such excessive manipulation. 
As a rule we are bearish on the in­
dustrials. There is some merit in 
Brooklyn, but it should be bought 
only on reactions.—town Topics.

turbine steamers Lusitania and (Maure­
tania have earned for the Ounard 
Steamship Company subsidy of $760,-

A. W. Wright was a sergeant with 
No. 2 Co. of the Ontario Rifles during 
the Red River expedition of 1870, and 
tells the following anecdote concern­
ing the late general (then captain) 
Buller, who was with the 60th Rifles;

At Thunder Bay a fatigue party 
were working building a magazine. 
The officer in charge was composedly 
smoking a pipe, watching the men 
do the work.

Captain Buller came up. and. with­
out saying anything, took off his 
tunic, picked up a shovel and started 
in to help the men. A short time 
afterwards the lieutenant started In to 
help, when Captain . Buller stopped 
and said:

"I trust you will carry this out 
thruout the campaign. For It is ne- 

to carry the principle out if 
to make it a success.”

A cheque for $10,000 has been receiv­
ed by Earl Grey from an anonymous 
contributor from the Hotel St. Regis, 
in* New York, and has been handed 
over to the Qüebec battlefields com­
mission.

The letter, which explains itself is 
as follows:
"To His Excellency Earl Grey, Gover­

nor-General, Canada;
“As a British subject, I admire the 

pluck and patriotism of the Canadians 
in the work of consecrating the his­
toric battlefields of their country in 
a way to emphasize the genuineness 
of the entente cordiale so happily es­
tablished between the two powerful 
races resident in the Dominion.

"It is now universally admitted that 
harmony and goodwill amongst its 
different races, especially in 
country, constitute one of the greatest 
of national assets.

"If the spirit of unity, typified as it 
will be, in the course of celebration at 
Quebec, ’is perpetuated, Canadians 
must become a great and powerful peo­
ple—a lusty nation.

"About this, It seems to me, there 
can scarcely be two opinions, and of 
this observant outsiders are perhaps 
better able to Judge than Canadians 
themselves.

"Your patriotlc-Wfforts, sir, in con­
nection with Canada’s tercentenary 
celebration well 
ed with the success that is attending 
them, for every such effort exerts a 
powerful influence in the building of 
the national foundation.

"I believe it is a mistake to suppose 
that intelligent Americans are envious 
of Canada's prosperity and prospects. 
Americans look on at the preparations 
for your coming celebration with deep 
Interest and good will and they will 
be with you in thousands in July.

“It is not an exaggeration to say 
that the eyes of a great part of the 
world are turned towards Canada at 
this time.

"If it will serve any good purpose 
to publish this letter, you are at lib­
erty, Earl Grey, to do so.

“With profound respect and the best 
of goodwill and wishes I enclose my 
card and a cheque for ten thousand 
dollars, as a subscription to aid you 
in your battlefields plans, from
