The Plan Before Congress

JDuring the past two or three years a ‘financial revolution has been ac=
complished in the United States. State banks of issue and rediscount have
been established and the national credit has been . utilized for the relief of
business by a generous use of national currency: The big banks have been
stripped of their power to make money scarce and dear and the small banks
are no longer compelled to hoard vast cash reserve in apprehension of cur-
rency famines and\long periods of restricted credits.  All this has been brought
about by the fedepal reserve bank system. 7

But while thé United States has thus put itself abreast of European na~
tions in pro ng ample credits for merchants and manufacturers, it lags be-
hind in caring for the farmers. Now the Wilson administration has ser-
jously addressed itself to the problem of rural credits and a bill has been
introduced in congress which endeavors fo establish for the benefit of the
American farmer government land banks and co-operative rural associations
connected up into one system under rigid government direction and control.
The bill recommended by a joint committee of both houses of congress of
which Senator Hollis of New Hampshire i chairman, is now before the
senate of the United States. It is entitled:

“A bill to provide capital for agricultural development to create a stand-
ard form of investments based upon farm mortgages, to equalize rates of
interest upon farm lands, to furnish a ‘market for United States bonds, to
create government depositories and financial agents for the United States
and for other purposes.”

The United States proper is to be divided into not less than twelve land
bank districts. In each land bank district there is to be a land bank whose
minimum capital-shall be $500,000. Any stock not subscribed for by the pub-
lic within ninety. days will be subscribed for by the secretary of the treasury
for the United States Government.

These land banks and the National Farm Loan Associations hereafter re~

ferred to are to be under the direction and control of the Federal-Farm Loan
Board.
The Federal Farm Loan Board is to consist of five members appointed
by the. president of the United States with the advice and consent of the
senate. ' The merfibers will serve for ten years and receive a salary of $12,000
each. Not more than three of them are to be members of the same political
party- One of their number shall be designated by the president as “Farm
Loan Commissioner.” He shall be the executive of the board.

The Federal Farm Loan Board will, in the first instance, appoint the
directorates for the twelve land banks.

These land banks shall invest at least ten per cent. of their capital in
United States bonds. They may, under certain restrictions, receive savings
on a deposit from the public, but shall not do a general banking business.
They will be fiscal agents of the United States and depositaries of public
moneys.

The land banks, as we shall see, correspond in a way to the regional
banks under the federal bank system. Their principal business will be to
rediscount for the “National Farm Loan Association.”

What are the National Farm Loan Associations?

They are the co-operative associations thru which the farmers get money
for a long time on easy terms from the land banks. The bill provides that
ten or more farmers may apply for a charter as a National Farm Loan Asso-
ciation. .Each person joining such an association will, of course, be an in-
tending borrower from the association. Not less than $200 and not more than
$10,000 may be borrowed by any one person.

Now we have ten farmers coming together, each one desiring to borrow
money. Where will they get it and: upon what security?

They will get it if they comply with the law and their security is good,
from the land bank of the district, but they must, in the first instance, go
to their own association. It is the National Loan Association that approves
the - loan and then offers the note and mortgage to the district land bank.

And here is' where the element of co-operation comes in. The National

Loan Associations are composed of members who are also borrowers, but as
stockholders of the association they are lable for all debts of the association
under a double liability or with an unlimited liability as the bylaws may
subscribe. When the loan association offers a mortgage to the land banks, it
endorses the same. The association therefore goes bail as do all its members
for every mortgage rediscounted by the land bank. This provision is intended
to make the National Loan Association cautious in proving a mortgage.
; Neither can the farmers at random automatically and of right form a
National Loan Association. They must apply to the land bank for a charter
and before this is granted the land bank will carefully inquire into the char-
acter of the applicants, the value of their land and the likelihood of their
repaying the money advanced to them upon mortgages. »

Each member of the association must become a subscriber to the cap-
ital stock to an amount equivalent to 5 per cent. of the amount he desires to
borrow. The capital obtcined by the local association from its members is
expended in acquiring capital stock in the land bank-

When a National Loan Association is once organized, each, member ap-
plies for the amount he desires to borrow. He cannot borrow more: than
50 per cent. of the value of his land. The land upon which he seeks to bor-
row money must be not only cultivated by him personally as a farm, but

