The attacks against the police bar-
racks and police huts numbered 35. In
most of the cases the police had left
the barracks to go to concentration
points in the larger cities. Where only
women and children were left in the
barracks or huts, the raiders gave
warning of their intentions; hence
there were no casualties.

At Dublin Castle tonight it was
stated that the destruction of the tax
records would avail nothing; all citi-
zéns whose records have been destroy- ¢
ed will be reassessed. and their taxes
are likely to be increased by the need
of funds to replace the barracks and
huts destroyed.

Attacks on Police Barracks.

Attacks on the police barracks ‘and
government offlces are reported from
Limerick, both ‘town and county, and
also from several places in County
Clare. No casualties are yet-reported,
except for the wounding of two sol-
diers by John Mitchell, whom they
arrested at Glenade.

Press.)—A Canadian air force is to
be formed immediately, and the pen-
sonnel will be drawn from volunteers
from the ranks of ex-officers and
airmen of the Royal Air Force, resi-
dent in Canada. These will train at
centres, which will be in operation all
rthe year round and officers and air-
men enlisted in the new force will
spend at least one month out of every
24 in active training, receiving pay
and traveling expenses during their
active period.

The force probably will be limited
in the beginning to about flve thous-
and, inclusive of all ranks, and the
training centres will not number more
than one or two to begin with for the
whole Dominion. 1: is understood taat
the government wishes to avoid an
expensive permanent organization.
The organization of ‘the force will be
placed in the hands of .

Lecturer at People’s Forum Gives |
History of System and De-
clares People Are Happy.

NOT SUITABLE FOR CANAD*Q‘

An interesting lecture on ‘The Con-
struction and Practical Working of the
Soviets of Russia” was given last
night before the people's forum by J.
MacArthur Connor, who, in the early
stage of his address. whilst. denying
he was a Bolshevik, declared the Rus-
sian people had just as much right to
soviet form of government—a system
hundreds of years old—as the British
people had to their particular style of
government. Mr. Connor explained
that soviet was a kind of village coun-
cil which ruled for a prescribed dis-
trict. The village council elected
representatives to a town council, who,
in turn, selected members for a pro-
vincial government. and’ from: that
body members were ‘chosen for the
national governing body. ‘The 'soviet
was not a creation of the Bolsheviki.
It was all very simple, and the Rus-
slan people thoroly understood .its
working. Mr. Connor declared that
he did not believe, however, the soviet
system would work in Canada.

: History of the Duma. .

After tracing the establishment' of
the first duma in Russia. and follow-
ing the history ef that body dowmn to
its dissolution, he declared the
government party arrested nearly all
the Social Democrats and charged
them with conspiracy.

A socialist councillor interjected: “It
is too late, your majesty,” and all the
Social Democrats present echoed his
words.

Shouts for Republic.

Meantime, from outside the palace
were heard shouts of “Republic! Long
live Social Democracy!” These cries
were redoubled when the deputation
reappeargd, and former Minister
Stauning addressed the crowd from
the steps of the palace, announcing
the result of the conference with the
king. The manifestants. however, soon
dispersed in orderly fashion.

Late Saturday night the scenes were
renewed in the great square outside
the town hall and in the adjoining
streets, when one speaker after an-
other harangued the people on the
constitutional crisis and the unfamil-
iar cry of ‘“Long live the republic!”
was again repeatedly raised.

The king evidently recognized the
gravity of the situation when he sum-
moned the various party leaders, and
the conference proceeded all night
long, sometimes in the king's presence,
and sometimes in groups in ante-
chambers.

DETROIT MOTORISTS
WILL TOUR ONTARIO

| Three Hundred Expected to Ex-

plore the Muskoka District
in July Next.

ONE NIGHT IN TORONTO

A large party of Michigan motlor-
ists will pass thru Toronto in July
en route to the Muskoka district, where
u;zy will spend a few days before pro-
ceeding to Sudbury and the Sault,

A great new field for motor tour-
ists from the United Slates will be
opened up by this 1920 international
good roads tour of the Michigan Pikes
Association, which is to start at De-
troit, July 14 next. The tourists will
travel from Detroit to Toronto, Ont.,
thence north over the great northern
highway to the beautiful Muskoka
Lakes ‘distrigt, then' to the mining
region abou Sudbury, and from
there parallel to the north channel of
Georgian Bay to Sault Ste. Marle,
Ontario. The return trip will be
made from Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., by
way of the eastern branch of the
Dixie highway to Bay City, thence to
Alma, Lansing and Detroit.

Will .Camp Out,.

