'stituents he would have told the Bel}
monopoly that if they did not remedy
‘the grievanee which existed in that com |
stituency he and his government would
repeal the legislation under which that .
mononoly worked in Ontirio. There are |
a hundred ways of putting an end to
monopolies if wé have mén enough in
office willing to do it, but neither tha
government nor the Liberal party are
prepared to do anything.
