Lake Ontario has a direct communication
with the Atlantic Ocean, in u northerly direction, by
the St. Lawrence, and in a southerly direction, by
the River Hudson and the Eiie Canal with which it is
connected by a branch canal leading from Oswego
to a small town on the line of the Erie Canal, called
Syracuse.

Lake Erie is about 265 miles in length, from thirty
to sixty miles in breadth, and about 529 miles in cir-
cumferenice. The greatest depth which hus been ob-
tained in sounding this luke, is 270 feet, and its sur-
face is elevated 565 feet above the level of the Hud-
son at Albany. Its bottom is composed chiefly of
rock. Luke Erie is said to be the only one of the chain
in which there is any perceptible current, a circum-
stance which may,perhaps,be occasioned by its smaller
depth of water. This current, which runs always in
the same direction, and the prevailing westerly winds,
are rather against i's navigation. The shallowness
of the water also, which varies from 100 to 270 feet
in depth, renders it more easily and more perma-
nently affected by frost, its navigation being general-
ly obstructed by ice for weeks every spring afier that
of all the other lukes is open and unimpeded.

The prineipal towns on Lake Erie are Bufiulo,
Dunkitk, Achtabula, Erie, Cleavelund, Sundusky,
Portland, and Detroit.

To Butter Makers.—'I'he business of mak-
ing butter for sale in the market is a primary
concern with a very large portion of our far-
mers who reside in a reasonable distance of
towns or cities; and to obtain the best price
for it, is, of course, an chject of great imper-
tance in this money making age of the world.
—Yet is it not a litile surprising that not«
withstanding every body knows how to make
butter, so small a porticn of what is taken
to market commands the price of a first rate
article? I think it may safely be said, that
not one fourth part of it can be assumed as
| first rate iu quality, and of course much the
| larger part of it is sold at inferior prices.
{ This, in many cases, must be ascribed to
‘cnrelvsness,inuuemiuu to neatness and clean-
| liness, and perhaps in many cases to the im-
| purities of the cellar or milkhouse in which
| the milk or cream is hept. The atmosphere
of the apartment where milk is kept, should
be entirely pure and free from all contamina-
tion. No decaying vegetables, barrels of
fish, sour krout, musty casks and other ar-
ticles which tend to render the air impure,
ought to be permitied to remain in the samo
apartment with milk or cream. Fluids ab-
sorb the noxious vapours of the air in a re-
markable degree. A pitcher of water being
permitted to stand over night in a room
where a cigar has been smoked, in the morn-
ing it will be found to be strongly impregnn-
ted with it,

It will be impossible to make butter of
good flavour, and of first rate quality, if the
apartment in which the milk is set is not kept
entirely free from all smells of what kind
soever. It will receive a taint from foul air,
of which it can never be divested by any pro-
cess whatever ; therefore, if you desire to
obtain the highest prige for your butter, keep
your milk houses and cellars as sweet and
clean as your parlors, and let the exhibition
of it in the market place be so perfectly neat
and tidy as to attract the admiration of pur-
chasers, and be surc never attempt to sell a
pound of butter with a cigar in your mouth.

tor, and Conway, 28 each, Larne ), Iyacinth,
Algerine and Pylades, 18 each, Cruiser 16, sch’r
Rattlesuake, the war-steamships Atalanta, Enter-'
prize, Queen, and Madagascar, and 25 Transports. |
All had proceeded Northward except the Druid,
Volage, Hyacinth, Larne, Pylades, and Madagas-
car, which remained to enforce the blockade of |
Cantoii. |

This blockade, although notified to commence |
on the 28th of June, did not commence until the |
3d of July, on which day the Volage, Hyacinth, )
and Madagascar moved up to the Bocca Tigris, }
end began aperations by seizing a jurk Jaden with |
ealt.
