VESSEL IS CRIPPLED
DURING LAKE STORM

Hamonic Reports Propellor is
Gone and Drifting in 50-
Mile Gale

HOUGHTON, Mich, Nov. 6—At
least one vessel is known to be in dis-
tress and many others scurried for
cover in one of the worst storms of
the season, which struck Western Lake
Superior last night.

The Hamonic, a Canadian steamer
operated by the Northern Navigation
Company, was reported with her pro-
peller gone and being driven helpless-
ly by a 50 mile gale, 20 miles west of
Caribou Island, about 50 miles north-
west of Whitefish Point. A radio com-
munication telling of the Hamonic’s
condition, was intercepted at Eagle
Harbor.

The vessel is a passenger and packet
freight ship, running between Sarnia
and Duluth. It was considered im-
probable she was carrying passengers
this late in the season. She carries a
crew of 40 men.

The steamers Thomason and Paisley,
were within call of the Hamonic, the
Eagle Harbor coast guard said and
added that it had been impossible to
establish radio communication with
Whitefish Point, indicating that coast
guards from there might have gone to
her assistance. :

SEIZED SCHOONER
TOWED INTO BOSTON

Nova Scotia Vessel Suspected of
Being Rum Runner—Caught
in Calm

BOSTON, Nov. 6—The Canadian
schooner La Parisienne, seized as a
rum runner off Peaked Hill Bar, Cape
Cod, yesterday, was towed into har-
bor here today by the coast guard
cutter Tampa. The vessel, which hails
from La Have, N. S., is said to be the
largest vessel captured by the coast
guard service in these waters.

Federal officials early today were
checking up the cargo of the schooner,
which they charge; delivered great
quantities of liquor along the New
England coasts on previous visits.

La Parisienne, coast guardsmen
said, came close inshore in Cape Cod
Bay Wednesday night, and yesterday
morning a dead calm held her five
miles from land. A coast guard patrol
boat found her there and stood guard
-l until the Tampa arrived. An armed
guard was then placed on board and
the vessel brought to Boston.

HE 15 AGCCUSED
OF EXGLAIMING

“He Has Broken My
Heart,” First Officer
: - Said

CASE OUTLINED

Crown Prosecutor Tells Of
Events Leading Up To
Tragedy

SOUIHA.MPION, Nov. 6 — “The

captain was talking about me, and
turning all my friends against me, aad
I could not stand it any longer. He
has broken my heart. I am happy I
did it.” ! i

This is what Thomas Towers, first
officer of the Canadian Pacific liner
Melita, who is charged with murdering
Capt. A. H. Clews, captain of the -
Melita, and wounding two other offi-
cers of the Melita, D, K. Gilmour and '
John Holliday, with intent to kilf, is
alleged to have said just after ‘the
shooting on board the Melita at Aut-
werp on October 21,

The words attributed to Towers
were spoken today at the resumption
of the hearing before the magistrate
here by a witness, Joseph Geerinck,
inspectoy of the Canadian Pacific In-
vestigation Department, at Antwerp.

SHOT WIM IN BED.

Witness further said that shorily
after ~ the tragedy on the Melita,
Towers said he had spoken to Oape
tain Clews a couple of minutes bés
fore the shooting. The captain was
in his bunk. “He would not tars
out, and I shot him in bed,” Towers
said, aceording to the witness, who
sald that Towers added that one
shot was sufficlent to end the cape

Continuing, the witness said, that
when Towers was asked why he had
shot Gilmour, he replied: “He is my
greatest enemy. I am very sorry
shot Holliday, I have nothing against
him. I am sorry Allan, (a membe?
of the crew of the Melita), did not
get what Holliday got.”

GASE OUTLINED.

