London, Ont., June 1—Heedless of his
sweetheart’s plea for life itself, Gordon
Dibsdale, 24 years of age, 334 QOakland
avenue, taking deliberate aim with a
double barrelled shotgun last night, shot
and killed Christina Near, fifteen years
of age, of 88 Adelaide street, whom he
had asked to be his bride but three days
ago. Then reloading, he turned the gun
on himself and sank to the sidewalk at
the corner of St. James and 'Adelaide
streets, slightly’ injured. Police say the
slayer will be in condition to be removed
from a cage at Victoria Hospital to a
cell in the county jail today.

“I did not mean what I said last
night. I was mad at the time. Please

n’t throw me over, Gordon. Meet on
Adelside street at noon today. Christina.”

This tragic note, the sequel to a
lover’s quarrel on Thursday night, and
dated “last night” brought the two to-
gether yesterday but only to result in
a second quarrel and the promise of
“Crissie” to meet Gordon at the hour
the tragedy was enacted. Light-hearted
end. confident that the course of love
would once again run smooth, despite
the fact that Gordon had been told
that she could marry him until she at-
tained the age of eighteen, the girl
walked a block from her home to meet
him—and death. . :

CREW DUMPS
RUM INTO RIVER

Men on Gasoline Launch See-
ing Eagle Boat with Militia-
men, Think It “Dry Navy.”

New York, June 1. — Seven cases of
whiskey were dumped into the Hudson
from the deck of a twenty-five-foot gaso-
line launch as the Eagle Boat 51, with
sixty men of the First Battalion Naval
Militia, approached the vicinity of the
launch at the foot of West 130th street.

When the man at the wheel of the
power boat noticed the Eagle boat loom-
ing up near him he thought he was about
to fall into the hands of the rum-chaser
Hahn. He became excited and shouted a
warning into the cabin of the boat.

As the Eagle boat drew nearer two
men rushed from the cabin of the smaller
boat and began throwing bottles and
cases marked “whiskey” overboard, as
the man at the wheel shouted: “We sur-
render, we surrender!”

“When the Eagle boat kept om ifs
course the rum-runners in amazement
began to berate one another for having
acted hastily. , Then, taking courage,
they put on full speed and darted away.

It was estimated that the seven cases
of whiskey and a dozen or more bottles
of other liquor thus lost by the rum-
runners were worth about $1,000 at
bootleg prices.

RIGHT POLICY

Notable Addresses Delivered |
at Ontario Health Confer-
ence This Week.

‘At the eighth annual meeting of the
Ontario Health Officers’ Association held
in the Physics Building of the Univer-
sity of Toronto, this week, Dr. J. A.
Morgan, M. O. H., of Smith Township,
Peterborough, in speaking on “How to
Control Diphtheria in a Small Country
Village,” stated that this disease causes
one-third of all deaths due to infectious
diseases.

The trained nurse with the aid of
cultures and anti-toxin, he emphasized,
is the best means of attack, both finan-
cially and as to results.

In speaking of carriers of the diseasec,
Dr. Morgan pointed out that convales-
cents were rid of germs in two, three or
four weeks, but one in every 1,000 per-
sons carry with them possible diphtheria
germs. - Milk is also a carrier. The re-
moval of tonsils, adenoids, and foreign |
bodies in the throat were recommended.
In pointing out the age in which dis-
ease is prevalent from three to six years
were the most dangerous.

MORE CHILDREN POORLY . FED.

Malnutrition Increases in Schools of
Tet?cmmt Districts, Says Superintend-
en

New York, June :.—W. F. Johnson,
superintendent of the school department
of the Children’s Aid Boclety, is author-
ity for the statement that the number
of children here suffering from malnu-
trition is on the increase, in spite of the
best efforts .of his organization in the
eight schools and health centres main-
tained in the tenement districts.

Examination among these children re-
veals an alarming increase in the num-
ber of children who show signs of suf-
fering from under-nourishment, insuf-
ficient or improper feeding, in other
words.

“We are now furnishing,” says Mr.
Johnson, in Better Times; New. York’s
welfare , magazine, an average of 1,880
meals a day to children in our health
centres, who are. selected according to
their degree of malnutrition. These
children, in addition to this supplemen-
tary feeding, are given the best medical,
dental and nursing supervision that we
can procure. If, in spite of these ef-
ports, they have lost ground this past
year, I hesitate to think of what the
percentage of malnutrition must be to-
day among the great body of under-
privileged voungsters of the city.”