It is then up to the association to say whether the application shall be
granted; and if it is granted, all the members of the assotiation are perpon-
ally liable, at least to some extent, for the repayment of the loan. If the
association decides to accept the mortgage it is passed on to the land bank.
The land bank rediscounts it at par, if it considers the risk a good one and
finds that ‘all the requirements at law have been complied with, g

The mortgage will run for not less than five and not more than 36 years,
at the option of the borrower, and will be paid on the amortisation plan.
That is to say, the farmer will, in reality, be charged & per cent., but he will
pay 6 per cent. or more and the excess payment will be so capitalized that
after a certain length of time he will find his debt paid off and his land
clear.

The land banks will raise the money they need at 4 per cent by issuing
farm loan bonds. These bonds will be secured by all the mortgages held by
all the land banks. All the land banks will also guarantee their payment.
Then, too, every mortgage will have behind it the National Loan Association
which endorsed it to the land bank and this will include at least some per-
sonal liability on the part of the members of that association,

These bonds should command a ready market even tho they only bear 4
per cent. interest., By the bill they are exempted from all taxation, national,
state, or local. All trustees, executors, trust companies and others holding funds
in a trust capacity will be authorized to invest in them. They will be pur-
chased by the regional banks and member banks, for they can be utilized
for reserve purposes, and will be practically as valuable to the banks as
government Bonds,

If the bonds can be floated at 4 per cent. the land banks and the Na~
tional Loan Associations lending money at 5 per cent. will have a big margin
for expenses and profits. Some of the profits will ultimately go back to the
stockholders of the National Loan Assoclations in the shape of dividends and
help pay off their mortgages, :

It may be mentioned in passing that the farmer gets back as a credit
on his mortgage the 5 per eent- of the loan he puts up as his subscription
for stock when joining the local association. pThat provision of the law is much
along the line of the practice followed by the old building and loan asso—
ciations. .

We have not touched upon the Joint SBtock Loan Banks. They are author—
ized by the act as private corporations, under public regulation and con-
trol, to perform many functions of the district land banks. They will be
for the benefit of well-to-do farmers in old settled portions of the country who
will prefer to borrow from a bank direct, rather than thru the medium, of a
co-operative association. i

MONTENEGRN HANDS

Austrians Reserve Rights to Re-
quire Co-Operation at Any
Time.

DETAILS OF PROTOCOL

Few Montenegrinsv Are | Given
Special Permission to Re-
: tain Arms.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—A full copy of
the protocol signed on Jan. 25 be-
tween Montenegro and Austria, as
given . out by the army headquarters
at Vienna, reveals some stipulations
not completely covered in the wire-
less version of the protocol transmit-
ted by wireless from Berlin.
Montenegrins allowed to retain their
arms. it appears, are the gendarmes
on the Albanian frontier and also
tain confidential agents on the San-
jak frontier, these persons to be fur-
nished licenses by the Montenegrin
Government.

Montenegrin officers are permitted
to retain their side arms.

It is agreed that the military op-
erations, which the Austrians are
permitted to continue until the con-
clusion of peace shall not be .inter-
fered with by the Montenegrin popu-
lation, and that all Montenegrin men
capable of bearing arms shall remain

peacefully at home and undertake no

agitation against Austria.
Right of Supervision,

Shouldl disturbances nevertheless
occur, the Austrian commanders have
the right to introduce military super-
vision, and the Montenegrin Govern-
ment shall upon its own initiative re-
quest military ' assistance from Aus-
trian authorities where it seems to be
needed.

The civil administration remains in
the hands of the Montenegrin auth-
ities, but the Austrian authorities
have the right to réquire their co-
operation at any time. .

The Montenegrin \delegates agree to
keep - the Austrian authorities in-
formed where the responsible Monte-
negrin Government is at any given
time.