It is expected that about 300 tour-
ists will take part in this two weeks'
tour, They will carry with them a
variety of equipment which discounts
anything before attempted in any
tour, T

The itinerary is 1368 miles and the
tour is of fifteen-days’ duration. Thire
teen out of fifteen nights will be spent
in tents. They will sleep under a roof
in the Americanp Soo and Toronto.

The party’'s truck train will consist of
fourteen trucks as follows: Commissary
(kitchen), four trucks, carrying three
rarges &nd two refrigerator machines;
€lectric lighting truck and two generat-
ing unite: thiee baggage trucks; cne tent
truck; ono blanket truck; one showér
truck, with five showers and dressing
room; cnc triple combination, fire en-
gine and two emewrgency trucks to make
necessary repairs to the sixty cars and
the - trucks and temporary repairs for
bridges snd other necessities, .

Not all of the two weeks will be -
sumed in treveling. The first Sunday
out the party will explore the Muskoka
Lakes, They will also spend a day fish-
jug in the Spanish River and two days
at Sault Ste, Msrie, cne day on each side
of the interratioral boundary.

Pathfinding perties lhave reported the
roads good and the scenery is said 1o
be beyond description. What is particu-
larly worth while-about this tour is that
it will show how readily accessible the
scenec regions of Ontario and northern
Michiban are to the
IlHinois, Ohio, Indiana, Ncw York: and
other states in the northeastern por-
tion of the United Staltes. While there
ére hotels in almost all of the towns
traversed by the trip, the number of
pereons in this tour is so large that Tt
was thought best to make arrangements

WOODWORKERS ASK

Ottawa, April 4—ARcting on behalf
of the Iocal inside Wwoodworkers,

the president and Secretary of the
local union, representing .upwards of
460 employes of the 16 furniture and
sash and door industries of the oity,
waited upon acting Deputy Minister
of Labor Brown on Saturday, with a
request for the appointment of a board
of arbitration,

This action followed the refusal %l
the employers to negotiate a new wage
schedule which calls for a minimum
wage of 66¢ per hour for bench hands,
cabinet makers and machine opera-
tors, who are now getting only 45c an
hour, while others engaged in the in-
dustries get as low as 36¢c per hour.

TABLET TO MEMORY
OF MEN WHO FELL

Nineteen Names Engraved on
Bronze Roll in St.
Andrew’s Church.

During the Easter morning service at
St. Andrew's Presbyterian Church,
King street, a memorial tablet was un-
veiled in memory of members, of the
church who died on the battleflelds.
The ceremony was performed by Rev.
John Pringle, D.D., who also preached
the sermon. The service wag conduct-
ed by the minister. In his sérmon, Dr.
Pringle, who served overseas, told v.
his experiences in France. He told of
communion gervices in a barn with ‘a
board supported by two chairs for an
altar; of the pathos of administering
to those who were dying of then
wounde in a strange land and far from
their loved ones; of work among the
hoepitals and dressing stations. He
told of what these men bled and dled
for and that the principles behind thelr
sacrifice were the principles for which
all should live.

The preacher referred to many incl-
dents of the war, but all for the pur-
pose of {llustrating that love, honor,
obedience and self-elimination were
the ideals for which they fought and
died and for which we must fight and
live.

The tablet is of bronze and faces
the congregation from the right of the
altar steps.

“INLABOR'S RANKS
Well-Known—L—-eader Seeaj Co-

operation of Soldiers
and Workers.

Labor split by itself was preity
much the theme of an address given
at the I. L. P. forum, Labor '"Temple,
Sunday afternoon by John W, Bruce,
the well-known labor leader. Mr,
Bruce in the course of his address
pointed out that so long as the oppo-
sition of labor forces within the move-
ment was maintained just so long
would labor fail to take its right place
in the movements of the world. He
deprecated the alignments in economic
flelds now made, represented by the
international movement on one hand
and by the Canadian Federation of
Labor on the other.

Touching upon the personnel of the
movement the speaker pointed out
that the labor movement, like every
other, had its Judases, those who
would not hesitate to betray the move-
ment, who worked solely for tndw
own personal aggrandizement. But,
the fact remained that the dissensions
within the movement and the apathy
which characterized the .majority of
the producers of the country toward
thelr own interests forced the real
cause for eny failures mnoted in the
progress ‘of labor. " If the future of
the workers was to be assured the
factor of indifference must be trans-
muted into a . fire which” would lead
the workers on from glory to glory.
No such spirit was evident today. If
it was evident, there would be no dif-
ficulty in filling Massey Hall every
Sunday, aye, every night.

Finally, the epeaker stated his em~
phatic opinion that the social revolu-
tion had come, that it was within*the
gates. !