In opening the case yesterday, thé
Crown prosecutor, A. J. Rogens,
stated that on the night of Octéber
20, Towers and Captain Berry, the
ship’s doctor, went to an opera in
Antwerp, but Towers seemed uneasy
and left before the performance was
finished. Berry did not see Towers
again, until after the tragedy. Tow-
ers boarded the Melita at 1.65 in the
morning, the Crown Prosecutor said,
and asked the quartermaster .and
others on the ship, whether Captain
Clews was aboard or not. He in-
structed the third officer, McLellan,
to go ashore and arrange for a sup-
ply of fresh water for the ship.
The Crown Prosecutor suggested
that almost immediately after Mc-
Lellan had gone ashore, the prisoner
shot down Captain Clews. Subse-
quently, it seemed, Towers had gone
to Hollidays’ room at 3.30 in the
morning. He got matches there and
then went to Gilmour’s room, which
was on the same deck. He asked
Gilmour about ship lsting. Gilmour
replied that if Towers had been
aboard the vessel, where he ought

Was Recognized Only Once—
Will Report to Ministry of

OXFORD, England, Nov. 6.—In or;-
@er to obtain first-hand experience of
life in the casual ward of a work-

bhouse, Frank Gray, formerly member
of Parliament for Oxford City and

Junior Liberal Whip, has made a hun-
dred miles’ tramp through the county
disguised as a vagabond.

Attired in ragged clothes very much
the worse for wear, and with a
growth of beard on chin, he made an
excellent tramp, and passed unrecog-
nized among workhouse officlals to
whom he was personally known.

In all he covered 100 miles and slept
at seven workhouses, his purpuose be-
ing to gain personal knowledge for a
book he is writing called “Streets of
Humanity.”

Discussing his adventures Mr. Gray
said that he had stayed in the castal
wards at Henley, Thame, Headington,
Oxford, Bicester, Banbury and Wood-
stock, and was only recognized once.

HEALTH COMMENT
“I have no complaints to make,” he
said, “about  the. treatment accorded

to me by any of the officials, whose
conduct, having regard to the material

‘they are called upon to deal with, was

surprisingly good and kind. In some
cases, however, the accommodation,
from the standpoint of the health of

the communit)", calls for comment.

“Some of the methods of dealing
with tramps and their accommodation
makes certaln of the casual wards in-
cubators and distributing agencies - of
disease.

“There are not more than 5 per
cent. of genuine unemployed frequent-
ing the casual wards. The genuine un-
employed on trek do not go to the
wards ‘at all, but to places like doss
hotises, Church Army homes( and the
like.”

The saddest feature, he added, was
that nearly every casual ward he went
to contained three or: four youths em-
barking upon a career of vagrancy and
crime.

Mr. Gray is to send remittances to
the various institutions he visited to
cover the cost of his keep. He is going
to make a report to the Minister of
Health. ;

W. S. Fisher, of Ssaint Johm, in-
troduced the subject of transporta-
tion, stressing the national advantage
of equal development of all-the-year-
round steamship services between
the Old Country and the Maritimes,
lower freight rates, more Canadian
trade commissioners for the West
Inides and other places and more
faith and confidence in the Mari-
times.

The transportation committee from
Prince FEdward Island in their report
asked that the cost of the car ferry
system be charged to the consoli-
dated funds of Canada, that there
be improved railway facilities, a sepa-
ratlon of freight and passenger ser-
vices, ofl-electric cars for passengers,
s second car ferry and lowering of
feight rates.

LUMBER INDUSTRY NEEDS.

G. P. Ruicble, traffic manager of
the Bathurst Lumber Company,
spoke of the status of the Tumber in-
dustry in New Brunswick which is
being affected by the increased im-
portations of lumber from British
Columbia through the Panama Canal
into the United States. There should,
he contended, be more reasonable
rates to the ‘Atlantic seaboard and
preferential freight rates to assist
the pulp and paper industry of New
Brunswick as the future of that in-
dustry lles in manufacturing those
commodities instead of exporting the
raw material.

: MAINE ADVERTISED

A resolution moved by M. C. Han-
son, vice-president of the Amherst, N.
S., Board of Trade, was passed, com-

laining that the Canadian National

ilway was advertising in Montreal
papers the advantage of the sea coast
summer resorts in the State of Maine
and that in future such advertising
Maritime coast resorts be featured to
the exclusion of the Maine resorts.