Little Economizing in Can-
ada Would Give Money
Enough to Save Russian
Children.

If the people of the North American
continent were to cut appreciably into
their expenditure on unnecessaries, a8
they did during the war, there would
soon be no Russian famine problem. The
United States excise officials announce
that fifty billion cigarettes were con-
sumed in that country last year, or an
average for every man of five a day.

The figures for Canada are not avail-
able, but in a comparative sense they
probably are not much less. Hundreds
of millions are blown away in smoke
every year. Of course not all of this
money can be said to be utterly wasted,
the figures being cited only for the pur-
pose of showing, if an effort were made,
how much money could be saved.

It would not take a very great deal
of economizing on the part of the people
of Canada to raise enough money to feed
all the hungry Russian children that the
Canadian Save the Children Fund is
likely to accept responsibility for. Some
people may really skimp themselves in
making a contribution; but by far the
greater part give only out of their
abundance. Many have not even done
that.

Occurs Rarely in Egypt, but
it Does Things While it

Lasts.

Rain, luckily, is a rarity in Egypt,
writes a “Brilon in Egypt” to the Lon-
don Daily Mail. In Cairo it falls, per-
haps, on about ten days in the year.

However, when rain does fall it is far
too unpleasant a phenomenon to be com-
pared with anything normal in Euro-
pean atmospheres.

Twenty minutes’ moderate rain will
turn any Egyptian road into a Flanders
quagmire, in which it is hard to find a
foothold or to make a yard of progress.

Vehicles slip and sink in deep ruts of
black, oozy mud, and wallowing camels
and floundering buffaloes churn the
whole nauseous mess into the consis-
tency of a batter pudding, in which the
pedestrain will slip and slide well above
his ankles. One official of my acquain-
tence in the provinces goes out in sea
boots on the rare ‘occasions when the
sky is overcast.

Nothing in the country — neither
clothes, nor houses, nor vehicles — is
built to withstand wet. All such things
are constructed merely to stand siege
from the sun.

Your flat, inclosed roof, so convenient
for hanging out the washing or taking
the evening air, develops an ominous
bulge within half an hour, and eventu-
ally collapses, ruining your furniture,
deluging you with plaster, and, as likely
as not, washing you out of your bed.

Handkerchiefs are promptly requisi-
tioned to avert the damage, and their
four corners tucked between tarboosh
and head, and the crowd, like a routed
army in nighteaps, dashes into car-
riages, while the rain insistently con-
verts muddy side streets into little imi-
tations of the Nile.

Every Friday evening a group of first-
year college students come to our house

to the verandah for tea. Some of the
students are so orthodox that they will
not eat with us. It is pathetic to see
the way they try to explain that they
do not intend ‘to insult us by not eating
with us. The fault is not in the lads,
.ibut in their religion, and so we do not
i blame them.” We are teaching the lads
to sing some of our western sonks. They
have never experienced the value of sing-
ing in a group and they rather like it,
although our songs are new to them.

ACT TO SAVE PLAINS STOCK.
i Mortality of Sheep and Cattle
Frightful Mor R:Z e P

orged,

At the present time there is an or-
ganized movement to secure legislation
which will put an end to the mon-
strous mortality among the sheep and
cattle of the United States through
famine and exposure to the elements
during the severe winters on the plains,
according to Franklin B. Morse of the
San Francisco Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals.

“Teng of thousands of animals are
perishing through greed and negligence,”
he says. “Tell of these horrors and
the reply will be: ‘How dreadful. Can
nothing be done to put a stop to it?
This may be the last thought given to
the matter. On the other hand, tell the
women of the land who go to market
and know what they have to pay for
a pound or two of meat, that more than
two billion pounds of perfectly good
beef, lamb and mutton are deliberately
wasted—and it is more likely to strike
nearer home.”