To Shorten the War

On® of the encouraging signs about
the war for the allies is the extreme
pessfmism exhibited in London. The
good people of Great Britain are be=
ginntng to face the facts. In any
other nation this might indicate a
reign of despair and the acceptance of
defeat. Happily the British temper
does not turn apathetic under \iffi-
culties. Whenever pessimism sets in
we may look for action, and action of
the most practical and energetic
kind, :

The country is waking up. -~The
people are beginning to understand
what it means to be cut off from the
ordinary methods and means of life.
it is coming home to them that the
Germans are Interfering with their
business, their comfort, their self-
respect. They are having brought
home to them the tremendous tax in
life, the lives of their brightest and
bravest and best, which is being ex-
acted at the hands of the kaiser, and
they know better every day now that
Germany gcannot be conquered like a
little bordé¥ tribe in a frontier war. '

This is a hopeful sign, for it means
that etronger efforts will be put forth
constantly now to overcome the foe
and to end the destruction of life
which is making such an impression
upon the British mind.

It was thought rather an overs
statement of Lord Kitchener's when
he saild at the declaration of war that
it 'would take three years to end it,
but now the pessimists consider that
Lord Kitchener was too sanguine.
General Hutton, for instance, thinks
that three yeansis an under-estimate.
The more the agonyis understood and
the pessimism piled mountains high
the mearer the British nation will be
to the supreme action which is neces-
sary to secure victory.

The worst enemies the empire has
to .contend with at present are the
people who are quite satisfied, who
think that it is not necessary for
thesn to do anything and that others
are responsible for the war.

There is no man nor woman in the
empire anywhere who is not respon-
sible to his nation, his colony, his
dominion and to the world at large
for the result of the *war. His time

_ and money or work must be mobilized

in some fashion to achieve victory,
and even were he “shut-in,” he must
put his will and spirit into the fight
and aid by his determination to win.

The victory is being delayed by
those who could enlist and refuse; by

thoge who could assist in omne of the

mafy ways open and decline; and by
those who have money to spare and
ketp it
those who regard the war

thelre. With united strength, -un-

grudging dlsposition of resources and

ungeserved interest on the part of
evéry citizen the war could be appre-
cimbly shortened.

¥ We believe the tax reformers are on
the right track in this matter, and
that land ought to be more heavily
.assessed and buildings relieved of their
burden, which is the opposite policy
of the Toronto department, according
to the present report, where the as-
sessment on buildings has been ‘in-
creased by 6.71 per cent, and the as-
gessment on land only 2.8 per cent,

The concentration of buildings down
town has led to the evil of exemption
to a much larger extent than is re-
alized. We do not mean to say that
this is 'done of malice aforethought,
but when the policy of the depart-
ment is to tax values at 70 per cent.
of their actual value instead of 100 per
cent. as the act demands, it is diffi-
cult for errors not to creep in. That
is to say it is much easier to tax at
full value in every case than at an
estimate of 70 per cent. of value. We
believe that there is an enormous
amount “%of exemption in the city not
contemplated by the law, and that this
fact contributes to the high tax rate
as much as any other factor- Cer-
tainly the report indicates that the re-
stricted area of the city adds, if it does
anything, to the increased tax rate,

The assessment commissioner is to
be complimented on the comprehen-
sive character of his report, and the
accessible form in which the informa~
tion is set out.

A Degrading Policy

Aldermen who voted for the appoint-
ment of Chief Smith against advice
and the plain facts of the situation,
cannot ignore the results of their ac-
tion, It is absurd for Toronto to spend
her energies in a war against bad
faith, domineering militarism, and
reckless disregard of the ordinary and
decent standards of public life, and
then tolerate the practice of all the
things in civic- life which we protest
against in Germany.

There never was anything more un-
British than the action taken by Chief
Smith against District Chief Gunn, for
no other reason, apparently, than to
avenge a petty personal spite. Such
an outrage of public standards- can-
not lightly be. passed over. There can
be no proper discipline in a depart-
ment ruled not by principle, but by
personal feeling. The whole civic life
of Toronto would be lowered in tone
by the toleration of such a policy.