“How do I know that, you ask,” he
said. “Well, I know it because today
for the first time the workers and
the soldiers are challenging the gov-
ernment. The reason for much of the
failure in the situation today lles in
the fact that neither of these bodies
has assumed responsible authority.
The day will undowbtedly arrive when
labor and soldiers 'will put up such
a government, and this will spell the
real emancipation of the producers of
the country.”

A great deal has been said in the
American press of late of Georges Car-
pentier. He has earned for himself an
enviable reputation as & ‘“fighter,” both
in the trencnes and in the ring.

On April 25, 1918, Sergt. Carpentier
was invited to an athletic carnival held
at Noyers, France, at the headquarters
of the depot division, first corps, where,
as chairman of the athletic committee,
I saw quite a bit of him during his stay.
He was quiet and unassuming, and very
reticent to discuss his boxing prowess.

He remained at the depot division for
three and one-half days, but his digni-
fied silence in regard to himself was 80
well preserved that very few of the offi~
cers or men of the division were aware
of his identity until he stepped in ifront
of the grandstand to be mtroduced to
General Alexander, the division com-
mander, just before entering ‘the ring to
box with Sergt, Ray Williams of the
116th Engineers, with whom he had been
matched.

8ix Rounds,

The bout arranged was a six-round
sparring match, staged in connection
with an inter-allied athletic meet. Sergi.
Carpentier stated upon his arrival at the
division that he would have to be most
emphatic that the match be a sparring
match only, as his military duties had
been such as to prevent any training dn
his part for any severe contest, and
Captain Maurice Klotz of the French
mission and the writer informed both
boxers of the nature of the match In the
most emphatic terms just previous to
their entering the ring.
I think the excitement of Sgt. Williams
in meeting an opponent of Carpentier's
reputation unbalanced him just a trifle,
for during the first round he delivered
several heavy blows at Carpentier's body,
constantly hitting harder than thed
Frenchman.
In very polite terms, Sergt. Carpentier
spoke of this during the first intermis-
sion, and Sergt. Willilams was cautioned
again by the American committeemen,
Early in the second round Willlams de-
livered another heavy blow, and, white
still boxing and in very even and cour-
teous terms, Carpentler remarked, I
have a reputation to sustain, and I can-
not afford to let you hit me that way.
I you do not stop, I shall be obliged to
knock you out.”
There were several of us at the imme-
diate ringside who could hear distinctly
every word of that sentence, and for
about half a minute Sergt. Williams con-
tented himself with sparring ’tactics.
With about a quarter of a minute of the
second round still remaining, Williams
apparently forgot again and struck a
vicious blow at Carpentier's left shout-
der,

Ignored Warning.
Carpentier said aloud, so that again he
was clearly heard, “I regret this,” and
aﬁlnost faster than I can describé it
landed on the point of Willilams’ jaw,
The American came to an attitude of
perfect attention, and, with his body ab-
solutely straight, his feet acting as a
fixed pivot, went directly backwards to
the floor of the ring,
It was some six minutes later that he
began to realize that he was still in
sunny France, surrounded by an audi-
ence of some 10,000 doughboys and
Frenchmen. During this six minutes
every effort to take Carpentier to his

dressing-room failed,

During that period Carpentier repeated
to me at least three times his regret at
being forced to knock Williams out,
“You see,” he said, ‘‘as soon as the Ger.

mans have surrendered I expect I may
take up boxing again for a time, and,
truly, sir, I could not afford to be out-
pointed. or closely matched with a boxer
of no previous reputation. You do not

oW how sorry I am,
“I am sure it was the sergeant’s hiex-

perience, and the excitement caused by
the presence of all these people, I know
Just how he must have felt.

Detroit, April 4.—Jimmy Wildé, who
is to meet Young Zulu Kid at the Wind-
sor Armories Monday, April 12, for the
benefit of the Army and Navy Veterans
of Canada, -has -been doing quite well,
thank you, since he came to this coun-
try four months ago.

Mickey Russell was
next, at Jersey City, and he also was
knocked out. Wilde received $8,000 for
this bit of work. Patsy Wallace was
taken on at Philadelphja and Wilde
again won, though Patsy put over a
punch in the last round that dropped
Wilde on his hands to the floor. The
English flyweight champion got $6,000
for this match. Then came Frankie
Mason at Toledo and Wilde won in 12
rounds. His guarantee was $11,000.

This gives Wilde an average of almost
$8,000 per bout. For meeting Young Zulu
Kid in a 10-round no-decision contest he
is to get $6,600. Wilde was offered $10,-
000 for a match by two Detroit boxing
promoters, but decided to accept the
Windsor offer when he was told that dis-
abled Canadians would get the proceeds
after the expenses had been paid.

Young Zulu Kid, who met Wilde in
London in 1916, is already working out
at the Greater Detroit Athletic Club.