After considerable discussion a reso-
lution on fmmigration, moved by W.
J. Burditt, Saint John, and seconded
by M. C. Hanson, was passed, asking
the Dominion Government to institute
and finance an immediate and aggres-
sive immigration policy for the Mari-
times continuing the same for not
fewer than ten consecntive years, this
policy involving adequate organiza-
tions both overseas and in the Mari-

times. JARITIMES EXODUS

It was pointed out that during the
past 20 years that the long continued
exodus from the Maritimes with no
replenishment of this tragic drain has
resulted to the very great detriment
of their agricultural industries and
commerce, narrowing the scope of em-
ployment and compelling young men
and women to seek a livelihood else-
where; also that since Confederation,
while deriving no benefit therefrom,
the Maritimes were suffering from the
Western Canada settlement propagan-
da of federal governments, transporta-
tion systems, and others.

This was discussed by Messrs. Birch,
Higgs, Dewar, Sclanders, Belding,
Matheson and others, some of the
delegates wanting the resolution to be
more specific and asking for a certain

proportion of the immigration ex-
penses. ;
The meeting was then adjourned to

enable the committee on resolutions to
complete their work.

MORE EQUIPMENT ASKED

At the closing session of the Mari-
time Board of Trade this evening a
resolution was passed, asking that the
Dominion Government as a national
undertaking, equip the ports of the
Maritime Provinces so that they may
not only meet present requirements
but will take care of requirements of
the future.

It was urged that immediate efforts
should be made to negotiate favorable
trade agreements with a larger number
of foreign countries, and that Canada
should establish a much larger num-
ber of competent trade commissioners:

RATES REVISION URGED

.The meeting also passed- a resolu-
tion to the effect that the Maritimes
should be conceded a revision in
frieght and express rates to modify
the disabilities under which they labor
in marketing their goods in other parts
of Canada, detailed representations
concerning which will be made to the
Board of Railway Commissioners dur-
ing their general freight rate investi-
gations.

After careful consideration a resolu-{
tion was prepared recommending scien-
tific research and an educational cam-
paign in regard to the handling, curing
and marketing in proper condition of
fish, the creating a demand for sea fish
in Central and Western Canada and
urging the federal government to make
a ‘much larger appropriation for the
developing of the fisheries and expan-
sion of export marketing.

COKE PLANTS FAVORED.

The coal mining industry of the
Maritimes was discussed at some length
by Hon. J. F. Fraser, Messrs. Blakeney,
Congdon, Hyndman, Belding and
others and a resolution passed tat the
coke plants be established at .central
points in Canada to render tinnecessary
the importation of American anthra-
cite coal and that legislation be assed
to aid the expansion of markets for
the coal of Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick and Alberta.

A proposal for taxing catalogue
order houses was brought up by W. J.
Kent, of Bathurst and discussed by J.
0. Hyndman and others, but no reso-
lution was proposed. It was announc-
ed that W. S. Fisher, chairman of the
resolutions committee, who was not
present tonight, would take up the mat-
ter with the Retail Merchants’ Asso-
ciation of Saint John with a view to
bringing it before the Winnipeg con-
ference.

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT.

The report on the industrial devel-
opment of the Maritime Provinces
follows:

As the outcome of extended investi-
gation and deliberation, the committee
respectfully submits its conclusions, as
follows:

(h) That no real general interest
in minerals has yet been developed
in the Maritimes, and particularly
in New Brunswick; and that in
this respect the Maritimes differ
outstandingly from other provinces
of the Dominion. Therefore, the
committee believes it of particular
importance that well considered
means be takenj to awaken and
stimulate such publig interest in
the Maritimes.