Mr. Morse points out that in San|

Francisco the officers of the San Fran-
cisco Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals inspect hundreds of
crates of fowl every month in order to
see that they are not inhumanly crowded
together. Many of these birds are
shipped to the Hawaiian Islands. Com-
plaints used to come that many of them
died during the long sea trip into the
tropics. Officers were put on the job
primarily for humane reasons, but
when it was shown that dead fowl
were likely to infect the living and

the ultimate consumer was in danger
of getting contaminated food, interest
was immediately aroused as to the
methods employed in shipment.

“The farmer who flnds pleasure in
using his fowling piece in the killing of
birds is not likely to discontinue the
practice just because some persons ask
him to desist for sentimental reasons,”
says Mr. Morse. “But if he is told
that through the agency of birds,
through their destruction of insect pests,
his crops will yield in greater abun-
dance, no further argument will be
found necessary.

“Sentiment is not to be ignored. There
must be a judicious admixture of it.]
Sentiment will reach the child more
quickly than any sanitary er economic
ideas which may be advanced for being
kind to animals, but the hard-headed
farmer or the practical business man is
more likely to listen to the latter rea-
soning. This, in brief, is the new line
of procedure humanitarians are using
in order to bring about a better condi-
tion and consideration for dumb crea-
tures. It does not arrive at the goal i
quite so altruistic a manner, but the ena
sought probably will sooner be reached.”

TUBERCULIN TESTING
FOR CITIES AND TOWNS

A discussion which took place recent-
ly in the House of Commons revealed the

fact that the cities and towns of Canada
do not take advantage, to the extent they
should or might do, of the epportunity
offered by the Dominion Department of
Agriculture, to have the herds supplying
milk or cream tested for tuberculosis by
officials of the Health of Animals
Branch. By order-ifi-council passed in
April, 1917, it is provided that, on appli-
cation to the veterinary director-general,
any city or town can secure this service
on condition that the dairies supplying
the milk or cream are li and con-
form to the standard. It is further un-
derstood that, two years after the first
test, the sale of unpasteurized milk or
cream in the applying city or town shall
be prohibited unless the veterinary in-
gpector can certify that the dairy herds
contain no reactors and are free from/
tuberculosis. These conditions being
agreed to, an inspector or inspectors will
be sent to test all the cows furnishing
milk and cream to the city or town con-
cerned.

SPIT OF UNITY
AMONG CHURCHES

(Montreal Gazette.)

Five Anglican and five Presbyterian
clergymen have presented a request to
the Bishop of Montreal and the Montreal|

effect in matters of Church Union. The
personnel of the ten clergymen. is note-
worthy, embracing as it does divines whe
have charge of the largest and most ‘in-
fluential congregations in' the city of
Montreal, men who have distinguished
academic careers, and all of whom are
well known for their erudition. There
s much pessimism, even sadaess, in
some quarters relative to the proposed
amalgamation or. union. The bishops
themselves at the Lambeth Conference
issued an appeal for unity, by which
under due safeguards a mutual and re-
ciprocal arrangement might be effected.
The joint manifesto now entered inte by
the leading clergymen of the two com-
munions is a furthér step in the general
scheme for reciprocity. This document
is more than a formal appeal and is in
reality a cordial and honest suggestion
made in a sympathetic atmosphere. The
reunion of the church schemes has now
been under way for some twelve ‘months,
yet practically nothing substantial has
been achieved. The sad thing noticeable
prior to the present noteworthy advance
was a lack of willingness on the part of
any church to change in any respect or
even moderate, an attitude more suited
to the circumstances of past centuries
than to the present needs of the modern
world and the responsibility of Christian
churches towards that need.

The question, “How far can we ad-
vance towards reunion?” has been re-
placed to an extent in some quarters by,
“How can we best preserve our iden-
tity? There is the natural and some-
what intolerant conservatism of churches
by a kind of caution which sometimes
comes nearer to a suspi¢ion. The Church
is suffering from a certain mental slug-
gishness and disinclination to hard
thinking which may be one of the reac-
tions from the war. The step taken by
the ten prominent divines augurs well for
future success, and is a set-off agalnst
the dead-weight of inertia which must
be faced sooner or later when the de-
finite scheme for reunion is promulgat-
ed. But doubting Thomases’ need 1ot
despair of the future. Churchmen and
the ministers of Free churches must
think out the correct kind of unity de-
sirable and give the necessary lead. If

RESULTS WITH CREOSOTE.