Need for a Toronto Civic Im-
provement League

Editor World: There appears to be
a desire on the part of a number cf
Toronto citizens to form a local
branch of the Civic Improvement
League, the objects of which are to
secure a more general and effective
interest on the part of the citizens of
each city and town in the betterment
cf civie conditions, Such a branch
can - only be successfully formed if
there is a sufficiently large group of
citizens willing to take the matter
up and give part of their
time to it$ organization and to the
study of questions relating to local
government. That study must be ap-
proached from the standpoint of the
disinterested citizen, and the ultimate
aim must be to ascertain"and apply
the ¥dest prineciples and forms of de-
velopment and government to the city
as a unit in our national life,

false kind of economy, namely, the
kind that may destroy the sources
from which our industrial expansion
and general well-being in the future
will spring, while leaving us in en-
joyment of imported luxuries for
purely personal use.
There is a demand for temperance,
but is there not also need for\ civic
action to set up some form of cc;hnter
attractions to draw people away from
habits of intemperate drinking and
gambling? After all, over-indulgence
and gambling are not so much due to
depraved appetites as to the weakness
of our soclal onganization, which does
not provide sufficient facilities for
recreation of a healthy and congenial
kind. The experience of all temper-
ance reform work has shown that it
can never be really effective and per-
manent where these facilties are ab-
sent and healthy environment does
not surround the homes of the people.
We need more attractions within our
cities, more playgrounds near to'the
dwellings ' where the children live,
more beauty in our buildings and
greater facilities for all kinds of
healthy recreation. These things are
incidental to good city government,
but they can only be accomplished
by the will of the people.
CThose who devote themselves to
public service on &ur councils have
often a thankless t to perform in
trying to do what is best for the city
because so. many of the citizens only
pay regard to what is best for them-
gelves as individuals or a class. Per-
haps a representative league with
gome of the best citizens of Toronto
acting upon it would do. much to as-
sist those cf our representatives who
are inspired by good ideals but find
it difficult to bring them into’ practi-
cal effect owing to the lack-of moral
support. At any rate, it will all be to
the good if we can form a voluntary
association banded together with - the
sole desire of making Toronto a bet-
ter place to live in and a good ex-
ample of city government.

to the colors were lieard in speeches
from Lieut.-Col. J. G. Wright, com-
mander cf the 169th Battalion; Capt.
J. B. Gibson, chaplain of the 169th;
Capt. Price of the American Legion,
J. W. Price and ex-Governor Cong-
‘don of the Yukon.

As a week ago, the 10%th recruiting
depot at the Pearl street armories
was open all day and at night, ex-
amining, attesting and improving, the
recryits being brought from the
churches and meetings in motor cars.

At the meeting at Loew’s fifty of
the women present pledged that they
“would get their men friends to enlist.”

Men Deserve Attention.

The Sunday campaign of the 109th
resulted in a total of about 70 men
offering themseelves. Ffty-two of these
were examined by 11 o’clock last night,
of these 17 being attested and 35 re-
jected. 'The 109th Overseas Battalion
is now 600 strong. On Saturday, 42
recruits were accepted and 49 rejected.
The large number of rejections is ac-
counted for by the high physical
standard the 109th’s medical officer
insists upon.

The feature of the appeals in the
churches was the response at Rhodes
Avenue Presbyterian Church where,
altho 156 men of the congregation
are already on overseas service, an-
other two men volunteered yesterd&y.

SWEDEN NOT HOSTILE

British Contraband :
Have Caused Some Excite-
ment, However.

LONDON, Jan. 30.—A Reuter des-

| “Sepgius Sazonoff, the Russian min-
| ister of foreign affairs, today received a
| deputation of journalists to whom he
| guve a general review of the Balkan
situation.  His most interesting re-
marks concerned Roumania, whose re-
letons with Russia, he said, remain
perfectly satisfactory and amicable.
He¢ admitted that some time ago the
attitude of Roumania was uncertain
owing to her fear of hostile acts on tho
part of the central powers, but that
he was now concinced Roumania would
rot fall into a German trap.

“I repeat that ‘the Austro~Germans

! persist in their Roumanian campaign,
| but #t is not producing the effect de-
| sired on practical Roumanians,” said
! M. Sazonoff. He added that the whole
{ Balkan situation would find its solu-
| tion only after the war had ended.

- Friendly to Sweden. .

Speaking of the improved relations
| between Russia and SwedenM. Sazo-
| neff said: :

“It is evident that in Sweden, aa
'ensewbere. there has been a Chauvin-
listic’ movement. It is possible that
| Sweden may feel the meed of taking
! measures for the defence of her fron-
| tiers, but we can declare categorical-
;li that she will not have to defend
| them against Russia, and that this side
of her frontiers is perfectly secure.”