(i) That because' of the above
lack of public interest, the mineral
possibilities of the Maritimes would
seem to have been ' discredited or
discounted in a measure seriously
prejudicial to their development;
and that, contrary to the prevailing
popular fallacy, the Maritimes are
generously endowed with precious
and commercially important miner--
als in considerable variety; for in-
stance, arsenic, copper, gold, iron,
lead, manganese, molybdenite,
nickel, silver, tungsten, zinc, ac-
tinolite, asbestos, barytes, coal, co-
rundum, feldspar, fluorspar, gar-
nets, graphite, grindstones, gypsum, -
magnesite, mica, iron oxides, py-

tripolite, limestone, dolomite, slate,

building stone, granite, fireclay,

brick clays, oil shales, crude petrol-
eum, natural gas, etc.

_All these minerals are known to
exist in greater or lesser deposits.
Several of them are being operated
in a small way. There is little rea-
son to believe that many of them
are not worthy of active develop-
ment.

Concluding under this heading, the
committee respectfully submits that it
is convinced that the development of
Maritime mineral resources is of the
highest economic importance, and that
active measures to that end are logi-
cally warranted.

PULP AND PAPER.

From information gathered by the
committee, it would seem . that this
likely Maritime industry is not flour-
ishing as it should do; that it is con-
fronted with certain obstacles to its
prosperity and expansion which are not
insuperable; but which call for the
sympathetic consideration of our pro-
vincial governments. . In the opinion
of the committee, the industry pos-
sesses marked potentialities and might
well add to sources of employment in
an important and desirable measure.
However, the committee is inclined to
suggest that the Provincial Govern-
ments might each appoint a small com-
mittee of broad-minded, able business
men to discuss with the pulp and paper
interests the handicaps encumbering

LUMBERING.

. Lumbering has for long been and
still is a main Maritithe industry—e
principal one in New Brunswick. Un-
fortunately, however, it has suffered
considerable decline during the last
few years; and, it would scem of para-
mount importance that it be clearly
established whether such decline is due
to fundamental or merely artificial
causes. If the latter, it seems reason-
able to assume that a remedy might
be provided by legislation. The com-
mittee feels, howeevr, that there is a
limit beyond which governments can-
not be expected to pass in their sup-
port of a single industry. On the other
hand, a lack of reasonable elasticity in
the governmental relation might seri-
ously jeopardize an indigenous indus-

WASHING KNITTED GARMENTS.

To dry knitted things without
stretching or shrinking them, simply
| spread a clean cloth in an airy, shady
spot, out of doors, or in a fairly warm,
airy place in the house. Lay the gar-
ments out flat on the cloth, pulling and
pushing them into their original shape.
1t is a wise precaution to take measure-
ments of the garment before washing
so that it can be dried to the same
size and shape.

It is very easy to stretch or shrink
yarn while wet, so that a knitted gar-
ment hung on a line will be pulled
down by the weight of the water held
in the yarn. After drying, the gar-
ment is not so likely to shrink or
stretch, so whatever shape it takes
during drying is the one which it will
permanently assume. :

THE LAST

Mystery of The Vitamins
Is Near Solution At Last

FRONTIER

By DAVID DIETZ
HOSE sclentists who work on the
borderline between biology, the
science of life, and chemistry, the
sclence of matter, stand today upon
the threshold of one of the most im-
portant discoveries of the decade. The
bio-chemists, as they are known in
sclentific parlance, are upon the verge
of finding out the chemical composition
and nature of vitamins. fi
- Until the present time, bio-chemists
knew only that certain vitamins existed
in certain foods. They classified these
as vitamins A, B, C, and so on, accord-
ing to the effects which they produced
upon living creatures. For example,
vitamin A was known to prevent rick-
ets because animals fed on a diet lack-
ing substances which contained vitamin
A developed rickets.

Byt all attempts to identify the
various vitamins failed. This was be-
cause the vitamins existed in such
minute quantities in foodstuffs and be-
cause any attempt to obtain the vita-
mins in concentrated form resulted in
their destruction. The vitamins were
apparently what the chemist -calls
highly unstable. That is, heat or
chemical reactions immediately broke

them down so that they no longer ex-
isted as vitamins. The instability of
vitamins {is illustrated by the fact that
the mere cooking of vegetables destroys
a large part of their vitamin content.