! Makes Chzap;_r Woods Available for

ence Posts.

It was stated this week at the For-
ests Products’ Laboratories of Canada
that a series of experiments had just
been successfully concluded with a view
to demonstrating the possibility of using
cheaper woods: for fence posts instead of
cedar, by a process of creosoting, similar
to that used for the perservation of rail-
way ties. For years past, it was stat-
ed, the 'belief had been general that the
only timber that would give a reason-
able life for fence posts was cedar,
which was becoming both scarce and ex-
pensive.

The experiments made with creosoting
had shown that by a comparatively
simple process it was possible to treat
fence posts of certain hardwoods in
such a way that they would have a
life at least twice as long as ordinary
cedar posts.

In carrying out these experiments
fences were erected at the Forest Nur-
sery at Indian Head in 1917, with posts
of Russian poplar, both creosoted and
untreated. The result of this experiment
was that all the untreated posts had
decayed and been removed, while .the
creosoted posts were all still in service,
and apparently as Sound as the day they
were put in service. Reports to this
creosoting process for fence posts are
being sent out by the Forest Products’
Laboratories.

The plan of co-operative municipal
ownership, which finaly was expressed
in legislation was a complete novelty, .

tice. A long campaign of education was
necessary, and far-seeing municipal renre-
sentatives from a half-dozen of the im-
portant towns and cities of the district
gave freely of their time and energy and
money to convince the electorate that the
project was practical as wels as desir-
able. 3

Twelve municipalities “took a chance.”
They made contracts with the Hydro-
Flectric Power Commission of Ontario to
take power exclusively from the Com-
mission and undertook to meet all the re-
uirements exacted; that is to say, they

q
.agreed to contruct suitable distribution

plants and to accept the judgment of the
Commission’s ‘engineers as to their
adequacy. They agreed also to accepl
the rate schedules establishgl by the
Commission, to standardize their ac-
counting, and to appropriate the
revenues from year to year in accordance
with the requirements of the status and
the regulations of the Commission. Each
municipality became responsible only for
the actual cost of generating, transform-
ing and transmitting the energy it re-
quired. Thus the underlying principle
of the Municipal Act was not con-
troveted. The revenue of the local sys-
tem was to be used for the welfare of
that municipality only. The surplus of
one town could not be used to extingulsh
the deficit of another. Each community
stood on its own legs. The Commission
representing all co-operating municipal-
ities administered the gathering, trans-
forming and transmitting plants and col-
lected the cost in the sale of delivered
power. T

From the beginning these twelve
municipalities had a marked success.
Business increased rapidly. Burplus
funds accumulated, and it was necessary
from time to time to reduce the rates.
Between 1912 and 1919, which included
the war-period, the average kilowatt-
hour rate over the twelve communities
was cut from 6.2c to 8.5¢, and still the
revenues exceeded the annual outlay.

One of the twelve was St. Thomas. At
the end of 1921 according to official
figures recently published the St. Thomas
System had a Surplus and Reserve Ac-
count $300,851.69, while its balance of
liability is only $111,458.40. The average
kilowatt-hour rate in St. Thomas is for

DAIRY PRODUCTS DECLINE.

Their Value Drops 20 Per Cent, to
$2,410,000,000, in 3921,

: (New York Times.)

The value of dairy products in 1921
was $2,410,000,000, a drop of twenty per
gent. from 1920, according to a statement
by the department of agriculture. The
1920 value was $3,025,000,000 as com-
pared with $2,970,000,000 in 1919, in
which period the value of animals raised
on farms declined sharply.

These values are
based on estimates of 6,118,000,000 gal-
lons of milk in 1919, 6.101,000.000 gallons |
in 1920, and 7,118,000,000 in 1921, at the |

cents in 1921. These average milk prices
were computed from extensive Informa-
tion on milk prices from all parts of the
country, based on the relative monthly
production.

ZULUS PUNISH FLIRTS
WITH DEATH PENALTY

Oflaf Linck, Explorer, Tells of Native
Customs—Has Spear That Kilfed
Prince Napoleon. -

Flirts are not tolerated in Zululand
on the east coast of Africa, according to
Olaf Linck, Danish author and explor-
er, who arrived in New York recently
on the 8. 8. United States of the Scan-
dinavian-American line. He had just
returned after a year spent among the
natives and expected to remain in the
U. 8. four months, speaking before
scientific and travel societies, he said.