While not denying that some excite-
ment has been caused in Sweden by
the British contraband measures, M.
Sazonoff said: !

“Great Britain is forced to defend
legitimate interests which demand the
eradication of German maritime con-
traband. Moreover, Great Britain is
going to do her best not to compromise

the interests of neutras, including
Sweden.” v

He declared that Germany, which
enjoys the good will of Sweden, takes
less care about naval measures than
Great Britain and “sinks neutral ships
mercilessly,” including Swedish.

Régarding the entente allies the for-
eign minister declared that their in-
terests were growing closer and closer
from both a military and a political
viewpoint. He considered the projected
vigit of the members of the duma to
England would lead to new under-
standings, and he paid a tribute to
Great Britain’s efforts in the war.

Asked for his opinion on the dura-

“Berlin at heart is right. The best
people, ‘German and British alike, are
loyal.

This is
the bad class, and I want to have them
taught their places. It will be impos=
sible to recruit men until they are
curbed.: Scores of them should be.in-
terned. They would be in any other
city, but the weakness, or worse,
of those in authority has re-
sulted in placing the City of Berlin in
a false light in the opinion of the rest
of the province,

“Wihat do you think of a magistrate
who will not attest soldiers of the King
for fear of offending the pro-German
element? That's a fact and I can

prove it.
Situation is Serious.

‘““The authorities have shown a lack
of firmnmess in dealing with the situa-
tion, with the result that it will soon
get beyond all our control. I am in
this fight to a finish. I gave up a
good thing financially and socially to
take up the duties of commanding of-
ficer of this battalion. I recommended
two other men who I thought would
be better fitted, but Sir Sam Hughes
Tequested that I take over the work,
and ‘I have done so. I have a loyal
lot of men under me, the best in the
land. I have splendid officers, good
fellows, wh know their work. We all
work in harmony, and it does take
the spirit out of & man to have every
rossible obstacle thrown in our way,
to have the ridicule of the community
heaped on you, to have a newspaper
print the most outrageous things with-
out first trying to verify their truth
or falsity.

How Berlin Appears.

An impartial investigation leads one
to several conclusions. After con-
versing with all sorts and conditions
of men, one must state that mamny
things stand out prominently:

First, that Be»lin has done little in
the way of recruiting. The most
optimistic statement received was
that 7150 men from Berlin had enlisted
for war in a period of a year and a
half. i

Second, that there is an exodus of
young men to the United States, of
German-born young men. The esti-
mates as  to the number vary. On
one day eleven went to Detroit. A
Berlin man of repute stated that he
saw fourteen Berlin men in one row
in the Cadillac Theatre, Detroit, on
one evening who had gone to escape
military service.

Third, that there is a strong pro-
German sentiment here. It is not to
be found among the business men,
among the astute class, but among
the laborers, the mechanics. It is
very pronounced, as any person can
say.

Politics Hampering Enlistment.

Fourth, that politics is working to
prevent the formation of the batta-
This is rather a serious. thing
to state, but all the facts seem em-
phatic 411 proving this assertion. The
News+sRecord, the Conservative or-
gan, has been most violent in its at-
tacks, or permittel the most violent
attacks, personal in character, to be
made against the commanding officer,
Lochead, attacks that
fwould not be tolerated in any other
city in Canada to.ay. There are so
many things that point that way, the
Lappert and Meyer cases, for in-
stance, all seem to show that fhe po-
litician blooms ang blossoms in Ber-
lin.

Fifth, one must come to the con-
clusion "that Berlin has been the
stamping ground of the pro-German
propagandists of the United States.
It is known that many of them have
come to Berlin, have settlel here.

STCCKS TURNED DULL

GERMAN EXCHANGE RATES.

BERLIN, Jan. 29.—(Via Sayville wire-
less).—Today for the first time since the
beginning of the war official quotations
on foreign exchanges were posted in the
Berlin bourse, according to the Over-
seas News Agency. The quotations
which were based on a federal order re-
cently published. included: New  York,
5.44 to 5.46; Holland, 236 to 236%; Den-
mark, 1485 to 148%; Sweden, 149% to
150% ; Norway, 1483 to 149; Switzeriand,
1041, to 1043 ; Aus.aria-Hungary, 67.15 to
67.23; Roumania, 84% to 843 ; Bulgaria,
77% to 78%.