However, it seems as though Dr.
Harry E. Dubin and Dr. Casimir
Funk, two of the world’s leading bio-
chemists, are on the road to solving
the problem.

* *»
DRS. DUBIN and Funk have been
at work on this problem for sev-
eral vears. They chose cod-liver oil as
the substance to work on, since this
is richer in vitamins than any other
substance known. _

They first made an extract of cod-
liver oil by treating it with acetic acid,
the acid  found in vinegar. Two
pounds of cod-liver oil yielded less than
an ounce of extract, yet all the vita-
mins of the original cod-liver oil re-
mained concentrated in this extract.

This extract was then made into a
soap-like substance with caustic potash.
This was further concentrated by
chemical means until all the vitamins
remained in a brown sirupy mass
weighing only one-five-hundredth of
an ounce.

The committee felt that the mat-

sufficiently important to warrant
separate investigation and a separate
report, which will be duly submitted
by another representative of our
Board. The committee would say,
however, that according to this re-
port, New Brunswick's consump-
tion of farm products exceeds to a
lamentable extent New Brunswick’s
production—a circumstance funda-
mentally wrong and of exceedingly
grave detriment to every conceiv-
able activity in the province. Fur-
ther, the committee understands that
a somewhat similar condition pre-
vails in Nova tia, and, if this is
so, would very'earnestly urge the
seriousness of a situation which
seems to have resulted from a com-
bination of circumstances both ob-
vious and complex. In the sincere
opinion of the committee the whole
intricate problem demands the im-
mediate focus of the ablest minds
in the Maritimes.

POWER DEVELOPMENT

The committee respectfully recom-
mends that, with a view to attract-
ing hopeful industries, hydro-electric
development a8 a source of cheap
power should always be borne in
mind. In the opinion of the com-
mittee, a government is warranted
in anticipating power requirements
to a reasonable extent, since experi-
ence indicates that responsible in-
dustries will not establish in antici-

pation of the power development,
more especially as cheap power is
already available at so many points
throughout Ontario and Quebec. In
the opinion of the committee, Mari-
time power development should take
the form of small units which could
be added to as circumstances justify,
ever though small units may not
produce as cheap power as larger
ones.

The generation of cheap power, at
the pithead, from low-grade  coals
such as those of New Brunswick, has
also been considered by the commit-
tee. It is not impossible to generate
power from coal as cheaply as from
water power when the coal is cheap
and properly burned, using suitable
equipment. Even low grade coal can
be burned to advantage in powdered
form. Indeed, it seems not unlike-
ly that by the process suggested, the
cost of power production would be
lower and the capital plant cost less
than in the case of the small hydro
units meationed above.

LARGE INDUSTRIES

Therefore, the committee wonlq
respectfully recommend: s

That a complete industrial survey
of the Maritime Provinces be made
at the joint expense of the three
Provincial Governments, and that the
same be made by an expert concern
which would be recommended by the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States, Washington, D. C., such sur-
veys having been made of many
United States centers to very remark-
able advantage. On this matter, the
committee is prepared to submit the
material it has collected, and upon
the strength of which it unhesitating-
ly tenders the foregoing recommenda-
tion.

7) Compare scores of your group
with the scores from other schools as
published.

(8) Work out correlations between
§ntelligence scores, and school marks.

At the close of the address, which
was closely followed by the audience,
the thanks of the Institute was ex-
tended to Dr. Trueman by the presi-
dent, E. J. Alexander.

PAPER ON READING

Following Dr. Trueman’s address,
Miss Jessie Milligan read an excellent
aper on “Reading, Grade 2,” followed
y a practical demonstration by sev-
eral little girls. This item on the pro-
gramme called forth many favorable
comments from teachers present. The
expression the children put into their
work was a revelation to those present.