Mr. Linck said the Zulus usually killed
men when they made advances to mar-
ried women. The status of woman had
greatly Improved, the explorer found.
The high cost of living had had the ef-
fect of limiting the practice of poly-
gamy to the extremely rich. In former
years, Mr. Linck explained, a man could
pirchase a wife for eight oxen, but now
the price had gone up to almost twice
that number of animals. Parents were
adopting the expediment of disposing of
their marriageable daughters on the in-
stalment plan, the terms generally being
two oxen down and the remaining at fix-
ed intervals. When asked what hap-
pened to a husband who defaulted on
hizs payments, the explorer explained

that there was a law which provided |

for his going to work in the service of
his father-in-law until the value was
covered.

Linck exhibited a spear, which he af-
firmed was the one used in killing Prince
Napoleon, son of Napoleon III, in 1879,
during an outbreak between the Zulus
and the French. He said the spear, a
curlously inscribed weapon, had been
presented to him by the natives as a
token of their esteem.

Constitution to be Tried Out
for Five Years.

Vancouver, B. C., June 1.—Adoption,
by a vote of 428 to 200, of a new consti-
tution for a test period of five years,
tending to promote more efficient opera-
tion of the machinery of the order, ap-
proval of the disarmament policy adopt-
ed at the Washington conference, and a
ghort discussion which developed prat-
tical unanimity of opinion among the
delegates as to the need of a system of
gelective immigration, featured yester-
da#’s sessions of the I. O. D. E. conven-
tion here.

One of the most important changes in
the constitution is a clause making it
possible for the office of national presi-

¥ 1o be filled by other than a resi-
“dent of Torento. :

The new constitution differs from the
old, also, according to the report of Mrs.
A, W. McDougall, convener of the com-
mittee, in that:—

1—It embodies incorporation of chap-
ters.

2—1It refraims from any further refer-
ence to the imperial chapter than is war-
ranted by charters, as the organization
of an imperial chapter could be granted
only by an act of the British parliament.

5—Provides representation for all pro-
vinees on the national executive.

ANGLICAN BISHCP
IN CONDEMNATION
OF PROFIBITION

Regina, June 1—In his charge at (he
opening of the Anglican synod of the
diocese of Qu ’Appelle yesterday Right
Rev. McAdam Harding, lord bishop of
the diocese, delivered a powerful con-
demnation of prohibition: laws in
Saskatchewan.

These laws, he said, were contrary to
the rights of liberty vested in the church
of Christ and were the cause of crime
and debauchery.

“It is very difficult for anyone in these
times to speek concerning temperance
without being misunderstood,” he said,
“that is unless one is in full accord with
the supporters of prohibition.

“But I feel that a solemn duty lies at
the door of the Anglican Church today,
the duty of insisting on Christian liberty
and temperance rather than prohibition.

MEDICAL REGISTER

Arnnual Meeting of Councily
Just Ended in Ottawa—Dr.
L. P. Normand President.

Ottawa, June 1—Hon. Dr. L. P. Nor-
mand, of Three Rivers, a representative
of the Quebec medical board, was elect-
ed president. for the ensuing year, at the
medical council of Canada at its an-
nual session here yesterday. Dr. J. M.
Macallum, who represents Toronto Uni-
versity on the council, was elected vice
president. Dr. R. W. Powell of Ottawa,
was re-elected registrar. F. H. Chrysler,
K. C.,, Ottawa, was appointed general
counsel.

Of the thirty-two members of the
council, which is an administrative body
created under the Canada Medical Act,
and consists of representatives from
each province in Canada together with
the universities, twenty-nine
the sessions just closed.

It was said that there are 781 medi-
cal men registered in the Canada Medi-
cal Register, and the registrar was in-
structed to impress on these the desir-
ability of using their qualification of L.
M. C. C. on all their documents where
their names appear. This is the qualifi-
cation created by the Canada Medical
Act, and it is accepted by all the pro-
vinces as sufficent for registration and
licences in these provinces.