The aim of the new order, continues
the agency, was to frustrate the-effects
of speculation in exchanges and the ar-
bitra{y rate of exchange directed by the
enemies of Germany in order to discredit
German currency. This object, the agéncy
adds, has already been reached because
today’s quotations were ~ considerably
lower which means that the value of the
mark is higher than on Jan. 7, which was
the last day of speculative excesses as
the publication of the federal order was
then rumored.

ASKS FOR LEADERST0
FACE SOCIL PROBLENS

Strong Appeal Made to Students
at University on Behalf
of Humanity.

A challenge was issued by Raymond
Robins in the opening lecture of a
series of four which he is deliwring
at Toronto University for men large
enough to tackle the problems which
have arisen with a complex social
system. “With the evolution of so-
ciety the scciafl conditions of today are

vastly defferent from what they were
thirty years ago, “he declared in mak-
ing strong appeal to the students to
devote their energies and best thought
to the solution of the social problems
which will have to be arrived at dur-
ing the next three decades. ‘“Where
there is no vision the people perish.”
was the text with which he prefaced
his forceful remarks.

The conditions prevailing in the
ward in Chicago which had been de-
scribed as ‘‘the worst square mile of
territory in America,” where he has
taken up the work of bettering the con-
ditions of the 96,000 people who eke
vut a bare existence, were described
by the speaker. In describing the
change which had taken place within
his memory, Mr. Robins said that a
new social order would come inte
being that was yet still unborn.

Appeal For Leaders.

In congesied districts, children were
growing up in conditions which sapped
their strength and sent them out inte
the world as burdens on the rest of
society. Every ratepaper was paying
for the maintenance of poorhouses, in-
sane asylums, and kindred insitutions
which had to exist as a result of lack
of a proper environment.,

“Morality is the vldest problem that
has faced humanity,” asserted Mr.
Robins,. describing the changed con-
ditions wherein children are forced
to play on city streets where they are
surrounded by an immoral atmosphere
which does not give them a chance
to devolop into normal healthy eciti-
zens.

- This farecast was in some
quarters connected with a sharp set-
back that took place in Winnipeg, and
that was accompanied by reports of
much Manitoba wheat having been in-
cluded in the cancellations at the sea-
board. . v .

FOREIGN OFFERINGS
"~ DEPRESSING PRCES

| Favorable MarRet E\fents Fail to

Sustain Prices on the New
York Market.

“LONDON, Jan. 29.—An unusual
fag'lgty~nf developments contributed
to the week's declining movement in
securities, which was only partly
arrested yesterday. Liquidation for
foreign account and fresh commit-
ments by :the shoort interest in- the
stock market were effective to a
marked dJdegree, despite such favor-
able factors as the  restoration of
the U. S. Steel common dividend and
that corporation’s remarkable state-
ment of earnings, resumption of the
regular five per cent,.dividend by the
St. Paul directors and advances in
prices ‘cf such impertant products as
iron, steel and other metals, :

Wall street also found encourage-
ment ‘in the president’s preparedness
address, which was reflected in high-
er quotations for war shares, addi-
tional excellent December railway
earnings and the state of general
trade as exemplified in the swollen
bank clearings.

On the other hand, the indifference
of investors and  traders to these
helpful happenings was in itself a
cause of discouragement. The suc-
cess attending the sale of the New
York State $25,000,000 four per cest.
bond issue proved the soundness of
inherent, financial--conditions, which
might ‘be more obvious but for the
heavy offerings of our stocks and
bonds from abroad. In econnection
with the foreign situdtion, Wash-
ington’s rejection of Berlin's terms
regarding the Lusitania incident and
growing irritation at England's atti-
tude regarding this country’s Buro-
pean postal service served to renew
apprehension in quarters where that
feeling had been stilled. In the
main, however, the reactionary ten-
dency of the week was traceable to
the existence ©f a weak technical
market. The character of the trading
indicated an over-bought condition,
particularly in specialties, and this
situation will probably have to under-
go readjustment by the usual process
—elimination of weak accounts.

LONDON STOCK EXCHANGE.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—Money and dis-
count rates were easy today.