Miss Ena Higgins’ paper on “Litera-
ture” was greatly enjoyed, an extended
discussion following it. Her subject
was confined to the junior and inter-
mediate grades. She made a strong
len that more attention be paid to
he development of Canadian national
spirit by having national literature in
the lower grades. She felt a great op-
portunity was being overlooked. There
were two methods of teaching litera-
ture, one school holding the child as
the centre while the other made the
subject matter the chief item. The first
dlass, she folt, was the better as it
developed a belng who would be able
&0 reason clearly and express accurate-
1y while the second produced a heaped-
up mass of miscellaneous facts. W. T.
Denham led the discussion on this

paper.
HOME WORK QUESTION

Following this, Chief Superintendent
Carter was called on. Diéring the course
of his interesting remarks, Dr. Carter
dwelt on the matter of homework and
¢he relations between the teacher and
the parents. Respecting the former, he
said he had noticed that the Premier of
Ontarlo had come out agalnst any
homework and in Ontario now the
school hours had been lengthened to
allow for the preparation of lessons
usually assigned for homework. There
were three schools of thought on this
matter, those who favored homework,
those who wanted ft abolished, and
those who said it should be done in
the schoolroom.

Someone had sald that if for no other
yeason than that it gave the pil a
sense of vesponsibility outside of school,
homework was worth while. In one
place in the United States where home-
work had been abolished, Dr. Carter
sald it had been found necessary to re-
enact the curfew law and get the chil-
dren off the streets. It was said that

the children were over-worked but he
had very little sympathy with the cry
that the normal boy was over-worked
in this direction.

CONDITIONS CHANGING

The average work day now was eight
hours. Soon that woild be eut down by
inventions and thus- the lelsure time
would be increased. The great empires
of the past had broken up because of
the inertia of their citizens, caused by
too many slaves. Nowadays, the auto-
matic machines were the slaves and

leisure time had increased. People| §

never walked great distances now-
adays; the skilled artisan was disap-
pearing and the automatic machine was |
taking his place. Recently, he had gone
through the largest sardine factory in
Canada where several hundred people
were employed at the big season. He
had been told that only one skilled
workman was employed there, he be-
ing the mechanic. The problem for the
educationists of the future was to find
something that would occipy the
leisure time that would be at the com-
mand of all

Dr. Carter complimented Miss Hig-
gins on her paper and endorsed her
plea for a developmnet of civics. In
this connection, he paid a warm tri-
bute to the work the Junior Red Cross
was conducting in the schools of the
province. When this had been intro-
duced a few years ago, he confessed
he had looked on it with indifference
but today he freely acknowledged it
was doing a wonderful amount of
valuable work.

YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

Mr. Alexander introduced Fletcher
Peacock, director of the Saint John
Vooational High School. who was the
first speaker yesterday afternoon. Mr.
Alexander spoke of the hope that the
Vocational School would relieve over-
crowding in the High School.

ASKS CO-OPERATION.
Mr. Peacock appealed for the co-|
operation of the teachers fo. secure
the success of the new school. He
referred to the advances in educational
systems as corresponding to devel-
opments in the commercial and in-
dustrial world. Vocational education
was tending towarde opening equal
opportunities for all people. The
problem was to provide training for
those who would not enter univer-
sities and secondary grade vocation-
al, or technical, education had been
evolved to give both necessary class-
fcal training and specialized train-
ing for entering fields of industry.

LOCAL SITUATION.

Making special reference to the
situation in Saint John he showed
a diagram depicting enrollment by
grades. There were seen to be 1,142
pufyiln in Grade II while there were
only 227 in grade XI. The great
bulk of those who had dropped out
had not sufficient training and had
drifted into blind alley or misfit oc-
cupations because untrained for spe-
cial activities. Less than 10 per cent
of the population was taking univer-
eity training.

The common school work he de-
geribed as funtiamental and all im-
portant. At grade VII. the difference
in pupils became apparent and different
types of education’ were required. Vo-
-cational education, he said, would not
lessen the number taking matricula-
tion but would tend to popularize edu-
cation and have practically all pupils
reached a grade-XI. standing, by open-
ing up new avenues. He admitted
there had been doubt whether grade
VIII. pupils could definitely decide
what calling they would pursue.