RV, O, CHOWN
ON CHURCH UNON

St. Catharines, Ont., June 1—“The
three churches, concerned have in vari-
ous ways so committed themselves each
to the others that to me it is inconceiv-
able that union should not take place un-
less prevented by a legal barrier,” said
Rev. S. D. Chown, general superintend-
ent of the Methodist church at the Ham-
ilton conference yesterday.

“My confidence in its certainty rests,
among other things, upon my belief in
the good faith of the churches concern-
ed. If we look at the ethical obliga-
tion under which the churches have|
placed themselves it will enable us to
answer the question, ‘will the union come |
to pass.’”

WER E UNDESIRABLE

Cost Uncle Sam $2,000,000.-
000 a Year — Plant Pests
from Europe and Asia.

~ (Bangor Commercial)

A better understanding of the need
of safeguarding the country’s major
agricultural crops against possible in-
troduction of destructive pests and
diseases is among the important results
of the plant quarantine conference called
by Secretary of Agriculture Wallace at
Washington, D. C., May 15-16.

The quarantine, it was pointed out,
recognizes the fact that any importa-
tion of plants Is attended with a risk
of bringing in new enemies. * Con-
servative estimates place the annual loss
to American agriculture from imported
pests at about $2,000,000,000, not in-
cluding the destruction done by im-
ported plant diseases. Some of the worst
pests have come in with very insigni-
ficent shipments. A single trivial impor-
tation of Japanese iris brought in the
Japanese beetle. It is acknowledged
that this little insect can not be ex-
terminated, that it will continue to
spread over the country and that it will
be the cause of much injury to our crops.
The Ban Jose scale was brought in some
40 years ago with some Chinese flower-
ing peaches. It now costs America
least $10,000,000 a year for spraying
orchards and in reduced output and value
of fruit crops.

Citrus canker, introduced with Japan-
ese trifoliate orange stock some 13 years
ago, has cast about $2,180,000 of federal
and state funds for  control work.
Orchards and nurseries valued at $11,-
068,000 were burned to the ground in
Florida and other Gulf States in an effort
to control the disease.
" A few Japanese flowering cherry
trees brought in the Oriental fruit worm
in 1911. It is now firmly established in
half a dozen eastern states and is ex-
pected ultimately to spread to all parts
of the country, causing & continual an-
nual charge to fruit production of mil-
lions of dollars.

From Germany came the pine blister
rist in an importation of seedlings of
American white pine. The disease now
threaten to wipe out our white pine
forests. The present stand is Yalued
at $561,750,000 and the destruction has
just begun.

One of the most spectacular scourages
is the chestnut blight, brought in on a
trivial shipment of Oriental chestnut
trees. Half of the American stand of
chestnuts has succumbed thus far and
the prediction is made that by 1940 it
will wipe out all trees east of the Miss-
issippi. New York and Pennsylvania
suffered total destruction. The disease
is now spreading down the Appalachian
Mountains as far as North Carolina and
Alabama, and westward into West Vir-
gina, The present stand of chestnuts is
19 1-8 billion board feet, valued at $58,-
000,000.

The well-known boll weevil is now
here to stay. Its annual board bill is
estimated at $200,000,000, with . no
prospect of a reduction. The other great
enemy of cotton, the pink bollworm, was
tntroduced from Mexico in 1916. Thus
far congress has appropriated about $2,-
500,000 for control work. ~ Fifteen years
ago, the insect appeared in Egypt. From
there it has spread to every cotton-pro-
ducing country in the world.

Mr. Fielding i endeavoring by still
further reducing the duty on imports
from Britain to induce British manu-
facturers to produce the kind of things
we in Canada want. Take tools as an
example. Mr. Fielding has reduced the
duty on all sorts of hand tools to 16
per cent. when imported from Britain,
as compared with 80 per cent. when im-
ported from the United States. If the
British toolmaker really wants to com-
pete, the way is wide open. He now
has the advantage of entry into the
Canadian market at half the rate of duty
levied against the products of his Am-
erican competitor.

The British preference has been ma-
terially increased on many other articles
that bulk heavily in our imports. The
duty on wrought or ‘seamless iron or
steel tubing not over ten inches in di-
ameter is now 15 per centt. from Britain
and 80 per cent. from the United States.
In the eleven months of the fiscal year
1922 to February 28 we imported only
$4,034 of this piping, largely used in
plumbing, from Britain, and to the value