PUPILS MIGHT TRANSFER.

He showed how pupils might trans-
fer from vocational or classical depart-
ments as their particular bents devel-
opened. The scheme, he said, wus
very flexible.

The industrial course would not turn
out thoroughly trained journeymen
workers but would fit them for their
apprenticeship. After their appren-
ticeship, which would occupy the same
time as university training, they would
be fully equipped citizens and would
be privileged to attend the night classes
for further specialized training. The
pre-vocational training, he pointed out,
meant the raising of the basis of in-
dustry from grade VI. to grade VIIIL
standard.

Papers on arithmetic instruction were
read, as follows: For pupils of grades
I, II. and III, Miss Catherine Earle;
for grades IV. and V., Miss Genevieve
Dever, and for grades VI, VIL and
VIIL, by Reverdy Steeves.

USURPS POWER
ING REIN

Meighen Declares Premier Is
Merely Leader of Min-
ority Group

]

DRURY DECLARATION
CITED AS PRECEDENT
Deicn ot s Riht b
Second Dissolution of
Parliament

OTTAWA Nov. 5—Rt. Hon.
Arthur Melghen Conserva-
tive leader, in a statement issued
late this afternoon, characterized
the announcement of the inten-
tion of Premier King that his
government wotld continue in
office and meet parliament as
usurpation of power and con-
tempt of the popular will.

Mr. Meighen’s statement reads as
follows:

“The Premier’s statement, stripped
of its sophistry, is merely an announce-
ment of his determination to ‘hang on’
in defiance of a heavily adverse verdict
from the people of Canada.

CABINET IS DEFEATED.

“The cabinet,” he said, “considered
‘the alternative of advising a second
dissolution ¢f Parliament. “The Prime
Minister knows that his cabinet had

no such alternative and could not get
another dissolution no matter what
they advised. They have made their
appeal and have been defeated.

“Mr. King is now merely the leader
of a minority group. There has never
been a case in Canada and none for a
third of a century in Britain where the
leader of a minority group has waited
for the calling of "Parliament or has
refused to resign immediately when the
will of the people was known.

BALDWIN'S DECISION.

“Mr. Baldwin waited for Parliament
in 1928, but Mr. Baldwin emerged from
the election the leader of by far the
largest group. In Mr. Baldwin’s case,
also, Parliament being already sum-
moned to meet in three weeks, there
was no time for a new government to
be formed and ready to meet the
House. Mr. Drury in April, 1923, an-
nounced, and announced properly, that
if another party were returned larger
than his own in the then forthcoming
elections, it would he his constitutional
duty to resign in favor of the leader
of that party.

“Mr. King declared as the reason for
his appeal to the people that his Gov-

ernment could not satisfactorily con-
duct public business while dependent
upon Progressive support. In defiance
of this declaration he now decides to
cling to office, though dependent in-
finitely more than he was before upon
Progressive support.

“Of the 27 Progressives, Independ-
ents and Labor candidates elected, 18
of them denounced his record and de-
feated his candidates.

“The Premier himself and eight of
his ministers have been rejected. The
popular majority against his Govern-
ment is overwhelming. To cling to of-
fice under such circumstances is usur-
pation of power and contempt of the
popular will.”

CREATED BY DEATH

J. E. Marcile Dies After Elec-
tion—Represented Bagot,
Que.

In point of continuous
service he ranked second only to
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, who was
first elected in 1896, and who has sat
continuously since then. Mr. Mar-
cile went to the Commons in a by-
election in 1898, having served as
councillor and mayor of his native
village of Actonvale. He was re-
elected from taht time on without
difficulty.

Mr. Marcile was born at Contre-
coer, Que., in 1854. His death opens
the first vacancy in the newly elected
parliament.

The funeral will take place on
Monday at Actonvale.
